The University of Florida hired Mike White as head men’s basketball
coach, director of athletics Jeremy Foley announced on Thursday, May
7,2015.

White, the 2014-15 Conference USA Coach of the Year, comes to the Ga-
tors after leading Louisiana Tech to a 101-40 record (.716) over the past
four seasons, including three straight conference championships. Born
in Dunedin, Fla., White brings a wealth of SEC experience to the Gators,
as a four-year starter at Ole Miss and later an assistant coach for seven
seasons under two different head coaches on the Rebels” bench.

“I' have an incredible amount of respect for the University of Florida,
and | am so excited to be a Gator,” White said. “Not only is Florida
home for me, but the tradition and success that the Gators have built
make this an incredible opportunity. | know about the great home
court advantage in the 0’Connell Center, which is a testament to the
fans and the Rowdy Reptiles. There’s an unbelievable commitment to
excellence athletically and academically at UF, and it starts with the
leadership of Dr. Fuchs and Jeremy Foley. I look forward to returning to
the SECwhere | have a lot of great memories, and | can't wait to create
many more alongside The Gator Nation.”

“Mike White is someone who came to the top of our list very quickly
and he checks all of the boxes we were looking for,” Foley said. “He is
a winner who has a high level of integrity, plays an up-tempo style of
play and has the respect of his peers and the basketball community. He
has experience in coaching, recruiting and playing in the Southeastern
Conference and has a strong pedigree. He has a certain authenticity
with people and is not afraid of challenges.”

“Coach White brings with him a distinguished career and an extraordi-
nary record of success,” UF President Kent Fuchs said. “I have no doubt
he will uphold high standards on and off the court, and am delighted
to welcome him to the Gator Nation.”

White began shaping the Gators to his identity immediately, bringing
a high-energy, fast-paced style to Florida’s summer workout. He also
brought in his first recruit to UF in 2015 junior college All-American
Justin Leon, who will be immediately eligible to compete for the Ga-
tors this season.

Under White’s leadership, the Bulldogs also advanced to the NIT in
each of the past three seasons, including quarterfinals appearances in
2014 and 20715. In all three NIT appearances, Louisiana Tech posted a
road victory over a major-conference opponent, toppling Florida State
in 2013, Georgia in 2014 and Texas A&M in 2015 on their home floors.
White gets the job done in friendly confines also, as he departed the
Bulldogs with a 30-game home winning streak intact and a 49-1 mark
over his final 50 home games at LA Tech. He will be one of four new
head coaches in the SEC in 2015-16 season, as Alabama, Mississippi
State and Tennessee will also have new bench bosses.

White brings to Florida a high-energy, fast-paced system that allows
players to flourish. In four seasons at LA Tech, the Bulldogs averaged
74.2 points, 7.4 3-pointers made, 14.0 assists, 8.4 steals, 4.9 blocked
shots and 16.1 turnovers forced (seventh in the nation during that
span).

The Bulldogs’ amazing team and individual feats during White’s time
leading the program are a testament to the style of play that White
coaches. In addition to three straight conference championships, he
coached the 2015 C-USA Player of the Year, a 2015 AP All-American,
two WAC Newcomers of the Year, the 2014 C-USA Sixth Man of the Year,
multiple All-Defensive Team nods, the 2014 C-USA Defensive Player of
the Year and LA Tech’s all-time assists record-holder (listed in detail at
the end of this bio).

Every season under White’s watch, multiple players landed on all-con-
ference teams, including three — Raheem Appleby, Kenneth “Speedy”
Smith and Alex Hamilton — in 2014-15. Smith was also named the
2014-15 Conference USA Player of the Year. In total, four players earned
all-conference honors nine times over the course of four seasons.

In 141 games as the LA Tech head coach, 11 different players turned in
a total of 69 individual 20-point performances, led by Appleby with
29 games scoring 20 or more and topping the 25-point mark 12 times.
Appleby, a three-time all-conference selection at LA Tech, concluded
his career with 1,770 points scored (13.9 average), sixth on Louisiana
Tech’s all-time scoring list, just ahead of Karl Malone.

Over the course of a four-year career at Louisiana Tech that coincided
with White’s tenure, point guard
Speedy Smith totaled a school-
record 858 assists and holds the

single-season record. Smith tallied 22 games with double-digit assists,
including a school-record 15 vs. Central Arkansas in 2012.

White's LA Tech players mastered effective scoring — his team has led
its conference in points scored each of the past three seasons — while
also valuing possession. Louisiana Tech has led Conference USA in
assist-to-turnover ratio both seasons since joining the league and has
been conference leaders in turnover margin each of the past three sea-
sons. The Bulldogs also led their league in either field goals made or
3-point field goals made all four seasons under White.

