Mike White matched a program record with 21 wins in his fi rst season 

as head coach at the University of Florida, leading the Gators to a fi ve-

win improvement over the previous season. Among active SEC coaches, 

21 wins matches the second-most in the fi rst season on the job.

The Gators returned to the postseason, reaching the quarterfi nals of 

the NIT, which included a road win at Ohio State, UF’s fi rst-ever road 

win vs. at Big Ten program. White and the Gators also posted the 

team’s fi rst top-10 win in nearly fi ve years with a dominant 88-71 win 

vs. ninth-ranked West Virginia in the SEC/Big 12 Challenge.

In White’s inaugural season on the Florida bench, Dorian Finney-Smith 

earned second-team All-SEC honors and KeVaughn Allen was named to 

the SEC All-Freshman team. Finney-Smith became the fi rst Gator since 

Al Horford in 2006-07 to tally 500 points and 300 rebounds in a season. 

Allen’s 418 points were the most by a UF freshman since Bradley Beal, 

and his 32 points vs. Florida State were the fi fth-highest single-game 

output by a freshman in Florida history. The Gators also placed fi ve 

players on the SEC Academic Honor Roll.

White’s fi rst Florida recruit, junior college All-American Justin Leon, 

provided energy and toughness to the Gators’ lineup. Leon posted 14 

points and nine rebounds in the win vs. LSU. White’s fi rst full signing 

class includes early signees Eric Hester and Dontay Bassett out of Olds-

mar Christian and Gorjok Gak out of Victory Rock Prep in Bradenton.

UF hired Mike White as head men’s basketball coach on May 7, 2015.

 White, the 2014-15 Conference USA Coach of the Year, came to the Ga-

tors after leading Louisiana Tech to a 101-40 record (.716) over the past 

four seasons, including three straight conference championships. Born 

in Dunedin, Fla., White brings a wealth of SEC experience to the Gators, 

as a four-year starter at Ole Miss and later an assistant coach for seven 

seasons under two diff erent head coaches on the Rebels’ bench.

 “I have an incredible amount of respect for the University of Florida, 

and I am so excited to be a Gator,” White said upon his hire. “Not only 

is Florida home for me, but the tradition and success that the Gators 

have built make this an incredible opportunity. I know about the great 

home court advantage in the O’Connell Center, which is a testament to 

the fans and the Rowdy Reptiles. There’s an unbelievable commitment 

to excellence athletically and academically at UF, and it starts with the 

leadership of Dr. Fuchs and Jeremy Foley. I look forward to returning to 

the SEC where I have a lot of great memories, and I can’t wait to create 

many more alongside The Gator Nation.”

 White agreed in principle to a six-year deal at an average of $2 million 

per year.

“Michael White is someone who came to the top of our list very quickly 

and he checks all of the boxes we were looking for,” Foley said. “He is 

a winner who has a high level of integrity, plays an up-tempo style of 

play and has the respect of his peers and the basketball community. He 

has experience in coaching, recruiting and playing in the Southeastern 

Conference and has a strong pedigree. He has a certain authenticity 

with people and is not afraid of challenges.”

“Coach White brings with him a distinguished career and an extraordi-

nary record of success,” UF President Kent Fuchs said. “I have no doubt 

he will uphold high standards on and off  the court, and am delighted 

to welcome him to the Gator Nation.”

Under White’s leadership, the Bulldogs also advanced to the NIT in 

each of his ifnal three seasons in Ruston, including quarterfi nals ap-

pearances in 2014 and 2015. In all three NIT appearances, Louisiana 

Tech posted a road victory over a major-conference opponent, toppling 

Florida State in 2013, Georgia in 2014 and Texas A&M in 2015 on their 

home fl oors. White gets the job done in friendly confi nes, as well, as 

he departs the Bulldogs with a 30-game home winning streak intact.

At LA Tech, White established a high-energy, fast-paced system that 

allows players to fl ourish. In four seasons at LA Tech, the Bulldogs 

averaged 74.2 points, 7.4 3-pointers made, 14.0 assists, 8.4 steals, 4.9 

blocked shots and 16.1 turnovers forced (seventh in the nation during 

that span).

The Bulldogs’ amazing team and individual feats during White’s time 

leading the program are a testament to the style of play that White 

coaches. In addition to three 

straight conference champion-

ships, he coached the 2015 C-USA 

Player of the Year, a 2015 AP All-

American, two WAC Newcomer 

of the Year winners, the 2014 

C-USA Sixth Man of the Year, mul-

tiple All-Defensive Team nods, 

the 2014 C-USA Defensive Player 

of the Year and LA Tech’s all-time 

assists record-holder.

 Every season under White’s watch, multiple players landed on all-con-

ference teams, including three – Raheem Appleby, Kenneth “Speedy” 

Smith and Alex Hamilton – in 2014-15. Smith was also named the 

2014-15 Conference USA Player of the Year

In total, four players earned all-conference honors nine times over the 

course of four seasons.  In 141 games as the LA Tech head coach, 11 dif-

ferent players turned in a total of 69 individual 20-point performances, 

led by Appleby with 29 games scoring 20 or more and topping the 

25-point mark 12 times. Appleby, a three-time all-conference selec-

tion at LA Tech, concluded his career with 1,770 points scored (13.9 

average), sixth on Louisiana Tech’s all-time scoring list, just ahead of 

Karl Malone.

Over the course of a four-year career at Louisiana Tech that coincided 

with White’s tenure, point guard Smith totaled a school-record 858 as-

sists and holds the nation’s best total over the past four seasons. Smith 

was also the country’s single-season leader with 267 assists in 2014-

15 and rated second in the nation in 2013-14 with 278, the Bulldogs’ 

single-season record. Smith tallied 22 games with double-digit assists, 

including a school-record 15 vs. Central Arkansas in 2012.

White’s players have mastered eff ectively scoring – his team has led its 

conference in points scored each of the past three seasons – while also 

valuing possession. Louisiana Tech has led Conference USA in assist-

to-turnover ratio both seasons since joining the league and has been 

conference leaders in turnover margin each of the past three seasons. 

The Bulldogs have also led their league in either fi eld goals made or 

3-point fi eld goals made all four seasons under White.

