Florida finished the year with a 25-11 mark, tied for the fifth most
wins in school history while reaching the 20-win mark for the 11th
consecutive year
UF reached the postseason for the 12th consecutive year (nine
NCAA Tournaments and three NIT appearances in that time)
The Gators reached the quarterfinals of the NIT Tournament and
the quarterfinals of the SEC Tournament...Florida finished 9-7 in
SEC play, the 10th time in the last 11 years they finished with at
least nine wins in league play
UF tied the school record for home wins in a single-season,
finishing with an 18-2 mark, including 7-1 in SEC play...The
Gators are 69-8 at home over the last four years, the second most
home wins in the nation during that time and the most in the SEC
Florida had over 200,000 fans pass through the turnstiles at the
O’Dome for the third straight year and just the third time ever
The Gators led the SEC in scoring margin (+9.6), Assists (16.8)
and assist-to-turnover ratio (+1.4)
Florida hit 294 three-pointers on the season, just three shy of tying
the UF record of 297 set in 2006-07...UF averaged 8.2 three-
pointers made per game, the highest total by a Gator team since
2002-03...Four different players hit 50 or more three-pointers on
the year
Nick Calathes was named First Team All-SEC (both coaches and
AP) while Erving Walker was an SEC All-Freshman selection
Florida’s 261 wins this decade are the fifth most in the nation and
the most of any SEC school (Kentucky, 240 is closest)
The Gators closed out the decade as one of only two teams to win
multiple national titles (2006, 2007) and the only team to play for
the national fitle three times...They were one of only five teams to
make three or more Final Four appearances in the decade
For the decade, UF finished third in the nation in FG percentage
(48.7) and scoring margin (+12.6) and finished fifth in the country

in assists per game (16.4) and field goals made per game (27.8)

Florida finished 18-2 at home this season and has won 33 of their last 40
home SEC games...Florida is 69-8 at home over the past four years...With
the win over Miami on March 20, UF matched the school record for single-
season home wins set by the 2006-07 squad that went a perfect 18-0.

balance in scoring translates to uf wins
While Nick Calathes averaged a team-high 17.2 points per game, a key to
UF’s success is getting balance in scoring...After Alex Tyus’ 12.5 ppg, four
players (Walker, Parsons, Hodge, and Werner) averaged betwen 8.9-10.1
ppg...UF finished 14-3 when getting four-plus players in double-figures and
5-1 when five or more players reach double-figures.

close but no cigar

The University of Florida lost just one game this season by double-digits, and
were in all but one loss on the season...Eight of Florida’s 11 losses this season
came by six points or fewer and six of the losses were by four points or less...
The Gators’ average margin of defeat this season was just 5.5 compared to
10.4 a year ago when they lost seven of 12 games by double-digits.

three-point shot critical to gators

The Gators are averaged 8.2 three-pointers made per game, the highest av-
erage by a UF team since leading the league with 8.7 per game in 2002-03...
The mark was the fifth-highest average in UF history...UF hit 10+ three-point-
ers in nine of 16 SEC games and averaged 9.1 threes per game in league
play...Florida went 16-4 this year when hitting eight or more threes and had
hit 10+ three-pointers on 15 occasions.

hodge Leaves as winningest player in school

history

Walter Hodge left UF as the winningest player in school history, finishing his
career as a part of 117 wins...Hodge was also a part of two national titles a
conference title and two conference tournament titles in his four years...On
Feb. 18 vs. Alabama, Hodge tied the duo of Lee Humphrey and Chris Richard
who were part of 112 wins between 2004-07, and then passed the duo on
Feb. 21 with a win over Vanderbilt.

Nick Calathes went for 20+ points on 13 different occasions
this year, the highest total by a Gator since Anthony Roberson
had 15 20-point games in 2003-04...On March 7 against
Kentucky he became the 40th player in school history to reach
1,100 points (currently at 1,170)...He surpassed his season
point total of a year go against Arkansas, and finished with
618 points on the year, the fifth-highest total in school his-
tory...He broke his school record of 221 assists against Mi-
ami, finishing with 231, and owns the two highest totals in UF
history...His 68 steals were third in school history.

positive assist-to-turnover ratios (Calathes, Hodge, Parsons,
Werner).

