• Florida earned its fi fth Final Four appearance in program 
history, the fourth under head coach Billy Donovan.

• The Gators swept the SEC regular season and SEC Tour-
nament championships for the second time (2007).

• Florida posted the fi rst 18-0 conference record in SEC 
history and fi nished with a 21-0 mark vs. SEC competi-
tion following the SEC Tournament title. The Gators are 
the fi rst major-conference team to go undefeated in an 
18-game (or more) league schedule since Indiana in 1976.

• The SEC regular season championship marked UF’s 
seventh all-time, sixth under Donovan and third in the 
past four years.

• The senior class graduates as the fi rst in UF history to 
win three SEC titles and with more wins than any class in 
school history with 120.

• UF earned the No. 1 overall seed in the NCAA Tourna-
ment for the second time in team history (2007).

• The Gators have reached at least the Elite Eight in each of 
the past four seasons, while no other team in the country 
has even made the Sweet 16 all of the past four years.

• Florida made its 17th NCAA Tournament appearance and 
14th under Billy Donovan. The Gators are 39-15 all-time 
in the NCAA Tournament, 35-12 under Donovan.

• Scottie Wilbekin added to his trophy case with South 
Region Most Outstanding Player honors, averaging 16.8 
points over the Gators’ fi rst four NCAA Tournament 
games. Michael Frazier also earned All-South Region 
recognition, with 10.5 points and 4.0 rebounds per game 
and 10 total 3-pointers.

• UF is one of 18 teams in D-I history to accomplish the 
18-0 league mark and joins Wichita State and Stephen F. 
Austin reaching the mark this season, marking the fi rst 
time more than one team has done so in a season (see 
page 7 for complete list).

• Florida’s senior class won 55 regular season SEC games 
over the past four seasons, most in the conference during 
that period (UK, 50; Alabama and Tennessee, 40).

• The Gators posted an undefeated home record for the 
second straight season, good for 32 in a row.

• Florida became the fi rst SEC team to win three outright 
championships in four years since Kentucky did so in 
1995, ’96 and ’98.

• UF moved to the No. 1 position in the polls on Feb. 24, 
the latest in the season it had ever been the top-ranked 
team, and held that position until its loss in the Final Four.

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SEC ACCOLADES

• The Gators claimed an impressive fi ve of the SEC’s six individual honors: Scottie Wilbekin, Player of the 
Year; Billy Donovan, Coach of the Year; Patric Young, Defensive Player and Scholar-Athlete of the Year; 
Dorian Finney-Smith, Sixth Man of the Year.

• This marked the fi rst time since the current SEC awards format was introduced in 2004 that one team has 
had three different players honored with league-wide individual awards, and it is just the second time that 
one school has won fi ve of the six major individual awards (Kentucky, 2012). 

• Donovan joins Don DeVoe, C.M. Newton and Adolph Rupp as the only coaches to win SEC Coach of the 
Year in consecutive seasons.

• Wilbekin joins Chandler Parsons (2011) as the second Gator to win SEC Player of the Year. Neither player 
led the Gators in scoring when they won the award.

• Young is the fi rst three-time winner of the Scholar-Athlete of the Year award, and a Florida player has 
won it six times in its 11-year existence. He is the second UF player to earn Defensive Player of the Year 
recognition, joining 2006 co-winner Corey Brewer.

• Dorian Finney-Smith, the Gators’ leading rebounder and third-leading 3-point shooter, became the second 
Gator to take home Sixth Man of the Year honors, along with Chris Richard in 2007.

• Wilbekin and Prather earned fi rst-team All-SEC recognition, while Young was named to the second team. 
Both Wilbekin and Young earned All-Defensive Team honors for the secong straight season.

• Wilbekin was named SEC Tournament MVP, while Young and Michael Frazier both earned All-Tournament 
Team honors.

STATS & NOTES

• Florida went 14-2 in games decided by single digits, after going 0-6 in such games in 2012-13. UF went 4-1 
in games decided by two points or fewer and 7-1 when the margin was fi ve or fewer.

