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GameDay Media Policies

Credentials

The Vanderbilt Athletic Communications office issues season media credentials
to authonzed full-time or specified representatives of media outlets who cover
Vanderbilt basketball on a regular basis. Single-game credentials also will be avail-
able for media who cover the team less frequently, should space allow. Please e-mail
credential requests to the attention of men’s basketball contact, Andy Boggs.

Credential Pick-Up

Credentials are available for pick-up at “Media Will Call” located near the playing
floor at Memorial Gymnasium. Media wishing to access “Media Will Call” should
enter the service tunnel located at the end of Lot 71 behind the outfield wall of
Vanderbilt's Hawkins Field baseball stadium. Proceed through the tunnel until you
arrive at the "Media Will Call” table. If enough advance notice is given, credentials
can be mailed or sent via next-day carrier at the expense of the media organization
making the request.

Media Parking

Media parking is located inside the 25th Avenue parking garage located at the
corner of 25th Avenue and Jess Neely Drive. After parking, please enter Memorial
Gymnasium through the service tunnel entrance located at the end of Lot 71 behind
the outfield wall of Vanderbilt's Hawkins Field baseball stadium. Vehicles parked in Lot

11 without the proper parking pass will be towed.

Media Seating

Media covering Vanderbilt basketball games are seated at various locations inside
Memorial Gymnasium. 1.) A select number of seats are available on the floor, usually
reserved for Nashville beatwriters and radio crews from both schools. 2.) An addition-
al 20 seats are available inside Suite 5 located on the northside concourse, reserved
for media following the visiting team and Nashville radio and television media. 3.)
More than 40 seats are available in the third-level pressbox for additional media seat-
ing needs.

Media Workroom

Memaorial Gymnasium's media workroom is located in the northeast corner of the
facility, nearest the opponents’ bench. This room will serve as a place for pregame
meals as well as an area for the media to work after the game. The room is equipped
with a wireless connection and data ports.

General Communications Possibilities

Media sitting in any location inside Memorial Gymnasium have access to the
Internet via wireless connection. If you do not have capabilities for such access,
please contact Andy Boggs days prior to your arrival at Memorial Gymnasium. A
select number of data lines are available.

Postgame Interview Format

The Vanderhbilt locker room is closed to media following the game. After a 10-minute
cooling off period, the visiting team will address the media in the postgame inter-
view room. Coach Drew will then hold his press conference, followed by requested
Vanderbilt players. Please make your player requests to the Vanderbilt Athletic
Communications Office.

Road Interview Policy

Vanderbilt's locker room will be closed to the media at road venues. Following a
cooling off period, Coach Stallings and selected Commmodore players will be avail-
able outside of the Vanderbilt locker room or in a formal postgame press conference
at the discretion of the home SID.

Radio

The Voice of the Commodores Joe Fisher (19th season) and former Vanderbilt
player Tim Thompson (16th season) will have the call courtside for Vanderbilt.

For visiting radio crews, ISDN and telephone lines are provided. A limited number
of telephone lines are available at the various media seating locations throughout the
gymnasium.

Interviewing the Commodores

Please coordinate all requests for player and coach interviews through Vanderbilt
men’s basketball athletic communications director Andy Boggs at least 24 hours in
advance. Media should not contact a player or coach directly.

Practice Coverage

Vanderbilt players and coaches are available for interviews prior to practices on
designated days. Practice schedules are sent via e-mail to media multiple times each
week during the season to help facilitate coverage. Contact Andy Boggs if you wish
to receive these updates. Player interviews typically begin 45 minutes before practice
at Memorial Gymnasium. Interviews with Coach Bryce Drew follow. Gameday walk-
throughs are closed to the media at both Memorial Gymnasium and all road venues.

Weekly Teleconference

The Southeastern Conference will conduct a men’s basketball coaches teleconfer-
ence once each week during the league schedule. The teleconferences take place on
Mondays, starting Jan. 5, and conclude March 9. Please contact either the Vanderbilt
or SEC Media Relations offices for the teleconference phone number.

BLOGGING POLICY

The following is a set of guidelines that the Vanderbilt University Athletic
Communications Office will use as a basis for issuing media credenfials to indepen-
dent online media representatives (bloggers). Overall, Vanderbilt University strives to
work with individuals who adhere to professional standards, demonstrate
transparency in their operations, and regularly produce guality content. While what
follows shall serve as a guideline, they may be altered for certain events when nec-
essary and are subject to regulations set forth by the Southeastern Conference and/
or the NCAA.

* Individuals associated with a web-only media outlet may apply for credentials on a
game-by-game basis unless otherwise specified. Requests for credentials must be
sent via e-mail or in writing to the requested Athletic Communications Director and

be received at least three (3] business days prior to the event. Request should include
applicant’s legal name, company or blog they are representing, a mailing address and
website address.

= The Athletic Communications Office requires that a requesting outlet possess its
own domain name (.com, .net, etc.) and will not accept requests from sites based on
free services (blogspot, wordpress, etc.).

= First time applicants must submit traffic/subscriber data from an independent source
in order to be considered. Sites with fewer than 25,000 legitimate unique visitors per
month are not eligible for football or men's baskethall credentialing. Sites with fewer
than 7,500 legitimate unigue visitors per month are not eligible for women's basketball
credentialing.

* |n the interest of protecting the Vanderbilt University fan base, we require that

all applicants that give users ability to submit comments andfor place cookies on
user'’s computers supply a privacy policy that describes in full how the data collected
through such activities is used or disseminated.

= Athletic Communications seeks to perpetuate the program and sport being creden-
tialed and therefore prefers to work with online media outlets with an established
track record covering our school, our conference or the requested sport. In the
request, please provide a short summary of previous relevant experience, if any.

= As a general guideline, we would like to work with outlets that have been in con-
tinuous operation for at least 3-6 months. Addrionally, an average of 3-5 substantive
postings per week is expected in season from applicant web sites.

= Obtaining media credentials is an opportunity to interview players and team officials
for legitimate media purposes only. Bloggers who are granted access to the press box
and other areas inside the venue are expected to act professionally and adhere to all
SEC and NCAA-mandated media guidelines at all imes.

= The standard of professionalism also extends to content posted on the requesting
website, whether posted by the requester, user or other agent. Profanity, racial or
sexual comments will not be tolerated from credentialed outlets.

* No credentials will be issued to individuals under the age of 18.

= \'anderbilt University reserves the right of its personnel to deny or revoke creden-
tials without notice and an individual shall surrender their credential upon request

for violating the policies and/or safety procedures of security personnel, Vanderbilt
University, the Southeastern Conference, or the NCAA.
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PRESEASON NOTES

Bryce Drew Takes Over

Bryce Drew, who spent five seasons at Valparaiso and compiled a
124-49 record with the Crusaders, became the ninth Commodore bas-
kethall coach of the modern era and the 27th all time in the spring of
2016. Drew was a three-time Horizon League Coach of the Year and
two-time NABC District 12 Coach of the Year with Valparaiso, where
he averaged 25 wins a season, won four regular season champion-
ships, and made four postseason appearances, two in the NCAA
Tournament and two in the NIT, with the Crusaders.

