Men’s Basketball Coach: 1926-42, 45-70

Paul D. “Tony” Hinkle was the
man who molded Butler University’s
athletic tradition. He served Butler
for nearly half a century as a teacher,
coach and athletic administrator, and
then continued to stay active at the
university following his retirement in
1970, filling the position of special
assistant to the president.

The legendary coach came to
Butler in 1921 and, except for a brief
interruption in the early 1940’s when
he served as a naval officer, he re-
mained with the university until his death in September, 1992.
Among his many accomplishments was a basketball national
championship in 1929. He led Butler to its first NIT berth in
1958 and to its first NCAA Tournament berth in 1962. In 1966,
the Butler Fieldhouse was renamed Hinkle Fieldhouse in his
honor. He coached in the East-West College All-Star game,
the Indiana-Kentucky College All-Star game, and in the first
game between the United States all-star team and the Soviet
Union all-stars. While serving in the navy in 1943, he coached
the Great Lakes team to a memorable upset of previously
unbeaten Notre Dame.

During his time at Butler, Hinkle coached the school’s foot-
ball, basketball and baseball teams to over 1,000 victories,
placing him among the nation’s all-time winningest collegiate
coaches and earning him a reputation as one of the nation’s
top three-sport coaches of all-time. His 560 career basketball
wins rank him among the NCAA's “Top 40” all-time winningest
basketball coaches, and his 41 years of coaching service rank
fifth on the NCAA'’s all-time list behind Phog Allen of Kansas,
Jim Phelan of Mount St. Mary’s, Ed Diddle of Western Kentucky
and Ray Meyer of DePaul.

Hinkle, born Dec. 19, 1898, was a member of the James
Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame, the Helms Foundation Foot-
ball and Basketball Halls of Fame, the Indiana Basketball Hall
of Fame and the NACDA Hall of Fame. He was a president
of the National Collegiate Basketball Coaches Association,
and in 1962, he received the NCBCA's top award for his con-
tributions to the game. He was also voted a special citation
from the Football Writers Association of America for his work
in college football.

Did You Know?

Paul D. “Tony” Hinkle is the man who originated the orange
colored basketball. Untilthe late 1950’s, basketballs were dark
brown, but Hinkle wanted a ball that could be better seen by
players and fans. He worked with The Spalding Company to
come up with a new ball, which was tested at the 1958 NCAA
Finals in Louisville. The NCAA was impressed and the new

orange ball was adopted.

Men’s Basketball Coach: 1989-2000

After being named Butler’s head coach in 1989, Barry Collier
led the Bulldogs for 11 years and to six postseason campaigns.
In 1997, Collier mentored the Bulldogs to an NCAA Tournament
appearance, the school’s first in 35 years.

During his 11 seasons at BU, Collier had two players earn
MCC Player of the Year honors. He had one player named to
the CoSIDA Academic All-America team and had one player
earn a prestigious NCAA Postgraduate Scholarship. Of the
37 players who completed their senior season under him, 36
earned their degree. Overall, he guided the Bulldogs to a 196-
132 record, including a then-school-record five 20-win seasons.
Prior to his arrival, Butler had just two 20-win seasons in 91
years of intercollegiate basketball. In his last four seasons at
Butler, Collier guided the Bulldogs to a 90-39 (.698) record and
four consecutive postseason tournament appearances. His 196
career wins are the second-highest total in Butler history, trailing
only the legendary Tony Hinkle. He was named MCC Coach of
the Year in 1991, 1997, 1999 and 2000.

In 2000, Collier was named the head men’s basketball coach
at the University of Nebraska. He led the Cornhuskers for six
seasons before returning to Butler in 2006 as Vice President and
Director of Athletics.

In July of 2013, Collier and Butler University President James
Danko oversaw the school’'s move to the BIG EAST Conference.
The move not only brought higher levels of athletic competition
and exposure, the change aligned Butler University with some of
the nation’s premier private institutions.

Collier has been appointed to a four-year term on the NCAA
Division | Men’s Basketball Oversight Committee, which will run
through 2023. He concluded a four-year term on the National
Invitation Tournament Committee in 2019, serving as the
committee chair for the 2018-19 season.

Collier is a 1976 graduate of Butler. He led the Bulldogs in
rebounding in each of his two seasons playing for the Bulldogs
after transferring from Miami-Dade Community College. Collier
was named Team MVP during his senior campaign. Assistant
coaching stints at Rose-Hulman, Seattle Central Community
College, the University of Idaho, the University of Oregon, and
Stanford University led to his first head coaching position at
Butler in 1989.
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. Coaching Records

In his six seasons as head coach at Butler, Brad Stevens boasted
a 166-49 record, four league regular season championships,
three league tournament titles and six trips to postseason
tournament play. He has the top two single-season win totals
in Butler and Horizon League history, and he became the only
coach in school history to lead a team to the NCAA Division |
national championship game, which he did twice.

