The Duke Sports Information staff will provide programs, pregame notes and statistics, 
halftime and final box scores, game play-by-play, postgame notes and postgame quotes 
to all credentialed media.  Statistics will be distributed at halftime and following the game.  
Phones will be available for the working press located in the media room located in Cameron 
Indoor Stadium. The fax number is (919) 684-2489. Wireless access will be available with 
the username and password posted in the media room.

Email 
The Duke sports information office has the capability to send out releases via email.  If you 
would like to receive Duke women’s basketball information through this channel, please 
call or email senior associate sports information director Lindy Brown at (919) 684-2664 or 
lindy.brown@duke.edu.  

Coach P & Player Interviews
Duke head coach Joanne P. McCallie is generally available following practice.  Player in-
terviews during the week must be arranged through the sports information office by calling 
Lindy Brown at (919) 684-2664 or via email (lindy.brown@duke.edu).  Phone interviews with 
out-of-town media can also be arranged.  All interview requests should be made at least 
one day in advance and the best time for interviews is generally before or after practice.

Ticket Information
Tickets to Duke women’s basketball games can be purchased through the Duke Ticket 
Office by calling (919) 681-2583 or (877) 375-3853.  Tickets can also be purchased online 
at www.GoDuke.com.

Credentials
All media and photographers attending Duke basketball home games must wear proper 
media credentials. Requests for credentials should be made in advance by mail, email or 
fax on company stationery and directed to senior associate sports information director Lindy 
Brown. Duke reserves the right to refuse any credential request deemed not to be in the 
best interest of the university.

Facilities
All home Blue Devil basketball games are played at Cameron Indoor Stadium, located at 
the end of Whitford Drive across from Wallace Wade Stadium.  Cameron Indoor Stadium 
can also be reached from Towerview Road.

Parking
Parking for the media is available for home contests.  Working press can request parking 
passes from senior associate sports information director Lindy Brown.  All requests should 
be made in advance by mail, email or fax.

Media Accommodations
During the game, media will be seated at tables located on the floor level on the west side 
of Cameron Indoor Stadium.  Media guides, notes and statistics, as well as work areas, are 
located in the Bill Brill Media Room on the north side of Cameron.  The room will be open 
prior to the game, at halftime and after the game for postgame interviews.

Working Media Filing Space
Print and electronic media planning to file postgame reports will work in the media room in 
Cameron Indoor Stadium.  Space is limited and is on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Wireless 
internet service is also available in Cameron Indoor Stadium.  The username and password 
will be posted in the press room for each contest.
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Radio Information
The radio broadcast booths are located on the east side of the stadium and are suspended 
from the ceiling.  Access to the booths is through section seven off the upper concourse.  
One phone line with voice coupler and one business phone line will be provided by Duke 
free of charge to the visiting radio network as designated by that school’s sports information 
office.  ACC institutions will have Switch 56 capabilities at their site.  Additional lines must 
be ordered directly from Bob Weiseman at robert.wiseman@duke.edu or (267) 864-6234.

Post-Game Policies
Duke head coach Joanne P. McCallie and selected players will participate in a postgame 
press conference in Cameron Indoor Stadium’s media room immediately after all games.  
Opposing head coaches and players will also be available for postgame interviews in the 
same room.  Towards the end of the game a representative of the Duke Sports Information 
Office will poll the media to find out whom they would like to interview after the contest.

	 In the past 38 years of the ACC Women’s Basketball Tournament, there have 
been eight different sites. The inaugural tournament was held in 1978 at University 
Hall on the campus of the University of Virginia in Charlottesville. The Tournament 
then moved to Reynolds Coliseum in Raleigh, N.C., in 1979, hosted by North Carolina 
State University. The University of Maryland’s Cole Field House in College Park was 
the site of the 1980 Tournament, while Clemson University’s Littlejohn Coliseum, 
was home to the 1981 event. It returned to Reynolds Coliseum in 1982.
	 The Conference Tournament remained in North Carolina from 1983 to 1991, 
hosted by Fayetteville’s Cumberland County Memorial Arena. The Tournament then 
moved to Winthrop Coliseum in Rock Hill, S.C., for a four-year span (1992-96), until 
the 1997 Tournament moved to Independence Arena in Charlotte, N.C., which hosted 
the event for three years.  Over the last 16 years, the ACC Women’s Basketball 
Tournament was held in the Greensboro Coliseum prior to moving to Conway, S.C., 
for the 2017 tournament.

