The Postseason: The two teams placed in the NCAA Tournament were the fewest for the league since 
1988... California made its 16th NCAA Tournament appearance, while Washington made its 15th appear-
ance in the NCAA Tournament... Nine of the 10 Pac-10 institutions have appeared in the NCAA Tourna-
ment over the previous three years... Over the last nine NCAA Tournaments, the Pac-10 has posted a 69-48 
(.590) record and has had 19 teams reach the Sweet Sixteen... With 15 national titles, the Pac-10 owns more 
NCAA basketball titles than any other conference. Five different Pac-10 schools have captured the national 
title... Three different Pac-10 schools have won NIT titles.

PAC-10 IN THE NBA
A total of 50 former Pac-10 players were listed on NBA opening day rosters. That breaks down to 5.0 players per 
conference team, tops among all conferences.
