After a record-setting six years in Seattle, the 18th-
annual Pac-12 Women’s Basketball Tournament 
presented by New York Life heads to Las Vegas for 
two years. The tournament will be held at the MGM 
Grand Garden Arena in 2018 from March 7-10, 
2019 and will receive unprecendented television 
coverage once again as each game of the tourna-
ment is scheduled to be televised either on the Pac-
12 Networks or ESPN2.

The tournament made its debut in 2002 and has 
been held annual since. The University of Oregon 
campus played host the first season. The Confer-
ence’s premier women’s sporting event then moved 
to HP Pavilion in San Jose for a six-year run (2003-
08). It spent four years (2008-2012) in Los Angeles, 
with Galen Center playing host. The final two-year 
run of the event saw it combined with the men’s tour-
nament and the semifinal and championship games 
were played at the STAPLES Center. The tournament 
then moved to Seattle's KeyArena for six years where 
it saw record attendance numbers each year.

The winner of the 12-team tournament receives the 
league’s automatic bid to the NCAA Division I Wom-
en’s Basketball Championship. The tournament 
seeds and Conference Champion are determined 
by the 18-game regular-season Pac-12 schedule.

2017-18 PAC-12 WOMEN'S BASKETBALL
•	 Pac-12 women’s basketball has established itself as a premier conference, earning six NCAA Tournament bids in 2017-18, marking the fifthconsecutive
year the Conference has garnered at least five berths. Four teams advanced to the NCAA Sweet Sixteen, the third-consecutive year
at least four Pac-12 teams advanced that far, and a record-tying three teams were in the NCAA Elite Eight. It was the second time in three years
at least that many teams advanced that far.
•	 The Pac-12 boasts the most NCAA Tournament wins of any conference in the country over the last three years (41) and the best winning
percentage among peer leagues (.695). The Pac-12 tied for the most teams in the Sweet Sixteen this season (4) and had the most in the
Elite Eight (3). Pac-12 teams went 11-6 in the tournament, the third-straight year league teams posted double-digit NCAA Tournament victories.
•	 OREGON won its first Pac-12 regular-season title since 1999-2000 and first-ever Pac-12 Tournament crown, advancing to the NCAA
Elite Eight for the second-straight year, along with OREGON STATE and UCLA. ARIZONA STATE, CALIFORNIA and STANFORD joined the Ducks,
Bruins and Beavers in the tournament. UTAH also joined in the postseason, earning a WNIT bid, advancing to the second round.
•	 For the first time in Pac-12 history, three teams were ranked in the final top-25 of the USA Today/WBCA Coaches poll. The Ducks
earned their highest-ever final ranking at No. 5 and UCLA finishes at No. 7, its highest since the 1998-99 final poll. OSU was No. 8 for its
second-straight top-10 final rating. STANFORD was No. 13, appearing in the final poll for the 17th-consecutive year. Four Pac-12 teams appeared
in the final Associated Press poll, the fourth-straight year the Conference has at least four teams in the final ranking. The Ducks were
No. 6, UCLA was No. 9, OSU was ranked 13th and Stanford was 15th.
•	 Oregon’s Sabrina Ionescu won the Nancy Lieberman Award, presented to the nation’s top point guard, the second year in a row a
Pac-12 student-athlete has claimed the top honor, and teammate Ruthy Hebard nabbed the inaugural Katrina McClain Award for the nation’s
top power forward. UCLA’s Jordin Canada, Oregon State’s Marie Gulich and Stanford’s Brittany McPhee were tabbed All-Americans by at least
one organization. Ionescu was the Pac-12 Player of the Year, teammate Satou Sabally was the Pac-12 Freshman of the Year and Canada was
the Pac-12 Defensive Player of the Year. Stanford’s Tara VanDerveer was tabbed the John R. Wooden Coach of the Year.
•	 Canada set the Pac-12’s all-time assists record that had stood since 1991, while Ionescu has claimed every triple-double record in the Pac-12
and NCAA, including the season and career marks. Ionescu also broke the Conference’s single-season assist record that was set in 1996. Also setting
records was Hebard, whose 33-consecutive field goals were a NCAA all-time best. Her shooting percentage this season is also a single-season mark.