This aggressiveness is not confined to the offensive end of the floor,
either. The Bulldogs ranked in the top 10 nationally in steals White’s
final two seasons at the helm, nabbing 303 (8th) in 2014-15 and 339
(4th) in 2013-14. LA Tech also finished 15th in the country last season
with 15.6 turnovers forced per game and eighth in 2012-13, causing
17.4 per game.

But White also gets the job done in the one stat that matters most —
wins and losses. Since joining C-USA in 2013, Louisiana Tech has the
league’s best record, both in conference play (28-6; .824) and overall
(56-17,.767). He led the Bulldogs to 16 wins vs. RPI Top-100 teams, with
LA Tech finishing 54th or better in the RPI rankings each of the past
four seasons.

Making his head coaching debut at age 35in 2011-12, White took one of
the youngest rosters in the nation to its first Western Athletic Confer-
ence Tournament final in program history, upsetting both Utah State
and top-seeded Nevada along the way. The Bulldogs finished 18-16,
a six-game improvement over the previous season, while Appleby
earned the first of his three career all-conference nods and Trevor Gas-
kins also earned All-WAC recognition. Appleby’s 446 points that season
also rated fifth-most all-time by a LA Tech freshman.

During his second season on the bench, the Bulldogs reeled off a
program-record 18-game winning streak and appeared in the Associ-
ated Press Top 25 rankings for the first time in 28 years. The Bulldogs
saw an 11-win improvement in White’s second season, finishing 27-7
overall, and a 12-win bump in conference action as a 16-2 mark earned
the Bulldogs a WAC co-championship. The 16 conference wins also set
a school record, and White was named the Don Haskins WAC Coach of
the Year, the United States Basketball Writers Association District VIl
Coach of the Year and NABC District 6 Coach of the Year, while Appleby
and Smith both landed All-WAC honors.

In 2013-14, Louisiana Tech moved into Conference USA, but White’s
squad did not miss a beat as the Bulldogs matched the program record
with 29 victories, including an eight-game road winning streak, finish-
ing 29-8 and 13-3 in C-USA action to share the league crown. LA Tech
averaged 81.0 points per game and finished in the top six nationally

in scoring margin (third), steals per game (fifth) and turnover margin
(sixth), while also landing in the top 20 in scoring offense (t-12th) and
assists per game (17th). After one of the greatest seasons in program
history, White was named the Louisiana Association of Baskethall
Coaches (LABC) Major College Coach of the Year, while Smith and Ham-
ilton both earned All-Conference USA recognition.

This past season’s 27-9 effort also produced a 15-3 conference record
as the Bulldogs won the reqular season C-USA championship by a two-
game margin. LA Tech, whose 2014-15 roster included five players
from the state of Florida, sported a perfect 17-0 record on its home
court. In conference play, the Bulldogs’ 158 steals were 31 more than
the second-ranked team’s total. The Bulldogs were well-honored for
their efforts with three players — Smith, Appleby and Hamilton — earn-
ing all-conference recognition, the most Bulldogs to receive the honor
since the 1991-92 season.

Last season, ESPN’s Jay Bilas noted that White is one of the nation’s
best young coaches: “White is a superstar and has done a remarkable
job at Louisiana Tech. He has this in his blood.”

Prior to getting his first head coaching job at Louisiana Tech, White
spent seven seasons from 2004-11 on the Ole Miss coaching staff
where he developed a reputation as one of the top assistant coaches
in the country. After two seasons coaching under Rod Barnes, White
was retained when Andy Kennedy took over the program in 2006. In
White’s five seasons working in Oxford under Kennedy, they helped
lead the Rebels to 20 wins and an NIT berth four times, including two
runs to the NIT Final Four, and SEC West titles in 2007 and 2010. In ad-
dition to recruiting responsibilities, White also worked closely with the
Rebel guards. While White was on staff, Terrico White earned the 2009
SEC Freshman of the Year award and Freshman All-America accolades
in 2009.

Prior to his stint on the Ole Miss staff, White spent four years at Jack-
sonville State from 2000-04, three as an assistant coach and the final
season as associate head coach. During his time at the school, Jack-
sonville State posted the only 20-win season in its Division | history
and recorded the program’s first-ever win in an Atlantic Sun conference
tournament game.

Though born in Dunedin, White lived all over the country before his
family settled in New Orleans where he played high school basketball
at Jesuit High School. He signed with Ole Miss, where he was a four-
year starter at point guard for the Rebels in the late 1990s.

As a four-year starter for the Rebels from 1995-99, White helped lead
0Ole Miss to consecutive SEC West Division titlesin 1997 and 1998, three
straight NCAA Tournament berths from 1997-99 and the program’s
first ever NCAA Tournament win, topping Villanova in the first round
in 1999. He was a two-time SEC Academic Honor Roll selection and a
member of the 1999 SEC Good Works Team.