This aggressiveness is not confi ned to the off ensive end of the fl oor, 

either. The Bulldogs have ranked in the top 10 nationally in steals each 

of the past two seasons, nabbing 303 (8th) in 2014-15 and 339 (4th) 

in 2013-14. LA Tech also fi nished 15th in the country last season with 

15.6 turnovers forced per game and eighth in 2012-13, causing 17.4 per 

game.

But White also gets the job done in the one stat that matters most – 

wins and losses. Since joining C-USA in 2013, Louisiana Tech has the 

league’s best record, both in conference play (28-6; .824) and overall 

(56-17, .767). He has led the Bulldogs to 16 wins vs. RPI Top-100 teams, 

with LA Tech fi nishing 54th or better in the RPI rankings each of the 

past four seasons.

Making his head coaching debut at age 35 in 2011-12, White took one of 

the youngest rosters in the nation to its fi rst Western Athletic Confer-

ence Tournament fi nal in program history, upsetting both Utah State 

and top-seeded Nevada along the way. The Bulldogs fi nished 18-16, 

a six-game improvement over the previous season, while Appleby 

earned the fi rst of his three career all-conference nods and Trevor Gas-

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kins also earned all-WAC recognition. Appleby’s 446 points that season 

also rated fi fth-most all-time by a LA Tech freshman.

During his second season in the bench, the Bulldogs reeled off  a pro-

gram-record 18-game winning streak and appeared in the Associated 

Press Top 25 rankings for the fi rst time in 28 years. The Bulldogs saw an 

11-win improvement in White’s second season, fi nishing 27-7 overall, 

and a 12-win bump in conference action as a 16-2 mark earned the 

Bulldogs a WAC co-championship. The 16 conference wins also set a 

school record, and White was named the Don Haskins WAC Coach of 

the Year, the United States Basketball Writers Association District VII 

Coach of the Year and NABC District 6 Coach of the Year, while Appleby 

and Smith both landed All-WAC honors.

In 2013-14, Louisiana Tech moved into Conference USA, but White’s 

squad did not miss a beat as the Bulldogs matched the program record 

with 29 victories, including an eight-game road winning streak, fi nish-

ing 29-8 and 13-3 in C-USA action to share the league crown. LA Tech 

averaged 81.0 points per game and fi nished in the top six nationally 

in scoring margin (third), steals per game (fi fth) and turnover margin 

(sixth), while also landing in the top 20 in scoring off ense (t-12th) and 

assists per game (17th). After one of the greatest seasons in program 

history, White was named the Louisiana Association of Basketball 

Coaches (LABC) Major College Coach of the Year, while Smith and Ham-

ilton both earned All-Conference USA recognition.

The team’s 27-9 eff ort in his fi nal season at LA Tech also produced a 

15-3 conference record as the Bulldogs won the regular season C-USA 

championship by a two-game margin. LA Tech, whose 2014-15 roster 

included fi ve players from the state of Florida, sported a perfect 17-0 

record on its home court. In conference play, the Bulldogs’ 158 steals 

were 31 more than the second-ranked team’s total. The Bulldogs were 

well-honored for their eff orts with three players – Smith, Appleby and

Hamilton – earning all-conference recognition, the most Bulldogs to 

receive the honor since the 1991-92 season.

Last season, ESPN’s Jay Bilas noted that White is one of the nation’s 

best young coaches: “White is a superstar and has done a remarkable 

job at Louisiana Tech. He has this in his blood.”

 Prior to getting his fi rst head coaching job at Louisiana Tech, White 

spent seven seasons from 2004-11 on the Ole Miss coaching staff  where 

he developed a reputation as one of the top assistant coaches in the 

country. After two seasons coaching under Rod Barnes, White was re-

tained when Andy Kennedy took over the program in 2006. In White’s 

fi ve seasons working in Oxford under Kennedy, they helped lead the 

Rebels to 20 wins and an NIT berth four times, including two runs to 

the NIT Final Four, and SEC West titles in 2007 and 2010. In addition to 

recruiting responsibilities, White also worked closely with the Rebel 

guards. While White was on staff , Terrico White earned the 2009 SEC 

Freshman of the Year award and Freshman All-America accolades in 

2009.

White Record vs. Opponents
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HEAD COACH MIKE WHITE
Prior to his stint on the Ole Miss staff , White spent four years at Jacksonville State from 2000-04, three as an 

assistant coach and the fi nal season as associate head coach. During his time at the school, Jacksonville State 

posted the only 20-win season in its Division I history and recorded the program’s fi rst-ever win in an Atlantic 

Sun conference tournament game.

Though born in Dunedin, White lived all over the country before his family settled in New Orleans where he 

played high school basketball at Jesuit High School. He signed with Ole Miss, where he was a four-year starter 

at point guard for the Rebels in the late 1990s.

As a four-year starter for the Rebels from 1995-99, White helped lead Ole Miss to consecutive SEC West Divi-

sion titles in 1997 and 1998, three straight NCAA Tournament berths from 1997-99 and the program’s fi rst 

ever NCAA Tournament win, topping Villanova in the fi rst round in 1999. He was a two-time SEC Academic 

Honor Roll selection and a member of the 1999 SEC Good Works Team.

After being invited to the Utah Jazz’s summer training camp following his college career, White spent the 

1999-2000 season playing professionally for the IBL’s New Mexico Slam and in England before returning to 

Ole Miss in the spring of 2000 to complete his B.A. in business.

White’s passion for and knowledge of college basketball came naturally, growing up around the game as his 

father, Kevin White, served as athletic director at Notre Dame, Arizona State, Tulane and Maine. Kevin White 

is currently the AD at Duke. Michael’s younger brother, Danny, played basketball at Towson and Notre Dame, 

and is now the athletic director at the University of Buff alo. Youngest brother Brian is an associate athletic 

director at Tulsa.

He is married to the former Kira Zschau, an all-SEC volleyball player at Ole Miss, who also has a law degree 

from the university. The couple has two daughters, Rylee and Maggie, twin boys, Collin and Keegan, and a 

son, Dillon.

White’s four years at Louisiana Tech coincided with the career of Bulldogs point guard Kenneth 

“Speedy” Smith, the 2015 Conference USA Player of the Year. Over the past four seasons, Smith dished 

out 858 assists, a school record and more than any player in the nation during those four years. Smith 

led the country with 267 assists during the 2014-15 season and ranked second in 2013-14 with 278. 