He's already the winningest coach in UF history, but on Jan. 14
Billy Donovan reached 300 wins at Florida...He became the
first UF basketball coach to reach the mark and only the sixth
coach to win 300 games at an SEC school (and one of only
four to get all 300 wins at one school).

calathes displays all-around

game
As a freshman, he posted just the second triple-double in UF
history...After flirting time and time again, he became the first
man in UF history to register two triple-doubles with a 20-point,
13-rebound, 10-assist showing against Georgia and it looked like
he had another at Georgia until a rebound was correctly changed
after the game, leaving him one shy...He had 12 games where he
was in double-digits scoring and had 7+ assists...Against North
Carolina State he had a then-career-high 32 points, five assists
and five rebounds...A year ago, he was one of only two players
in the nation to average over 15.0 points, 5.0 rebounds and 6.0
assists per game and this year he was the only player in the nation
to put up those numbers...He led UF in scoring (17.2), assists
(6.4), steals (1.9) and free throw attempts per game (5.3).

* Florida was 15-4 when reaching 80 points on the season and
13-1 when hitting 50.0 percent or better.

Team Offensive Notes

* Florida hit 47.7 percent from the floor to rank second in the
SEC...UF opened the season by hitting 52.9 percent in its win
over Toledo and then hit 52.4 percent from the floor against
Washington...UF hit 55.7 percent against UMKC, 57.6 per-
cent against Georgia Southern and 59.4 percent against Long-
wood...UF hit 54.0 percent and 57.4 percent in back-to-back
road games at South Carolina and at Vanderbilt, and then hit a

season-high 61.2 percent in the Vanderbilt rematch in Gaines-
ville on Feb. 21.

* UF is 202-30 during the last nine seasons when it gets 15-plus
assists in a game (81-57 when it gets less than 15 assists).

e UF has 31 100-point games under Donovan in 436 games or
one every 14.0 games...Donovan has 41 century-scoring games
in his 490 career games or one every 11.9 games.

* UF has made a three-pointer in a school-record 579 consecu-
tive games (dating back to Jan. 11, 1992 vs. Kentucky).

* Florida forced 10 10-second violations in 36 games with its
pressure...UF forced only four in 36 games last year.

* Florida is 218-37 when forcing more turnovers than its op-
ponents under Donovan.

* During the last nine years, UF is 222-30 under Billy Donovan
when holding opponents to 70 points or less...Florida went 21-3
this season when holding opponents under 70 points.

Walter Hodge Notes

* Walter Hodge opened the season by scoring 10 points and
hitting 4-of-7 shots against Toledo...He also tied for the team
lead with three steals...Hodge followed that with a tremendous
showing against Bradley, knocking down five three-pointers
and scoring a season-high 17 points...Hodge had 10 points
against Washington and knocked down a game-winning three
with 1:01 remaining to break an 81-81 tie...Hodge matched
his then-career-high with 19 points against Florida Gulf Coast,
knocking down 5-0of-8 shots from three-point range...He added
three steals as well...Hodge had 10 points and four assists in the
win over Winthrop. ..He was solid against Stetson, scoring 13
points on 5-of-5 shooting, and dishing out five assists to just one
turnover...Hodge came up huge against Ole Miss with 16 points
and four steals...He had 10 points, three assists and two steasl in
the Gators’ win at Vanderbilt...He had seven assists and no turn-
overs against Georgia...Hodge came up with 12 points against
South Carolina, hitting four critical free throws in the game’s
final minutes...He had a career-high 22 points at Georgia and
was on fire beyond the arc, hitting 6-0f-8 shots from down-
town...He had six assists and no turnovers against Alabama...
Hodge had 12 points on 5-0f-8 shooting against Vanderbilt on
Feb. 21, a game in which him became the winningest player in
UF history (113th win)...He led UF in scoring at LSU, going for
16 points and knocking down four three-pointers...Hodge went
over 1,000-career points on March 4 at Mississippi State on
a dunk with 12:15 remaining in the first half...He finished the
game with a game-high 20 points...He capped a tremendous
home career in which his teams went 67-7 by scoring 18 points
on Senior Day in a win over Kentucky...He hit 7-of-12 shots, 3-
of-5 from three-point range and had three steals...Hodge gave
the Gators a boost against Arkansaas, scoring 16 points and
coming up with three steals...He finished with 1,074 points for
his career.

* Hodge is hitting 38.7 percent from three-point range and has
781assists to just 37 turnovers on the year.

Dan Werner Notes

* Dan Werner led UF in scoring in the exhibition opener against
Warner, scoring 17 points and grabbing six rebounds...Werner
hit 6-0f-9 shots from the floor and 3-of-4 shots from three-point
range in the win, and came up with a feam-high three steals.