• The Gators became the third team to win all four games en route to the Final Four by double digits while 
holding all opponents under 70 points, joining Michigan Stats in 2000 and Duke in 1999 (via ESPN Research).

• Florida earned its fi rst SEC Tournament title since 2007 with a 61-60 championship game win over 
Kentucky, as the Gators became the fi rst team since 1978-79 (Tennessee) to post a 3-0 record against UK.

• The Gators held Missouri and Tennessee both to 49 points at the SEC Tournament, becoming the fi rst 
team since Auburn in 1985 to hold back-to-back opponents under 50 at the SEC Tournament.

• UF capped the regular season with an 84-65 win over Kentucky that featured an 18-point, seven-rebound 
performance from Patric Young. Casey Prather scored 12 of his 15 points in the second half, and Scottie 
Wilbekin scored all 13 of his points in the second half,

• Michael Frazier had a career day in UF’s win at South Carolina, pouring in 37 points, including 11 3-point-
ers. He tied Joakim Noah for the most points by a Gator since Eugene McDowell’s 40-point game on Dec. 
21, 1982.

• UF hit a season-high 13 3-pointers in a 79-61 win vs. LSU, with three players making at least three treys. 
Florida led by as many as 29 late in the game before emptying its bench.

• The Gators earned a road victory at Ole Miss behind 12 3-pointers. Michael Frazier matched Marshall 
Henderson’ fi ve baskets from deep, while Scottie Wilbekin added a season-high four more for UF.

• This season’s sweep in Knoxville and Lexington marked just the third season in program history that the 
Gators have won in both places (1985 and 1988).

• It marked the second time winng at UK and UT in the same week (1988; at UK Jan. 20, at UT Jan. 23).

• In UF’s win at Lexington, the Gators got points on every offensive trip down the fl oor over the fi nal 11 
minutes of the game, scoring 29 points in that span. Casey Prather led UF in scoring with 24 points in the 
win at Kentucky. In his seven prior career games vs. UK, Prather had scored a total of 18 points.

• Florida outscored Kentucky 22-11 after John Calipari picked up a technical foul with 8:14 to play. The 
Gators improved to 3-2 vs. ranked opponents with the win at #14/13 Kentucky.

• Florida has also snapped two teams’ home winning streaks of more than 20 games this season, ending 
Arkansas’ 25-game home streak and Kentucky’s 22-game run.
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• Florida used a 16-3 run during a 6:45 span late in the second half to put away Missouri, 68-58, and set the 
UF record for longest SEC home winning streak.

• The Gators matched the fewest points UF has allowed to an SEC opponent since 1950 in a 69-36 win over 
Texas A&M (also vs. South Carolina, 2013).

• UF set a school record with its 25th consecutive home win in the 72-50 victory vs. Georgia, led by 21 
points from Michael Frazier.

• The Gators rallied from seven points down in the fi nal fi ve minutes to force overtime, downing Arkansas, 
84-82, in the extra session. Dorian Finney-Smith posted a career day with 22 points and 15 rebounds.

• To put Florida’s non-conference schedule into perspective, the UConn-Kansas-Memphis stretch marked 
the fi rst time in Billy Donovan’s tenure that UF has played consecutive non-conference top 15 teams in the 
regular season (played three, beat the last two).

• The Gators went 4-2 vs. ranked opponents this season, including a home win vs. Kansas, a win at Madison 
Square Garden vs. Memphis and a win against Kentucky at Rupp Arena.

• UF’s 77-75 win vs. Memphis came courtesy of a 37-26 rebounding advantage and a 7-for-16 night from 
beyond the arc as three plays knocked in multiple 3-pointers.

• The Gators earned a 67-61 win over Kansas, powered by a 21-0 fi rst-half run. UF forced 24 turnovers, 
the most in a game since the 2011-12 season opener vs. Jackson State. Scottie Wilbekin had a career game 
vs. KU, scoring 18 and dishing seven assists, earning SEC Player of the Week honors for his performance.

• With UF’s fi fth straight win against FSU, this year’s senior class became the second in a row to post a 
career sweep vs. the Seminoles.