Baldwin IV, Jones Drafted In NBA First Round

Vanderbilt was one of only three schools (Kentucky, Washington)
with two first-round selections in the 2016 NBA Draft when Wade
Baldwin IV was drafted 17th by the Memphis Grizzlies and Damian
Jones was selected 30th by the Golden State Warriors. Baldwin IV
and Jones became the sixth and seventh first-round picks, respec-
tively, in the history of the program, joining Will Perdue in 1988 (11th,
Chicago), Jeff Turner in 1984 (7th, New Jersey), Clyde Lee in 1966
(3rd, San Francisco), and John Jenkins (23rd, Atlanta), and Festus
Ezeli (30th, Golden State) in 2012.

Nine Letterwinners Returning

The Commodores will return nine letterwinners for 2016-17, including
three starters, Luke Kornet, Jeff Roberson, Matthew Fisher-Davis,
and one other player, Riley LaChance, who has started 54 games in
his two-year career. Fisher-Davis is the leading Commodore scorer
after averaging 9.7 points per game in 2015-16.

National Statistics

The Commodores finished in a tie for third nationally in three-point
field goal percentage defense, limiting opponents to only 29.4% from
three. Vanderbilt also finished fifth in field goal percentage defense
(38.6%) and ninth in blocks per game (5.5). Luke Kornet tied for third
nationally in blocks, averaging 3.0 per contest.

Fisher-Davis leads SEC in 3-Point FG%, Kornet in
blocks

Matthew Fisher-Davis led the SEC in three-point field goal percent-
age in 2015-16, converting on 44.6% of his attempts from beyond-the-
arc. Luke Kornet led the conference in blocks with 3.0 per game.

Commodores advance to 2016 NCAA Tournament

The Commodores made their 14th appearance in the NCAA Tourna-
ment and first appearance since 2012 in the 2016 NCAA Tournament
when Vanderbilt advanced to the First Four in Dayton.

SEC Wins

The 11 SEC wins last season (11-7) was the most since the Commo-
dores registered 12 in 2009-10, and it was the 15th time in program
history a Vanderbilt team has recorded 11 or more league victories.
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All-SEC Selections

Damian Jones, Wade Baldwin IV, and Luke Kornet were all honored
by the SEC by the league’s coaches in 2015-16. Jones was named

a first-team All-SEC selection for the second consecutive season,
Baldwin was named to the second team, and Kornet was named as
an All-Defensive team member.

Block Party

Junior Luke Kornet tied for third in the nation in blocks at 3.00 blocks
per game, and spurred the team to 182 blocks on the season, which
is 2nd all-time team total in program history. Vanderbilt also blocked
10 or more shots in a game on three separate occasions. Damian
Jones finished second on the career blocks list with 167, and his 1.69
blocks per game career mark is tied for the best in program history
with current Portland Trail Blazer Festus Ezeli, while Kornet is fifth in
the program’s history in career blocks per game (1.49) and fourth in
total blocks (139).

Home Sweet Home

The Commodores finished the season 14-2 at home, their best win-
ning percentage (.875) at home since 2009-10. Vanderbilt won eight
in a row at home to end the year, and averaged 80.2 points per game
and posted a scoring average of +16.8. VU shot 47.9% from the floor
in the 16 home games and limited opponents to 37.8%, and converted
on 40.7% of its shots from three. Opponents shot only 29.9% from
three for the year at Memorial Gym.

Florida, Tennessee Sweeps

Vanderbilt swept Florida and Tennessee in the regular season for

the first time since 2010 {4 wins), and for only the second time since
1965-66, when VU knocked off Tennessee twice and Florida once that
season.

Career and Single-Season Lists

* Damian Jones finished his career with 1,313 points, which ranks
third all-time on the Vanderbilt scoring list.

* Jones also finished third in field goal percentage at 56.7%
(508-897).

+ Wade Baldwin |V posted an assist average of 5.2 assists per game
in 2015-16, which ranks sixth on Vanderbilt's single-season list.

» Baldwin IV is second on the career assist list with 4.81 assists per
game.

» Baldwin IV departs Vanderbilt’s as the program’s all-time leader in
single-season assists for a freshman and a sophomore.

964

Vanderbilt has made a 3-pointer in 964 consecutive games, a streak
which began at the inception of the 3-point line in 1986-87. The Com-
modores rank second only to UNLV for the longest streak in Division
| basketball. Vanderbilt, UNLV and Princeton are the only three
schools in college baskethall to have made at least one 3-pointer in
every game played since the 3-point line was implemented.

Br}'ce Drew became the ninth Commodore
basketball coach of the modern era and 27th all-time in
April when he was named the head coach of Vanderbilt
basketball. Drew brings an impressive basketball resume,
from all levels of the game, to the Commodores after
spending the last five seasons as the head coach art his alma
mater, Valparaiso.

“*Our goal was to identify a proven head coach
capable of exciting Commodore Nation and perhaps
most importantly, able to mirror Vanderbilt's values and
aspirations,” said Vanderbilt Director of Athletics David
Williams. “With Bryce Drew we were able to check all those boxes. We are thrilled to
welcome Coach Drew and his family ro the Vanderbilt community and the grear city of
Nashville.”

Drew, a three-time Horizon League Coach of the Year and two-time NABC District
12 Coach of the Year, comes to the Commodores after a five-year stint at Valparaiso,
where he averaged 25 wins a season, won four regular season championships, and made
four postseason appearances, two in the NCAA Tournament and two in the NIT, with the
Crusaders.

In his five seasons at Valparaiso, Drew compiled a 124-49 overall record and in 2016, led

the Crusaders to a 30-7 overall record, the most wins in program history, and a berth in the
NIT Finals at Madison Square Garden in New York City.

He also coached 15 All-Horizon League honorees, including one Horizon League
Player of the Year in Ryan Broekhoff in 2012 and one player, Vashil Fernandez, who in
2015 and 2016 won the Horizon League’s Defensive Player of the Year honor, the first
player in the history of the league to win two of the awards.

Drew, the most decorated player in Valparaiso men's basketball history, spent the six
seasons prior to his hiring as head coach in May of 2011 as a member of the Valparaiso
coaching staff, helping the Crusaders win 102 games.

Conference honoree, shined during the conference tournaments, earning All-Tournament Team honors each of his four seasons and picking
up three Mid-Continent Conference Tournament MVP awards. He was also twice decorated as Mid-Con Most Valuable Player, one of only
four players to be so honored twice in their career. Drew’s career culminated as a senior by being named a Third Team All-American by the
Basketball Times. He led the Crusaders to four Mid-Continent Conference regular season championships, four tournament titles and three
trips to the NCAA Tournament.

Drew, Valparaiso's career leader in points (2,142), three-point field goals (364) and assists (626), etched his name into the American
consciousness in 1998 when he hit “The Shot” in the first round of the NCAA Tournament to beat Ole Miss. The play, in which Drew caught
a tip pass from teammate Bill Jenkins off a full-court feed from Jamie Sykes, won him an ESPY award and gave Valparaiso its first NCAA

Tournament win in school history, propelling the Crusaders to the Sweet Sixteen.