Stevens owns two Horizon League Coach of the Year awards and
has rewritten the NCAA record book for Best Coaching Starts by
Wins. During the 2012-13 season, he moved into the top spot
on the six-year list (with 166 victories). He captured the five-year
record (139), moving ahead of Everett Case of North Carolina
State (1947-51) in 2011-12, and at the time of his departure from
Butler, he owned the three-year (89) and four-year (117) records
as well.

Stevens joined the Bulldogs’ staff in 2000-01 as coordinator of
basketball operations, handling a variety of administrative duties.
He was offered a full-time assistant coaching position by Todd
Lickliter in 2001-02. Stevens worked with Lickliter for six seasons
spanning from 2001-07. During Stevens’ tenure as an assistant
coach with the Bulldogs, Butler compiled a 131-61 record, won
three Horizon League regular season championships and made
four trips to postseason tournament play.

Stevens was introduced as the new men’s basketball head coach
at Butler University on April 4, 2007, just three days after his
former boss, Lickliter, was named head coach at the University
of lowa. He became the third consecutive former Butler assistant
coach to be named head coach of the Bulldogs, and he served
under the previous two - Thad Matta and Lickliter.

In his debut season with Butler (2007-08) he guided Butler to
their first 30-win season. The Bulldogs were ranked in the
“Top 25” of the AP and ESPN/USA Today national polls for 19
consecutive weeks, including a record three weeks in the “Top
10”. At the age of 31, he became the third-youngest Division |
coach to guide his team to 30 wins and was the youngest coach
to do so in more than half a century. During the 2009-10 season
he was named the NABC All-District 12 Coach and was a finalist
for several national coaching awards as Butler ended the season
as the No. 2-ranked team in the final ESPN/USA Today national
poll. The Bulldogs compiled a school record 25-game winning
streak during the season which also was the longest winning
streak in the nation that season.

Stevens was named head coach of the Boston Celtics in
the summer of 2013. In 2021, he transitioned into the role of
President of Basketball Operations for the Celtics.

NABC National Coach of the Year

Butler men’s basketball coach Todd Lickliter was selected as the
2007 Division | Coach of the Year by the National Association of
Basketball Coaches (NABC). He received his award on April 1, 2007
at the AT & T/NABC Awards Show at the Sydney Marcus Auditorium
in Atlanta, Ga., during Final Four weekend.

Lickliter guided the Bulldogs to a school and Horizon League
record 29 victories in 2006-07. He led Butler to a regular season
co-championship in the Horizon League and then took the Bulldogs
to the Sweet 16 of the 2007 NCAA Men'’s Basketball Championship.
Butler defeated Old Dominion in the first round of the tournament
and then beat #18 Maryland in the second round, before falling to
eventual national champion Florida in the Sweet 16.

Butler was picked sixth in the Horizon League’s preseason
poll, but the Bulldogs wasted little time proving the predictors wrong.
Lickliter's club opened the season with a 40-point win at Tulane and then captured the Midwest
Region title of the NIT Season Tip-Off with back-to-back victories over Notre Dame and Indiana.
The Bulldogs continued to roll in New York, defeating #22 Tennessee and #23 Gonzaga to capture
the NIT Season Tip-Off title.

Lickliter led the Bulldogs to 10 straight wins to open the season, including a victory over
Purdue in the Wooden Tradition. The 10 wins matched the second-fastest start in school history
and the fifth-longest winning streak in school annals. Butler cracked the “Top 25" on Nov. 27 and
the Bulldogs were nationally-ranked for a school and league record 16 consecutive weeks (broken
in 2007-08). Lickliter's club became the first team in Horizon League history to break into the
nation’s “Top 10” on Feb. 5!

The 2006-07 Bulldogs became the first team in league history to record 20 wins before
February and the first Horizon League team to win 26 regular season games. Butler had three
wins over teams that were ranked in the “Top 25” and eight victories over squads that advanced to
the NCAA Tournament.

Lickliter became the first Butler basketball coach to be selected for the NABC’s highest
award. He’s also became the first coach in Horizon League history to be honored by the national
coaches organization.

Butler’s Darnell Archey established an NCAA Division | record by hitting 85 consecutive
free throws over three seasons. His streak began at Hinkle Fieldhouse on Feb. 15, 2001,
and ended in the Fieldhouse on Jan. 18, 2003. Archey, who did not miss a free throw
during the entire 2001-02 season, tied the previous NCAA record of 73 consecutive free
throws (set by Gary Buchanan of Villanova, 2000-01) in the championship game of the
Rainbow Classic in Hawaii, and then he broke the record with his first free throw at UIC
on Jan. 4, 2003. Archey’s record streak came to an end with 3:42 remaining in Butler’s
home victory over Youngstown State on Jan. 18, 2003.