	 The ACC Coach of the Year in 2010, 2012 and 2013, head coach Joanne P. 
McCallie enters her 10th season at the helm of the Blue Devils’ program.  
	 In just nine years, Coach P has guided the program to a 245-65 overall 
record, a 108-30 mark in ACC action and eight NCAA Tournament selections, 
including a No. 1 seed in 2009 and four straight Elite Eight appearances from 
2010-13. She led Duke to four consecutive ACC regular season titles in 2010, 
2011, 2012 and 2013 and three ACC Championships in 2010, 2011 and 2013. 
	 On the recruiting trail, McCallie brought in back-to-back No. 1 classes in 
2010 and 2011, as well as the No. 1 class in 2015.  She secured the No. 2 classes 
in 2013 and 2014. Duke has also signed 14 different players who have played in 
the McDonald’s All-America game, including eight over the last six years.
	 Coming off totaling a 20-12 record a year ago in a season where injuries 
set back the Blue Devils, Duke is primed for another successful season with the 
addition of All-America transfer Lexie Brown.  
	 In 2014-15, injuries once again bit Duke as the team lost two Blue Devils 
to season-ending injuries -- Oderah Chidom and Lyneé Belton -- along with one 
transfer that left Duke with a limited roster.  McCallie and the Blue Devils still 
managed to advance to the NCAA Sweet 16, while posting a 23-11 overall and 
11-5 mark in the ACC.  Elizabeth Williams was named the WBCA National De-
fensive Player of the Year and became the first Duke four-time Associated Press 
All-America.  She went on to be the No. 4 overall selection in the WNBA Draft to 
the Connecticut Sun.  
	 McCallie and the Blue Devils registered a 28-7 overall and 12-4 league 
mark in 2013-14, but were dealt with two devastating injuries to All-America point 
guards Chelsea Gray and Alexis Jones.  The Blue Devils rebounded to advance 
to the ACC Championship game before falling in the second round of the NCAA 
Tournament.  Elizabeth Williams earned ACC Defensive Player of the Year honors 
for the third straight year.
	 In the WNBA Draft, both Gray and Tricia Liston were selected in the first 
round by the Connecticut Sun and Minnesota Lynx, respectively.
	 During the season, McCallie reached the 500-win mark, joining a group of 29 
other active coaches to reach the milestone.
	 In one of her best coaching jobs since arriving at Duke, Coach P led the Blue 
Devils to a 33-3 overall and 17-1 league mark in 2012-13.  This all came after los-
ing All-America point guard Chelsea Gray for the season on Feb. 17 against Wake 
Forest. Duke went on to win the ACC regular season title with an ACC-record 
17-1 mark and claimed its eighth overall ACC Championship. The Blue Devils 
advanced to the NCAA Tournament Elite Eight before falling to top-seeded Notre 
Dame.  
	 Gray went on to be named WBCA All-America, while Williams earned As-
sociated Press All-America honors as well. Williams also secured ACC Defensive 
Player of the Year accolades for the second straight year. Rookie Alexis Jones 
stepped up once Gray went down with the injury and earned ACC Tournament 
MVP honors.  
	 During the season, McCallie topped the 150-win mark at Duke, reaching the 
milestone in the third-quickest amount of games in Division I history (182).  She 
was also the fastest female coach in the history to reach 150 wins at an institution.
	 McCallie guided Duke to a 27-6 overall and 15-1 league mark in 2011-12 in 
a season that featured the loss of starters Richa Jackson and Chloe Wells as well 
as highly-ranked freshman Amber Henson. For the Blue Devils to win the ACC 
regular season title outright for the first time since the 2006-07 campaign, advance 
to the NCAA Elite Eight and net 15 league wins was one of her best coaching jobs 
in her 20 years. Williams earned National Freshman of the Year and All-America 
accolades, while Gray was an All-America selection as well.  
	 Duke also led the ACC in attendance with a 5,361 per game average in 
2011-12.  

	 In 2010-11, McCallie and the Blue Devils netted a 32-4 overall record, mark-
ing her second straight 30-win season at the helm at Duke.  The Blue Devils 
posted 10 victories against ranked opponents, including victories against eventual 
national champion Texas A&M, fourth-ranked Xavier, 10th-ranked Kentucky and 
10th-ranked DePaul. Senior Jasmine Thomas earned second team All-America 
and ACC Tournament MVP honors for the second consecutive year.  
	 McCallie led the Blue Devils to a 17-0 mark at home in Cameron Indoor 
Stadium, which was just the third undefeated campaign at home in Duke’s school 
history and the second under Coach P.  The 17 wins was also a Blue Devil single-
season record.  
	 Duke boasted three student-athletes drafted in the WNBA Draft as Thomas 
was selected 12th overall to Seattle, while Karima Christmas was the 23rd pick by 
Washington and Krystal Thomas was the 36th selection by the Seattle Storm.

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	 In 2009-10, McCallie led Duke to both the ACC regular season and ACC 
Tournament titles, while advancing to the NCAA Elite Eight. Along the way, she 
also became the first coach in Division I history to be crowned champion in four 
different conferences, as well as the first coach in NCAA history to garner coach 
of the year accolades in four different leagues. 
	 During her third season at Duke, Coach P guided the Blue Devils to a 30-6 
overall record, both the ACC regular season and tournament titles and advanced 
to the NCAA Tournament Regional final. The 30-win season for Duke was the 
eighth over the last 10 years as McCallie became just the second Division I coach 
to lead two different programs to 30-win campaigns.
	 The Blue Devils knocked off eight ranked teams under Coach P’s guidance 
in 2009-10, while junior Jasmine Thomas earned All-America honors and was a 
finalist for National Player of the Year. Senior Joy Cheek became the 14th player 
drafted in Duke’s history as she was taken with the 35th overall selection by the 
Indiana Fever.  
	 During McCallie’s first three years, she registered 82 victories marking the 
second-most wins by a head coach in the first three years at a school.  
	 In 2008-09, McCallie led Duke to its 11th straight 25-win season, an appear-
ance in the ACC Tournament Championship game as well as a No. 1 seed in the 
2009 NCAA Tournament. Under Coach P’s direction, the Blue Devils compiled a 
14-0 record in Cameron Indoor Stadium, marking only the second time in school 
history the program has gone undefeated at home.  
	 Duke collected wins over eight nationally ranked opponents including Stan-
ford, Tennessee, North Carolina, Maryland and Florida State. The Blue Devils’ 
undefeated home record was supported by an average of 6,655 fans, the second-
highest average in school history, and Duke ended the season ranked No. 11 
nationally in average attendance. The program continued its streak of NCAA Tour-
nament appearances in 2008-09 under McCallie as Duke was selected to the “Big 
Dance” for the 15th consecutive time and the seventh time in school history as a 
No. 1 seed. McCallie coached seniors Chante Black and Abby Waner, who were 
selected in the WNBA Draft, becoming the 12th and 13th players drafted in Blue 
Devil history. Black and Waner were selected No. 10 and No. 21, respectively, in 
the WNBA Draft in April by the Connecticut Sun and New York Liberty.  
	 In her first season with the Blue Devils in 2007-08, McCallie led Duke to its 
10th straight 25-win season with an appearance in the ACC Championship game 
and a trip to the NCAA Tournament Sweet 16 in Oklahoma City, Okla., which 
marked the 11th consecutive appearance in the regional semifinals for the pro-
gram. The NCAA Tournament appearance was its 14th straight and 15th overall 
tournament bid for the Blue Devils.  
	 McCallie coached Duke’s 11th player drafted to the WNBA as Wanisha 
Smith was selected in the second round (27th overall) by the New York Liberty.  
Duke also saw a rise in attendance in McCallie’s first season. The Blue Devils 
received a national ranking in attendance for the year of No. 10 while averaging a 
school-record 6,755 fans in 13 home contests.  
 	 McCallie has made her presence felt in the Durham and neighboring com-
munities as well as on campus. She has been the keynote speaker for the Dur-
ham Sports Club, Polka Dot Mama Melanoma Foundation, Durham Chamber of 
Commerce - Professional Women’s Network, the Duke Club of Washington, D.C., 
Special Olympics, N.C. High School Coaches Association, Hospice, the Hays Bar-
ton United Methodist Church and the Raleigh Sports Club. She participated in a 
panel discussion on campus for Women at Duke. She has also participated in the 
Duke Children’s Hospital Radiothon as well as being a spokeswoman for Duke 
Women’s Health. A huge advocate for youth development, McCallie and the Duke 
women’s basketball team have developed a relationship with a local non-profit 
organization, The Emily K Center, by participating in after school leadership pro-
grams. In addition, Duke hosted the 2010 and 2013 Jimmy V Women’s Basketball 
Classic as part of Jimmy V Week, an initiative that benefits the V Foundation 
for Cancer Research. McCallie’s four-year term on the WBCA Board of Directors 
concluded in August of 2015.  
	 In addition to being the national chairperson for the Duke Cancer Fund, 
Coach P and the Blue Devils have community partnerships in the surrounding 
area they help with each year -- Duke Cancer Institute, The Ronald McDonald 
House, Duke Children’s Hospital, Duke Women’s Health, Melanoma Research 
Alliance and the Emily Krzyzewski Center -- while also participating in other activi-
ties to help the community. 
	 Coach P created the “Choice Not Chance” kids club whose philosophy fo-
cuses on making the correct choices in life. The philosophy is widely used by Mc-
Callie, her staff and players, who are very active in the community speaking about 
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Accomplishments