After being invited to the Utah Jazz's summer training camp following
his college career, White spent the 1999-2000 season playing profes-
sionally for the IBL's New Mexico Slam and in England before returning
to Ole Miss in the spring of 2000 to complete his B.A. in business.

White’s passion for and knowledge of college basketball came natu-
rally, growing up around the game as his father, Kevin White, served as

athletic director at Notre Dame, Arizona State, Tulane and Maine. Kevin
White is currently the AD at Duke. Michael’s younger brother, Danny,
played basketball at Towson and Notre Dame, and is now the athletic
director at the University of Buffalo. Youngest brother Brian is an as-
sociate athletic director at Missouri.

He is married to the former Kira Zschau, an All-SEC volleyball player at
Ole Miss, who also has a law degree from the university. The couple
has two daughters, Rylee and Maggie, twin boys, Collin and Keegan,
and a son, Dillon.

advanced to the second round.

This solid foundation was laid a year earlier by May and the coaching
staff when the team finished the regular season with wins in five of
their last six games and reached the program’s first WAC Tournament
final after upsetting Utah State and Nevada in the quarterfinals and
semifinals, respectively. The Bulldogs ended with an overall record of
18-16, a six-win improvement from the year before.

While on Kerry Rupp’s staff at LA Tech, the Bulldogs went 24-11 dur-
ing the 2009-10 season, their best record since 1985 at the time.

Beilein, Nichols helped the Mountaineers to a 26-11 record and a trip to
the 2008 NCAA Sweet 16 his senior season.

Nichols joined White’s staff in 2014 and helped guide Louisiana Tech
to the 2015 Conference USA championship as guard Kenneth “Speedy”
Smith garnered C-USA Player of the Year and AP All-American honors.

Dave “Duke” Werner, Assistant Athletic Director for Sports Health, en-
ters his 12th year as the University of Florida men’s basketball Athletic
Trainer and his 22nd year with Gator athletics, having spent his first 10
years in Gainesville working with the UF baseball program. Werner is
responsible for student-athletes” daily care, as well as injury preven-
tion and rehabilitation in the basketball program. He joined the Florida
athletic training staff in June 1994.

Werner has made a tremendous impact on the Gator basketball pro-
gram, and his planning is instrumental to helping the team make it
through the grind of a season in good health. He has provided care to
11 future NBA draft picks, including six first-round selections. His alma
mater, Eastern Kentucky, named him the 2013 Department of Exercise
and Sport Sciences Alumnus of the Year.

For the Gators’ 2013-14 Final Four season, which included the historic
30-game winning streak, Florida had a usual starter miss just two
games due to injury, with Michael Frazier II, Will Yeguete and Patric
Young all playing 39 games. Yeguete, who missed time with injury his
sophomore and junior years, started all 39 games of his senior cam-
paign. Young finished his career with 150 appearances, never missing
asingle game.

During the 2012-13 season, five of Florida’s reqular eight-man rota-
tion missed time due to various injuries, but Werner’s care helped
three of those players miss just one game. In addition, Werner's rehab
work with Will Yeguete allowed the power forward to return from
early-February arthroscopic knee surgery in time to participate in the
postseason.

Tom Williams is a 30-year veteran at the Otis Hawkins Center for Academic and Personal Excellence at Farrior Hall. Williams has been providing personalized professional and academic guidance for the Gator basketball team

in numerous areas since 1986. A regular on Gator road trips, his tutoring and mentoring extends beyond his campus office. Williams also assists in NCAA academic compliance and certification.

Under Williams, the Gator basketball team has earned a league-best 92 Southeastern Conference Academic Honor Roll selections. In 2014, Florida placed a conference-record eight players on the SEC Academic Honor Roll,
and the Gators placed seven in 2015. In both 2014 and 2015, the men’s basketball program has been recognized by the NCAA for having an APR score in the top 10 percent nationally, achieving a perfect 1000 score both years.

In 2014, one of the most notable scholar-athletes in Florida history graduated, as Patric Young wrapped up a decorated career. Young was the first three-time SEC Scholar-Athlete of the Year and was named an Academic
All-American as a senior. Young also earned the Ben Hill Griffin Award as a senior and was on the SEC Community Service Team as a junior.

A Florida player has earned SEC Scholar-Athlete of the Year six of the past nine seasons, including repeat honors from Lee Humphrey (2006 and ‘07) and Young (2012, 13 and '14), along with Ray Shipman (2009). Humphrey
also earned second-team ESPN the Magazine Academic All-America honors in 2006 and first-team recognition in 2007.

Matt Bonner became the first basketball player in Gator basketball history and just the third athlete in school history to be recognized as the Academic All-American of the Year when he earned that honorin 2002 and then re-
peated the honorin 2003. Bonner was selected as a Verizon Academic All-American each year from 2001-03. In addition, Bonner was honored as the first recipient of the College Basketball Student-Athlete of the Year Award.