White vs. the Gators
During White’s playing career at Ole Miss (1995-99), the Rebels went 3-2 against Florida, with both 

losses coming during White’s freshman season. The three wins his sophomore, junior and senior sea-

sons coincided with Billy Donovan’s fi rst three seasons on the bench in Gainesville. In White’s fi ve 

games vs. the Gators as a player, he averaged 6.0 points and 2.4 assists in 25.2 minutes. As an assistant 

coach at Ole Miss from 2004-11, the Rebels went 1-7 vs. the Gators, with the lone Ole Miss win during 

that span coming in 2008 in Oxford.

Player Recognitions under White
White’s style of play is conducive not just to winning games, but in allowing talented players to fl our-

ish.

record as the Bulldogs won the regular season C-USA championship by 

a two-game margin. LA Tech also sported a perfect 17-0 record on its 

home court. In conference play, the Bulldogs’ 158 steals were 31 more 

than the second-ranked team’s total. The Bulldogs were well-honored 

for their eff orts with three players – Kenneth Smith, Raheem Appleby 

and Alex Hamilton – earning all-conference recognition, the most 

Bulldogs to receive the honor since the 1991-92 season.

With his assistance, LA Tech featured a trio of guards in 2013-14 who 

earned postseason honors – Smith was selected fi rst team All-Con-

ference USA and C-USA Defensive Player of the Year, Hamilton was se-

lected third-team All-Conference USA and Kenyon McNeail was named 

the C-USA Sixth Man of the Year.

May was an integral part in the Bulldogs impressive 2013-14 season 

that saw the team post an overall record of 29-8, tying for the most 

victories ever in a single season in program history.

The year featured a program record 18-game winning streak, the 

school’s fi rst AP Top 25 ranking in 28 years and a berth into the NIT 

where the Bulldogs advanced to the second round.

This solid foundation was laid a year earlier by May and the coaching 

staff  when the team fi nished the regular season with wins in fi ve of 

their last six games and reached the program’s fi rst WAC Tournament 

fi nal after upsetting Utah State and Nevada in the quarterfi nals and 

semifi nals, respectively.

Mincy spent the 2009-10 season working on staff  with South Carolina 

before returning to the Kent State program where he spent his playing 

career.

The Gators reached the NIT quarterfi nals, with Dorian Finney-Smith 

earning All-SEC honors and KeVaughn Allen placing on the SEC All-

Freshman squad.

Nichols joined Mike White’s inaugural Florida staff , following one sea-

son coaching under White at Louisiana Tech. Nichols brought four years 

of full-time coaching experience and one NCAA Tournament appear-

ance on the bench despite wrapping up his collegiate playing career 

just seven years ago.

During his coaching career, spanning three schools over the past four 

seasons, Nichols’ teams have a combined 81-45 record (.643).

A four-year letterwinner at West Virginia under Bob Huggins and John 

Beilein, Nichols helped the Mountaineers to a 26-11 record and a trip to 

the 2008 NCAA Sweet 16 his senior season.

Nichols joined White’s staff  in 2014 and helped guide Louisiana Tech 

to the 2015 Conference USA championship as guard Kenneth “Speedy” 

Smith garnered C-USA Player of the Year and AP All-American honors. 

The Bulldogs went 27-9 on the season and advanced to the NIT quarter-

fi nals. The 2014-15 season also produced a 15-3 conference mark and 

a perfect 17-0 home record.

In that NCAA Tournament 

game, Nichols was on the opposite bench from his former head coach, 

as Beilein’s Michigan team topped the 15-seed Woff ord. The Terriors 

fi nished 20-13, including 11-5 on the SoCon.

Throughout the season, he helped develop freshman Eric Garcia who 

was selected to the All-Rookie team and led the conference in assist-

turnover ratio. As a whole, the Terriors led the SoCon in assist-turnover 

ratio, fi eld goal percentage defense and 3-point fi eld goal percentage.

Prior to joining Woff ord, he spent two seasons as an assistant coach at 

Northern Kentucky where he helped transition the Norse from Division 

II to Division I.

In 2012-13, Nichols was the defensive coordinator and the squad 

ranked second in the Atlantic Sun in scoring defense, while also being 

two wins shy of tying the record for most ever by a Division I transi-

tional team. In the process, Nichols developed Eshaunte Jones who was 

named Atlantic Sun all-conference fi rst team. The team fi nished with 

an 11-16 mark, including 9-9 in the A-Sun.

 In his fi rst year at Northern Kentucky, the team went 23-7, tying the 

school record for best start in school history (13-0) along the way, and 

participated in the Division II Tournament. The guards, coached by 

Nichols, led the GLVC conference in 3-point fi eld goal percentage and 

3-point fi eld goals made.

Following his playing career, Nichols returned to WVU where he 

worked as a graduate staff  assistant for the 2010-11 season, helping 

the Mountaineers to a 21-12 season and the second round of the NCAA 

Tournament.

Nichols, a native of Radford, Va., shined as a player in the Big East. He 

scored 993 career points and dished 399 assists while shooting at a .375 

clip from 3-point range. He averaged 10.7 points per game as well as 

3.2 assists per game as a senior on the way to WVU’s Sweet 16 run. He 

was also a member of the 2007 NIT Championship, 2006 Sweet 16 and 

2005 Elite Eight teams and fi nished his collegiate career as a top fi ve 

winningest player in Mountaineer history.

As a junior in 2007, Nichols dished out 4.6 assists per contest and 

averaged 10.9 points per game as WVU posted a 27-9 record. He led 

the Big East in assist-to-turnover ratio and was named to the NIT All-

Tournament Team. The team reached the NIT fi nal thanks to Nichols’ 

game-winning 3-pointer in the semifi nals versus Mississippi State.

Nichols was also twice a recipient of the Big East Academic All-Star and 

Sportsmanship Award and earned the 2008 Fred Schaus Captain Award 

for WVU intercollegiate athletics.

After graduation, he played professionally overseas with Atomeromu 

SE Paks of the Hungarian League’s A Division. Nichols earned his 

bachelor’s degree from WVU in sociology and is married to the former 

Courtnie McKinney.