* Werner came up with a team-high 19 points on 8-of-14
shooting in the opening-night win over Toledo...He followed that
with a 17-point showing against Bradley, hitting 40f-6 three-
point atttempts...Werner had 13 points and knocked down three
three-pointers against Washington...He came up with 10 points
and six rebounds against Florida State...He followed that with
16 points and seven rebounds against Florida Gulf Coast...He
had nine points and seven rebounds against UCF...He had 10
points and six rebounds in the Orange Bowl Classic win over
Winthrop, knocking down a pair of three-pointers...Werner had
12 points and seven rebounds against Stetson and then came
up with 10 points and two steals against North Carolina State...
Werner had six points, six assists (no turnovers) and three steals
against Ole Miss...Werner had 10 points, three assists and three
steals in the Gators’ win over South Carolina...He had 11 points

* Nick Calathes recorded just the second triple-double in UF
history on March 21, 2008 against Creighton, scoring 11
points, grabbing 13 rebounds and dishing out 11 assists.

* Calathes opened the 2008-09 season with a 16-point, sev-
en-assist effort against Toledo...He also tied for the team-high
with three steals...Against Bradley, Calathes flited with a triple-
double, scoring 13 points, grabbing seven rebounds and six
assists not to mention four steals...He followed that with an 18-
point, seven-rebound, four-assist game against Southern Utah
and had 19 points and seven assists against Syracuse...He had
21 points and eight assists against Washington. ..Came up with
16 points, seven assists, five rebounds and three steals against
FAMU...He had 16 points and six assists at Florida State...Ca-
lathes had a then-season-high nine assists with no turnovers
against Florida Gulf Coast...He came up with 16 points, 11
assists and four steals against UCF...He scored a game-high 21
points against Georgia Southern, including a three-pointer with
:05 remaining to seal the Gators” win...Calathes had a season-
high 23 points and five assists against Stetson, hitting 7-of-11
shots from the floor.

* Calathes put UF on his back down the stretch against North
Carolina State, scoring a then-career-high 32 points, includ-
ing UF’s final 12 (after trailing 58-56 with 4:43 to go)...He
hit 110f-16 shots and got to the line 13 times...He followed
that with a near triple-double, scoring 19 points, grabbing 10
rebounds and dishing out eight assists against Longwood...It
was his second double-double of the year and the fifth of his
career...He flired with a triple-double again scoring 19 points
grabbing seven rebounds, dishing out four assists and com-
ing up with four steals against Ole Miss...He came up with 17
points, nine rebounds and five assists against Auburn...He just
missed his second career 30-point game with 28 points, 10
rebounds and seven assists againt Arkansas (his sixth career
double-double)...He had 20 points, five rebounds and five as-
sists at South Carolina.

* Calathes recorded just the third triple-double in school history
and became the first UF man to record multiple triple-doubles
on Jan. 28 when he had 20 points, 13 rebounds and 10 as-
sists against Georgia...He followed that with a game-high 21
points at Tennessee...He had 22 points in the win over South
Carolina and was 13-of-16 from the line...He put the Gators
on his back against Kentucky, scoring a career-high 33 points,
more than half of UF’s 65 on the night...He got to the line 15
times and grabbed seven rebounds...His point total was UF's
highest since Joakim Noah had 37 against Georgia on March

1, 2006...In the process he went over 1,000 points for his ca-
reer, doing so in just 60 games, the eighth fewest needed in
UF history...He just missed adding a second triple-doube in the
Gators’ return visit to Georgia...Calathes had 16 points, 13 as-
sists and nine rebounds - he was originally credited with 10, but
one was correctly changed to #33, Trey Thompkins of Georgia
after the game...He came up with 22 points, six assists and five
steals against Alabama, hitting 4-of-7 three-pointers...He had
12 points, seven rebounds and six assists at LSU...He notched his
12th 20-point game of the season against Tennessee and dished
out seven assists to just one turnover...Calathes had 11 points,
seven assists and six rebounds against Arkansas in the SEC tour-
ney opener...Came up with 19 points, six rebounds and six as-
sists in the NIT opener against Jacksonville...Posted 21 points,
seven assists and six rebounds against Miami.

* Calathes led UF in scoring (17.2 ppg), assists (6.4 apg), and
steals (1.9 spg)...He ranked in the top 10 in the SEC in 9 of
13 possible categories during league play...He averaged 18.4
ppg in league play and was a First-Team All-SEC selection...His
1,170 points through his first two seasons were the highest fresh-
man/sophomore totals in UF history

* Parsons opened the season with eight points and four rebounds
in the win over Toledo...Against Bradley he posted a career-high
10 rebounds and came up with two steals...Had had eight points
and nine rebounds against Syracuse.