DEFENSIVE/REBOUNDING NOTES

• UF’s scoring defense ranked third in the nation at 57.8 points per game, also fewest in the SEC, and held 
27 opponents to 61 points or fewer.

• The Gators held eight opponents to 21 or fewer fi rst-half points, including a season-low 11 by Savannah 
State (also Southern, Kansas, Fresno State, South Carolina, Georgia, Tennessee, Texas A&M). In addition, 
the Gators limited Missouri to 20 points in the second half of UF’s SEC quarterfi nal win.

• After allowing 22 points to Marshall Henderson in the fi rst half at Ole Miss, Florida shut out the Rebels’ 
gunner in the second half.

• Florida became the fi rst team to hold Kentucky to 60 points this season, limiting the Wildcats to 59, 
including no points in the fi nal two minutes, in Rupp Arena. UF limited UK to 60 points in the SEC Tourna-
ment fi nal, as well, recording two of the four games UK scored 60 or fewer all season.

• UF allowed Texas A&M just 36 points, tying UF’s record low for an SEC opponent since 1950 (South 
Carolina, 2013). It also marked the fewest points A&M has scored since scoring 36 vs. Texas Tech on Feb. 
18, 1967, and was the Aggies’ fourth-lowest fi eld goal percentage ever in a game (.259).

• The Gators permitted UT just one 3-pointer on 1-for-19 shooting (.053) from beyond the arc, the second-
lowest percentage by a UF opponent under Donovan (FAMU, 0-for-7, Dec. 4, 1999). It marked the fi fth 
time during Donovan’s tenure that an SEC opponent has managed just one 3. In research back to the 
1996-97 season, it was UT’s lowest 3-point percentage in a game.

• UT’s .268 fi eld goal percentage was also the second-lowest by an SEC opponent during Donovan’s tenure 
(.245, Georgia, March 2, 2005). It was UT’s worst shooting performance in 17 years (.263 vs. South 
Carolina, Jan. 18, 1997). 

• The Gators also held Jordan McRae to 1-for-15 shooting. In the nation this season, only one player has 
taken more shots in a game while making just one (Jon Severe, Fordham, 1-for-21 vs. St. John’s).

• At Alabama, Dorian Finney-Smith and Will Yeguete both grabbed 11 rebounds, marking the fi rst time UF 
had two players in double fi gures on the glass since Patric Young and Bradley Beal did so at Georgia on 
Feb. 25, 2012.

• The Gator defense held Kansas scoreless for an 8:43 span, good for a 21-0 run during the fi rst half of UF’s 
win over the Jayhawks. Florida also forced Kansas into 24 turnovers, just the third time since 2005 that 
KU had turned the ball over that many times in a game.

• UF held Savannah State to 34 points, the fewest by an opponent since the team’s shot-clock era record 
27-point effort vs. Southern on Nov. 28, 2006.

• The Gators posted a +30 rebounding margin vs. Texas A&M, their largest since going +43 vs. Jackson State 
in the 2007 NCAA Tournament.

• Florida outrebounded four straight opponents by double digits, including two of three by more than 20: 
+11 vs. Memphis, +23 vs. Fresno State, +12 vs. Savannah State, +22 vs. Richmond. UF’s +17.0 rebounding 
margin over that stretch was the best in the nation. The last time UF posted four straight double-digit 
rebounding margins was Jan. 15-29, 2005.

OFFENSIVE NOTES

• Florida had four players averaging in double fi gures, all scoring within 2.8 points per game of one another: 
Casey Prather (13.8), Scottie Wilbekin (13.1), Michael Frazier (12.4), and Patric Young (11.0). 

• Five players led UF in scoring at least once, the four listed above and Dorian Finney-Smith.

• Florida’s top fi ve shot-takers were all within 64 fi eld goal attempts of one another, led by Wilbekin at 348. 
Finney-Smith had 284, with Frazier, Prather and Young all falling in between the two.

Wilbekin. The Gators also got two from DeVon Walker and one from Dorian Finney-Smith.