Drew also excelled internationally during his time on the court with the Crusaders, playing for the gold-medal winning Team USA at the
World University Games in 1997. Following his collegiate career, Drew again made school history when the Houston Rockets drafted him

1998 Sweet Sixteen team in 2009. He also has been honored as one of the 150 most influential people in Valparaiso University's 150 years.

Drew graduated from Valparaiso in 1998 with a bachelor’s degree in sports management and a minor in business. He and his wife Tara
have one son, Bryson, age two.

Former University of Illinois standout and Valparaiso assistant
basketball coach Roger Powell, Jr., joined the Vanderbilt basketball
staff as associate head coach in April of 2016 after a successful
five-year stint with current Commodore head coach Bryce Drew at
Valparaiso.

*Coach Powell is a former NBA player who brings great energy
to the program,” said Drew. “He is fantastic on the floor with the
players and does a tremendous job on the road recruiting with players
being drawn to his positive personality. After coaching with Roger for
the last five years, I am very happy he is at Vanderbilt.”

Powell has helped lead the Crusaders to 122 wins in his five
seasons as 2 member of the Crusader coaching staff, including 28
victories in 2014-2015 and a school-record 30 wins in 2015-16.
Valpo captured the Horizon League regular season title in four of
his first five seasons, while the Crusaders’ 2012-2013 and 2014-2015
squads also won the Horizon League tournament championship. The
Crusaders have appeared in the postseason in each of Powell’s five
seasons on staff, making two trips to the NCAA Tournament, two to
the Postseason NIT and one to the CIT. Powell was named the top
assistant coach in the Horizon League by Next Up Recruits in the
summer of 2013,

With the Crusaders, Powell worked with both the post and
perimeter players in skill development. He also was heavily involved
with the Crusaders’ recruiting efforts. In the summer of 2013, Powell
served as head coach of an Athletes in Action team which toured
Lithuania, and in the summer of 2015, he led an AIA team as head
coach on a tour of Poland.

“I am extremely excited and blessed to be a part of Vanderbilt
University,” said Powell, Jr. “The program has everything 1 could
have hoped for and more in a university. Vanderbilt University has
outstanding academics, a great basketball tradition and is located in a
truly amazing city. 1 look forward to being a part of the staff that will help continue to elevate this program to the next
level.”

A three-year starter for the Illini, Powell earned Honorable Mention All-Big Ten recognition in each of his final
two seasons after being named to the Big Ten All-Tournament Team as a sophomore. Powell helped Illinois to three
Big Ten regular season titles and a pair of Big Ten tournament championships during his time with the Illini, as well as
berths in the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament in 2002-2003 and 2003-2004.

Powell's career at Illinois culminated in his senior year of 2004-2005, when he started all 39 games that season for
the Illini, averaging career bests of 12.0 points and 3.7 rebounds per game. Powell helped Illinois to the most successful
season in program history, as the Illini won 29 straight games to open the season en route to finishing 37-2, spent most
of the season ranked #1 in the nation and advanced to the national championship game of the NCAA Tournament.
Powell closed his four-year Illinois career with 1,178 points, among the top-30 scorers in Illini history, and 531
rebounds.

Following his collegiate career, Powell earned a spot in the Seattle SuperSonics training camp before eventually
plaving the 2005-2006 season for the Rockford Lightning of the CBA, where he earned CBA Rookie of the Year
accolades. He then made the roster of the Utah Jazz for the 2006-2007 NBA season and spent the first half of the
season with the Jazz before joining the Arkansas Rimrockers of the NBDL. Powell concluded the 2007 season with the
Rimrockers, leading the NBDL with 22.3 points per game and earning the league’s Jason Collier Sportsmanship Award,
which is awarded to the player who best represents the ideals of character and conduct on and off the court.

Powell spent time in the training camp of the Chicago Bulls in both 2008 and 2010, and spent much of his last four
year professional-playing years abroad. He played in the top leagues in Italy (Teramo Basket), Israel (Hapoel Jerusalem),
Spain (CB Murcia) and France (JDA Dijon). In his final professional season, Powell played for the Deutsche Bank
Skyliners of the Basketball Bundesliga in Germany, where he helped the Skyliners to a second-place regular season
finish and a berth in the league semifinals.

Off the court, Powell founded RP] Ministries Organization, which mentors and trains young leaders to be Godly
examples on their sports team and school campuses. He also founded Integrity Sports Corporation, a company focused
on building basketball skills and integrity of high school and junior high athletes. Powell is a 2005 graduate of the
University of Illinois - Urbana-Champaign with a degree in speech communications, and also received his master's
degree in Sports Administration from Valparaiso University in 2016. While also at Valpo, he received a certificate in
Sports Media.

Jake Diebler joined the Vanderbilt coaching staff as an
assistant coach in April of 2016 after spending three years
as the video coordinator for Ohio State basketball and the
previous two seasons as an assistant coach on Bryce Drew’s
staff at Valparaiso, where he helped Drew and the Crusaders
to Horizon League regular season titles in 2012 and 2013.
“Coach Diebler has great experience in basketball well
beyond his age,” said Drew. “The son of a coach, he has a
passion for the game and in improving others, which our
perimeter players will benefit from.”

While at Ohio State, Diebler helped the Buckeyes
advance to two NCAA Tournaments and also helped

mentor the National Defensive Player of the Year in 2014,
Aaron Craft, and the 2nd overall pick in 2015 NBA Draft
and 2015 first-team All-American, D'Angelo Russell. In
the offseasons in Columbus, Diebler would train Craft,
Russell, Evan Turner, Mike Conley, Jared Sullinger, Greg
Oden, his brother Jon Diebler, Deshaun Thomas, Byron
Mullins, and others in on-the-court workouts.

Prior to his stint with the Buckeyes, Diebler coached
at Valparaiso with Bryce Drew, where he was part of a staff
which helped lead Valparaiso to 22 wins and the regular-
season championship in 2012, the first by Valpo since joining
the Horizon League. Diebler also helped the Crusaders
to a berth in the 2012 Postseason National Invitational
Tournament. In the 2012-13 season, the Crusaders posted a
26-8 overall record, won the Horizon League regular season
championship for consecutive years, and a berth in the 2013
NCAA Tournament.

Diebler served as director of basketball operations during the 2010-11 season, helping the Crusaders
to a 23-win season, finishing just one game out of the regular-season title, and a berth in the Collegelnsider.
com Tournament. As a student assistant in 2009-10, Diebler helped guide the Crusaders to 15 wins and a
fourth-place finish in the Horizon League standings.

“I'm blessed to be a part of the rich tradition at Vanderbilt University,” said Diebler. *Coach Drew has
established himself as one of the best coaches in the country and I'm looking forward to reuniting with him
and being a part of the future of Vanderbilt Basketball.”