•  	Inducted into the Maine Basketball Hall of Fame in August of 2014.

•	 Named the ACC Coach of the Year in 2010, 2012 and 2013.

•	 Led the Blue Devils to the 2010, 2011 and 2013 ACC Championship, 
which gave Duke the eighth conference title in school history.

•	 Guided the Blue Devils to at least the share of the ACC regular season 
title in four straight years from 2010-13.

•	 Has led Duke to 245 overall wins and 108 league victories in her nine 
years with the Blue Devils.

•	 Reached the 500-win mark in 2013, joining a group of 29 active coaches 
in Division I with at least 500 wins.

•	 Brought in back-to-back No. 1 classes in 2010 and 2011 as well as the 
No. 1 class in 2015, while securing the No. 2 class in 2013 and 2014.

•	 Had five Blue Devils taken in the first round of the WNBA Draft since ar-
riving at Duke, while a total of 10 Duke players have been drafted over the 
last eight years.

•	 Collected 200 victories in only 240 games becoming the fourth-quickest 
Division I head coach to reach 200 wins at a school.

•	 Is the third-quickest NCAA Division I head coach to reach 150 wins at an 
institution doing so in only 182 games.  

•	 Became the first Division I head coach to win a conference title in four 
different leagues - ACC, Big Ten, America East, North Atlantic.

•	 Won 82 games in her first three years at Duke, which is the second-most 
in NCAA Division I history by a coach in the first three years at a school.

•	 Is the first Division I head coach to be named conference coach of the 
year in four different conferences.

•	 Reached 100 wins at Duke in only 122 games, the second-quickest to 
ever reach 100 wins at a school.

•	 Led Duke to its 10th 30-win season out of the last 13 years in 2012-13.

•	 Became only the second Division I head coach to lead two different pro-
grams to 30-win seasons and lead two different programs to a No. 1 seed 
in the NCAA Tournament.

•	 Won 383 games in the last 15 seasons, an average of 27 wins.

•	 Is one of only three Division I head coaches to guide three different 
programs to the NCAA Tournament.

•	 Coach P is one of only four head coaches in Division I history to lead 
three different programs to 25 or more wins in a single season.

•	 Won a gold medal as coach of the 2006 U20 National team and the 2007 
U21 World Championship team.

•	 In 2005, led MSU to the Big Ten regular season and tournament cham-
pionships and the NCAA National Championship game.
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“CNC.” In its inaugural year the program received memberships of over 100 children 
who are entering the eighth grade or under.
	 Coach P added author to her already impressive resume in 2012 as she pub-
lished the book “Choice Not Chance.” Over her 23-year coaching career, McCallie 
has developed and refined the “Choice Not Chance” philosophy that focuses teaching 
her players and kids at large how to think and focus on making correct choices in life. 
Choice Not Chance highlights the lessons she has learned throughout her life such 
as “Going against the grain,” “Never become satisfied,” and “Enjoying the prospect of 
getting better daily.”
	 With a foreword by Duke head men’s basketball coach Mike Krzyzewski, the 
book has received acclaim from other public figures including Hall of Fame women’s 
basketball coach Joe Ciampi, two U.S. Senators and Duke University Vice President 
and Director of Athletics Kevin White.
	 Another tradition introduced in McCallie’s first season was the Coach P radio 
show, a first for the women’s basketball program at Duke. The show is hosted by 
Morgan Patrick on 620 AM The Bull, and performed live once a month at NOSH in 
Durham, often among standing room only attendance. During the broadcast, fans 
have the opportunity to ask Coach P about upcoming games and events involving the 
Duke women’s basketball team.  
	 In October 2008, embracing McCallie’s vision, the program launched its first 
ever True Blue Golf Classic. The Duke University Golf Club played host to 112 golfers 
in an effort to raise money for the program. From the success of the 2008 Classic, the 
last six classics featured a sell-out group of participants tee off.  
	 Coach P has an undying passion to develop people into winners. She is only 
one of four coaches who have taken three different programs to the NCAA Tourna-
ment. McCallie is also one of two coaches to guide her teams to a No. 1 seed in the 
NCAA Tournament at two different schools. She has three National Championship 
game appearances in her career and has been named conference coach of the year 
five times. Coach P has coached 12 players who have received All-America honors. 
In her 23-year head coaching career, her teams have reached 20 wins 19 times.  
	 Player development is a key component to Coach P’s philosophy. During Mc-
Callie’s career she has seen 12 of her former players go on to play professionally. 
Eight players have been first round WNBA Draft picks: Cindy Blodgett, Kristin Haynie, 
Elizabeth Shimek, Chante Black, Jasmine Thomas, Chelsea Gray, Tricia Liston and 
Elizabeth Williams. In the WNBA offseason, these players, as well as Haley Peters, 
Joy Cheek, Bridgette Mitchell, Kathleen Scheer, Shay Selby, Carrem Gay, Lindsay 
Bowen, Kelli Roehrig and Lorenda Haynes have enjoyed an overseas experience 
playing in countries such as Israel, Australia, Russia, Greece, France and Denmark. 
Coach P does not only produce great professional players, she also prepares players 
to be great coaches. Niya Butts, a former assistant coach at Michigan State under 
McCallie, is currently the head coach at the University of Arizona.  Seven others 
are head coaches at the D-I level -- Katie Abrahamson-Henderson (Albany), Felisha 
Legette-Jack (Buffalo), Janel Burgess (Grand Valley State), Semeka Randall (Ala-
bama A&M), Darren Bennett (Skidmore), Candice Jackson (College of Charleston) 
and Julie Veilleux (Colby College).
	 With Team USA, McCallie coached the FIBA U-21 World Championship team 
in Moscow, Russia from June 29 - July 8, 2007, where she led the USA squad to an 
8-0 record and won the gold medal.  Her team of college stars, including former Blue 
Devil Abby Waner, captured nine USA Basketball U-21 records by registering a 30.0 
point average margin of victory, scoring 93 points per game, netting the highest three-
point percentage and field goals during the championship.  Defensively, three players 
sit atop the blocked shots charts and four out of five of the top rebounders were mem-
bers of this team. Over the summer of 2006, McCallie guided the USA Basketball 
U-20 team to a 5-0 record and a gold medal in the FIBA Americas Championships in 
Mexico City. The squad outscored its opponents by an average of 62 points per game 
and set 28 USA Basketball U-20 records in the event including most points averaged, 
highest field goal percentage and most field goals and three-pointers made. For 
her team’s accomplishments, McCallie was named USA Basketball Developmental 
Coach of the Year.     
	 Prior to coming to Duke, McCallie spent seven years at Michigan State Univer-
sity. While piloting the Spartans to a nationally elite level, McCallie, the 2005 Associ-
ated Press Coach of the Year, guided the Spartans to their first ever NCAA Final Four 
and national championship game appearance as well as their first ever NCAA Elite 
Eight and repeat Sweet Sixteen appearances, the programs’ second Big Ten regular 
season title and first ever Big Ten Tournament Championship in 2005. Under McCal-
lie, the program collected four consecutive 20-win seasons and an 81-23 record over 
her final three years in East Lansing. The Spartans also posted a school-record four 
straight appearances in the NCAA Tournament.