The 1997 and 1998 Gator squads set then-league records with six Academic Honor Roll selections, a number matched again in Florida’s national title year of 2007.

Williams, who is originally from Tarpon Springs, Fla., graduated from Florida in 1978 with a degree in English Education and earned his Master’s Degree in Education at Mercer in 1984.

« Florida stayed inside the KenPom Top 50 for the entire season, fin-
ishing 45th in the nation, higher than three NCAA Tournament 9-seeds.

« KenPom ranked UF's adjusted defense 11th in the nation and its
strength of schedule sixth most difficult.

- Billy Donovan became the second men’s coach, joining Bob Knight,
to reach 500 Division | wins before his 50th birthday with the Gators’
66-49 rout of Tennessee on Feb. 28.

« Reaching the milestone in his 704th career game coached, Donovan
also became one of the quickest to 500 in terms of games coached,
ranking 23rd all-time.

« Florida placed two players on SEC teams, with Dorian Finney-Smith
named second-team All-SEC and Devin Robinson earning SEC All-
Freshman Team honors.

« UFalsohad seven players on the SEC Academic Honor Roll, one shy of
the team’s 2013-14 SEC-record eight.

« The Gators’ SEC Tournament win vs. Alabama came while commit-
ting a season-low six turnovers, while Finney-Smith’s double-double
(23 points, 11 rebounds) led the team.

« Finney-Smith posted 20 points and 10 rebounds in the Gators’ domi-
nant 66-49 win vs. Tennessee. He is one of two players to post a 20/10
game in SEC league play each of the past two seasons (Jordan Mickey,
LSu).

« Finney-Smith had the game-winning dunk with 21 seconds left at
Alabama, as well as blocks on the possessions before and after the
dunk to set up and seal the game-winning possession.

+ Junior Michael Frazier Il established a new school record with a
3-pointer in 41 straight games, eclipsing Lee Humphrey’s 39. In the
final game before the streak was snapped, Frazier went for a season-
bests at Ole Miss with 27 points and six 3-pointers.

« Frazier hit the two game-winning free throws with 1.9 seconds re-
maining vs. Arkansas after he grabbed an offensive rebound and drew
a foul on the putback attempt.

« Senior walk-on Jacob Kurtz started seven games and led the Gators
with nine drawn charges this season.

« Sophomores Kasey Hill and Chris Walker took on expanded roles. Hill
was aregularin the starting lineup and scored 20 points vs. North Caro-
lina. Walker tallied a career-best 13 points vs. Yale and had 12-point
games at Kansas and at Alabama.

« Chris Walker’s five blocks vs. Vanderbilt were the most by a Gator in
an SEC game since Al Horford had five vs. South Carolina in 2007 and
most in any game since Patric Young's six vs. Savannah State in 2012.

+ Freshmen Chris Chiozza and Devin Robinson saw immediate playing
time and started the first four SEC games together.

- Eli Carter moved into the starting lineup as the season progressed
and tallied three 20-point performances this season, including a
22-point outing at Texas A&M.

- Jon Horford, a grad transfer from Michigan, had a career-high 17
points in the loss to Miami and had one of the best rebounding aver-
ages on the team.

« Alex Murphy, a midseason transfer last year, became eligible after
the Fall semester and has provided additional versatility as a lengthy
wing player who can drive the ball.

« Florida limited four SEC opponents to 50 points or fewer this season.
The Gators have 16 such games since 2013, including reqular season
and conference tournament games.

« Florida’s wins at Alabama and vs. Arkansas came while scoring a
total of 109 points, the second-fewest in a two game winning streak
under Donovan (103 vs. Georgia and Kentucky in 2005). The combined
three-point margin of victory in the gamesis also the slimmestin back-
to-back wins under Donovan.

- Big plays by both of the Gators’ leading scorers clinched those two
wins -- Dorian Finney-Smith’s thunderous dunk and subsequent block
at Alabama and Michael Frazier's two free throws with 1.9 seconds on
the clock vs. Arkansas.

« Florida opened its SEC slate with a win at South Carolina behind 20
points from Dorian Finney-Smith and 17 from Michael Frazier. The Ga-
tors went 14-5 in SEC openers under Donovan.

« The Gators opened the 2014-15 campaign with a win, marking the
team’s 23rd consectutive victorious season opener, including a 19-0
mark under Donovan.

« UF permitted 10 points in the second half vs. Jacksonville, the few-
estin a second half during Donovan’s tenure.

« One 28-possession span vs. Yale saw the Gators tally 48 points (1.71
per possession). UF shot 21-for-25 from the field during that stretch,
which included the final 26 possessions of the first half and first two of
the second.