Dave “Duke” Werner, Assistant Athletic Director for Sports Health, en-

ters his 13th year as the University of Florida men’s basketball Athletic 

Trainer and his 23rd year with Gator athletics, having spent his fi rst 10 

years in Gainesville working with the UF baseball program.  Werner is 

responsible for student-athletes’ daily care, as well as injury preven-

tion and rehabilitation in the basketball program. He joined the Florida 

athletic training staff  in June 1994.

Werner has made a tremendous impact on the Gator basketball pro-

gram, and his planning is instrumental to helping the team make it 

through the grind of a season in good health. He has provided care to 

11 future NBA draft picks, including six fi rst-round selections. His alma 

mater, Eastern Kentucky, named him the 2013 Department of Exercise 

and Sport Sciences Alumnus of the Year.

For the Gators’ 2013-14 Final Four season, which included the historic 

30-game winning streak, Florida had a usual starter miss just two 

games due to injury, with Michael Frazier II, Will Yeguete and Patric 

Young all playing 39 games. Yeguete, who missed time with injury his 

sophomore and junior years, started all 39 games of his senior cam-

paign. Young fi nished his career with 150 appearances, never missing 

a single game.

During the 2012-13 season, fi ve of Florida’s regular eight-man rota-

tion missed time due to various injuries, but Werner’s care helped 

three of those players miss just one game. In addition, Werner’s rehab 

work with Will Yeguete allowed the power forward to return from 

early-February arthroscopic knee surgery in time to participate in the 

postseason.

Only one game was missed in 2005-06 due to injury, despite signifi -

cant injuries to both Lee Humphrey and Corey Brewer, due to Werner’s 

relentless rehabilitation. In 2006-07 Werner played an instrumental 

role in rehabbing Al Horford who sprained his ankle on Dec. 10 and 

returned just over two weeks later in time for a showdown with Ohio 

State. In 2007-08, the Gators had the same starting lineup for 35 of 

36 games.

The Versailles, Ind., native has earned three gold medals as an Athletic 

Trainer with USA Basketball, at the 2013 U19 FIBA World Champion-

ships and the 2012 and 2014 U18 FIBA Americas.

Werner brought to Florida an extensive background in professional 

sports after spending time in both the National Football League and 

minor league baseball.  Prior to joining the Gator staff , he held a six-

month Assistant Athletic Trainer position for the NFL’s Tampa Bay 

Buccaneers during the 1993 NFL season and served a four-year stint 

in the Baltimore Orioles minor league organization from 1988-91. 

As the head Athletic Trainer for the Orioles entries in the Gulf Coast 

League, Appalachian League and New York-Penn League during the 

span, Werner’s baseball background 

translates into top-notch, experi-

enced treatment and care for the 

Gator players.

As the Florida baseball Athletic 

Trainer, Werner was responsible for 

the training duties over 40 future 

professional players. Werner also 

watched and helped 12 former Ga-

tors make their way through minor 

league baseball into Major League 

uniforms.

A 1991 graduate of Eastern Ken-

tucky, he earned a degree in ath-

letic training, as well as a teaching 

certifi cate for grades 7 through 12 

in physical education and health. 

Werner continued his education at 

the University of Louisville, earning 

a master’s degree in sports adminis-

tration in 1993.  While at Louisville, 

he served as a Graduate Assistant 

Athletic Trainer for the Louisville 

athletic program and worked specif-

ically with the Cardinal basketball, 

swimming and soccer programs.

Werner is a member of the National 

Athletic Trainers’ Association, the

Preston Greene enters his sixth season as Strength and Conditioning 

Coordinator at Florida after being hired on August 23, 2011, and has 

been instrumental in creating a smooth transition between head 

coaches. In his fi ve seasons at Florida, he has helped the team earn a 

128-54 record, win the 2013 and 2014 SEC championships, the 2014 SEC 

Tournament, make three Elite Eights and earn a trip to the 2014 Final 

Four. Greene has trained Bradley Beal, the third-overall 2012 NBA draft 

pick, 2013 NBA draft pick Erik Murphy and 2014 New Orleans Pelicans 

signee Patric Young. 

During the Summer of 2015, the weight room in Florida’s basketball 

complex underwent a $1 million upgrade, for which Greene spear-

headed the UAA’s design input. The renovation doubled the size of the 

weight room to 3,000 square feet and added a feuling station and of-

fi ce spaces, enabling Greene and his staff  to continue expanding and 

innovating their training options for the team.

Greene came to the Gators after a two-year stint from 2009-11 as an 

Assistant Strength and Conditioning Coach with Clemson men’s bas-

ketball. During his time at Clemson, the Tigers posted a combined re-

cord of 43-23 and advanced to a pair of NCAA Tournaments.

Greene is one of several internationally certifi ed Level 5 coaches 

through the Poliquin International Certifi cation Program (PICP) and 

is a BioSignature Modulation Practitioner. He also contributed to the 

third edition of Basketball for Dummies by Digger Phelps, released in 

October 2011, updating and revising a chapter on strength and con-

ditioning. In addition, Greene has hosted several private internships 

from coaches internationally, including Canada, Sweden, Germany, 

Dubai (UAE), Australia, Russia, Belgium and Switzerland.

During his fi rst season at Florida, Greene’s work with the Gators was 

featured on the cover of Bigger, Faster, Stronger magazine, including an 

in-depth Q&A with Greene. 

Greene, a 1999 Clemson graduate, returned to his alma mater after 

multiple stops, including a one-year stint (2008-09) as the Strength 

and Conditioning Coach for Stanford under head coach Johnny 

Dawkins. He designed and implemented all aspects of the Cardinal 

players’ strength and speed development programs and oversaw the 

team’s nutritional needs. Stanford posted a 20-14 record and advanced 

to the College Basketball Invitational.

Prior to his lone season in Palo Alto, Greene served as the Director of 

Strength & Conditioning for Charlotte from 2003-08. He worked pri-

marily with the men’s basketball team under coach Bobby Lutz and 

also worked closely with the men’s golf team. Greene was an Assistant 

Strength, Speed & Conditioning Coach at the University of Arizona for 

two years prior to his time with the 49ers program. At Arizona, he as-

sisted with the implementation of strength, speed and conditioning 

for the football team, while serving as the Head Strength Coach for the 

women’s basketball and women’s soccer programs. He also directed 

the department’s nutrition and supplementation program.