* Parsons broke out against UMKC, scoring a season-high 17
points and hitting 3-of-3 from beyond the arc...he followed
that with 15 points off the bench against FAMU...He scored 14
points, had seven rebounds and five assists in a team-high 37
minutes against Georgia Southern...He won Orange Bowl Clas-
sic MVP honors with a 17-point effort against Winthrop, hitting
4-0of-5 shots from beyond the arc and grabbing six rebounds....
He did a bit of everything against Stetson, scoring eight points,
grabbing six rebounds and dishing out four assists...He had 12
points against Ole Miss to open SEC play and scored 10 against
Arkansas...He just missed a double-double with 14 points and
nine rebounds at South Carolina, hitting 5-of-6 shots from the
floor...Broke out with a career-high 27 points at Vanderbilt, hit-
ting 10-of-11 shots from the floor and 7-of-8 three-point at-
tempts...He added eight rebounds...He came up with 12 points
on 6-of-11 shooting against Georgia...He had 15 points and
nine rebounds at Tennessee...Parsons posted his first career
double-double against South Carolina on Feb. 3, scoring 14
points and grabbing 10 rebounds - five offensive...Parsons came
up a rebound shy of a double-double on March 1 against Ten-
nessee, scoring 13 points, hitting three three-pointers, grabbing
nine rebounds and coming up with two steals...Came up with
his second career double-double against Jacksonville, scoring
17 points and grabbing 14 rebounds...Had seven points, four
rebounds and five assists against Miami.

* Tyus made the most of his first start, scoring 16 points and coming
up with 14 rebounds against Warner in exhibition play...He hit 6-of-
8 shots and seven of his 14 rebounds came on the offensive end...
He was also a perfect 4-of-4 from the line...he averaged 12.0 points
and 10.0 rebounds over exhibition play.

*Tyus opened the season with an 11-point showing against Toledo,
two points shy of his career-best...He had eight points and six re-
bounds against Southern Utah.

* Tyus had a then-career night against Syracuse, scoring 24 points
on 11-of-14 shooting...Tyus surpassed his previous career-high of
13 points in the first half alone...Two games later he surpassed that
with 25 points and eight rebounds against UMKC...He had 18 points
and six boards against FAMU and then had 19 points and eight
boards against Florida Gulf Coast and followed that with 20 points
and a career-high 14 rebounds against UCF...Tyus came up with his

For those who have followed Billy Donovan’s career it should come as no
surprise that he has made Florida basketball a winner.

Under Donovan, Florida has set a school record with 12 straight post-season
appearances, including nine NCAA Tournament bids in those 12 years. UF
made the school’s first-ever appearance in the National Championship game
in 2000 before winning back to back National titles in 2006 and 2007. Don-
ovan is already the winningest NCAA Tournament coach in UF history and
his 22 NCAA Tournament wins more than triple the total of seven in school
history before his arrival. He guided the Gators to three Final Fours and two
in a row in 2006 and 2007, a first in Gator history.

After the school had just one Southeastern Conference Championship in 77
seasons prior fo his arrival, Donovan has tallied three SEC titles (2000, 2001
and 2007). Florida and Kentucky are the only two SEC schools to capture
consecutive league crowns in the past 31 years. He led the Gators to their first
SEC Tournament title in 2005 and then again in 2006 and in 2007.

Florida’s 261 wins during the past 10 years is the best such stretch in school
history and the fifth highest total in the nation in that time. After only being
ranked in the national polls 42 times prior to Donovan'’s arrival, UF had been
ranked a school-record 94 consecutive weeks in the Associated Press poll and
99 weeks by the ESPN/USA Today poll before falling out on Feb. 16, 2004.
The Gators opened up their 2008-09 season ranked No. 19 in both major
polls, the eighth time in 10 years they opened the season ranked.

His winning percentage at UF (.711) is the best among all Gator coaches
who spent more than one season at UF and he reached the 100 and 200
victory marks at UF quicker than any coach in school history, needing just
154 games to reach the century plateau and 292 games to reach 200 wins.
Donovan became the school’s all-time leader in wins on Dec. 20, 2006
and stands at 310. He won his 300th career game on Nov. 17, 2007 vs.
Rutgers.

Donovan'’s teams have knocked off 44 ranked opponents during his tenure.
UF has won 38 of its last 60 meetings with ranked teams.

Donovan’s squads have led the SEC in a statistical category 46 times, includ-
ing 37 offensive categories. Twenty of his players have captured All-League
honors and 10 of his freshmen have been recognized. Eight of Donovan’s
players have been first round draft picks in the NBA Draft, after the school
boasted only two before his arrival. In the 2007 NBA Draft, Florida became
the first school to ever have three players drafted in the Top 10, as Al Horford
went third, Corey Brewer seventh and Joakim Noah ninth. He has inked 11
McDonald’s All-Americans after UF had just three prior to his arrival. The fans
are taking notice, attendance is up over 5,000 since Donovan'’s arrival.