• The Gators got points on every trip down the fl oor over the fi nal 11 minutes of their win at Kentucky, 
scoring 29 points in that span.

• Florida’s offense exploded for 59 points in the second half of UF’s win over UALR. Casey Prather (19) and 
Dorian Finney-Smith combined for 31 points in that half. It marked the fi rst time UF scored 59 points in a 
half since the 2011 season opener vs. Jackson State (59).

INDIVIDUAL NOTES

• Michael Frazier set a UF record with 11 3-pointers in the win at South Carolina, besting Joe Lawrence’s 
28-year-old record of nine. It also set the all-time mark for most 3-pointers in an SEC league game. Frazier 
has nine games with fi ve or more 3-pointers, most ever in a season by a player under Donovan.

• Frazier also set the single-season mark for 3-pointers, surpassing Lee Humphrey’s old mark of 113 (2005-
06 and 2006-07) in the Sweet 16 win vs. UCLA.

• Casey Prather, who scored in double fi gures in his fi rst 18 straight appearances of the season, posted a 
career-high scoring night with 28 points in the Gators’ season-opening win over UNF and has two addi-
tional 27-point performances. Prather is one of just three UF players under Billy Donovan to notch three 
27-point games in a season, joining Nick Calathes (2008-09) and Teddy Dupay (2000-01).

• Patric Young eclipsed the 1,000-point mark for his career against Savannah State, becoming the 50th 
Gator to reach the mark. He grabbed his 700th career rebound in the overtime win at Arkansas, becom-
ing the 17th player in Florida history to record 1,000 points and 700 rebounds. Young also set a career high 
with 14 rebounds vs. Texas A&M (on his 22nd birthday, no less), coming within a point of a double-double 
performance.

• Dorian Finney-Smith had a career day at Arkansas, leading the Gators with 22 points and 15 rebounds, 
his second double-double of the season (14 and 11 at JU). He becomes the fi fth player to do so under 
Donovan, fi rst since Marreese Speights to record a 20-point, 15-rebound performace and the fi rst to do 
it in a road game.

• Casey Prather (24 points) and Scottie Wilbekin (23) both turned in huge performances in Florida’s win at 
Kentucky. 

• Scottie Wilbekin posted 21 points in the Gators’ win at Tennessee, adding six assists, four steals and no 
turnovers. He followed that up by re-establishing his career high with 23 points at Kentucky, along with 
three rebounds, two assists and (once again) no turnovers.

• Wilbekin became the fi rst Gator and the second player in conference history to win SEC Player of the 
Year, SEC Tournament MVP and NCAA Tournament Region Most Oustanding Player. Only Kentucky’s 
Ron Mercer in 1997 had previously accomplished the sweep.

• Kasey Hill dished 10 assists vs. UCLA, becoming just the fourth freshman to do so in the Sweet 16 round 
of the NCAA Tournament, joining Jason Kidd (1993), Keith Gatlin (1984) and Magic Johnson (1978). It also 
marked the fi rst 10-assist game of Hill’s career. (via @ESPNStatsInfo)

• Walk-on forward Jacob Kurtz played more minutes through the fi rst three games of this season than he 
had in his 24 previous career appearances. As the Gators battled depth issues early in the season, “Jake 
the Snake” logged double-digit minutes in the fi rst seven games, averaging 4.1 points and 3.9 rebounds 
during that span.

• Florida is 5-2 against Top 25 teams so far in 2013-14. Florida downed #13 Kansas in the O’Connell Center

• This season marked the 16th straight in which Florida has won 20 or more games, the longest such streak 
in the SEC and the fi fth-longest in the nation (Kansas, 25; Duke, 18; Syracuse, Gonzaga, 17 including this 
season). 

• Florida’s streak of 20-win seasons under Donovan puts the Gator coach in elite company. According to 
ESPN Stats & Information, only eight coaches have compiled a 20-win streak reaching 14 years or more 
(Jim Boeheim has two such streaks), and only six coaches have done so at a single school.

• Donovan is the longest-tenured head coach in the SEC. There have been 28 head coaching changes in the 
league since Donovan’s arrival in 1996 (before this spring’s changes).