Known as one of the Crusaders’ hardest-working players on both ends of the court during his time as a
player, Diebler set a Valpo Division I record by starting each and every one of the Crusaders’98 games

over the final three seasons of his career. He also had a string of 278-consecutive minutes played over seven
games in the final half of his senior season, believed to be a Valpo record as well.

Diebler ranked among the Horizon League Top 10 in a trio of categories as a senior, finishing fourth
in minutes played (33.8/game), sixth in 3-pointers made (1.8/game) and eighth in steals (1.3/game). He
finished his Crusader career 10th in Valpo history with 130 career steals and 16th all-time at Valpo with 229
career assists. He also holds the all-time Ohio high school career records in assists and steals.

Also a standout in the classroom, Diebler earned Academic All-League honors and Horizon League
Academic Honor Roll mention during his career, as well as being named to the NABC Honors Court.
Diebler graduated with a bachelor’s degree in marketing from Valparaiso in May 2009 and with an MBA in
2011. His brother Jon, played for the Buckeyes from 2008-11, and is the Big Ten All-time leader in made
threes and the all-time leading scorer in Ohio High School basketball history. Jon was also the 51st pick in
2011 NBA Draft.

Coaching runs in the family for Diebler. His father Keith, coached high school basketball in the state
of Ohio for almost 40 years, while his older brother Jeremiah coached high school basketball as well.

Diebler was recently married to his wife Jordyn in August of 2016.

Casey Shaw joined the Vanderbilt basketball staff in
April of 2016 as an assistant coach after a successful playing
career as a professional athlete in the NBA/FIBA and as a
student-athlete at the University of Toledo.

“Coach Shaw is a former NBA draft pick who has a
wealth of experience and knowledge from his playing career
and through the relationships he has made in the NBA," said
Drew. “Being 610, he will be outstanding in working with our
post players and developing them.”

Shaw’s wealth of basketball experience began in 1998
when he was drafted by the Philadelphia 76ers with the 37th
overall pick after a stellar four-year career at Toledo, where
he ranks sixth all-time with 1,562 points and fifth with 871
rebounds. He also ranks second in Toledo history with 107
blocked shots and sixth in field goal percentage (.546). He
was named second team All-MAC in 1996-97 and 1997-98,
and made the MAC All-Freshman team in 1994-95. He also
was an outstanding student, earning third-team Academic
All-America honors as a senior in 1997-98, and making the
Academic All-MAC team in his junior and senior seasons.

After a stint in the NBA, Shaw began what became an
11-year international professional career in 2000 with stops in
the Italian and Spanish leagues along the way.

“Having the opportunity to play professional basketball

for 13 seasons was a dream come true and I am thankful that
I can now use all those years of experience to be a better coach for players who hope to realize that same
dream after their Vanderbilt playing days are over,” said Shaw.

Prior to his arrival in Nashville, Shaw worked at Balasa Dinverno Folrz, LLC, in Chicago, where he
served as the Director of the Professional Athlete Service Team, providing business, career, and investment
guidance to professional athletes. He is also a member of the National Board of Directors for the NBA
Retired Players Association, which assists NBA players in their transition from playing to life after the game.

On the court, Shaw was the Director and Head Coach of the Athletes in Action Basketball Camp
trom 2003-2010, served as a Global All-Star Challenge Head Coach in 2012, and coached the Midwest
Elite AAU team in Merrillville, Ind., in 2013 and the 180 Elite AAU team out of Chicago from 2015-16.

Omar Mance joined the Vanderbile basketball staff in April of 2016 as the
Dircctor of Recruiting and Player Personnel after spending three seasons as an
assistant coach at Liberty University.

*Coach Mance is a great addition to our staff and we are thrilled to have him,”
sald Drew. “He has great connections in the south and a tremendous reputation
across the country.”

While at Liberty, Mance helped the Flames clinch the No. 5 seed and a first-
round bye in the 2016 Big South Championship, finishing 10-8 in conference
play. Liberty’s win total marked the first time the program had gamered 10 Big
South victories since the 2010-11 scason. He was also instrumental in Liberty's Big
South slate that was highlighted by a seven-game win streak, marking the fourth-
longest streak in program history. The Flames entered postseason play second in
the conference in scoring defense, holding opponents to 68.0 points per game. As
the recruiting coordinator this past season, he helped Liberty sign one of its most
highly touted recruiting classes in school history. Mance was also 2 member of the
2016 Big South Coach of the Year Ritchie McKay's staff

“l am so thrilled to join such a prestigious institution and rich baskethall
tradition here at Vanderbilt,” said Mance. “1 am excited to work under the
leadership of Coach Direw, who throughout his career has proven to be a winner,
champion, and most of all, having great character. He's one of the best young
coaches in the country, and | am excited to work with him and the staff here. ['ve
always admired the high academic reputation of Vanderbilt and its great basketball
tradition. I'm so humbled to have the opportunity to work with this staff and with
these outstanding student-athletes.”

Prior to coming to Liberty, Mance spent three seasons as an assistant at Army
under head coach Zach Spiker. While at Army, Mance hl:]ch lead the Black
Knights to its most successful Patriot League season at 8-6 and its best overall
regular scason in 28 years at 16-15. Army's eight regular scason wins in Patriot
League play marked a schoal record, securing the team's first winning scason in
league history: The Black Knights also gamered Army's first overall winning season
since 1984-85, while starting 4 freshman in the rotation throughout the entire
conference season in 2012-13. The Black Knights won the coveted “Star Game”
against Navy in back-to-back seasons, becoming the first coaching staff since the
Mike Krzyzewski era to accomplish the feat. Mance worked with the program’s
guards.

During his tenure, he coached the Patriot League Rookic of the Year as well
as three Patriot League all-rookie team members. Mance also helped develop
two-time first team All-Patriot League pedformer Ella Ellis, who finished his carcer fifth all-time in scoring with 1,558 point and 190 three-
painters. He was also instrumental in the recruitment and development of Kyle Wilson, Tanner Plomb, Kevin Ferguson and Dylan Cox,
whao later became the first four classmates in Patriot League history to all score 1,000 career points. Wilson finished his time fourth all-time
in scoring in Army history, Plomb ended 11th all-time, while Ferguson became the all-time leader in blocked shots, and Cox finished first
all-time in assists. In addition to working with position players, Mance also served as a recruiting coordinator and was instrumental in game
preparation.

Before arriving at West Point for the 2010-11 season, Mance served as the head varsity coach for the North Shore Country Day (T1L)
bu}r's'htam. In his two seasons, Mance led the squ.a.:l to its two best finishes in school history, winning 16 games and making the regional
championship game in 2009. Mance guided seven players to all-league honors and placed two of his charges on the honorable mention all-state
squad. He also served as the schools Dean of Multicultural Affairs during the 2009-10 school year.