	 In 2005, Michigan State advanced to its first national championship game 
after earning the program’s first No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament. That record-
setting team won 33 games (10 more than the previous record), won 14 Big Ten 
contests, shared just its second Big Ten regular-season championship, won its 
first Big Ten Tournament title, finished 13-0 at home, achieved a school-record 
17-game win streak and beat 13 nationally-ranked teams. Over her seven-year 
stint in East Lansing, the Spartans also defeated 25 ranked opponents.  
	 For her efforts, McCallie was named 2005 National Coach of the Year by 
the Associated Press, Basketball Times and Nike, as well as being voted Big Ten 
Coach of the Year by the league’s media members. It marked the first time an 
MSU women’s basketball coach was named national coach of the year and the 
second time a Spartan head coach earned the conference’s coach of the year 
award. McCallie was also named the 2005 Basketball Coaches Association of 
Michigan College Coach of the Year.
	 Under McCallie, Michigan State saw its fan base increase dramatically as 
well, including a 78 percent rise since her arrival. The team set season attendance 
records in four out of her final five seasons, including a school-record average of 
6,787 fans in 2005-06, which ranked 10th nationally. The Spartans were ranked 
second in attendance in the Big Ten and ninth nationally during McCallie’s final 
season with an average of 6,646 fans a game. At the time of McCallie’s departure 
from MSU, all of the Spartan top 15 single-game crowds in program history came 
during Coach P’s tenure, including a school-record 14,066 against Ohio State 
in a nationally televised game on Feb. 20, 2005. Prior to her arrival at MSU, the 
women’s basketball program averaged only 1,506 fans per game in 1999-2000.  
	 During her eight-year career at Maine, McCallie guided the Black Bears to 
seven straight 20-win campaigns, including a 20-11 overall record (in 1999-2000) 
and their sixth-straight NCAA Tournament appearance. She was named coach 
of the year on three occasions, twice in the North Atlantic Conference (1995 and 
1996) and once in the America East (1999). For her efforts, Maine honored her in 
2009 with a banner as one of its top coaches in school history.
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	 The McCallie family not only emphasizes education to the young women 
on the Duke team, but their own accomplishments further demonstrate their 
commitment to academics. Head coach Joanne P. McCallie holds a bachelor’s 
degree in political science from Northwestern and a master’s degree from 
Auburn in business administration. 				  
	 John McCallie, Ph.D, Joanne’s husband, is currently a professor at the 
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  But it should come as no surprise 
that the McCallies are well-educated, as the name McCallie has long been 
synonymous with the word “education.” The McCallie School is a college 
preparatory school for boys located on Missionary Ridge near Chattanooga, 
Tenn. It was founded in 1905 by Spencer Jarnagin McCallie and James Park 
McCallie, the grandfather and great-uncle, respectively, of John McCallie.
	 The McCallie School accepts young men with above average to exceptional 
academic abilities, and those students matriculate at some of the best colleges 
and universities in the nation. In recent years, the school has been recognized 
for its innovative educational programs and its overall standards of excellence. 
Recently, the Atlanta Journal/Constitution called McCallie “one of the leading 
secondary educational institutions in the United States.”
	 In addition, John McCallie’s great-aunt, Grace McCallie, was one of three 
founders of the Girls Preparatory School in 1906, also in Chattanooga. The 
school prepares girls for college through academic training, and instills in them 
high principles of honesty, integrity and consideration for others.