The Peachtree City, Ga., native worked as a student and graduate as-

sistant under Joey Batson from 1995-99. He was in charge of strength 

& conditioning for golf, women’s soccer, men’s tennis, and volleyball. 

He also assisted with football during his time at Clemson. He is one of 

several former student or graduate assistants under Batson to have 

been named director of strength & conditioning at another institution.

Several of Greene’s assistant strength coaches have earned top posi-

tions with various college and pro teams. In 2016, Sean Ferguson was 

named director at Southern New Hampshire after working for Greene 

from 2014-16. Collin Crane, 2013-14 assistant at UF, is the head men’s 

basketball strength coach at Chattanooga under former UF assistant 

coach Matt McCall. Greene’s assistant in 2011-12, Will Greenberg, now 

serves as the director of strength and conditioning at Southern Utah. 

Jim Krumpos, who worked for Greene at Charlotte, is now the director 

of strength and conditioning at Arizona. Bradford Scott, a graduate as-

sistant under Greene at Arizona, is the head manual therapist for the 

Atlanta Braves. Stephen DiLustro, who also worked alongside Greene 

at Arizona, is a sports performance coach for several teams at Stanford. 

Greene earned a bachelor’s degree in health science from Clemson in 

1999, with a minor in sport management. He received a master’s de-

gree in 2000 from the University of Minnesota in applied kinesiology 

and sports management.

Tom Williams is a 31-year veteran at the Otis Hawkins Center for Academic and Personal Excellence at Farrior Hall. Williams has been providing personalized professional and academic guidance for the Gator basketball team 

in numerous areas since 1986. A regular on Gator road trips, his tutoring and mentoring extends beyond his campus offi  ce. Williams also assists in NCAA academic compliance and certifi cation.

Under Williams, the Gator basketball team has earned a league-best 97 Southeastern Conference Academic Honor Roll selections. In 2014, Florida placed a conference-record eight players on the SEC Academic Honor Roll, 

and the Gators placed seven in 2015. In both 2014 and 2015, the men’s basketball program has been recognized by the NCAA for having an APR score in the top 10 percent nationally, achieving a perfect 1000 score both years.

In 2014, one of the most notable scholar-athletes in Florida history graduated, as Patric Young wrapped up a decorated career. Young was the fi rst three-time SEC Scholar-Athlete of the Year and was named an Academic 

All-American as a senior. Young also earned the Ben Hill Griffi  n Award as a senior and was on the SEC Community Service Team as a junior.

A Florida player has earned SEC Scholar-Athlete of the Year six of the past nine seasons, including repeat honors from Lee Humphrey (2006 and ’07) and Young (2012, ’13 and ’14), along with Ray Shipman (2009). Humphrey 

also earned second-team ESPN the Magazine Academic All-America honors in 2006 and fi rst-team recognition in 2007.

Matt Bonner became the fi rst basketball player in Gator basketball history and just the third athlete in school history to be recognized as the Academic All-American of the Year when he earned that honor in 2002 and then re-

peated the honor in 2003. Bonner was selected as a Verizon Academic All-American each year from 2001-03. In addition, Bonner was honored as the fi rst recipient of the College Basketball Student-Athlete of the Year Award. 

The 1997 and 1998 Gator squads set then-league records with six Academic Honor Roll selections, a number matched again in Florida’s national title year of 2007.

Williams, who is originally from Tarpon Springs, Fla., graduated from Florida in 1978 with a degree in English Education and earned his Master’s Degree in Education at Mercer in 1984.

Two-Time National Champions
With the expectations of a nation awaiting, the University of Florida 

took its place in history with its second consecutive national title in 

2007. A year earlier, the Gators had taken the nation by storm with no 

expectations at all. A year later, they took everyone’s best shot and 

were still the last team standing at the Georgia Dome. When it was all 

said and done, the Gators became the fi rst team in 15 years to repeat 

and joined the great teams in college basketball history in the process. 

Champions Forever.

The “History Boys”
After winning a second straight national title, Grant Wahl of Sports 

Illustrated dubbed these Gators as, “the History Boys, a once in a 

generation collective that achieved one of the rarest feats in modern 

American team sports.” It was as much a tribute to the accomplish-

ment as the path they paved to get there. The Gators were the epitome 

of unselfi sh. Its entire starting fi ve averaged within 3.0 points of one 

another, but just as importantly, within 2.4 shots per game of one an-

other, with none getting as many as 10.0 per game. The Gators posted 

68 wins over the two years, tied for the fi fth-highest two-year total in 

NCAA history. And in its two national titles, the Gators were dominant, 

outscoring opponents by 15.9 points per game over two years. A once 

in a generation collective indeed.

18 In A Row
In 2006 and 2007 the University of Florida was at its best when the 

stakes were the highest – in postseason. During that time the Gators 

pieced together 18 consecutive postseason wins, the longest stretch 

since the great championship UCLA teams of John Wooden in the 1960s 

and ‘70s won 28 in a row (under a four-game NCAA Tournament for-

mat). Florida went 12-0 in the NCAA Tournament, winning eight of 12 

by double-digits, and went 6-0 in the SEC Tournament with a pair of 

titles (to reach three in a row overall) in that time.

Donovan Joins Elite Company
Billy Donovan became just the 12th coach to win multiple NCAA titles 

and one of only four active coaches to do so (Mike Krzyzewski 4, Jim 

Calhoun 3, Roy Williams 2). Furthermore, at 41 years of age in 2007, he 

became the third-youngest coach all-time to win multiple NCAA titles 

(Bobby Knight, Indiana – 35, 40; Phil Woolpert, San Francisco – 39, 40). 

He joined legendary Kentucky coach Adolph Rupp as the only coach in 

SEC history to boast multiple national titles.
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BACK-TO-BACK NATIONAL CHAMPIONS
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EXACTECH ARENA AT THE STEPHEN C. O’CONNELL CENTER

The Exactech Arena at the Stephen C. O’Connell Center reopens its 

doors for Florida basketball on Dec. 21 following a $64.5 renovation 

project that commenced in March 2016. The renovation, a joint project 

between the University of Florida and the University Athletic Asso-

ciation, includes permanent chairback seating throughout the entire 

arena, new premium seating options, a center-hung scoreboard and 

and entirely revamped service level, including locker rooms.