GATOR ASSISTANTS

• The Gators enjoy continuity on its coaching staff this season, as all three assistant coaches returned, John 
Pelphrey and Matt McCall for their third season and Rashon Burno for his second.

• Pelphrey coached under Donovan for his fi rst six seasons at UF and spent nine seasons as a head coach at 
South Alabama and Arkansas before returning to UF. 

• McCall, an Ocala native and UF grad, was the team’s head manager during its 2006 national championship 
season, followed by two seasons as director of basketball operations and three seasons as an assistant 
coach at FAU.

• Former DePaul point guard Rashon Burno came to UF from Manhattan College and also coached at 
Towson University after getting his start as head coach at Marmion Academy in Chicago.

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For those who have 
followed Billy Donovan’s 
career it should come as 
no surprise that he has 
made Florida basketball 
a winner.

Now with 18 seasons 
completed at UF, Dono-
van has set a school 
record with 17 consecu-
tive postseason appear-
ances, including 14 
NCAA Tournament bids 
and four Final Fours. UF 
made the school’s fi rst-
ever appearance in the National Championship game 
in 2000 before winning back-to-back national titles in 
2006 and 2007. 

The three-time SEC Coach of the Year is the 
winningest NCAA Tournament coach in SEC history. 
He has guided the Gators to three Final Fours and 
two in a row in 2006 and 2007, a fi rst in Gator history.

After the school had just one Southeastern Confer-
ence Championship in 77 seasons prior to his arrival, 
Donovan has tallied six SEC titles (2000, 2001, 2007, 
2011, 2013 and 2014). He coached the Gators to a 
spotless 18-0 SEC record in 2014 and helped that 
senior class become the fi rst in UF history to win 
three SEC titles. He led the Gators to their fi rst SEC 
Tournament title in 2005 and then again in 2006, 2007 
and 2014.

Florida’s 261 wins during the 10 seasons from 2000-
09 was the best decade in school history and the 
fi fth-highest total in the nation in that time. After 
only being ranked in the national polls 42 times prior 
to Donovan’s arrival, UF had been ranked a school-
record 94 consecutive weeks in the Associated Press 
poll and 99 weeks by the ESPN/USA Today poll before 
falling out on Feb. 16, 2004.

His winning percentage at UF is the best among all 
Gator coaches who spent more than one season at UF 
and he reached the 100 and 200 victory marks at UF 
quicker than any coach in school history, needing just 
154 games to reach the century plateau and 292 games 
to reach 200 wins.

Donovan became the school’s all-time leader in wins 
on Dec. 20, 2006. He ranks third in SEC history in 
wins as an SEC coach. He picked up his 400th career 
win (including two years at Marshall) with Florida’s 
defeat of Stetson in Orlando on Nov. 28, 2011.

Donovan’s teams have knocked off 63 ranked oppo-
nents during his tenure. Donovan’s squads have led 
the SEC in a statistical category 64 times, including 
43 offensive categories. Twenty-fi ve different players 
have captured All-SEC honors and 17 players have 
earned SEC All-Freshman recognition. 

Eight of Donovan’s players have been fi rst round draft 
picks in the NBA Draft, after the school boasted only 
two before his arrival. In the 2007 NBA Draft, Florida 
became the fi rst school to ever have three players 
drafted in the Top 10, as Al Horford went third, Corey 
Brewer seventh and Joakim Noah ninth.

THE GATORS AT HOME

• The Gators have won a school-record 32 straight in the O’Connell Center. Florida has won 18 consecutive 
SEC home games and 24 non-conference home games in a row.  

• Florida did not lose a home non-conference game over a stretch of fi ve seasons (1999-2003), and UF has 
home win streaks of 32 (current), 24, 20, 19 (twice), 17, 16, 13, 12 and 11 under Donovan.

• The Gators fi nished 17-0 at the O’Connell Center in 2013-14 and 15-0 in 2012-13. The team has gone 
unbeaten at home in a season (fi ve or more games) fi ve times, also in 2006-07, 1993-94 and 1960-61 teams.