Prior to his work at Country Day, Mance was on the staff of his alma mater, Rice. He served as Director of Basketball Operations from
Ifanuarybfﬂa}r 2007 before being named an assistant coach for the 2007-08 season. Mance served as the Dwis'rccruiting coordinator and hl:lpn:d
land the first Houston public school recruit to attend Rice in 40 years and also recruited former Liberty great and 2011 Big South Player of
the Year, Jesse Sanders, who committed to Rice before becoming a Flame. In addition to his coaching and recruiting duties, Mance oversaw
the Owls"academic progress. Under his watch, Rice posted a 98 percent graduation rate, the best mark in the country. In his first year on
the college sidelines back at Rice, Mance coached with Rice great, Morris Almond, who was a NBA first-round pick of the Utah Jazz and
Conference USA Player of the Year in 2007.

Before entering the collegiate ranks, Mance was the athletic director at Joseph Sears School in Kenilworth, 1L, from 2005-07. He oversaw
every aspect of cach of the school’s programs and also served as the head coach of the cighth grade boys’ basketball squad. While working at
the school, Mance also helped found the Robison-Mance Group, a company that worked with leagues, camps and teams to provide mentoring
services to more than 900 youth in the Chicago area. Mance was the co-director and coach of the RMG Elite AAU team.

In 2006 and 2008, Mance worked with Athletes in Action in Nairobi, Kenya. He toured schools, academics and orphanages while helping
coach college and club teams. The trip to Africa was just one of his international experiences. Mance F‘E_l_.'l:l:l on prnf:ssinml tours in Eurcrpl:,
Asia and Canada during the summers of 2004 and 2005. He was named the tournament MVP of the International Cup in Moscow in 2005.

Moance started his coaching career as an assistant coach at Martin Luther King High School in Atlanta, Ga. He helped the squad toa 5-A
state final four in 2004. Mance worked for his father, Eric, an Albany ((Ga.} Hall of Fame Inductee who has won more than 500 games in his
career

The Stone Mountain, Ga. native played one season at LSU before finishing his career at Rice. Mance was a second-team AU-WAC pick in
2003 and was named the Owls' MVP in both 2002 and 2003. Just as decorated in the classroom, Mance was a two=time member of the WAC
All-Academic Team and was named the Rice Scholar-Athlete of the Year in 2002 and 2003. Following his senior scason, Mance was honored
with the Bob Quin Award as Rice's Top Male Student-Athlete and was a finalist for the Creamland Dairies National College Baskethall
Student-Athlete of the Year award.

A three=time all-state performer at Lithonia High School, Mance was the 1998 Metro Atlanta Player of the Year and the state’s AAA
Player of the Year. He finished his career as the school's all-time leading scorer and graduated as his class' valedictorian while playing for his
father, legendary coach Eric Mance. He played for the Atlanta Celtic AAU program and helped his team to a pair of national championships.

Moance eamed his Bachelor of Arts degree in mathematics from Rice in 2003. He and his wife Rebecea have one son, Zion (2).

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Vanderbilt Chancellor Nicholas S. Zeppos continues to demonstrate his
appreciation for and commitment to the University’s athletic program in a vari-
ety of ways.

His active role in Southeastern Conference leadership and regulatory
issues and his vocal support of college athletics becoming more diverse and
inclusive are just two examples of how Zeppos’ influence has been felt far
beyond the Nashville campus.

Zeppos has taken a keen interest in athletics at Vanderbilt during his more
than two decades at the University.

“1 don't call the plays. | don't throw the passes. | see my job as simply try-
ing to do whatever | can to support all of the talented people who do these
things,” Zeppos said.

This past spring the chancellor displayed that support yet again during the
hiring of Bryce Drew and Stephanie White to lead the Commodores’ men's
and women's respective basketball programs. Both coaches are regarded as
among the nation's best.

At an April press conference, Zeppos shared that he spent lots of time with
Drew during the selection process. "l became very convinced that Bryce Drew
was our choice,” he said. "He will be a great representative of Vanderbilt."

Just a month later, Zeppos again took to the podium. "Above all else,
academics, research, scholarship, and service define the Vanderbilt experi-
ence, yet we also compete at the highest levels in athletics,” he said as he
announced White's hiring. "Coach White's values align perfectly with those of
our University community.”

Zeppos previously endorsed an athletics capital improvement plan that has
surpassed $60 million, orchestrating efforts to improve the student experience
for athletes and assist with recruiting.

“0One thing | consider the ulimate compliment is when a coach calls me
and says, I've got a couple of recruits here. Could you meet them?” Zeppos
has said.

A distinguished legal scholar, teacher and executive, Zeppos served from
2002 to February 2008 as Vanderbilt's chief academic officer, overseeing the
University's undergraduate, graduate, and professional education programs as
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well as research efforts in liberal arts and sciences, engineering, music, edu-
cation, business, law and divinity. As provost and vice chancellor, he chaired
Vanderbilt's budgeting and capital planning council and led all fundraising and
alumni relations efforts across the institution, in addition to overseeing the
dean of students and dean of admissions.

Zeppos has led a number of important initiatives at Vanderbilt, including
the planning process for The Ingram Commons, a landmark transformation of
the first-year experience; Warren and Moore colleges; and Vanderbilt Barnard
College, the next phase of the university's unigue living-learning residential
college system. Other key advancements include restructuring of the institu-
tion to split out clinical health care operations into a new corporate entity;
the Strategic Academic Planning Group; innovative efforts in undergraduate
admissions and financial aid; and the development of new programs in Jewish
studies, law and economics and genetics, among others. In February of 2016,
Zeppos was honored by Insight Into Diversity magazine for his commitment to
diversity and inclusion with its national Giving Back award.

In a bold move to strengthen Vanderbilt's commitment to admitting under-
graduates on the basis of accomplishment and achievement, rather than their
ability to pay, Zeppos significantly expanded the financial aid program in 2009.
By replacing undergraduate, need-based loans with grant and scholarship
assistance, the University opened its doors wider to highly talented and quali-
fied students of all economic, cultural and geographical backgrounds. The
expanded aid program is funded by a combination of strategic budget alloca-
tions and gifts from thousands of generous donors to the current Opportunity
Vanderbilt campaign.

Zeppos was recognized with five teaching awards at the law school before
serving as an associate dean, associate provost, and provost and vice chan-
cellor for academic affairs. He served as interim chancellor for eight months
prior to being formally appointed as Vanderbilt’s eighth chancellor on March 1,
2008.

Zeppos serves on the National Security Higher Education Advisory Board;
the Foundation for Educational Exchange Between Canada and the United

s

States of America (Fulbright Canada) Board of Directors; and the Conexidn
Américas Board of Directors. He also served as president of the Southeastern
Conference from June 2014 to June 2016.

From 1982 to 1987, Zeppos practiced law in Washington, D.C., at the United
States Department of Justice and at Wilmer, Cutler & Pickering, where he
specialized in appellate litigation involving complex regulatory, statutory and
constitutional matters.

A Milwaukee native, Zeppos is a 1979 magna cum laude graduate of the
University of Wisconsin Law School, where he served as editor-in-chief of
the Wisconsin Law Review and was selected as the outstanding graduate of
his class. He studied history during his undergraduate years at the university,
where he was a 1976 Phi Beta Kappa graduate.

He is married to Lydia A. Howarth, an accomplished editor. They have two
sons, Benjamin and Micholas.