The McCallie Family
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	 While at Maine, McCallie organized an event called “Realizing the Dream; 
Celebrating Women in Athletics” that featured speakers Dr. Donna Lopiano and 
Sheryl Swoopes. During the 1997-98 season, Dana Rae Warren filmed a docu-
mentary of the Maine women’s basketball season. McCallie was inducted into 
the New England Basketball Hall of Fame in 2004. In October of 2005, she was 
inducted into the Maine Sports Legends Hall of Honor as well as the Maine Sports 
Hall of Fame in June of 2008 and the University of Maine Athletics Hall of Fame in 
October of 2009.  Over the summer of 2014, McCallie was also inducted into the 
inaugural class of the Maine Basketball Hall of Fame.
	 Prior to becoming head coach at Maine in 1992-93, McCallie was an assis-
tant coach at Auburn from 1988-92.  As the team’s primary recruiter, she helped 
sign the fourth-ranked class in the nation in 1990-91 and the 16th-ranked class in 
the nation in 1991-92.  While at Auburn, McCallie and the Tigers appeared in two 
national championship games and made an appearance in the NCAA Elite Eight.
	 A native of Brunswick, Maine, McCallie owns a career mark of 560-214 dur-
ing her 24-year stint as a head coach at Maine, Michigan State and Duke. As a 
coach and player, she has led her teams to 16 conference titles, 24 NCAA Tourna-
ment appearances, 11 NCAA Sweet 16 appearances, eight NCAA Elite Eight ap-
pearances, three NCAA Final Four appearances and three NCAA Championship 
game appearances.
	 The former Joanne Palombo played her collegiate basketball at Northwest-
ern from 1984-87. She still ranks seventh in Wildcat history with 378 career as-
sists. As a senior, she was an All-Big Ten honorable mention selection and helped 
lead the Wildcats to the second round of the NCAA Tournament. McCallie also 
was named Academic All-Big Ten First-Team as a senior.  
	 McCallie graduated from Northwestern in 1987 with a degree in political sci-
ence and earned a master’s degree in business administration from Auburn in 
1990. 
	 The McCallie family includes husband John, daughter Madeline (Maddie - 
21) and son John Wyatt (Jack - 15). Maddie will be a senior on the women’s 
basketball team at Elon in 2016-17, after transferring from the Miami of Ohio. The 
family resides in Durham, N.C.

What Does the P Stand For?

Those who have not known Joanne P. McCallie long may wonder why her 
players and those who know her well call her “Coach P.” The “P” stands for 
Palombo, her maiden name. McCallie is proud of her Italian heritage, and 
early in her career found many similarities between herself and coaching 
legend Jim Valvano. She reasoned that if there could be a “Jimmy V”, why 
not a “Joanne P?” Therefore, during her years as Joanne Palombo, she 
became known as “Coach P,” and after her marriage to John McCallie, 
she decided to keep the “P” as a middle initial. But old habits die hard, 
so players, coaches, staff members and friends continue to refer to her 
simply as “Coach P.”

He has coached 
men’s and women’s basketball at 11 different schools including Purdue, Minnesota, 
Wisconsin, Western Michigan, Ball State, South Carolina, Tennessee, Cleveland 
State, Michigan State and Duke since taking his first assistant coaching position 
at Purdue in 1967.  
	 His record in women’s basketball speaks for itself as his squads have won 80 
percent of their games, advanced to the NCAA Tournament in 19 of 22 years, and 
won three NCAA titles.  Brown has led three teams to the NCAA Championship 
game a total of seven times and won 80 percent of league contests.
	 In his nine years with the Blue Devils, Brown coached Chante Black, Krystal 
Thomas, Kathleen Scheer, Elizabeth Williams and Carrem Gay, who are currently 
playing professionally.  In 2015, Williams was the No. 4 overall selection by the 
Connecticut Sun in the WNBA Draft.  Black was taken with the 10th overall pick 
in the 2009 WNBA Draft by the Connecticut Sun, Gay signed with professional 
teams in Israel and Switzerland in 2009-10, Scheer was signed by the Bendigo 
Bank Spirit of the Women’s National Basketball League (WNBL) in Australia and 
Thomas was selected by the Seattle Storm in 2011.  He also coached Joy Cheek, 
who was drafted by the Indiana Fever in 2010 and is now an assistant coach at 
Ohio State.  Brown has helped guide Duke to a 225-53 record in eight years with the 
Blue Devils, while advancing to the NCAA Tournament all eight years and winning 
the ACC Championship in 2010, 2011 and 2013.
	 Since Brown and head coach Joanne P. McCallie have arrived at Duke, 10 
Blue Devils have been drafted in the WNBA, which is the second-most by any 
Division I institution.
	 Brown is known for his video breakdowns and opponent analysis, as well as 
his on-court teaching expertise, which has proven to be a valuable contribution to 
the success of every basketball team he has coached. He was recognized for his 
coaching expertise when he was named one of the top assistant coaches in the 
country in a poll conducted by the Women’s Basketball Journal.
	 He has had an interesting and unique career as he is the only coach in 
the history of intercollegiate athletics to have played an active role in national 
championship games in three different sports, including five appearances as a 
coach in the NCAA Women’s Basketball Championship game.  Brown is also the 
only coach to coach men’s and women’s basketball in the Southeastern Conference 
and the Big Ten Conference at two different schools in each conference. Also, he 
is the only coach in college basketball history to coach in the men’s (1969, Purdue 
vs. UCLA) and women’s national championship game (Tennessee, 1996-98, 2000; 
Michigan State, 2005). 
	 Brown has 22 years of college coaching experience in the women’s game 
and 16 years in the men’s game. On the men’s side, he has coached five teams 
at two schools in the NCAA Tournament, advancing to the Sweet 16 three times, 
the Elite Eight twice and the final game once. 
	 Brown was the motivational speaker for the Tennessee football team 
throughout the 1998 season. Coach Phillip Fulmer, the former head coach at 
Tennessee, asked him to speak to the team in Tempe, Ariz., before the Fiesta Bowl 
National Championship game. Brown was on the field in the coaching box during 
the Vols’ victory over Florida State in the title game. 
	 During his seven years in the women’s program at Tennessee (1995-2002), the 