The 10-year naming agreement with Gainesville-based Exactech pro-

vided $5.9 million in funding toward the renovation project.

In recent years, a trip to the O’Connell Center hasn’t meant a pleas-

ant and fun-fi lled stay in sunny Florida for visiting clubs. UF is 260-40 

(.867) in the O’Connell Center since 1998-99. That win total is ninth-

most in the nation during that time. 

Florida posted a 40-game non-conference winning streak that lasted 

from 1998-2003, and since 1998-99 the Gators are 134-11 at home 

against non-SEC foes (.924).

Built in 1980 at a cost of $14 million, the O’Connell Center – named 

for former UF President Stephen C. O’Connell (1967–73) – has become 

the showplace for college basketball in the state of Florida. In 2007-

08 Florida shattered its attendance record as 226,815 fans fl ocked 

through the gates, while UF averaged a school-record 11,826 fans per 

game in 2006-07 and had over 10,500 fans at every game for the fi rst 

time ever. A school-record 12,621 fans turned out to see the Gators 

defeat Ohio State on Dec. 23, 2006 in what would be a preview of the 

national title game.

The O’Connell Center had a $10 million facelift in the summer of 1998 to 

replace the tefl on coated roof with a permanent structure. 

While the O’Connell Center has a reputation as an imposing basketball 

arena for visiting opponents with its 11,548 seats, the Center is also 

part of a centrally-located athletic complex. The facilities surrounding 

the O’Dome include Ben Hill Griffi  n Stadium at Florida Field, McKethan 

Stadium at Perry Field, Percy Beard Track at James G. Pressly Stadium, 

the Scott Linder Stadium and Perry Indoor Facility at Ring Tennis Com-

plex and the University Golf Course with the Bostick Clubhouse.

The O’Connell Center also is the site of more than just Gator basketball 

games. It brings people together for many other sporting, entertain-

ment, academic and business activities. Over the years, the facility has 

housed concerts, Disney shows, conventions, business exhibits, confer-

ences, banquets, university and high school commencements, SEC and 

NCAA championship events.

EXACTECH ARENA AT THE STEPHEN C. O’CONNELL CENTER

Stephen C. O’Connell 
(1916-2001)

Stephen C. O’Connell lived a life of service. The University of 

Florida’s sixth president, who served from 1967 to 1973, was 

also a student body president, a World War II veteran and chief 

justice of the Florida Supreme Court.

Born in West Palm Beach on Jan. 22, 1916, O’Connell entered UF 

as a freshman in 1934. He earned a business degree and later 

graduated from the law school. He was elected student body 

president in 1938, was the president of Florida Blue Key and also 

served as president of his Alpha Tau Omega fraternity during his 

senior year. O’Connell was also captain of the boxing team. He 

went undefeated in 1938, winning the middleweight division 

Southeastern Conference Championship.

O’Connell served in Australia during World War II and ended his 

military career as a major. After the war, O’Connell returned to 

Florida and practiced law, eventually becoming chief counsel 

for the Florida State Road Department.

In 1955, he was appointed to the state Supreme Court and 12 

years later he was elected its chief justice. He spent just four 

months as the head of the court before being announced in Sep-

tember of 1967 as the UF president. He took offi  ce in October of 

that year and was a calming force during a tumultuous era of 

racial tension and anti-war movements.

During his six-year tenure, he focused on increasing enroll-

ment and racial diversity, while also reorganizing the Alumni 

Association. He also created an Offi  ce of Development staff ed 

by professional fundraisers while watching academic standards 

and achievements grow.

O’Connell retired as president in 1973 and returned to practice 

law in Tallahassee. He lived there until April of 2001 when he 

lost his battle with lung cancer. His memory will forever live on 

campus through the Stephen C. O’Connell Center, which was 

dedicated to him in 1980.

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Dr. W. Kent Fuchs became the University of Florida’s 12th presi-

dent in January 2015.

Most recently the provost of Cornell University, Dr. Fuchs’ ex-

perience combines academic leadership as a provost, dean and 

department chair; a distinguished career as an engineering 

professor; and graduate education in both engineering and 

divinity. In accepting the presidency, Dr. Fuchs outlined his 

overarching goal for UF: To elevate its stature, as measured by 

quality and comparative excellence, to that of one of the na-

tion’s best public universities.

President Fuchs will pursue this objective by continuing to lead 

the university’s preeminence plan, along with a campus-wide 

goal-setting eff ort to set objectives for the next fi ve- and ten 

years. He will seek to signifi cantly increase UF’s endowment; 

enhance the effi  ciency and eff ectiveness of university opera-

tions; and establish UF as a national leader and voice for higher 

education.

The UF presidency is a 

natural next step for Dr. 

Fuchs, who spent six years 

as Cornell’s provost. There, 

he led the creation of a 

new technology campus 

in New York City, launched 

a university wide initiative 

to raise Cornell’s academic 

stature and was a key lead-

er of Cornell’s fundraising 

eff orts. He was appointed 

provost after serving as 

the university’s Joseph 

Silbert Dean of Engineer-

ing from 2002 to 2008. 

He joined Cornell from 

Purdue University, where 

he headed the School of 

Electrical and Computer 

Engineering from 1996 to 

2002. He was a professor 

in the Department of Elec-

trical and Computer Engineering and the Coordinated Science 

Laboratory at the University of Illinois from 1985 to 1996.

He is a fellow of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences, 

the American Association for the Advancement of Science, the 

Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers, and the Asso-

ciation for Computing Machinery, and has received numerous 

awards for teaching and research.

President Fuchs earned his doctorate in electrical and computer 

engineering from the University of Illinois, and a master of di-

vinity from Trinity Evangelical Divinity School in Chicago. He 

credits divinity school with teaching him communication and 

community-building skills, and to balance his innately analytic 

perspective with a deep appreciation for people and for human 

relationships. He also holds a master of science from the Uni-

versity of Illinois and a bachelor of science in engineering from 

Duke University.