• For Florida’s 2014 SEC-opening win over South Carolina, a school-record 4,182 Rowdy Reptiles fi lled the 
student section at the O’Dome.

• Florida fi nished 14-2 at home in 2011-12, winning its fi rst 13 games of 2011-12. UF won its fi nal six home 
games in 2010-11 for 19 consecutive wins overall at the O’Connell Center, tied for the fourth-longest 
streak in school history.

• The two largest crowds in UF history came during the 2010-11 season (12,633 in a win over Kentucky, then 
12,630 a week later in a win over Tennessee).

•  A record 226,815 fans passed through the turnstiles in 2007-08. ESPN Gameday also made its second visit 
to the O’Dome in 2007-08 to witness the Gators’ thrilling overtime win over Kentucky. 

•   Daktronics installed four 12’ x 16’, video boards (10 mm resolution) in the O’Connell Center for the 
2006-07 basketball regular-season, at a cost of $2.5 million. The project was  unveiled on Dec. 20, 2006.

•   A $10 million state-of-the-art private basketball practice facility opened in October 2001. The two-story 
47,505 square foot facility includes multiple practice gyms, a training room, weight room, locker room, 
coaches’ offi ces, conference rooms, equipment room, team lounge area and fi lm/video rooms with theatre 
style seating.

• During the summer of 2011, the Stephen C. O’Connell Center underwent a reconfi guration of the lower-
level bleachers to improve patron fl ow and safety while reducing maintenance costs and preserving the 
O’Dome’s unique environment.

• UF is currently in the fundraising phase of a $50 million renovation plan for the O’Connell Center.

Once you have submitted your 
credential request, you will receive an automated email from the Communications Department acknowledg-
ing your request was received and is being reviewed. Once a decision on your request is made, you will 
receive an email with further information. Requests must be made by the day prior to a game (noon for 
afternoon games or 4:30 p.m. for evening games).

CREDENTIAL PICK-UP: Credentials will be mailed up until 10 days prior to the event or held at the Press 
Will Call window at Gate One of the O’Connell Center, which opens for pick-up 90 minutes prior to each 
game. Credentials can be overnighted at the expense of the media organization within 10 days of the event 
(by request).

PARKING: A limited number of parking spaces exist and can be requested online with your credential 
application. Please note that if you request to pick up your credentials at Press Will Call, we will be unable to 
provide a parking pass as you will have to park before visiting Press Will Call. Free parking is available in the 
deck next to the O’Connell Center and is generally still available 75-90 minutes before the game.

MEDIA ROOM/INTERVIEW AREA: Located between Gates 1 & 4 in the Martial Arts room near the loading 
dock, the media room includes work space, necessary electrical outlets, a television and wireless internet. A 
pre-game meal, snacks and soft drinks are also available in the media room. The pre-game meal begins one 
hour before tip. Post-game coach and player press conferences are also conducted in this area.

FLORIDA LOCKER ROOM: The Gator locker room is closed to the media with the exception of the SEC 
and NCAA Tournaments. Coach Donovan and selected players will be available to the media following games 
in the media room/interview area. At Florida home games, players are available fi rst outside the locker room 
in the Gate 3 corner of the O’Connell Center while Coach Donovan will follow with a post-game press 
conference in the Martial Arts/Media Room.

VISITOR LOCKER ROOM: Interview policies and procedures will be determined by visiting Sports Informa-
tion Directors and coaches. Those procedures will be announced on game days.

GENERAL GAME DAY MEDIA SERVICES: Game program/scorecard, game notes, play-by-play, complete 
halftime and fi nal statistics, coaches’ & player quote sheets and post-game notes are all regular services on 
game days.

SEATING: Press seating is assigned, and all media members are asked to utilize their assigned seat. A limited 
number of front-row courtside press seats are available and will be provided to national publications, major 
daily newspapers and/or those who cover Florida basketball regularly. Additional seating will be at the front 
row table in the baseline bleachers near Gate 2 and in the second row courtside behind the press table. 
Photographers are restricted to two baseline locations closest to the team benches.