Aside from his role in McGugin Center, Williams is Vice-Chancellor for University Affairs
and Athletics as well as a tenured professor at the University's nationally ranked law
school. He continues to teach at the Law School where he conducts courses on Taxation
and Education as well as Sports Law. He is also an active participant in the SEC and
NCAA in matters of negotiations, reforms, enforcements and planning. Williams is a regu-
lar speaker on collegiate athletics and recently spoke at the Law Schools at Harvard and
Arizona State; he also served as the keynote speaker at the Black Male Student Athlete
Summit at the University of Texas.

Since adding athletics to his multiple titles and responsibilities in 2002, Vanderbilt has
seen its athletic department and its individual programs recognized as being among the
nation’s most innovative and successful. The 2015-16 academic year may have been one
of the best yet under Williams" leadership.

Nine Vanderbilt teams reached NCAA postseason competition, including a Final Four
appearance by the defending 2015 NCAA national champion women's tennis team and a
second straight top eight finish by the men’s golf team. The baseball team holds the title
of 2014 College World Series champions and 2015 runner-ups and again made it to the
2016 NCAA playoffs, while the women's bowding team finished in the top ten for the fourth
consecutive year.

Academically, Vanderbilt student-athletes amassed a 3.11 cumulative GPA for the 2016
Spring semester, with seven teams achieving the highest APR in the SEC. The department
finished its 10th straight year with an overall achieved GPA over 3.0. Five Commodore
teams posted perfect APR scores, while three teams had every member of their team
achieve a GPA of 3.0 or better. Fourteen of the varsity teams achieved a GPA of 3.0 or
higher in the 2015 - 16 academic year. The last Federal Graduation Rate (FGR) information,
released in November of 2015, recorded Vanderbilt's Student Athlete Graduation rate at 92
percent, which was within one percent of Vanderbilt's overall graduation rate.

In the spring of 2016, Wiliams again demonstrated his hiring prowess. Williams orches-
trated two successful searches resulting in the hiring of two of the nation’s top basketball
coaches, Bryce Drew and Stephanie White, to led the respective Vanderbilt men's and
waomen's programs. In addition, the return of Commodore legend and favorite Carolyn
Peck as a member of the women's staff was very well received by the Vanderbilt faithful.

Drew and White join a growing list of highly regarded head coaches hired by Williams,
including head football coach Derek Mason, who came onboard in 2013. The next year,
Williams attracted Darren Ambrose from the University of Pennsylvania to direct the
women's soccer program. In 2012, Williams directed the search for men’s golf coach
Scott Limbauwgh, who has since led the team in back to back NCAA Final Eight appear-
ances. In addition, Williams has hired Greg Allen (women's golf coach), lan Duvenhage
(men's tennis coach) and Steven Keith (cross countryftrack coach), all who have taken
their teams to NCAA postseason. Allen and Keith have also guided their teams to SEC
Championships. Williams has also retained top coaches and staffs by orchestrating
extensions for baseball coach Tim Corbin, women's tennis coach Geoff MacDonald,
women's bowding coach John Wiliamson and women’s lacrosse coach Cathy Swezey.

Williams has addressed numerous facility upgrades, including a state-of-the-art training
center which opened February 2016 in McGugin Center. The new training center provides
top-notch medical care for Vanderbilt student-athletes. Crews recently fimished replac-
ing the foothall practice field, on the John Rich Practice Facility, with highly sought after

Shaw Sports synthetic turf. Ground was broken immediately after this past baseball season
for a new expansion of the wonderful baseball complex, Hawkins Feld. Other improvements
in recent years include refurbishing of Vanderbilt Stadium and its football locker rooms, an
addition of new tennis courts and amenities at Brownlee 0. Currey Tennis Center, renova-
tions in Memarial Gym and McGugin Center, a new multi-purpose facility for athletic and
general university use, a new four-lane bowlfing center and a clubhouse with hitting bays for
the men'’s and women's golf programs.

An initiative to allow more overseas travel and study abroad for Vanderbilt student-athletes
also has become reality during Williams' tenure. Three years ago, 15 athletes ventured to
Tanzania during the summer for a service trip to bring shoes to underprivileged communities
in Africa in conjunction with Soles4Souls. The partnership continued in 2014 with anather
community service effort to Costa Rica. In 2015, Williams led the summer service trip to
Cuba. Vanderbilt athletes were honored to be in Havana during the opening of the new
United States Embassy and were able to be a part of the first briefing. Last year, the Athletic
Department began a newly created Internship Program for student-athletes which matches
them with employers who provide real life training for life after college. The program has
received rave reviews from the student athletes, the employers, the NCAA as well as other
colleges and universities.

In association with Vanderhilt Athletics, Williams has served as a member of the SEC
team that negotiated past ESPN and CBS television partner contracts. Williams also serves
as Chair of the NCAA Infraction Appeals Committee and was a member of the NCAA
Enforcement Woarking Group.

Williams came to Vanderhilt in 2000 to serve as Vice Chancellor, General Counsel and
University Secretary, after a 14-year tenure at The Ohio State University, where he served in
numerous administrative roles including Vice Provost for Minority Affairs, Vice President of
Student and Urban/Community Affairs and Professor of Law

A native of Detroit, Williams received a Bachelor of Science in Social Sciences and Master
or Arts in Education from Morthern Michigan University, where he was a member of the
university track team. He also earned a Master of Business Administration (MBA) and a
Doctor of Jurisprudence (JD) from the University of Detroit, where Williams presently serves
on the University’s Board of Trust. Williams also eamed an LLM in Taxation from New York
University. Before entering law school, Williams spent 10 years as a teacher and coach in
the Detroit public school system.

Williams has taught at the law schools of the Univeristy of Detroit, Capital University, The
Ohio State University and Vanderbilt. He also twice directed The Ohio State University's Law
program in Oxford England. Williams was elected outstanding law professor at both the
University of Detroit and at The Ohio State University.

Williams is active in the greater Nashville area community, serving as a board member
with several organizations. He served two terms on former Nashville Mayor Kar Dean’s
Procurement Standards Board and two terms as a Nashville branch member on the Atlanta
Federal Reserve Board. Williams also served as chair of the Mashville United Way Board
and treasurer and board member for the Nashville Symphony. He is presently serving on the
boards of the Middle Tennessee Community Foundation, the Nashville Sports Council, the
Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame and the Nashville Public Education Foundation. In addition,
Williams is the Co-Chair of the transition team for Dr. Shawn Joseph, the new Director of
Schools for Metro Nashville.

Williams and his wife, Gail met in law school and have four children: Erika, a grade school
teacher in Detroit and graduate of Eastern Michigan University; David 11, a two-time gradu-
ate of Bowling Green State University and is an academic counselor at Michigan State
University, where he recently was awarded his Doctorate degree; Samantha (Sam), a gradu-
ate of Brown University, where she was a member of the swimming team and presently a
third-year law student at Vanderbilt Law School; and Nicholas {Nick), a senior at High Point
(M.C.) where he is a three-time scholar athlete member of the track team. Sam and Mick
both attended pre-college school here in Nashville where Sam was an All-State swimmer at
Harpeth Hall and Nick was an All-State athlete in soccer and track and a four-year basket-
ball member at the University School of Nashville.