Lady Vols went to the NCAA Final Four five times, playing in the national title game 
four times, and won an NCAA record three consecutive national championships 
(1996-98). Over that seven-year period, the Lady Vols went 224-29, good for an 
89 percent winning percentage. He was a part of five consecutive Southeastern 
Conference championship teams, during which time Tennessee posted a league 
record of 67-3. 
	 During his first year at Michigan State, the Spartans won the Big Ten regular 
season and tournament championships, went to the NCAA Championship game 
for the first time in school history and won a school-record 33 games. During his 
three years at Michigan State, the squad produced an 81-23 record and advanced 
to the NCAA Tournament each of those three years.  In the Big Ten, the Spartans 
notched a 38-10 mark and finished no lower than third each year.  
	 A 1964 graduate of Purdue, Brown was a three-year letterwinner on the 
Boilermaker basketball team before making the switch to the coaching ranks as 
an assistant coach with his alma mater in 1967. Brown served three seasons at 
Purdue before moving to Ball State, where he was an assistant for five seasons 
(1977-1982). 
	 He then spent five years (1982-87) as the head coach at Ball State. His 1986 
Cardinal team had a record-setting year, posting 21 wins en route to the Mid-
American Conference tournament championship and the school’s second berth in 
the NCAA Tournament. The first time Ball State advanced to the NCAA Tournament 
was when Coach Brown was an assistant. 
	 After spending the 1987-88 season assisting at Western Michigan, Brown 
served on the staff at Minnesota for three years (1988-1991), where the Gophers 
advanced to two NCAA Sweet 16’s and one NCAA Elite Eight, before moving on 
to the men’s program at Tennessee for the 1991-92 and 1992-93 seasons. 
	 Coach Brown has recruited and coached some outstanding players. The first 
Walter Byers Scholarship winner and the 1984 Naismith Award winner, an award 
given to the best player in the nation under six feet, were two of Brown’s recruits. 
He has coached 10 NBA players and 12 women who are playing in the WNBA, 
plus numerous players who have played overseas. 
	 Brown and his wife, Karen, have one son, Edwin. Edwin and his wife, Erica, 
reside in Hopkinton, Mass., with their son, Simon, and daughter, Fiona.

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	 Kevin M. White was named Duke University’s vice president and director of athletics 
on May 31, 2008. He also serves as an adjunct professor of business administration at 
the university.
	 White, 65, joined the Duke family after leading Notre Dame’s athletics program to 
success both on the playing fields and in the classroom from 2000-08. He also has held 
a number of prominent national leadership roles within intercollegiate athletics, including 
his service in 2006-07 as president of the National Association of Collegiate Directors 
of Athletics (NACDA) and in 2005-06 as president of the Division I-A Athletic Directors 
Association. In 2006, White was named the GeneralSports TURF Systems Division I-A 
Central Region Athletic Director of the Year while at Notre Dame. In 2013, White was 
named one of four NCAA Football Bowl Subdivision recipients of the Under Armour AD 
of the Year Award presented by NACDA. A testament to the respect he has garnered 
within college athletics, White earned multiple high profile awards in 2014-15, including 
the National Football Foundation’s John L. Toner award, Sports Business Journal’s Athletic 
Director of the Year award, Bobby Dodd AD of the Year, and the 2015 Carl Maddox Sports 
Management Award.  
	 Guided by the Strategic Plan that was approved by Duke’s Board of Trustees in 
April of 2008, White made an immediate impact on Duke Athletics. In addition to leading 
the department to unprecedented success in competition, he reshaped the organization 
into a more efficient department; strengthened ties to both campus and community 
constituents though consistent outreach efforts; successfully oversaw Duke Athletics’ 
record-breaking fundraising efforts; streamlined and invested in staffing and forged 
partnerships with major corporate entities to enhance revenue streams to historically 
high levels; commissioned and executed a master facilities plan to position Duke well 
into the 21st Century; implemented significant diversity and inclusion efforts for Duke 
Athletics; and emphasized a stronger commitment to the university’s intramural, club and 
recreational sports programs.
	 Since White’s arrival, Duke has captured seven NCAA Championships – women’s 
tennis in 2009, men’s basketball in 2010 and 2015, men’s lacrosse in 2010, 2013 and 2014, 
and women’s golf in 2014 – and 17 ACC titles. On the strength of 19 teams participating 
in postseason competition and robust finishes in several sports, Duke ranked 24th in the 
2016 Learfield Sports Directors’ Cup standings, which determine an institution’s all-around 
strength in intercollegiate athletics. The 24th-place showing marked the 13th consecutive 
year that Duke has ended among the nation’s top 25 programs. In 2011, Duke placed 
fifth, matching the school’s best finish in the rankings and its 1171.50 points earned were 
the most in program history. In White’s eight years at Duke, the Blue Devils placed 17th 
(2009), 10th (2010), fifth (2011), 16th (2012), 12th (2013), ninth (2014), 20th (2015) and 
24th (2016) in the Directors’ Cup standings. 
	 Seventy-five Blue Devil teams ranked among the nation’s top 10 teams during the 
past seven seasons with 11 – men’s basketball (2009, 2010, 2011, 2013, 2015), men’s 
lacrosse (2010, 2013, 2014) and women’s tennis (2009, 2010, 2014) – reaching No. 1. 
In all, 137 Blue Devil teams advanced to NCAA postseason competition during White’s 
Duke tenure. In 2015-16, the women’s soccer team played in the national championship 
game, while the field hockey and women’s golf teams both reached the NCAA semifinals. 
Duke’s football team participated in its fourth consecutive bowl game, capturing the New 
Era Pinstripe Bowl title with a 44-41 overtime win against Indiana. Duke was the only 
athletic department in the nation to have a bowl champion, a Sweet 16 appearance in 
men’s basketball and secure a baseball NCAA postseason berth. 
	 Individually, 271 student-athletes earned All-America, 485 All-ACC and 245 All-
Region or District honors the past eight years. During White’s tenure, Duke boasts 13 
NCAA individual champions in Curtis Beach (indoor track and field heptathlon in 2012 and 
2014), Juliet Bottorff (outdoor track and field 10k in 2011), Virginia Elena Carta (women’s 
golf in 2016), Mallory Cecil (women’s tennis in 2009), Abby Johnston (three-meter diving 
in 2011), Nick McCrory (platform diving in 2010, 2011, 2013 and 2014), and Becca Ward 
(women’s fencing, saber in 2009, 2011 and 2012). 
	 Academically, Duke teams continued strong performances under White. In the 
2015-16 academic year, 25 of 26 Blue Devil varsity teams earned grade point averages 
of 3.0 or better, while 97 student-athletes earned Dean’s List honors in the fall semester, 
and 90 did so in the spring. Overall, 480 Blue Devil student-athletes made the latest 
All-ACC Honor Roll and continued an amazing stretch wherein Duke led the conference 
for the 28th time in the past 29 years.
	 In two key elements in tracking a department’s academic success, Duke ranked 
among the nation’s best again. Duke posted a 98% Graduation Success Rate (GSR) 
and 17 teams achieved a 100% GSR. Also, 15 Blue Devil teams – good for third nation-
ally – were ranked in the top 10% of their respective sports in the most recent Academic 
Performance Rate (APR) Report, including the men’s basketball and football teams. In