Dr. Fuchs is married to Linda Moskeland Fuchs, an art historian 

whose scholarship centers on the sculpture of sarcophagi cre-

ated in the fi rst centuries of Christian art-making. Mrs. Fuchs 

has two master’s degrees in art history, from the University of 

Chicago and Cornell, and a third in Biblical studies, from Trinity 

Evangelical Divinity School. She is active in campus and com-

munity life, including spending six years on the board of Ches-

terton House, a center for Christian studies at Cornell, the past 

three years as chair.

The Fuchses have three sons and a daughter, Micah, Eric, Isaac 

and Christine. Eric and their daughter-in-law, Mikaela, have a 

baby boy named Henry.

Born on an Oklahoma farm in 1954, President Fuchs spent much 

of his youth in Alaska before moving to Miami, where he gradu-

ated from Miami Killian Senior High School. His two younger 

brothers and stepmother live in South Florida.

Jeremy N. Foley, who has handled virtually every aspect of the 

University of Florida’s $119.3 million athletic program during 

his athletic administrative career - which began with an intern-

ship in the Gator Ticket Offi  ce in 1976 - was named UF’s Director 

of Athletics in March of 1992. He is the second-longest tenured 

athletic director among Autonomy Conference schools.

Foley, 63, brings a passionate, top-to-bottom team approach to 

the top athletic post at the University of Florida. Foley’s philos-

ophy involves the continued building of a comprehensive ath-

letic program, with the goal of having the overall UF program 

ranked as the top athletic program in the nation.

As chief fi nancial offi  cer for the University Athletic Association 

(UAA), Foley has spearheaded a number of capital improvement 

projects in the athletic department involving every athletic fa-

cility, including two expansion projects to the football stadium. 

Florida has invested $307 million in capital improvement proj-

ects since 1999 and currently has $90 million invested in cur-

rent projects – a state-of-the art Academic Advising Building 

scheduled to open in late June of 2016 and a renovation of the 

Stephen C. O’Connell Center, which will be complete in Decem-

ber of 2016.  Most recently a $17 million indoor football practice 

facility was completed in August of 2015. The UAA is currently 

waiting on the results of a major facility feasibility study that 

will address facility improvements in a number of sports with 

emphasis on football, baseball and softball.

Foley’s commitment to the overall athletic program includes a 

plan of increased opportunities for women, as three women’s 

sports have been added under his tenure – soccer, softball and, 

most recently, lacrosse.

Also, in an era when the NCAA estimates 90 percent of Divi-

sion I schools are losing money on intercollegiate athletics, the 

University of Florida Athletic Association has contributed $76 

million since 2006 to help fund University of Florida academic 

endeavors.

Florida has been equally successful on the fi eld of play and in 

the classroom during Foley’s administrative tenure. The Florida 

athletic program has ranked among the nation’s top 10 for 

32-straight years (1983-84 – 2014-15) and among the top fi ve 

for 17 of the last 24 years, according to national all-sport rank-

ings. Florida was among the nation’s top four schools in each of 

the last seven years, including three straight runner-up fi nishes 

from 2011-12 – 2013-14. Florida was the fi rst school to win the 

Capital One Cup in both the men’s and the women’s competi-

tion since the Cup was introduced in the 2010-11 season. The 

Gator men’s program won the fi rst two men’s Capital One Cups 

in 2011 and 2012 and the women captured the 2014 Cup. In the 

fi ve-year history of the Capital One Cup, Florida is the only pro-

gram to fi nish each season in the men’s and women’s top 10.

UF became the fi rst program in collegiate history to own both 

the men’s basketball and football national titles in the same 

calendar year, after capturing crowns in 2006. The men’s bas-

ketball team then became the fi rst repeat champions in their 

sport in 15 years after cutting the nets down again in 2007.

Foley is the only athletic director in Division I history to super-

vise a program that has won multiple national titles in football 

(1996, 2006, 2008) and men’s basketball (2006, 2007). Overall, 

27 Gator teams have been crowned national champions under 

his watch, sharing the highest total in the nation among sitting 

athletic directors. Florida has won 14 national team titles since 

2009, equaling the highest total in the nation. The Gator pro-

gram is one of only three schools to have six or more diff erent 

sports win national championships in the last seven years. UF 

has captured 130 

SEC Champion-

ships under Foley 

and the lacrosse 

team has cap-

tured six straight 

lacrosse confer-

ence champion-

ships. Florida has 

swept the South-

eastern Confer-

ence All-Sports 

Title 15 times un-

der Foley, a feat 

no other school in 

the SEC has ever 

accomplished.

UF’s commitment in the classroom is equally impressive. Under 

Foley, UF student-athletes have been honored 105 times as Ac-

ademic All-Americans, the highest total among sitting Athletic 

Directors and fi fth best in the nation since 1992. The University 

of Florida has more than 1,666 SEC Academic Honor Roll honor-

ees in the last decade.

The Gator athletic coaching family, which Foley had a large part 

in assembling, has collected 111 conference Coach of-the-Year 

awards during the last 25 years. The Gators had an outstanding 

10 coaches earn the league coach of the year honors during the 

2012-13 year. Equally impressive is that 10 UF student athletes 

won their respective conference player of the year that same 

season.

Florida student-athletes have remained involved in the com-

munity and beyond. A total of 445 UF student athletes partici-

pated in 4,365 hours of community service in 2014-15, partner-

ing with 23 schools, 10 civic organizations and 22 non-profi t 

organizations. The “Goodwill Gators” program was recognized 

by the National Consortium of Academics and Sports and re-

ceived the 1998 Outreach and Service Award and Florida was 

honored with a White House commendation for volunteerism 

in 1994.

Foley also served on the NCAA Division I Management Council from 1997-2002.

Foley was named Honorary Alumnus of the University of Florida by the Florida Alumni Association 

Board of Directors in October of 2000.

Born in Washington, D.C., but calling New London, N.H., home, Foley received his undergraduate 

degree in 1974 from Hobart College in Geneva, N.Y., where he also coached and scouted for the 

tradition-rich lacrosse program following graduation. He went on to earn his master’s degree in 

sports administration from Ohio University in 1976 and then joined the Gator athletic program as 

an intern in the ticket offi  ce. In 1995, the Ohio Graduate School presented Foley with the school’s 

Distinguished Alumni Award. The Ohio University Alumni Association also awarded Foley with the 

Medal of Merit in September of 2008.