Gail is a graduate of the University of Michigan and the University of Detroit Law School.
Prior to attending the University of Michigan, Gail attended Cranbrook School in the Detroit
area where she played basketball and field hockey. She serves as Associate Director of
Community Relations for Vanderbilt and is past president and former board member of the
University School of Nashville Board of Trustees. In addition, she is past Board Chair of the
Metra Transit Authority where she continues to serve as a board member. Gail also serves
on the boards of many non-profit organizations including the Frist Center, the Women's Fund
Advisory Board, the YWCA, the Tennessee Performance Arts Center and the Baptist Healing
Trust. She was also recently elected President of the Nashville Chapter of The Links, Inc.

1900 (Dec. 15) — Vanderbilt plays its first varsity
basketball game, losing 22-19 to the YMCA Ramblers.
Vanderbilt would even its all-time mark at 1-1 in its next
game, beating the same Rambler squad 24-9.

1902 — Vanderhilt hits the road for the first time,
heading to Birmingham to take on Howard College. The
Commodores learn for the first ime that it's harder to
win on the road and fall to Howard, 33-23.

1903 — Perfection! The Commodores record the first,
and only, undefeated season in school history, going 6-0.
A 24-21 win over Cumberland in the season finale is the
closest game of the year.

1909 — The Commodores tickle the twines like never
before, breaking the 50-point barrier for the first time in
a 52-23 win over the Chattanooga Ramblers. Itwould be
another 45 years before Vanderbilt would break the next
major scoring milestone, hitting triple digits for the first
time in a 104-88 win over Washington & Lee in the
second game of the 1954-55 season.

1913 — G.T. Denton, an assistant football coach,
becomes Vanderbilt's full-time basketball coach.

1920 — The Commodores begin the Roaring Twenties on
the right foot by winning the schools first league
championship. Vanderbilt wins the Southern
Intercollegiate Athletic Association championship with
a 14-4 record.

1927 — Vanderbilt records the first of the school’s 14
20-win seasons by compiling a 20-4 record under coach
Josh Cody. The Commodores also win their second
championship, this time, taking the Southern
Conference crown.

1938 — Brant “Pinky” Lipscomb makes his debutin a
Commodore uniform. With his unique left-handed
running hook, Lipscomb twice is named to the SEC
All-Tournament team and sets several tournament and
school scoring records. Adolph Rupp later calls
Lipscomb one of the best players ever to face his
Kentucky sguads.

1944, 1945 — Due to World War Il, the Commodores play
an informal schedule.

1947 — Perhaps the most important moment in the
growth of Vanderbilt basketball, the Commodores are
shellacked 98-29 by Adolph Rupp’s Kentucky Wildcats
in the SEC Tournament. The defeat spurs athletic

director Red Sanders to hire Bob Polk, Vanderbilt's first
basketball-only coach. Soon, scholarships would be
awarded to basketball players and plans for a gym on
campus were underway.

1950 — Billy Joe Adcock becomes the school's first All-
American and first All-SEC player, averaging 17.1 points
per game. Adcock’s 1947-48 scoring average leads the
SEC, the first Commodore to win the conference scor-
ing title.

1951 — Under the direction of coach Bob Polk and
captain George Kelley, Vanderbilt wins the SEC Tour-
nament in Louisville with an upset win over Kentucky.
Legend has it that "Kentucky” was already inscribed
on the tournament trophy when the Commodores
pulled out the 61-57 win.

1952 — Brand new Memorial Gymnasium makes its
debut December 6 as the Commodores beat Virginia
90-83 in the home opener. Apparently encouraged by
the new surroundings, the Commodores launch 120
shots in the next game, against David Lipscomb, still a
school record.

1956 — Memorial Gym Magic! Vanderbilt records its
first undefeated home season in the gym, compiling a
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Vanderbilt players pose for a team photo following their win over Virginia, 90-83,
in the first game played in Memerial Gymnasium on Dec. 6, 1952,

13-0 mark at Memorial Gym. It is the first of five per-
fect seasons in the gym, the last coming in 1993.

1957 — Bobby Thym ends his Vanderbilt career with
1,403 points. He'll be Vanderbilt's all-time leading scorer
until Chyde Lee breaks his mark in 1966.

1965 — Vanderbilt wins its first SEC Championship,
recording a 24-4 record under coach Roy Skinner.
Clyde Lee, John Ed Miller and Snake Grace each earn
All-SEC honors. The Commodores advance to the
MNCAA’s Elite Eight before dropping an 87-85 heart-
breaker to Michigan. Itis the first of four consecutive
20-win seasons under Skinner.

1966 — Clyde Lee'’s All-American season. Lee averag-
es 22.6 points per game and is at the time the school's
all-time leading scorer. He also leads the SEC in
rebounding for the third straight year. The Commodores
finish second in the SEC with an overall record of 22-4.

1967 — The color barrier is finally broken in the South-
eastern Conference, as Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace
becomes the league’s first African-American scholar-
ship basketball player in the 1967-68 season. Wallace
remains poised in the face of threats and taunting
throughout his career, is voted Vanderbilt's most popular
student as a senior, and is now a professor of law at
American University in Washington, D.C.

1969 — Tom Hagan earns All-American honors, averag-
ing a school-record 23.4 points per game. On March B,

he sets the Vanderbilt single-game scoring record with

44 points at Mississippi State.

1970 — Without benefit of the 3-point shot or the
shot clock, Vanderbilt set a school record that still
stands by scoring 130 points in a win over Missis-
sippi.

1974 — With future head coach Jan van Breda Kolff
playing every position on the court; Vanderbilt wins
its second SEC championship. The Commodores
record winning streak of 10 and 11 games and finish
23-5. Skinner wins the third of his four SEC Coach of
the Year awards.

1975 — The senior season for the F-Troop—Jeff
Fosnes, Butch Feher, and Joe Ford. Fosnes becomes
Vanderhilt's initial first-team Academic All-American.

1977 — The Commodore faithful turn out in record
numbers, as Vanderbilt ranks fourth in the nation in
average home attendance at 14,131.

1981 — Two of Vanderbilts most prolific scorers,

Charles Davis and Mike Rhodes, sink their final baskets.

The teammates tie for the Vanderbilt record for career
field goals, each making 683.

Vanderbilt's Perry Wallace became
the first African-American scholarship
basketball player in the SEC when he
took the court.

1985 — Phil Cox scores his last point, number 1,725 of
his career. He ranks as Vanderbilt's all-time leading
scorer until Matt Freije ends his Commodaore career with
1,891 points at the close of the 2004 season.

1988 — The Commodores advance to the Sweet 16 of
the NCAA Tournament in dramatic fashion as Barry
Goheen drains two three pointers in the last five sec-
onds against Pittsburgh. The Commodores go on to win
the game 80-74 in overtime.

1989 — Vanderhilt defeats Texas, 34-79, the 500th career
win for head coach C.M. Newton.