the 2016 report, Duke (995) ranked first among all FBS schools. In all, Duke totaled the 
highest APR scores among ACC institutions in 12 of the league’s 25 sports ― baseball 
(993), men’s cross country (1000), women’s cross country (1000), women’s fencing 
(1000), football (995), men’s golf (1000), women’s golf (1000), women’s lacrosse (1000), 
men’s tennis (1000), women’s track and field (1000), volleyball (1000), and wrestling 
(1000). Also, eight additional Duke programs ranked among the ACC’s top three in their 
respective sports.
	 Six Duke student-athletes were selected as CoSIDA Academic All-Americans, 
while 34 others received National Scholar-Athlete or Scholar All-America accolades. In 
White’s eight-year tenure, former women’s tennis player Parker Goyer won a Rhodes 
Scholarship (2009), while pole vaulter Sally Liu (2009) and swimmer Allie Speidel (2011) 
earned Marshall Scholarships. 
	 Under White, Duke has continued its focus on outreach to the local community. 
Modeling the NCAA CHAMPS/Life Skills program’s commitment to service, learning 
projects and outreach, over 500 Duke student-athletes across all sports participated 
in a combined effort of more than 2,000 community service hours during the 2015-16 
academic year.	
	 White’s commitment to the overall mission of the university remains clear. A portion 
of ticket sales Blue Devil regular season home sporting events are directed annually to the 
Duke University Libraries and the Rubenstein-Bing Civic Student-Athlete Civic Engage-
ment program (ACE). Per White’s vision from 2011, the Duke Athletics Library Fund has 
generated significant unrestricted revenue for the Duke University Libraries to support 
teaching and research across the institution. The civic engagement program, known as 
ACE, was started in 2015 in a partnership with Stanford University. The foundation of 
the venture includes student-athletes from both Duke and Stanford working together in 
under-resourced communities in the United States and abroad. 	 Through immer-
sive three-week summer service assignments that started with 40 student-athletes from 
the two schools in 2016, the student-athletes had opportunities otherwise not afforded 
to them during the school year due to academic and athletic responsibilities.
	 In fall of 2012, Duke University announced the $3.25 billion Duke Forward fundraising 
campaign for priorities across Duke’s 10 schools, Duke Medicine and a range of university 
programs. Included in the campaign was a $250 million goal for Duke Athletics to be 
divided three ways – for facility enhancements and support ($100 million), endowment 
income ($50 million) and operating funds ($100 million). The initial $250 million goal has 
been exceeded by the Duke Athletics fundraising team. Several facility projects have been 
initiated, including major renovations to Brooks Field at Wallace Wade Stadium, includ-
ing the new Blue Devil Tower and the Davis Family Kicking Field at the Brooks Practice 
Facility, a grand entrance and entertainment space to the front of iconic Cameron Indoor 
Stadium (Rubenstein Pavilion), and the new Scott Family Athletics Performance Center, 
which now houses several of Duke Athletics’ administrative units, as well as new strength 
and conditioning and sports medicine areas, a ticket office and team merchandise store. 
	 White, who holds a Ph.D. in education, has taught graduate-level classes since 
1982 and currently teaches a sports business course in Duke’s Fuqua School of Business 
as part of Duke’s MBA program. 
	 In August 2003, SI.com (the Sports Illustrated web site) listed White, then at Notre 
Dame, third in its rankings of the most powerful people in college football. In January 
2004, The Sporting News listed him in its Power 100 as third among five names in the 
“front office” category (and the lone college athletics director among the 100).
	 White has served on numerous NCAA committees, including the NCAA Council, 
formerly the association’s highest governing body. In 2012, White was among a select 
group of college and professional administrators asked to serve on the recently formed 
Expert Advisory Board for the Knight Commission. Moreover, he was the secretary of 
NCAA Football, a non-profit corporation acting as the “collective voice to promote college 
football.” Always in demand as a visionary leader, White currently serves on the NCAA 
Division I Men’s Basketball Committee, the United States Olympic Committee (USOC) 
Board of Directors and on the Advocates for Athletic Equity Board of Directors.  
	 For several years, he was a representative with the football Bowl Championship 
Series. In addition,  he previously was an ex-officio member of the Sugar Bowl Committee 
during his tenure at Tulane, was a member of the Rose Bowl Management Committee 
while at Arizona State, and also worked closely with the Fiesta Bowl during his stay in 
Tempe.
Given his background and success, it is not surprising that 24 current or former directors 
of athletics were mentored by White. That impressive list of ADs includes:

	 Prior to joining Notre Dame in 2000, White served as athletic director at Arizona 
State University, Tulane University, the University of Maine and Loras College in Iowa, 
where he originated the National Catholic Basketball Tournament.
	 Before becoming an administrator, White served as head track and field coach at 
Southeast Missouri State and assistant cross country and track and field coach at Central 
Michigan. He began his coaching career at Gulf High School in New Port Richey, Fla., 
coaching cross country and track and assisting in football and wrestling.
    	 White earned his Ph.D. from Southern Illinois University in 1983 with an emphasis 
on higher education administration. In 1985, he completed postdoctoral work at Harvard 
University’s Institute for Educational Management. He earned his master’s degree in 
athletics administration from Central Michigan University in 1976 and his bachelor’s 
degree in business administration in 1972 from St. Joseph’s College in Rensselaer, Ind., 
where he also competed as a sprinter. Additionally, White was recognized with honorary 
degrees from Loras College (2012), the United States Sports Academy (2007) and St. 
Joseph’s College (2001).
	 White and his wife, Jane, a former college track and field coach, have five children 
and 12 grandchildren.
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Stevens Makes a Splash in Return...
	 After missing the final seven games of the regular season with a partial tear 
of her plantar fascia in her left foot, sophomore Azurá Stevens made her presense 
felt in the ACC Tournament.
	 Stevens led the field with a 12.5 rebounds average, while compiling averages 
of 16.5 points, 1.0 blocks and 1.0 steals in two games.   The 6-6 matchup nightmare 
was named to the All-ACC Tournament second team.
	 She netted 19 points and 10 rebounds in 35 minutes against Notre Dame, 
while collecting 14 points and 15 rebounds in 36 minutes against Virginia.