In 2008, the Hobart Alumni Association presented Foley with the Medal of Excellence, their high-

est honor, for outstanding achievements as Athletic Director at the University of Florida, which 

has brought honor and distinction to his alma mater.

The Holderness School, a small, private, college preparation school in Plymouth, New Hampshire, 

presented Foley, class of 1970, with their 2007 Distinguished Alumni Award in November of 2007.

Foley was named the United States Sports Academy Carl Maddox Sports Management Award win-

ner in October of 2009. The Award is named in honor of the former athletic director of Louisiana 

State University and Mississippi State University, Corbet Award and United States Sports Academy 

Board of Trustees member, and is given annually to an individual for his or her contributions to the 

growth and development of sport enterprise through eff ective management practices.

An avid sports and Boston Red Sox fan, Foley ran the Boston Marathon in a 3:39.51 clip in April of 

1995 and completed the course in 3:28.10 in 1998. A dog lover and proud owner of one Labrador 

retriever, he is involved with the Humane Society and local charities.

You become a “recruited prospective student-athlete” at a particular 

college if any coach or representative of the college’s athletics inter-

est (booster or representative) approaches you (or any member of your 

family) about enrolling and participating in athletics at that college. 

Activities by coaches or boosters that cause you to become a recruited 

prospective student-athlete are:

• providing you with an offi  cial visit;

• visiting you or any other member of your family anywhere other 

than the college campus;

• placing more than one telephone call to you or any other member 

of your family; or

• signing a National Letter of Intent or a University of Florida written 

off er of athletically related fi nancial aid.

Academics and Amateurism
It is extremely important for you to give maximum academic eff ort 

as you conclude your high school attendance while maintaining your 

amateur status before entering college. To practice or play during your 

freshman year, you must meet the provisions of NCAA Bylaw 14.3, 

which include: (a) graduating from high school, (b) achieving a mini-

mum cumulative grade point average in 16 core courses and achieving 

a corresponding minimum combined score on the SAT, or a minimum 

sum total score on the ACT as determined by the NCAA Eligibility Cen-

ter. You must also meet the provisions of Bylaw 12.3, which include ver-

ifi cation that you have retained your amateur status prior to entering 

college. The NCAA Eligibility Center must certify the initial-eligibility 

and amateur status of all incoming freshman student-athletes. There-

fore, you must register with the Eligibility Center as soon as possible.

Inducements
All institutional staff  members and boosters are prohibited from of-

fering or providing any fi nancial aid or other benefi ts to you or your 

relatives or friends other than those expressly permitted by NCAA 

regulations. Specifi cally prohibited inducements include:

• providing cash or loans in any amount, or

• signing or co-signing for a loan

• providing gifts of any kind, including clothing or equipment

• providing special discounts for goods or services

• providing free or reduced housing/rent

CREDENTIALS: Requests for credentials will be taken online and re-

viewed by Florida basketball SID Denver Parler. To access the creden-

tial request form, please visit www.sportssystems.com/fl oridahoops. 

Once you have submitted your credential request, you will receive an 

automated email from the Communications Department acknowledg-

ing your request was received and is being reviewed. Once a decision 

is made on your request, you will receive an email with further infor-

mation.

CREDENTIAL PICK-UP: Depending on the situation, credentials will 

be mailed or held at the Press Will Call window at Exactech Arena at 

the O’Connell Center, which opens for pick-up 90 minutes prior to each 

game. If enough advance notice is given, credentials can be mailed 

or overnighted at the expense of the media organization making the 

request.

INTERNET CREDENTIALS: Only offi  cial websites of each participating 

institution, along with networks holding contractual broadcast rights 

to a game and websites affi  liated with a national publication or news 

outlet, will be issued credentials.

PLAYER/STAFF INTERVIEWS: All interview requests for the players or 

coaching staff  should be coordinated through Denver Parler at least 24 

hours in advance. Interviews will be arranged before or after practice 

according to class and meeting schedules during the preseason and 

once the season begins, players will typically be available at least 

once a week plus game days. Please contact Parler for player avail-

ability during the season. The Communications Offi  ce will not give out 

home or cell phone numbers for any players, and players may not be 

contacted directly by phone, text, email or social media. Members of 

the media are not permitted in team areas. Team locker room, training 

room and strength complex are considered private work areas. These 

areas, as well as players’ housing (on-campus and off -campus), are off -

limits to media representatives.

PRESS CONFERENCES: Head Coach Mike White will conduct a weekly 

press conference at 11:15 a.m. each Monday during SEC season at the 

UF Women’s Club, adjacent to the Florida Basketball Practice Facility. 

Gator players will be brought in afterwards when class schedules per-

mit. Additional media opportunities will also be held at the Women's 

Club.

PRACTICE COVERAGE: University of Florida men’s basketball practices 

are closed to the media, as is the game day shoot around both at home 

and on the road.

WEEKLY TELECONFERENCE: The Southeastern Conference offi  ce will 

conduct a weekly teleconference beginning with the start of confer-

ence play and continuing through the postseason teleconference on 

the Monday following the SEC Tournament. (Dates subject to change.)

MEDIA ROOM/INTERVIEW AREA: Located on the service level of the 

O’Connell Center behind the bench side of the arena, the media room 

includes work space, necessary electrical outlets, a television and wire-

less internet. A meal, snacks and soft drinks are also available in the 

media room. Post-game coaches and player press conferences are also 

conducted in this area.

FLORIDA LOCKER ROOM: The Gator locker room is closed to the media 

with the exception of the SEC and NCAA Tournaments. Coach White and 

selected Florida players will be available to the media following games 

in the media room/interview area. The visiting head coach will also be 

available in the media room for all SEC games and for non-conference 

games if warranted. Visiting player availability will be determined by 

the visiting SID.

Please note that if you 

are picking up your credentials at Press Will Call, we will be unable to 

provide a parking pass as you will have to park before visiting Press Will 

Call. Free parking is available in the parking deck next to the O’Connell 

Center and is generally still available 75-90 minutes before the game. 

Preference will be given to the state’s major daily newspapers, radio 

and television stations that cover the Gators on a regular basis. All 

other available parking passes will be distributed on a game-by-game 

basis.