1990 — In a year in which the Commodores lose nine of
12 games in one stretch, Vanderbilt comes roaring back
with a late-season surge to earn a berth in the NIT. The
Commodores overcome huge first-half deficits against
Louisiana Tech and Tennessee in the first two rounds
and go on to take the school's first NIT championship,
beating Saint Lovis 74-72. Scott Draud is named the
MVP of the NIT.

1993 — With junior guard Billy McCaffrey leading the
way, Vanderbilt wins its third SEC title in history and
makes another appearance in the NCAA Sweet 16. The
Commodores set a school record for victories with 28.
McCaffrey, in his first year at VU, earns All-America
honors and senior captain Bruce Elder is named the
Academic All-American of the Year. Eddie Fogler is the
consensus National Coach of the Year.

1994 — Jan van Breda Kolff returns to Memorial Gym
as Vanderbilt's head coach, posting the best winning
percentage ever for a first-year Commodores head man.
Vanderbilt makes its second appearance in the NIT
championship game, falling 80-73 to Villanova. McCaf-
frey becomes just the second Vanderbilt player to aver-
age 20 points per game in consecutive seasons, the first
being Clyde Lee.

1995 — Ronnie McMahan concludes his career at
Vanderbilt just six points shy of becoming the school's
all-time leading scorer. McMahan does finish his career
as VU's all-time leading 3-point shooter and one of the
top 10 leaders in assists, steals and blocked shots.

1996 — The Commaodores posted an 18-14 record and
advanced to the NIT where they defeat Arkansas-Little
Rock in the first round. Vanderbilt upsets No. 4 UCLA
at the Maui Invitational. Senior Frank Seckar finished
his career 16th on Vanderbilt's all-time scoring list with
1,317 points.

1997 — Vanderbilt advanced to its seventh NCAA Tour-
nament in program history. The Commodores made a

charge at the end of the regular season, winning eight
of their last 10 SEC games to finish 19-12.

1998 — Under the senior leadership of Drew Maddusx,
Austin Bates and Billy Di Spaltro, Vanderbilt posted a
20-13 season. The team advanced to the NIT where

the Commodores defeat Wake Forest in the first round.
Maddux was named First-Team All-SEC and finished his
career fifth on Vanderbilt's all-time scoring list with 1,689
points. Bates finished his career 31st on Vanderbilt's all-
time scoring list with 1,020 points.
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Clyde Lee helps lead the Commodores to their SEC Championship in 1965. The
following season, he earns All-America status

2000 — Vanderbilt welcomes new head coach Kevin
Stallings from Illinpis State. Stallings takes the same
team that finished 14-15in 1994 and leads them to a
19-11 record and a berth in the NIT. Senior forward Dan
Langhi is named SEC Player of the Year after leading
the conference and finishing ninth in scoring with 22.1
points per game. Senior guard Atiba Prater moves into
first on place Vanderhilt's all-time career assist list with
517.

2002 — Vanderbilt advances to the postseason for the
16th time in program history and finishes with a 17-15
record. Wins at Tennessee and at home against No. 11
Kentucky in the final week of the regular season push
the Commodores to their ninth NIT appearance. With a
59-50 win over Houston in the opening round of the NIT,
Vanderbilt earns its first postseason victory since the
1997-38 season.

2004 — The Commodores record the best start in pro-
gram history at 12-0, defeat five nationally ranked teams
and advance to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament
for the first time since 1993. Vanderbilt sets the school
mark for home wins (15), ranks among the AP Top 25 for
five weeks, and finishes the year with a 23-10 overall
mark. Matt Freije becomes the school's all-time scorer,
averaging a career-high 18.4 points as a senior and fin-
ishing with 1,891 career points.

2005 — Vanderhilt records its first back-to-back 20-win
seasons since the 1993 & 1994 campaigns, posting a
20-14 overall mark while advancing to the quarterfinals
of the NIT. The Commodores set school records for
3-pointers made (322) and attempted (837) as both marks
rank among the top five in SEC history. Vanderbilt sets
the school record for home wins with 17.

2007 — Vanderbilt comes within three seconds of
advancing to the program’s first NCAA regional final
appearance since 1365, dropping a 66-65 decision fo
Georgetown in the East Regional semifinals. The Com-
modores posted a 22-12 overall mark, finished second
in the SEC Eastern Division at 10-6 and defeated seven

o0

nationally ranked teams, including top-ranked and even-
tual national champion Florida. Senior swingman Derrick
Byars is named SEC Player of the Year while Kevin Stall-
ings earns 3EC Coach of the Year accolades.

2008 — The Commodores advanced to the NCAA Tour-
nament for consecutive seasons for the first time since
1988 and 1989, and featured the SEC's Player of the Year
in Shan Foster, the second year in a row a Vanderbilt
player captured the honor. Vanderbilt was ranked for
the final 16 weeks of the regular season in the AP poll,
and tied the 1992-93 team for the most regular season
wins in program history (25). The Commodores also
posted an undefeated year at Memorial Gym, winning a
program-best 19 games.

2009 — Vanderbilt finished the season 19-12 and missed
out on the postseason for the first time since 2003.
However, the Commodores sported no seniors on the

roster and was slotted as the eighth youngest team in
the nation. Sophomore A.J. Ogilvy made the All-5EC
second team and forward Jeffery Taylor made the All-
Freshman team.

2010 — The Commodores posted a 24-9 overall record
and a Stallings-era best 12-4 mark in SEC play, and
advanced to the NCAA Tournament for the third time in
four seasons. Vanderbilt also swept Florida and Tennes-
see in the same season for the first ime since 1966.

2011 — The Commodores tallied a 23-11 overall record,
Kevin Stallings’ sixth 20-win season and the team's
fourth in the last five years. Stallings tied legendary
Vanderbilt mentor Roy Skinner for the most 20-win
seasons. Sophomore John Jenkins led the league in
scoring, and junior Brad Tinsley tallied the school's first
triple-double and paced the league in assists.

2012 —Vanderbilt claimed its first SEC Tournament
Championship in 60 years with a 71-64 win over eventual
national champion Kentucky in New Orleans. The Com-
modores’ 25 wins was the third-most total in program
history, and three players were chosen in the first 31
picks of the 2012 NBA Draft - John Jenkins (23rd, Atlanta
Hawks), Festus Ezeli (30th, Golden State Warriors), and
Jeffery Taylor (31st, Charlotte Bobeats).

2014 —Coach Kevin Stallings becomes the school's
all-time winningest coach when he garners his 275th
career Vanderbilt win against Lipscomb on Mov. 13, 2013.
Stallings surpassed Vanderbilt coaching legend Roy
Skinner for the mark.

2015 —The Commodores win 20 games and advance to
the NIT Quarterfinals with the fourth-youngest team in
America.

2016 —\anderbilt advanced to the NCAA Tournament
for first ime since 2012. Wade Baldwin IV {17th, Mem-
phis Grizzlies) and Damian Jones (30th, Golden State
Warriors) were taken in NBA Draft.