Storylines/Other Blue Devil Notes...
	 •	Duke was without its two All-ACC standouts  together on the court for the 
final nine games of the 2015-16 season -- Rebecca Greenwell (2), Azurá Stevens 
(7).
	 •	Rebecca Greenwell is only 72 points and Azurá Stevens is 62 points away 
from reaching 1,000 career points.
	 •	Redshirt freshman Lyneé Belton suffered a torn meniscus in her left knee 
against Florida State Feb. 11 and had surgery Thursday, Feb. 18. 
	 •	Duke was 3-4 in the seven games Azurá Stevens was out and was 16-7 
prior to the injury. The Blue Devils four losses since the injury were by an average 
of only 8.7 points.
	 •	As a team, Duke went 0-7 against ranked opponents during the season.
	 •	The Blue Devils started all 13 players this season, which was a Blue Devil 
record.  The previous mark was 11 in 2010-11. Duke also featured 16 different 
starting lineups in 2015-16.
	 •	Freshman Faith Suggs pulled down a career-high eight rebounds at Wake 
Forest and hit a career-high three treys at Virginia Tech.
	 •	Amber Henson ranked tied second in the ACC with a 2.1 blocks per game 
average in league play.  She swatted 32 shots in 15 games.  Henson blocked a 
career-best 39 shots on the year.
	 •	Azurá Stevens ranked first in the ACC with a 9.6 rebound average. Only 
Elizabeth Williams last season (9.0) averaged 9.0 rebounds or better in a season 
at Duke over the last 26 years.
 	 •	Azurá Stevens registered 10 games with 20 or more points and two 30-point 
outburst on the season. She owns 15 20-point games over her career. 

Greenwell Sidelined...
	 When one player comes back, another one goes down as Rebecca Greenwell 
was sidelined for the ACC Tournament with a back injury.
	 Greenwell originally hurt her back in the Notre Dame game but over week 
prior to the ACC Tournament it got worse and was forced to miss both contests. 
	 It marked her first collegiate games she missed, after playing in 64 straight 
contests at Duke.

Chidom Closes Strong...
	 Over the final eight contests, junior Oderah Chidom scored 16 points or more 
in five of those games.  
	 She averaged 14.0 points, 7.6 rebounds, 2.6 blocks and 1.5 assists during that 
stretch.  Chidom totaled a career-high 20 points in back-to-back contests against 
North Carolina and Virginia.  She added a then career-high 18 points at Miami and 
Wake Forest. 
	 Chidom averaged 9.6 points on the season, while hauling in 6.5 rebounds.  

Stevens Turns in Standout Season...
	 Duke sophomore Azurá Stevens posted one of the best individual seasons 
in Blue Devil history in 2015-16. Check out some of the highlights --
	 •	Was the only player nationally that averaged over 18.9 points, 9.0 rebounds 
and 2.1 blocks a contest. Stevens averaged  18.9 points, 9.6 reb., and 2.1 blks.  The 
Blue Devils had never featured a player averaging over 18.0 points, 9.0 rebounds 
and 2.1 blocks in a single season.
	 •	Her 33 points at Clemson ranked tied 12th on Duke’s single-game charts.
	 •	Pulled down nine offensive rebounds against Virginia in the ACC Tournament, 
which ranked tied fourth on Duke’s charts.
	 •	The 12 defensive rebounds versus 12th-ranked Texas A&M was tied for the 

second-most in Duke’s history.
	 •	Swatted eight shots against Winthrop, which ranked tied sixth on the Blue 
Devil game records.
	 •	Her 18.9 scoring average ranked tied seventh along with Katie Meier (1989-
90).  It was the highest scoring average for a Duke player since Alana Beard (19.7) 
in 2003-04.
	 •	Stevens averaged 9.6 rebounds, which ranked as the tied sixth-higest aver-
age in school history.  It was the highest for a Duke player since the 1980s. 
	 •	Her 14 double-doubles led the ACC and ranked as the fourth-most in school 
history. 
	 •	Totaled 14 games with double-figure rebounds to rank tied fourth on the 
season charts.  It was the most since the 1980s.

Slim Roster...
	 Over the last few weeks of the season, Duke’s roster kept getting shorter 
and shorter. The Blue Devils featured only five, six or seven players for practice 
as Rebecca Greenwell and Amber Henson rested for injuries.  
	 With the losses of Lyneé Belton, Haley Gorecki and Kendall Cooper for the 
season, Duke was left with nine players for the stretch run. The week prior to the 
UNC regular season finale, Duke was without Faith Suggs (concussion) and Crystal 
Primm (food poisoning).  Senior Mercedes Riggs missed two days of practice prior 
to the Georgia Tech contest due to a death in the family.  

Duke Nets 20 Wins...
	 With its victory against Virginia in the ACC Tournament, Duke registered its 
19th consecutive 20-win season and the 21st out of the last 22 years. Head Coach 
Joanne P. McCallie totaled her 21st 20-win season over her 24-year coaching career 
and 12th straight.
	 The ACC record for most consecutive 20-win seasons is 19 by Duke.

Greenwell From Downtown...
	 Rebecca Greenwell totaled 145 career three-pointers made as a freshman 
and sophomore to become the first Duke player to notch over 120 treys as an 
underclassman (Abby Waner had previous high with 118).  
	 Greenwell’s 145 treys have moved her into eighth on Duke’s all-time made 
three-pointers list.  She needs 14 to move into a tie for seventh.  The 73 treys by 
Greenwell as a sophomore ranked third on Duke’s single season chart.

have a passion and interest in coaching the game of women’s basketball.

	 A sellout crowd of 9,314 packed Cameron Indoor Stadium to view the ceremony 
in a contest versus Tennessee. Beard, a native of Shreveport, La., joined the 11 
men’s basketball players who have had their jerseys retired.
	 In attendance along with Alana were her parents LeRoy and Marie Beard.  
	 Over her career, Beard was the 2002-03 and 2003-04 National Player of the 
Year, a three-time ACC Player of the Year, three-time Kodak All-America, three-time 
Associated Press All-America, four-time All-ACC Defensive selection and we could 
go on and on...
	 Beard left Duke scoring an amazing 2,687 points, which is more than any 
women’s player in Duke history.  For her career, Beard registered averages of 19.8 
points, 5.8 rebounds, 3.7 assists, 3.0 steals and hit 52.7 percent of her field goals.
	 Over the four years, she was selected ACC Player of the Week an ACC-record 
18 times, which is 11 more than any other player in the history of the ACC.  Beard 
was also the first player in ACC history to be named ACC Player of the Year for 
three straight years.
