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2023 CINCINNATI BENGALS

The Cincinnati Bengals followed back-to-back postseason appearances with
their third consecutive winning season in 2023, finishing with a 9-8 record.

The 2023 campaign was highlighted by a pair of winning streaks which each
took the Bengals over .500, beginning with four straight from Weeks 5-9. That
streak included a road victory over San Francisco, which went on to become the
No. 1 seed in the NFC and advance to Super Bowl LVIII, as well as a home win
against Buffalo, which won the AFC East. Then, heading into December with an
offense led by backup QB Jake Browning, the team won three in a row while
averaging 31.7 points scored in that span to return to the AFC playoff race.

The Bengals’ offense featured fourth-year QB Joe Burrow at full health from
Weeks 5-10. In that stretch, they ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in scoring (26.6
points per game; No. 7) and passing yards (275.6; No. 4), while Burrow led the
league in completion percentage (74.1) and was second in passer rating (107.0).
The passing game was boosted by another Pro Bowl campaign from WR Ja'Marr
Chase, who had a career-high 100 receptions and became the eighth player in
league history to reach 1000 receiving yards in each of his first three seasons.

Browning became a starter for the first time in his career and helped lead the
team to a 4-3 finish after Burrow suffered a season-ending wrist injury in Week
11 at Baltimore. Over the final seven weeks, Browning ranked second in the NFL
in passing yards (1868) and completion percentage (71.5), and he became just
the third QB since 1950 to pass for at least 1500 yards and 10 TDs with a
completion percentage of 70 or higher in his first seven career starts. The three-
game winning streak with Browning included a pair of overtime victories — at
Jacksonville on Monday Night Football on Dec. 4, and vs. Minnesota on Dec. 16.

Several Bengals defensive players posted their top statistical seasons in
2023, led by DE Trey Hendrickson, who joined Chase in collecting his third
straight Pro Bowl honor. Hendrickson recorded a career-high 17.5 sacks, which
tied for second in the NFL and ranked second in team history for a single season
(behind DE Coy Bacon; 22.0 in 1976). Included in Hendrickson’s total was a
streak of seven consecutive games (Weeks 11-17) in which he had at least one
full sack, which tied for the longest streak in the league in 2023 and marked the
second longest in his career. LB Logan Wilson paced the team in tackles for the
third straight season, finishing with a career-high 135 stops, and his four INTs
tied second-year CB Cam Taylor-Britt for the team lead.

Off the field, the team once again enhanced game day production and fan
experience at Paycor Stadium, further establishing one of the top home field
advantages in the NFL. The Week 3 win over the L.A. Rams on Monday Night
Football served as the annual “White Bengal” game, as Cincinnati wore its white
helmet and fans accentuated the look by creating a stadium-wide “White Out’
environment. For the Week 9 contest against Buffalo, the Bengals for the first
time ever invited fans to “Stripe The Jungle,” as different sections of the stadium
were striped in orange or black to watch Cincinnati defeat the Bills in a nationally
televised game on Sunday Night Football.

Each Bengals home game in 2023 boasted an attendance figure of over
65,000, with three contests — Week 6 vs. Seattle, Week 9 vs. Buffalo and Week
10 vs. Houston — ranking in the top five largest crowds in team history.

The 2023 season additionally featured three Bengals legends being honored
for their storied careers in Cincinnati. In August, CB Ken Riley was inducted into
the Pro Football Hall of Fame, joining OT Anthony Munoz as former primarily
Bengals players immortalized in Canton, Ohio. At halftime of the team’s Week 3
game against the Rams, QB Boomer Esiason and WR Chad Johnson became
the seventh and eighth members of the Bengals Ring of Honor, which
recognizes former players, coaches and individuals who have played a
significant role in the franchise’s history and tradition.

2023 AFC North standings: Cincinnati had its third consecutive
winning season in 2023, finishing 9-8 overall. With Cincinnati's victory in
Week 18, the AFC North became the first division since the NFL West in 1935 in
which each team held a final record above .500. NFL teams played a 12-game
schedule back then, so the 2023 Bengals are the first team in league history to
win nine games and finish last in their respective division.

Bengals to draft 18th: Barring a trade, the Bengals will have the
No. 18 overall selection in the 2024 NFL Draft, which will be held from April 25-
27 in Detroit, Mich.

Last year, Cincinnati used the 28th overall pick to select Clemson DE Myles
Murphy, who went on to play in all 17 regular-season games and record three
sacks in his rookie campaign.

The Bengals have possessed the No. 18 overall pick twice previously in
team history. In 1991, Cincinnati took Colorado LB Alfred Williams with its first-
round choice, and then in 2007 the team selected Michigan CB Leon Halll.

2024 opponents: Cincinnati's home and away opponents for 2024
were finalized at the conclusion of the 23 regular season. The full schedule, with
dates and kickoff times, will be released this spring.

In addition to their six games against fellow AFC North Division teams, the
Bengals will face all teams in the AFC West and NFC East divisions.

Cincinnati also will play two games — at home against New England and on
the road against Tennessee — that were determined by 2023 divisional
standings. As fourth-place finishers in the AFC North, the Bengals are matched
up against the fourth-place teams from the AFC East (New England) and AFC
South (Tennessee).

The NFL in 2021 added a 17th game to the regular-season schedule, and for
the Bengals in '24 that will be a road contest at Carolina. The additional game
each year features an interconference matchup, and is based on the prior
season’s standings on a rotating four-year cycle. These contests match a first-
place team from one division with a first-place team in an opposite-conference
division that the team is not scheduled to play that season. The second, third and
fourth-place finishers in each division are matched the same way. The home
conference for this game switches each season, with the NFC teams hosting the
game in 2024.

Head coach Zac Taylor: Zac Taylor was named the 10th head
coach in Bengals history on Feb. 4, 2019. The 2023 season was his fifth in the
position.

In 2023, Taylor guided Cincinnati to its third consecutive winning season with
a 9-8 record, despite a few key Bengals players missing time due to injuries.
With Taylor overseeing an offense that featured a healthy QB Joe Burrow from
Weeks 5-10, the Bengals ranked fourth in the NFL in passing yards per game
(275.6), seventh in scoring average (26.6) and 11th in total yards (354.2).
Following Burrow’s season-ending injury in Week 11, Taylor worked with backup
QB Jake Browning as he stepped into the starting role for the first time in his
career. In seven games as a starter, Browning completed 71.5 percent of his
passing attempts for 1868 yards and 11 TDs, becoming the third QB since 1950
to record at least 1500 passing yards and 10 TD passes with a completion
percentage of 70 or higher in his first seven starts. During that stretch, Taylor led
the Bengals to a 4-3 record which included a three-game win streak in December
that vaulted Cincinnati into the AFC playoff race.

In 2022, the Bengals won their second consecutive AFC North Division title
under Taylor and made a repeat appearance in the AFC Championship. He
helped Cincinnati tie a team record for regular-season wins (12) and consecutive
wins (eight), and with a pair of playoff victories in January, he became one of just
13 head coaches in NFL history with five wins in their first six career postseason
games. Taylor once again was the play-caller of a dynamic offense that ranked
in the top 10 leaguewide in scoring (seventh, 26.1 points per game), total yards
(eighth, 360.5), and passing yards (fifth, 265.0).

The Bengals also boasted a versatile defense that held opposing passers to
a league-low 58.9 completion percentage while also ranking sixth in points
allowed (20.1 per game) and seventh in rushing yards allowed (106.6).

In 2021, Taylor led the Bengals to their first division title since '15, before
winning three postseason games to claim the AFC crown and a berth in Super
Bowl LVI. Burrow, playing in his first full season in Taylor's system, was named
the NFL's Comeback Player of the Year after leading the league in completion
percentage (70.4), while first-round draft pick WR Ja’Marr Chase posted the
most receiving yards by a rookie in the Super Bowl era (1455, since surpassed)
en route to winning Offensive Rookie of the Year honors.

In the postseason, Taylor guided the Bengals to their first playoff win in 31
years, a home Wild Card victory over Las Vegas, before the team went on the
road to defeat the AFC’s top two seeds, Tennessee and Kansas City.

In 2020, Taylor helped the Bengals navigate the league’s COVID-19
pandemic protocols which included no in-person offseason program. Still, he
guided a rookie Burrow to notable production that included the most ever
completions by a QB through their first 10 games (264) and the fifth most
passing yards (2688).

In 2019, his first season as head coach, Taylor led Cincinnati to second-half
turnarounds on both offense and defense. Offensively, the Bengals’ per-game
rushing average jumped 70.6 yards from the first half of the season (59.5) to the
second (130.1), while they allowed 10 fewer sacks (29 to 19). Defensively,
Cincinnati notched 11 more sacks in the second half of the season compared to
the first, and allowed 84.1 fewer yards per game.

Taylor came to the Bengals after two seasons (2017-18) with the L.A. Rams,
where he served as assistant wide receivers coach in 17 and quarterbacks
coach in 18. In 2018, he helped guide QB Jared Goff to career highs in every
major passing category as the Rams won the NFC West and advanced to Super
Bow LIII.

Taylor had a one-year stint at the University of Cincinnati in 2016, serving as
offensive coordinator and QBs coach under head coach Tommy Tuberville.

Taylor broke into NFL coaching in 2012 as assistant quarterbacks coach for
the Miami Dolphins. He was elevated to quarterbacks coach from 2013-15, and
spent the final five games of '15 as interim offensive coordinator and primary
play-caller.

Taylor's coaching career began at Texas A&M University, where he served
as offensive graduate assistant and tight ends coach under head coach Mike
Sherman from 2008-11. The Aggies played in three bowl games during Taylor's
time in College Station.

As a player, Taylor began his college career at Wake Forest (2002-03)
before transferring to Butler County Community College in Kansas ('04) and then
playing his final two seasons ('05-06) at the University of Nebraska. He set then-
program records for the Cornhuskers in career passing yards (5850) and TD
passes (45). Taylor was named the Big 12 Offensive Player of the Year as a
senior in 2006 after passing for 3197 yards and leading Nebraska to a 9-3
record, an appearance in the Big 12 Championship Game and a berth in the
Cotton Bowl. He was inducted into the Nebraska Football Hall of Fame in 2017.

Taylor joined the Tampa Bay Buccaneers as a college free agent in 2007,
but was waived prior to the start of training camp and never saw NFL action.
Later that year, he joined the Winnipeg Blue Bombers of the Canadian Football
League, where he spent one season (did not play).

His father, Sherwood, was a defensive back and captain at the University of
Oklahoma, playing under Sooners head coach Barry Switzer from 1976-79.
Sherwood Taylor later served as an assistant coach at Oklahoma and Kansas
State University. Taylor's younger brother, Press, played quarterback at Marshall
University and currently is the offensive coordinator for the Jacksonville Jaguars.

Taylor was born in Norman, Okla., on May 10, 1983. After attending Norman
High School, he earned a bachelor’s degree in communication studies from the
University of Nebraska in 2006. He and his wife, Sarah, have four children —
Brooks, Luke, Emma Claire and Milly. Sarah Taylor is the daughter of former
Green Bay Packers and Texas A&M head coach Mike Sherman.

Coaching continuity under Taylor: Head coach Zac Taylor
returned virtually the entire coaching staff from the 2022 season for the '23
campaign, including defensive coordinator Lou Anarumo, offensive coordinator
Brian Callahan and assistant head coach/special teams coordinator Darrin
Simmons.

Anarumo, Callahan and Simmons all served on Cincinnati’s staff since
Taylor was hired in February 2019. The Bengals were the only team in the NFL
with the same head coach and same coordinators in place for each season from
2021-23. Simmons, who concluded his 21st season with the team in 2023, is the
longest-tenured coach on the Bengals’ staff. He has led Cincinnati's special
teams units each year since 2003.

Bengals career records roundup: Here is a look at the
movement in Cincinnati’s individual career record book that occurred during the
2023 regular season. Full details on individual records entering the 2023 season
can be found on page 174 of the '23 Bengals Media Guide.

o QB Joe Burrow completed 244 passes, moving his career completions
total to 1288. That surpassed QB Jeff Blake (1240) for fifth most in Bengals
history, and is 727 shy of QB Boomer Esiason (2015) for fourth place.

e Burrow had 15 TD passes, moving his career total to 97. That surpassed
Blake (93) for fifth in team history, and is 57 shy of QB Carson Palmer (154) for
fourth place.

e Burrow had three games with 300 or more passing yards, moving his
career total to 19. That tied QB Ken Anderson for third most in team history, and
is four shy of Esiason (23) for second place. QB Andy Dalton is the team’s
career record holder for 300-yard passing games with 28. Burrow in 2023
surpassed Palmer (17).

e Burrow completed 66.85 percent of his passing attempts, moving his
career completion percentage to 67.97. That remains the highest mark in team
history (minimum 500 attempts). The second highest is held by Palmer, who had
a completion percentage of 62.92 with the Bengals.

o Burrow had a passer rating of 91.0, moving his career rating to 98.6. That
remains the highest mark in team history (min. 500 att.). The second highest is
held by Dalton, who had a passer rating of 87.5 with the Bengals.

o HB Joe Mixon had 1034 rushing yards, moving his career total to 6412.
That ranks third in team history, and is 35 yards shy of HB James Brooks (6447)
for second place. HB Corey Dillon is the team’s career record holder for rushing
yards with 8061. Mixon in 2023 surpassed FB Pete Johnson (5421) and HB Rudi
Johnson (5742).

e Mixon had nine rushing TDs, moving his career total to 49. That ranks
second in team history, and is 15 shy of Pete Johnson (64) for the record. Mixon
in 2023 surpassed Dillon (45) and Rudi Johnson (48).

e Mixon had 257 rushing attempts, moving his career total to 1571. That
ranks second in team history, and is 294 shy of Dillon (1865) for the record.
Mixon in 2023 surpassed Brooks (1344), Pete Johnson (1402) and Rudi Johnson
(1441).

e Mixon rushed for 111 yards in the regular-season finale, moving his
career total 100-yard rushing games to 15. That tied HB Cedric Benson for fourth
most in team history.

o WR Tyler Boyd had 67 receptions, moving his career total to 513. That
surpassed WR T.J. Houshmandzadeh (507) for fourth in team history, and is 17
shy of WR Carl Pickens (530) for third place.

o K Evan McPherson converted 83.9 percent of his FG attempts (26 of 31),
moving his career percentage to 83.87 (78 of 93). That ranks third in team
history (minimum 75 attempts), behind K Shayne Graham (86.76) and K Randy
Bullock (84.91).

Season record-book movement: Here is a look at movement
on the Bengals’ single-season record charts that occurred during the 2023
campaign:

e QB Jake Browning completed 70.37 percent of his passing attempts, the
third highest completion percentage in team history (minimum 14 attempts per
team’s games in season). QB Ken Anderson (70.55 in 1982) is the team’s record
holder, and QB Joe Burrow (70.38 in 2021) ranks second.

e WR Ja'Marr Chase had 100 receptions, tied for second most in team
history with WR Carl Pickens in 1996. The record is 112, by WR T.J.
Houshmandzadeh in 2007.

e Chase had five games with 100 or more receiving yards, tied with 10
players (including Chase in 2021) for second most in team history. The record is
six games, by WR A.J. Green in 2013.

e DE Trey Hendrickson had 17.5 sacks, the second most in team history.
The record is 22.0, by DE Coy Bacon in 1976 (sacks became an official NFL
statistic in ‘82, however the Bengals tracked the stat back to '76 and thus
recognize Bacon as the record-holder).

Uniform notes: The Bengals wore eight different uniform
combinations during the 2023 season, with three different jerseys, three pants
and three socks featured at least once. Cincinnati unveiled new uniforms prior to
the 2021 campaign, marking the team’s first significant redesign since 2004.

The Bengals’ most frequent combination in 2023 was white jerseys, white
pants (black stripes) and black socks, which was worn in four road contests.
Cincinnati’'s most common look at home was black jerseys, white pants (orange
stripes) and black socks, which was donned in three games.

NFL rules allow teams to wear designated alternate jerseys and/or color rush
(CR) uniforms and/or throwback uniforms for a combined total of three regular-
season games. In 2022, with the league’s approval for the use of alternate
helmets, Cincinnati introduced a new helmet branded as the “White Bengal,”
featuring a white base coat and the team’s iconic black stripes. The Bengals
have worn the helmet four times — twice in 2022 and twice in 23 — and
collected a 4-0 record. The “White Bengal” look made its first appearance of the
2023 season in the team’s Week 3 win over the L.A. Rams, then was worn again
in the Week 13 win at Jacksonville. Both games were played on Monday Night
Football.

The Jungle is jammin’: The Bengals have welcomed an
attendance figure of over 65,000 at Paycor Stadium for 17 consecutive regular-
season games dating back to Week 1 of the 2022 season, marking the second
longest streak in team history. The longest such streak lasted 24 home games
from 2005-07.

Each of the five highest-attended home contests in Bengals history have
occurred since the start of the 2022 calendar year, with three of those games
coming during the '23 season. Cincinnati's Week 9 win over Buffalo on Sunday
Night Football had an attendance figure of 66,965, which stands as the second
largest home crowd in team history behind a record 67,260 in Week 4 of the '22
season against Miami. The Bengals faced Houston in Week 10 of 2023 in front
of a crowd of 66,526, the third largest ever, and earlier in the season had an
attendance of 66,385 in the Week 6 win over Seattle that ranks fifth. The fourth
highest attendance figure is 66,399 for the team’s Wild Card Playoff victory
against Baltimore in January of 2023.

The Paycor Stadium crowds have coincided with a recent string of home
success for the Bengals, as they have won 16 of their last 20 games played at
the venue dating back to Week 16 of the 2021 season (including postseason).
The last time Cincinnati had more home wins in a 20-game stretch was when it
went 17-3 at Riverfront Stadium from the 1988 season opener through Week 3 of
the '90 season.

Players of the Week: Three Bengals earned AFC Offensive Player
of the Week honors during the 2023 regular season, marking the third
consecutive season in which Cincinnati boasted three or more weekly award
winners. The team’s 16 weekly honors since the start of the 2021 campaign are
the third most by any NFL team in that span. Philadelphia (NFC) has the most
overall weekly honors in that time frame with 18, while Buffalo leads all AFC
teams with 17.

Here is a closer look at the three Player of the Week recognitions received
by Bengals players in 2023:

o WR Ja'Marr Chase, Week 5: Chase notched his third career AFC
Offensive Player of the Week recognition after a record-setting day in
Cincinnati's 34-20 win at Arizona. He hauled in a Bengals single-game record 15
receptions for 192 yards and three TDs, with his catch total surpassing the
previous team mark of 13 by WR Carl Pickens in 1998. Chase became the fifth
player in NFL history to register at least 15 catches, 150 receiving yards and
three receiving TDs in a game. At 23 years old, he also became the fourth player
in league history under the age of 24 to post at least 15 catches in a game.
Chase’s second TD of the afternoon came on a 63-yard catch in the third
quarter, which marked his longest reception since a 72-yarder in Week 17 of the
2021 season vs. Kansas City — his last time winning Player of the Week honors.

e QB Joe Burrow, Week 8: Burrow's sixth career Player of the Week award
came on the heels of a highly efficient performance in the Bengals’ 31-17 win at
San Francisco. He completed a career-high 87.5 percent of his passes (28 of 32)
for 283 yards and three TDs with zero INTs, good for a passer rating of 134.8.
His completion percentage was the second highest in a game in team history
(minimum 20 attempts), behind only QB Ken Anderson (90.9) in 1974. Burrow
had a stretch in the first half in which he completed 19 straight passing attempts,
the most in consecutive fashion by any NFL passer in a game in 2023 and the
second most in team history (Anderson, 20 in 1983). Burrow also rushed for a
season-high 43 yards on six carries, with four resulting in a first down.

e QB Jake Browning, Week 13: Browning earned his first weekly honor in
just his second career start, as he helped lead the Bengals to a 34-31 overtime
win at Jacksonville on Monday Night Football. He completed 32 of 37 passes for
354 yards and one TD with no INTSs, posting a passer rating of 115.5. Browning’s
86.5 completion percentage marked the fifth highest in a game in team history
(minimum 20 attempts), and the highest in NFL history by a QB in one of his first
two career starts. He became the 10th QB in the Super Bowl era to pass for at
least 350 yards with a completion percentage of 85 or higher in a game.
Browning was nine of 11 on third down, and connected on four of his five
passing attempts in the overtime period to put Cincinnati in position for the
game-winning FG.

Burrow and Browning became the first QB teammates to win Offensive
Player of the Week awards in the same season since Green Bay's Aaron
Rodgers and Matt Flynn in 2011. They also are the first to do so in the AFC since
Buffalo’s Doug Flutie and Rob Johnson in 1999.

Chase, Hendrickson earn Pro Bowl nods: WR Ja'Marr
Chase and DE Trey Hendrickson were voted to the AFC team for the 2024 Pro
Bowl Games, marking the third career, and third consecutive, Pro Bowl

selections for both players.

Chase became the fifth player in Bengals history to earn Pro Bowl honors in
each of his first three career seasons, joining TE Bob Trumpy (1968-70), WR
Isaac Curtis ('73-75), WR Cris Collinsworth ('81-83) and WR A.J. Green (2011-
13). He led Cincinnati in all major receiving categories during the 2023 regular
season, including receptions (career-high 100), receiving yards (1216) and
receiving TDs (seven). Chase had four games with at least 10 catches and five
games with at least 100 receiving yards.

Hendrickson posted a career-high 17.5 sacks in 2023 that tied for second in
the NFL and ranked second in team history for a single season (DE Coy Bacon,
22.0 in 1976). He recorded at least one full sack in seven straight games from
Weeks 11-17, tying for the longest such streak in the league. He also had three
FFs and three PDs.

Chase and Hendrickson are the 20th and 21st players in Bengals history to
be voted to the Pro Bowl three times. Additionally, HB Joe Mixon was voted as a
first alternate for the AFC team, while OT Orlando Brown Jr. was named a third
alternate. Alternates were added to the event if voted player(s) in their position
group were unable to participate. Selections from the two teams reaching the
Super Bowl were among those unable to play, as were players who were not
cleared due to injury.

The 2024 Pro Bowl Games were held Sunday, Feb. 4 at Camping World
Stadium in Orlando, Fla.

Karras named WPMOY nominee: The Bengals in early
December announced C Ted Karras as the team’s nominee for the Walter
Payton NFL Man of the Year Award. Considered one of the league’s most
prestigious honors, the award acknowledges NFL players who excel on the field
and demonstrate a passion for creating a lasting positive impact beyond the
game in their communities.

In 2022, Karras’ first season with the Bengals, he began selling his fan-
favorite Cincy Hat, a customized hat featuring Bengals-themed colors and claw
marks. In just over a year, over 22,000 hats have been sold and the project has
generated more than $800,000 in sales while becoming a staple both at Paycor
Stadium and in Greater Cincinnati. All proceeds of over $325,000 have gone
directly to Village of Merici, a non-profit living community in Karras’ hometown of
Indianapolis that provides services for adults with intellectual and developmental
disabilities. Karras has been closely involved with the organization as a donor,
fundraiser and event host since he entered the NFL in 2016.

“I'm truly honored,” said Karras. “I'm so grateful to be a part of Village of
Merici and grateful to everyone in the Cincinnati community. | can't believe how
this project turned into something like this. What a very humbling experience.”

Karras to date has matched over $220,000 in donations and online hat
orders, helping Village of Merici expand the number of adults it supports by 60
percent in the past year.

Three players in Bengals history have been named the Walter Payton NFL
Man of the Year — QB Ken Anderson in 1975, LB Reggie Williams in '86, and
OT Anthony Munoz in '91. In January, Karras became the first Bengals player to
win the Nationwide Charity Challenge, a social media and online contest that
allows fans to vote for Walter Payton NFL Man of the Year nominees. With
Karras receiving the most collective mentions and votes, an additional $35,000
was donated from Nationwide to Village of Merici.

2023 Bengals captains: Prior to the start of the regular season,
Bengals head coach Zac Taylor announced six team captains, which were
decided through a players-only vote. The captains were composed of three
offensive and three defensive players.

Cincinnati's offensive captains remained unchanged from the 2022 season
and included fourth-year QB Joe Burrow, seventh-year HB Joe Mixon and
eighth-year C Ted Karras. It marked Burrow’s fourth consecutive season as a
captain and the third straight for Mixon. Karras, who joined the Bengals as a free
agent in March of 2022, served as a team captain for the third time in his career,
after previously doing so with the Miami Dolphins in 2020.

The defensive captains were seventh-year CB Mike Hilton, sixth-year DE
Sam Hubbard and eighth-year DT DJ Reader. Hubbard wore the patch for a third
consecutive season, while Reader donned it for a second straight year. Hilton
was the lone Bengals captain in 2023 who carried the honor for the first time.

Bengals find edge in turnover battle: Cincinnati in 2023
collected 26 takeaways (tied for 12th most in NFL), while committing just 16
giveaways (tied for second fewest), resulting in a turnover differential of plus-10
that tied for fifth leaguewide.

The Bengals won the turnover battle in 11 of their 17 games, collecting an 8-
3 record in those contests. Cincinnati offensively lost just two fumbles during
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(Bengals find edge in turnover battle, continued)

the season, the fewest ever by a Bengals team and the fewest by any NFL team
since New Orleans (two) in 2019. The Bengals’ previous record for fewest lost
fumbles in a season was four in 2018.

Twelve different Bengals players contributed to the team’s 26 takeaways
with at least one INT or one fumble recovery. Cincinnati's 17 INTs tied for the
eighth most leaguewide, and were the team’'s most since the 2016 campaign
(17). The Bengals recorded at least one pick in seven straight games from
Weeks 3-10, the longest such streak by Cincinnati since Weeks 2-8 of the 2020
season (also seven games). Cincinnati has won each of its last 11 games in
which the defense records multiple INTs, dating back to Week 3 of the 2022
season. The Bengals had six such games in 2023, including three straight from
Weeks 5-8.

Bengals rack up red zone takeaways: Five of the Bengals’
26 takeaways during the 2023 season occurred when the ball was snapped
inside their own 20-yard line. The five red zone takeaways tied for the third most
in the NFL, and were the most by Cincinnati in a single season since 2007 (six).
The Bengals also forced three turnovers on downs inside their own red zone.

Four of Cincinnati's red zone takeaways came during a six-game stretch,
beginning in the Week 6 win over Seattle when CB Mike Hilton picked off QB
Geno Smith on a pass from the Bengals’ 18-yard line. The Seahawks then
possessed the ball inside the Cincinnati 10 on back-to-back drives late in the
fourth quarter, but in both instances were denied on fourth-and-goal. In the
following game at San Francisco, the 49ers had a chance to tie the game late in
the third quarter when they set up for a first-and-goal from the Cincinnati eight,
but QB Brock Purdy’s pass was tipped and intercepted by LB Germaine Pratt to
end the scoring threat.

In Week 10 vs. Houston, the Texans elected to go for it on fourth-and-one at
the Bengals’ nine, and a fumble by QB C.J. Stroud on an attempted sneak was
recovered by DT DJ Reader. Two weeks later against Pittsburgh, a 10-play
Steelers drive reached the Cincinnati 15-yard line, before DT Zach Carter
stripped the ball from RB Jaylen Warren and it was scooped up by CB DJ Turner
II. The fifth red zone takeaway occurred in the second quarter of Week 15 vs.
Minnesota, when a Nick Mullens pass from the Bengals’ 14-yard line was
intercepted by Hilton in the end zone.

For the season, Cincinnati held opponents to a TD on 31 out of 60 trips to
the red zone (51.7 percent), the 11th best rate in the NFL. Opponents settled for
a FG 17 times, and came away with no points on 12 occasions.

Leads lead to Bengals wins: Much of the Bengals’ success
over the past three seasons has been built on their ability to close out games
after jumping in front early. Since the start of the 2021 campaign, Cincinnati has
the third best record in the NFL when scoring first (21-4), the third best record
when leading at halftime (21-3), and the fifth best record when leading at any
point in a game (31-9). The Bengals in 2023 were 5-2 when ahead at the half
and 7-1 when leading after three quarters.

Among the many factors contributing to the Bengals’ knack for cementing
wins has been their defensive play coming out of halftime. Since 2021, Cincinnati
has allowed 50 total TDs in the second halflovertime, the second fewest
leaguewide behind Buffalo (46). The Bengals’ four-game win streak from Weeks
5-9 was highlighted by the defense recording eight takeaways in the second half
of play (five INTs, three FRs), while also forcing four turnovers on downs.

Offense opens strong: The Bengals scored 82 points in the first
quarter of play from Week 5 through the end of the season, the third most in the
NFL in that span, while their 10 first-quarter TDs during that time frame tied for
third leaguewide.

Cincinnati came away with points on its opening offensive possession in
seven consecutive games from Weeks 4-11. During that stretch, the Bengals
scored an opening-drive TD in five straight games from Weeks 5-10 — the
longest such streak in team history and the longest in the NFL since Atlanta went
six straight (Weeks 12-17) during the 2016 season. The TD streak ended in
Week 11 at Baltimore, when a drive that reached the Ravens' 31-yard line
resulted in a 50-yard FG by K Evan McPherson.

During the streak, the Bengals followed up with a TD on their second
possession in three consecutive games from Weeks 6-9. It marked the first time
Cincinnati opened three straight contests with back-to-back TD drives since
Games 13-15 of the 1985 season. The most recent team to accomplish that feat
was Green Bay in 2020 (four straight, Weeks 14-17).

The Bengals scored first in nine games during the 2023 season, collecting a
6-3 record in those contests.

Burrow’s season highlights: QB Joe Burrow's fourth pro
season came to an end in Week 11, as he suffered a right wrist injury at
Baltimore that will hold him out of action until the 2024 campaign.

Burrow finished his season with 244 completions on 365 passing attempts
(66.8 percent) for 2309 yards and 15 TDs with six INTs, good for a passer rating
of 91.0. After recovering from a calf injury that caused him to miss over a month
of training camp, Burrow started the regular-season opener and went on to crack
the top five for career completions, TD passes and 300-yard passing games in
team history.

Burrow was at his best from Weeks 5-10, when he led the NFL in completion
percentage (74.1), ranked second in completions (146), second in passer rating
(107.0), third in TD passes (12) and fourth in passing yards (1480). He had three
games with 300 or more passing yards in that stretch, led off by a 317-yard,
three-TD performance in Week 5 against the Cardinals at Arizona. Burrow then
threw for 348 yards on Sunday Night Football in Week 9 against the Buffalo Bills,
and the following week had 347 vs. Houston.

In Week 8 at San Francisco, Burrow completed 28 of 32 passes for 283
yards and three TDs with no INTs to lead the Bengals to a crucial road win. His
career-high 87.5 completion percentage was the second highest in a game in
team history, trailing only QB Ken Anderson’s 90.9 percent (20 of 22) on Nov.
10, 1974. He also closed out the first half against the 49ers with a career-best 19
consecutive completions. Burrow's efforts at Levi's Stadium were rewarded with
his sixth career AFC Offensive Player of the Week honor.

Burrow also rushed for 85 yards from Weeks 5-11, after totaling three
rushing yards in the opening four games as he continued to work his way back to
full health. He eclipsed some notable career marks in 2023 and did so in near-
record timing, as he became the fifth fastest player in NFL history to reach
13,000 passing yards (48 games) and tied for the sixth fastest to 90 TD passes
(49 games).

Prior to the start of the 2023 regular season, Burrow signed a five-year
contract extension that made him the highest-paid player in NFL history, based
on average annual value. The extension keeps Burrow in Cincinnati through the
2029 season.

Burrow through 50: QB Joe Burrow played in his 50th career
regular-season game in Week 9 vs. Buffalo, completing 31 of 44 passes (70.5
percent) for 348 yards and two TDs to help lead the Bengals to a win on Sunday
Night Football.

Among all QBs in NFL history through their 50th game played, Burrow ranks
second in completions (1250), first in completion percentage (68.0; minimum
1000 attempts), fifth in passing yards (13,635), sixth in TD passes (94), sixth in
passer rating (98.8; min. 1000 att.), and tied for eighth in 300-yard passing
games (18).

Joe throws 90th career TD: QB Joe Burrow threw his 90th
career TD pass on the opening drive of Week 8 at San Francisco, in what was
his 49th game. That tied him as the sixth fastest QB in NFL history to pass for 90
TDs.

The former No. 1 overall draft pick had 13 TD passes in 10 games during his
2020 rookie season, before setting a then-team record with 34 TDs in his
sophomore campaign. By eclipsing his own record with 35 TDs in 2022, Burrow
became the first QB in Bengals history to pass for 30 or more TDs in multiple
seasons. Burrow, Pro Football Hall of Famer Dan Marino and L.A. Chargers QB
Justin Herbert are the only players in NFL history with at least 30 TD passes and
4000 passing yards in two of their first three seasons.

Burrow finished the 2023 season with 97 career TD passes (fifth most in
team history) in 52 games played. There are just six QBs all-time who have
reached 100 TD passes in 53 or fewer games.

Hitting the mark: QB Joe Burrow eclipsed 1500 career passing
attempts in the 2022 regular-season finale, which qualified him for the NFL's
career completion percentage record. With a current completion percentage of
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(Hitting the mark, continued)

67.97, Burrow is the NFL’s all-time leader in the category, ahead of former San
Diego Chargers/New Orleans QB Drew Brees (67.69).

Burrow had three games during the 2023 season in which he completed
over 70 percent of his passing attempts. His career-high 87.5 completion
percentage on 32 attempts in Week 8 at San Francisco marked the ninth time in
his career that he completed at least 75 percent of his passes with 30-plus
attempts — the second most such games in NFL history in a player’s first four
seasons behind L.A. Chargers QB Justin Herbert (11). Burrow followed his 49ers
performance by connecting on 70.5 percent of his passes (31 of 44) for 348
yards and two TDs in the Week 9 win over Buffalo.

Burrow in Week 5 at Arizona went 36 of 46 (78.3 percent) for 317 yards and
three TDs, marking his fourth career game with a completion percentage of 75 or
higher on at least 40 attempts. The only other QB in team history to do it was
Andy Dalton, who went 33 of 43 (76.7 percent) on Oct. 12, 2014 vs. Carolina.

After leading the NFL in completion percentage in 2021 (70.4; minimum 14
passing attempts per game), Burrow followed up by completing 68.3 percent of
his passes in the '22 regular season, good for the second highest rate in the
league. He did so while setting single-season team records for total attempts
(606) and completions (414) — both ranked fifth in the NFL.

The Browning rundown: QB Jake Browning started the Bengals’
final seven games of the 2023 season after it was announced that QB Joe
Burrow would miss the remainder of the year due to a wrist injury sustained in
Week 11. Browning’s starting debut in Week 12 against Pittsburgh marked his
first start in a non-preseason game at any level since his senior season at the
University of Washington in 2018. It also was just his third appearance in a
regular-season NFL game, as he made his pro debut in Week 1 of the 2023
season at Cleveland — playing four snaps late in the fourth quarter in relief of
Burrow — then saw extended action in Week 11 at Baltimore after Burrow exited
in the second quarter.

Browning originally entered the league as a college free agent signee of
Minnesota in 2019. He spent two seasons (2019-20) on the Vikings’ practice
squad, then was on the Bengals’ practice squad for the entire '21 and '22
campaigns. He made the 53-man roster coming out of training camp for the first
time in 2023, and spent the first 10 games of the season as Cincinnati’'s second-
string QB before taking over the starting role.

Browning played in six preseason games for the Bengals in 2022 and '23,
making two starts. His first substantial reps in a regular-season game came
against a Ravens defense that at the time allowed the fourth fewest passing
yards per game in the NFL. Coming off the bench, Browning completed eight of
14 passes for 68 yards and a TD with no INTs.

Browning was a four-year starter (2015-18) at Washington, where his 39
wins remain the most ever by a Pac-12 QB. He set program records for career
passing attempts (1483), completions (958), passing yards (12,296) and TD
passes (94). As a sophomore in 2016, he finished sixth in Heisman Trophy
voting while leading Washington to a Pac-12 title and a berth in the College
Football Playoff. He also set California prep records in several categories while
at Folsom High School, including career passing yards (16,775) and TD passes
(229). Browning was teammates with Bengals OT Jonah Williams at Folsom.

Browning as a starter: In seven games as the Bengals’ starting
QB, Jake Browning completed 163 of 228 passes (71.5 percent) for 1868 yards
and 11 TDs with seven INTSs, good for a passer rating of 99.1. His 1868 passing
yards are the 13th most by any NFL QB since 1950 through their first seven
starts, and he became the third QB to pass for at least 1500 yards and 10 TDs
with a completion percentage of 70 or higher in his first seven starts, joining
former St. Louis Rams QB Kurt Warner and former N.Y. Jets QB Chad
Pennington.

From Weeks 12-18, Browning ranked second in the NFL in passing yards
and completion percentage, third in total completions and yards per attempt, and
10th in TD passes and passer rating. He connected on over 70 percent of his
passing attempts in four games in that stretch, including each of his first three

starts. He also passed for over 300 yards three times — Week 13 at Jacksonville
(354), Week 15 vs. Minnesota (324) and Week 16 at Pittsburgh (335).

In Week 14 against Indianapolis, Browning posted career highs in passer
rating (122.7) and yards per attempt (11.5) to lead Cincinnati to a dominant
home win. He finished 18 of 24 (75.0) for 275 yards and two TDs, with five of his
completions going for 25 or more yards. In the following week’s win over the
Vikings, 243 of Browning's 324 passing yards came after halftime as he helped
lead the Bengals back from a 14-point deficit entering the fourth quarter. He
completed at least one pass to 11 different receivers, marking the fifth time in
Bengals history — and the first since Nov. 4, 2007 at Buffalo — that 11 players
recorded a catch in a game.

Browning shines on NMNF: QB Jake Browning was named AFC
Offensive Player of the Week for his performance in the Bengals’ 34-31 overtime
win at Jacksonville on Monday Night Football in Week 13. Making just his
second career start, Browning completed 32 of 37 passes (86.5 percent) for 354
yards and one TD with zero INTs.

Browning’s 86.5 completion percentage was the fifth highest in a game in
Bengals history, and the highest in league history by a player in either of his first
two starts (minimum 20 attempts). He became the 10th player in the Super Bowl
era (1966-present) to pass for 350 or more yards with a completion percentage
of 85 or higher. Browning’s 354 passing yards marked the second most by a
Bengals QB within his first two career starts behind Jeff Blake, who threw for 387
yards in his second start — an overtime win at Seattle on Nov. 6, 1994.

During the Bengals’ game-winning drive in overtime, Browning went four of
five for 36 yards to march Cincinnati into FG range. That included a 17-yarder
through traffic to WR Ja’Marr Chase, and an 11-yarder to WR Tee Higgins on
third-and-10 that kept the drive moving.

In the third quarter, Browning hit Chase for a 76-yard TD that gave the
Bengals their first lead. It was one of Browning’s four completions on the night
that went for over 20 yards, and at the time was Cincinnati’s longest play from
scrimmage of the season (surpassed in Week 16 at Pittsburgh).

Browning completed nine of his 11 passing attempts on third downs for 143
yards and a TD, netting a third-down passer rating of 149.1. He additionally ran
for 22 yards on two carries, including a one-yard QB sneak into the end zone
that tied the game 28-28 in the fourth quarter.

Chasing history: WR Ja'Marr Chase earned his third Pro Bowl
selection in his third career season in 2023, as he led the Bengals in receptions
(100; 12th in NFL), receiving yards (1216; 12th) and receiving TDs (seven, T-
18th). His career-high 100 catches tied former WR Carl Pickens (1996) for the
second most in a season in Bengals history, and his 268 career receptions are

the most in a player's first three seasons in team history.

Chase became the eighth player in NFL history to reach 1000 receiving
yards in each of his first three seasons, and the second player in team history to
do so, joining former WR A.J. Green (2011-13). His 29 career receiving TDs are
tied with Green for the most ever by a Bengal in their first three years.

Chase holds a career average of 82.06 receiving yards per game (3717 in
45 games), the fourth highest total in NFL history among all players with at least
3000 yards. He posted 100 or more receiving yards five times during the 2023
season, led off by a 141-yard performance on 12 catches in the Week 3 win over
the L.A. Rams. Two weeks later at Arizona, Chase netted a Bengals single-game
record 15 receptions for 192 yards and three TDs, making him the fifth player in
league history with a 15-150-3 stat line.

In Week 13 at Jacksonville, Chase caught 11 passes for 149 yards,

—7—
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highlighted by a season-long 76-yard TD in the third quarter that gave the
Bengals their first lead. It marked Chase’s sixth career game (third in 2023) with
at least 10 receptions, 100 receiving yards and one receiving TD, the most such
games in NFL history within a player’s first three seasons.

Chase reached a pair of career milestones in 2023, beginning with his 200th
catch in Week 5 at Arizona. Playing in just his 34th game, Chase tied as the
fourth fastest player in league history to record 200 catches. Only former N.Y.
Giants WR Odell Beckham Jr. (30 games), New Orleans WR Michael Thomas
(32) and former Miami WR Jarvis Landry (33) reached the mark in fewer games.

In Week 6 vs. Seattle, Chase surpassed 3000 receiving yards in his 35th
career game, tying as the fifth fastest player ever to hit that mark. Beckham (30
games), former Houston Oilers WR Charlie Hennigan (31), Minnesota WR Justin
Jefferson (33) and former San Diego Chargers WR Lance Alworth (34) are the
only players to do so in fewer total games.

On the Chase: WR Ja'Marr Chase has an NFL-leading nine TD
catches of 50 or more yards since the start of the 2021 season, while his 15
receptions of 40 or more yards in that span rank third leaguewide.

Chase’s nine 50-plus-yard TD grabs also are tied with former N.Y. Giants
WR Odell Beckham Jr. for the second most in NFL history by a player under the
age of 24. Only Pro Football Hall of Famer Randy Moss (11) had more before his
24th birthday. Chase turns 24 on March 1, 2024.

Chase had three such TDs in the 2023 season, beginning with a 63-yard
score in Week 5 at Arizona which, at the time, was the Bengals’ longest TD from
scrimmage since a Chase 72-yarder in Week 17 of the 21 campaign.

Chase topped his catch against the Cardinals with a 64-yard TD in Week 10
vs. Houston, then three games later at Jacksonville he beat a defensive back
down the left sideline for a season-long 76-yard catch and run to the end zone.
The play also was his fourth reception of 40-plus yards on the season.

Bengals WR Tyler Boyd, meanwhile, has four TD catches of 50 or more
yards since 2021, which are tied for the third most in the NFL behind Chase and
former Kansas City/current Miami WR Tyreek Hill (seven). Boyd had two such
TDs in 2021, and two more in '22.

Ja’Marr’s record day: WR Ja’Marr Chase earned his third career
AFC Offensive Player of the Week award for his performance in Week 5 at
Arizona, in which he hauled in a Bengals single-game record 15 receptions for
192 yards and three TDs. His receptions total surpassed the previous team mark
of 13, set by WR Carl Pickens on Oct. 11, 1998 against Pittsburgh.

Chase became the fifth player in NFL history to register at least 15 catches,
150 receiving yards and three receiving TDs in a game. At 23 years old, he also
became the fourth player in NFL history under the age of 24 to record 15
receptions in a single game. Combining his performance at Arizona with a stat
line of 11 catches for a Bengals-record 266 yards and three TDs in Week 17 of
the 2021 campaign vs. Kansas City, Chase is the first player in league history
with multiple games of at least 10 receptions, 150 receiving yards and three
receiving TDs in his first three career seasons.

Chase’s second TD at Arizona came early in the third quarter, when he
got behind the Cardinals’ secondary and caught a deep ball from QB Joe
Burrow for a 63-yard score. It marked Chase’s seventh career TD of 50 or
more yards, and was his first of three TDs of over 60 yards during the 2023
season.

Since he entered the NFL in 2021, Chase is one of five players with three or
more receiving TDs in multiple games, alongside Buffalo WR Stefon Diggs,
Tampa Bay WR Mike Evans, Kansas City TE Travis Kelce and Seattle WR DK
Metcalf.

Boyd passes Housh: With five catches in Week 16 at Pittsburgh,
WR Tyler Boyd surpassed former WR T.J. Houshmandzadeh (507) for the
fourth most career receptions in team history. The longest tenured veteran on
the Bengals active roster in 2023, Boyd completed his eighth pro season with
513 career catches, the 17th most in the NFL since he entered the league in
2016.

Boyd in 2023 ranked second on the team in receptions (67) and receiving
yards (667). He hauled in a season-high eight catches for 117 yards in Week 10
against Houston, highlighted by a 64-yarder late in the fourth quarter that set up
a game-tying FG. Boyd's next longest reception of the season came in overtime
of Week 15 vs. Minnesota, when on third-and-nine he caught a pass from QB
Jake Browning and turned it into a 44-yard gain that put Cincinnati in position for
the game-winning kick. Boyd finished the season with exactly 6000 career
receiving yards.

Boyd had two receiving TDs in 2023, which came in back-to-back games
and each capped off the Bengals’ opening offensive possession. He caught an
eight-yard scoring pass from QB Joe Burrow in Week 6 against Seattle to tie the
game 7-7, then in Week 8 at San Francisco corralled an over-the-shoulder pass
from Burrow in the back right corner of the end zone to give Cincinnati an early
7-0 lead.

A second-round draft pick of the Bengals in 2016, Boyd has played in
120 regular-season games (77 starts) and seven postseason contests (six
starts). After totaling 76 catches for a combined 828 yards over his first two
seasons, he broke out in 2018 with a team-leading 76 grabs for 1028 yards. He
followed up in 2019 with career highs in receptions (90) and yards (1046),
becoming the sixth player in team history to eclipse 1000 receiving yards in
back-to-back years.

Holiday Higgins: WR Tee Higgins has been one of the NFL's most
productive receivers in the month of December since he entered the league in
2020. In that span, Higgins ranks second leaguewide in receiving TDs (10),
seventh in receiving yards (1228) and 13th in yards per reception (15.7) during
the calendar’s final month.
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Of Higgins’ 12 career games with 100 or more receiving yards, five have
occurred in December. His top statistical performance of the 2023 campaign
came in Week 16 at Pittsburgh on Dec. 23, when he hauled in five catches
for 140 yards and a TD. His 28.0 yards per reception were the second most
in a game in his career, and included a career-long 80-yard TD in the third
quarter.

Higgins’ single-game career high for both receptions (12) and receiving
yards (194) came on Dec. 26, 2021, in a win over Baltimore. He had two TDs
that day, the first of which was set up by a 52-yard Higgins catch near the end of
the first half. Earlier that month, on Dec. 5, 2021, he caught nine passes for 138
yards and a TD against the L.A. Chargers.

Higgins also had a 99-yard output on Dec. 27, 2020 in a win over Houston,
which included a go-ahead TD in the second half.

Tee’s top moments: WR Tee Higgins finished his fourth pro season
in 2023 with 42 receptions for 656 yards and five TDs in 12 games played. He
ranked second on the team in TD catches, third in receiving yards and fourth in
total receptions.

In the second half of Week 2 vs. Baltimore, Higgins caught a pair of TD
passes from QB Joe Burrow which each closed the Bengals' deficit from 10
points to seven. It marked his third career game with two TD catches (second
against the Ravens), and he ended the day with 89 yards on eight receptions.
Higgins was out of the lineup for Week 5 at Arizona (ribs), but returned to action
the following week against Seattle. He was back at full health for Week 8 at San
Francisco and caught five passes for 69 yards, including a 33-yarder in the third
quarter that was Cincinnati’s longest play from scrimmage.

Higgins went over the century mark in receiving yards for the first time in
Week 9, when he totaled 110 on eight catches to help lead the Bengals to a win
over Buffalo on Sunday Night Football. Six of his grabs went for a first down. A
hamstring injury kept him out of the next three contests, but he returned for
Week 13 at Jacksonville and contributed three receptions for 36 yards, none
bigger than an 11-yarder on third-and-10 in overtime that put Cincinnati in
Jaguars territory.

Higgins had his fourth career multi-TD game in Week 15 against Minnesota,
with both coming in the fourth quarter to help the Bengals erase a 14-point
deficit. The second score, a game-tying TD with 39 seconds remaining, saw him
secure the catch over a Vikings defensive back before acrobatically reaching the
ball behind his body and over the pylon to create one of Cincinnati's top
highlights of the year. His season-high 140 receiving yards the following week at
Pittsburgh included a career-long 80-yard TD in which he caught a slant pass
from QB Jake Browning and raced past the Steelers secondary early in the third
quarter.

Since entering the NFL as a second-round draft pick of the Bengals in 2020,
Higgins ranks in the top 20 leaguewide in receiving yards (3684; 20th), receiving
TDs (24; T-20th) and yards per reception (14.3; 17th). He posted back-to-back
1000-yard receiving campaigns in 2021 and '22, and he ranks second in Bengals
postseason history in receptions (31) and receiving yards (457), trailing Chase in
both categories.

Mixon moves up: HB Joe Mixon climbed two of the Bengals’ career
records charts during his seventh pro season in 2023. He finished the year with
1034 rushing yards to improve his career total to 6412, moving from fifth place to
third in team history. Mixon surpassed FB Pete Johnson (5421) in Week 1 at
Cleveland, then in Week 6 vs. Seattle he overtook HB Rudi Johnson (5742). He
also went from fourth place to second in Cincinnati history in rushing TDs, as he
finished the season with 49 for his career and surpassed HB Corey Dillon (45)
and Rudi Johnson (48).

Mixon’s 6412 rushing yards are the fourth most in the NFL since he entered
the league as a second-round draft pick of the Bengals in 2017. The 2023
campaign marked his fourth 1000-yard rushing season, and saw him record at
least 60 rushing yards in nine games. He had 111 rushing yards on 14 carries
(7.9 average) in Week 18 against Cleveland, his highest total in a game since
Week 9 of the 2022 season.

Mixon scored nine rushing TDs in 2023, with five coming over the final six
games of the season. He had a two-TD effort in the Week 13 overtime win at
Jacksonville, and in Week 15 against Minnesota he fought through contact on
fourth-and-goal to tie the game in the fourth quarter. Mixon has 29 rushing TDs
since the start of the 2021 season, tied for the fourth most leaguewide in that
span.

Balanced Mix: While his rushing totals place him near the top of
Cincinnati’s all-time charts, HB Joe Mixon also has proven himself as a pass
catching threat out of the backfield. He eclipsed 40 receptions and 300 receiving
yards for the third straight season in 2023, finishing with 52 grabs for 376 yards
and three TDs.

Mixon totaled 1410 yards from scrimmage during the 2023 campaign, the
12th most in the NFL and seventh most among players listed as a RB, HB or FB.
He is one of three players in the league with at least 1200 scrimmage yards in
each of the past three seasons, alongside Pittsburgh RB Najee Harris and
former Kansas City/current Miami WR Tyreek Hill. He also is one of three players
to reach that total in at least five of the past six seasons dating back to 2018,
alongside Hill and New Orleans RB Alvin Kamara.

Mixon topped 100 scrimmage yards in five games in 2023, including back-to-
back contests in Week 13 at Jacksonville (117 yards) and Week 14 against
Indianapolis (125). His 12 total TDs (nine rushing, three receiving) were the
second most in a season in his career behind 16 (13 rushing, three receiving) in
2021.

Hendrickson’s career year: DE Trey Hendrickson further
established himself as one of the NFL'’s top pass rushers in 2023, as he posted a
career-high 17.5 sacks that tied for second leaguewide and rank second in
Bengals single-season history. The team record is held by DE Coy Bacon, who
had 22.0 sacks in the 1976 campaign (sacks became an official NFL statistic in
1982, however the Bengals tracked the stat back to '76 and thus recognize
Bacon as the record-holder).

Hendrickson had a pair of multi-sack games early in the season, with two
coming in the Week 3 win over the L.A. Rams and a career-high-tying 2.5 in the
Week 5 victory at Arizona. His consistency was on display in the back half of the
schedule, as he recorded at least one full sack in seven straight games from
Weeks 11-17. That tied Seattle LB Boye Mafe for the longest such streak in the
NFL in 2023, and was Hendrickson’s second longest streak since he had a sack
in nine consecutive contests in 2021.

Three of Hendrickson’s sacks were strip-sacks that resulted in Bengals
fumble recoveries, and each came at pivotal moments. In Week 5 at Arizona, he
got to Cardinals QB Josh Dobbs midway through the fourth quarter and forced a
fumble that was recovered by DE Sam Hubbard. The turnover set up a short
Bengals FG drive that extended their lead to 14 points. In Week 8 at San
Francisco, Hendrickson helped seal Cincinnati’'s win when he knocked the ball
loose from QB Brock Purdy late in the fourth quarter, and it was scooped up by
DT B.J. Hill to shut the door on a 49ers comeback attempt. His third strip-sack
came in Week 17 at Kansas City, when in the second quarter he forced a Patrick
Mahomes fumble that Hubbard jumped on at the Chiefs’ 24-yard line, leading to
a Bengals TD eight plays later.

Hendrickson’s 17.5 sacks surpassed his previous career high of 14 in 2021,
his first season in Cincinnati, which ranked fifth in the NFL and helped him earn
his first career Pro Bowls selection. He put together another Pro Bowl campaign
in 2022 with a team-leading eight sacks. Combining his Bengals totals with 13.5
sacks in 2020, his final year with the New Orleans Saints, Hendrickson has 53
sacks over the past four seasons, the third most in the league in that span
behind Pittsburgh LB T.J. Watt (62) and Cleveland DE Myles Garrett (58).

Originally a third-round draft pick of New Orleans in 2017, Hendrickson spent
his first four seasons with the Saints before signing with the Bengals as an
unrestricted free agent in "21. His production for Cincinnati was rewarded in July
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of 2023, when he signed a one-year contract extension that keeps him in stripes
through the 25 season.

Hubbard a Day 2 draft steal: DE Sam Hubbard recorded six
sacks during the 2023 regular season, marking his third straight year with at
least six and boosting his career total to 36.5. That total ranks third among all
players from the 2018 rookie class (draft picks and college free agents). Hubbard
was the 13th defensive lineman selected that year — five DEs and seven DTs
came off the board before him.

Four of Hubbard’s sacks game during a five-game stretch in Weeks 3-8. In
Week 6 against Seattle, he sacked Seahawks QB Geno Smith on fourth-and-
goal from the Cincinnati six-yard line with just over two minutes remaining,
ending a potential go-ahead scoring drive. He followed up with another late
fourth-quarter sack in Week 8 at San Francisco, dropping 49ers QB Brock Purdy
on the final play before the two-minute warning to help preserve a Bengals win.

Hubbard finished the season with 58 total tackles, the most among
Cincinnati's defensive linemen. Seven of his tackles were for losses, and he
added two fumble recoveries that each led to points on the ensuing Bengals
offensive possession.

Hubbard has ranked second on the Bengals in sacks in each season since
he became the team’s starting LDE in 2019. He additionally has four career
postseason sacks, tied with former DE Jason Buck for the most in team history.
A native of Cincinnati who attended Archbishop Moeller High School, Hubbard
also is known for contributing one of the franchise’s most iconic plays, a 98-yard
fumble return for a TD that proved to be the game-winner in the Wild Card
Playoff vs. Baltimore following the 2022 season.

Hubbard signed a contract extension with the Bengals in 2021 that keeps
him in Cincinnati through the '25 season.

Wilson leads LBs in INTs ... : LB Logan Wilson led the Bengals
in tackles for a third straight season with a career-high 135 stops, but perhaps
his most notable contributions came when dropping into coverage. A former
defensive back during his collegiate playing days at the University of Wyoming,
Wilson had four INTs in 2023, which tied for the Bengals team lead and tied for
seventh in the NFL. His 11 career picks are the most by any NFL linebacker
since he entered the league as a third-round draft pick in 2020.

Wilson’s first two picks of the season came in Week 3 against the L.A.
Rams. He intercepted a Matthew Stafford pass in the second quarter to set up
the Bengals offense in Rams territory, then in the third quarter he picked off a
tipped pass to end an L.A. drive that reached the Cincinnati 30-yard line. In the
fourth quarter of Week 8 at San Francisco, Wilson stepped in front of a pass by
QB Brock Purdy and returned it 16 yards to inside the red zone, leading to a
Bengals TD on the next play. His fourth INT was in the season finale against
Cleveland, when he tracked a tipped ball and proceeded to run it back 26 yards
to set up a Cincinnati FG drive.

The 2023 season was Wilson’s second in which he recorded four INTs. He
also had four picks in 2021, the most by a Bengals LB in a single season since
Odell Thurman (five) in '05. Wilson’s 135 tackles were the most by any Bengals
player since LB Vontaze Burfict had 171 in his 2013 Pro Bowl campaign.

Since the start of the 2020 season, Wilson is one of two NFL players with at
least 10 INTs, five sacks and five forced fumbles, alongside Minnesota S
Harrison Smith. His three FFs in the 2023 campaign came during a four-game
stretch from Weeks 10-13.

Wilson additionally wears the “green dot” as the player that relays defensive
play calls. He signed a contract extension in August of 2023 and will remain a
Bengal through the '27 season.

... and Pratt logs the takeaways: Wilson’s fellow starting LB,
Germaine Pratt, also was involved in crucial turnovers during his fifth pro season
in 2023. Pratt recorded two INTs and two FFs, and three of those plays occurred
in the second half to help lead to Cincinnati wins.

In Week 5 at Arizona, Pratt came up with his first INT of the season, as he
picked off Cardinals QB Joshua Dobbs late in the fourth quarter to preserve a
14-point Bengals lead. And earlier that game, with Cincinnati clinging to a four-
point advantage in the third quarter, Pratt stopped Dobbs on fourth-and-one at
the Bengals’ 16-yard line to negate a go-ahead scoring threat.

Then in Week 8 at San Francisco, the 49ers had a chance to tie the game in
the third quarter with a first-and-goal from the Cincinnati eight, before Pratt
tipped a Brock Purdy pass and secured his second INT. Two weeks later against
Buffalo, Pratt forced a fumble from Bills TE Dalton Kincaid at the Bengals’ 11-
yard line that was recovered by S Nick Scott, preventing a Bills score that would
have made it a one-possession game in the fourth quarter.

Since the start of the 2021 season, Pratt is one of four NFL players with at
least 300 tackles, five INTs and five FFs, alongside Logan Wilson, San Francisco
LB Fred Warner and L.A. Chargers S Derwin James Jr. Pratt inked a contract
extension in March of 2023 that keeps him in Cincinnati through the 25 season.

Money Mac from deep: K Evan McPherson converted seven FG
attempts from 50 or more yards in his third pro season in 2023, tied for the fifth
most in the NFL. He now has 21 career FGs from that distance, the most in NFL
history in a player's first three seasons and tied for the most by any kicker the
start of the 2021 campaign (Pittsburgh’s Chris Boswell and Arizona’s Matt
Prater).

McPherson showcased his long-distance accuracy with two FGs from over
50 yards (53 and 54) in the Week 3 win over the L.A. Rams. He then connected
from 52 yards in the fourth quarter of Week 6 against Seattle, extending the
Bengals’ lead in what ended up being a four-point win. The following game at
San Francisco, McPherson hit a season-long 56-yarder that tied for the second
longest kick ever at Levi's Stadium (opened in 2014). It also was the fifth longest
made FG in Bengals history, with McPherson already boasting three of the four
longest.

McPherson’s final 50-yard FG came late in the fourth quarter of Week 13 at
Jacksonville, a 54-yarder that gave the Bengals a three-point lead. He then
followed up with a 48-yarder in overtime to secure the road win for Cincinnati. He
hit another game-winner in overtime two weeks later to help the Bengals defeat
the Vikings (29-yarder), which marked his seventh career “walk-off’ FG. The first
five such FGs occurred during his 2021 rookie campaign, including two in the
postseason — a 52-yarder in the Divisional Playoff at Tennessee, and a 31-
yarder in the AFC Championship at Kansas City that punched Cincinnati's ticket
to Super Bowl LVI.

McPherson already is the team’s career leader in 50-yard FGs. It took him
just 14 games into his rookie season to reach the top of Cincinnati’'s career chart
in that category, breaking the previous record of eight. Referred to by fans as
“Money Mac,” McPherson made an NFL-best nine FGs of 50 or more yards
during the 2021 regular season and fell just one shy of tying the NFL record for
most 50-yarders. His nine such FGs were more than double the previous team
record for a single season (four, by K Horst Muhlmann in 1970). He followed that
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up by going a perfect five of five on attempts from 50-plus yards in 2022.

2023 draft class overview: Cincinnati's eight-player draft class
in 2023 featured four players on defense, three on offense and one on special
teams. The group played in a combined 356 collegiate games.

Here’s a closer look at Cincinnati’s most recent draft class and how they
performed in their rookie season:

e DE Myles Murphy, Clemson (Round 1, Pick 28): The Bengals used their
first-round pick to draft a defensive player for the second straight year with the
selection of Murphy, who earned second-team All-ACC honors during his final
season at Clemson. He saw action in all 17 games, lining up for 304 defensive
snaps while earning an increased role as the season progressed. Murphy logged
three sacks, with two coming in a four-game stretch in Weeks 12 and 15. He
totaled 20 tackles, including a season-best four in the Week 15 overtime win
over Minnesota. Murphy also played 88 special teams snaps.

o CB DJ Turner Il, Michigan (Round 2, Pick 60): Cincinnati added to its
young crop of defensive backs with the second-round selection of Turner, who
posted the fastest time in the 40-yard dash at the 2023 NFL Combine (4.26
seconds). After seeing limited snaps in the first quarter of the season, Turner
went on to start 12 of the team’s final 13 games and emerged as a key piece of
the Bengals’ secondary. He tallied 50 tackles (40 solos), with one sack and two
TFLs, while recording seven PDs. Turner’s first career FR in Week 12 against
Pittsburgh ended a Steelers drive that reached the red zone, and the following
week at Jacksonville he posted a season-high eight solo stops in an overtime
win. A college teammate of S Dax Hill at Michigan, Turner earned a pair of All-
Big Ten accolades during his career with the Wolverines.

e S Jordan Battle, Alabama (Round 3, Pick 95): The Bengals boosted their
secondary depth by adding Battle, who netted a pair of third-team All-America
honors as a team captain at Alabama. He was a reserve safety for the first half of
the season, then found an elevated role and started each of the Bengals’ final
seven games. Battle led the Cincinnati rookie class with 69 tackles, including two
sacks and four TFLs, and added five PDs. He had a stretch of 39 tackles in five
games, after totaling 11 through his first nine contests. Battle’s first career INT
came in the season finale to end Cleveland’s opening drive.

o WR Charlie Jones, Purdue (Round 4, Pick 131): Cincinnati’s first offensive
pick led the FBS in receptions (110), while ranking second in receiving yards
(1361) and fifth in receiving TDs (12) in his lone season at Purdue in 2022.
Jones had a limited offensive role in his rookie campaign, finishing with seven
receptions for 64 yards in 11 games played. He cemented his role as the team’s
primary punt returner with an 81-yard return for a TD in Week 2 against
Baltimore which marked the Bengals’ first TD on a PR since CB Adam Jones in
2012. Charlie Jones suffered a thumb injury in Week 3 and spent six games on
the Reserve/Injured list, before returning to the lineup ahead of Week 11.

e HB Chase Brown, lllinois (Round 5, Pick 163): Brown posted 1000-plus
rushing yards in each of his final two seasons at lllinois, and showcased an
explosive element to his game that the Bengals utilized in the second half of his
rookie year. He had just two carries through his first five games played, then
spent four games on the Reserve/lnjured list due to a hamstring injury. Brown
provided a spark for the offense after returning to action, as he posted 322
scrimmage yards (173 rushing, 149 receiving) over the final six weeks of the
season. His first career TD in Week 14 vs. Indianapolis came on a screen pass
that he took 54 yards to the end zone. Brown’s top speed on the play was 22.05
mph, which made him the second fastest ball carrier in the NFL during the
regular season.

o WR Andrei losivas, Princeton (Round 6, Pick 206): losivas was the
Bengals’ seventh all-time draft pick out of an Ivy League school, and the first
since LB Reggie Williams (Dartmouth) and QB Bob Bateman (Brown) in 1976.
He proved to be a reliable option in a talented WR room, finishing the season
with 15 receptions for 116 yards and four TDs. His first two TDs came in back-to-
back games in Week 6 vs. Seattle and Week 8 at San Francisco, both as a result
of a scramble drill near the goal line as he worked himself free in the end zone.
losivas made his first career start in the season finale against Cleveland and
hauled in a season-high five catches for 36 yards with two scores. He also

played 217 special teams snaps, the most among the Bengals’ rookies.

o P Brad Robbins, Michigan (Round 6, Pick 217): Robbins had the second
highest career punting average (43.0 yards) in Michigan program history and
was a three-time All-Big Ten pick. He earned the Bengals’ punting job out of
training camp and went on to average 44.3 gross yards on 76 punts, with 20
downed inside the opponents’ 20-yard line. He had at least one inside-20 punt in
each of the last seven games. Robbins also had holding duties on placekicks,
and secured every snap on 31 FG attempts and 40 PATSs.

e CB DJ Ivey, Miami (Fla.) (Round 7, Pick 246): Cincinnati’'s final draft
choice impressed his defensive coaches out of training camp and had a team-
leading three PDs during preseason. Ivey played in eight games, seeing action
primarily on special teams. His most notable performance came in Week 14 vs.
Indianapolis, when he recorded his first career tackle, broke up a deep pass on
defense and forced a fumble on a Colts punt return. He suffered a season-
ending knee injury the following week against Minnesota.

Ken Riley enters Hall of Fame: Bengals legend Ken Riley, the
most productive CB in team history, was officially inducted into the Pro Football
Hall of Fame on Aug. 5, 2023. He joined OT Anthony Munoz as former Bengals
players immortalized in Canton, Ohio.

The honor came posthumously for Riley, who passed away in 2020 at the
age of 72. Riley's wife, Barbara, received the gold jacket on his behalf and
revealed the bust with his son, Ken Riley Il, who spoke at the enshrinement.

“Dad is just getting inducted today, but his whole life he was a Hall of Famer
on and off the field,” Ken Riley Il said.

Riley spent 15 seasons (1969-83) with the Bengals, playing in 207 games.
His 65 career INTs constitute the most dominant lead in any major statistical
category of the team’s record book, nearly doubling the second-place total of 33.
At the time of Riley’s retirement, that total of 65 INTs was the fourth most in NFL
history, and it still stands tied for fifth most. He was a member of five Bengals
teams that reached the postseason, including the 1981 squad, which he helped
lead to Super Bowl XVI.

Following his retirement, Riley spent two seasons as an assistant coach for
the Green Bay Packers before taking over as head coach at his alma mater,
Florida A&M University. He led the Rattlers’ football program from 1986-93, then
served as the school's athletic director from '94-2004. Riley was inducted into the
FAMU Athletics Hall of Fame in 1982, the Black College Football Hall of Fame in
2015, and the Bengals Ring of Honor in "21.

Riley’s family received his Hall of Fame Ring of Excellence during a halftime
ceremony in the Bengals’ Week 9 contest against Buffalo on Sunday Night
Football.

Esiason, Johnson join Bengals Ring of Honor: A pair
of Bengals legends, QB Boomer Esiason and WR Chad Johnson, were inducted
into the team’s Ring of Honor at halftime of the Week 3 game against the L.A.
Rams. They became the seventh and eighth members of the Ring of Honor,
which for the third straight season recognized former players, coaches and
individuals who have played a significant role in the franchise’s storied history
and tradition.

Esiason played for the Bengals from 1984-92 before returning for a final
season in ‘97, and is regarded as one of the greatest locker-room leaders in
team history. He earned three Pro Bowl nods (1986, '88-89), and ranks third in
Bengals history in both career passing yards (27,149) and TD passes (187).
Esiason in 1988 was named NFL MVP while leading the league with a 97.4
passer rating, before steering the Bengals to an AFC title and a berth in Super
Bowl XXIII.

Johnson, who was officially known as Chad Ochocinco from 2008-11,
emerged as one of the NFL'’s best receivers during his 10 seasons with the
Bengals ('01-10). He was selected to six Pro Bowls (2003-07, ’09), and remains
the team’s all-time leader in receptions (751), receiving yards (10,783) and
receiving TDs (66).

Bengals Season Ticket Members selected Esiason and Johnson from a
ballot that featured 13 individuals. Previous Ring of Honor inductees include QB
Ken Anderson, OT Willie Anderson, team founder/head coach Paul Brown, WR
Isaac Curtis, OT Anthony Munoz and CB Ken Riley.

Bengals president Mike Brown on the 2023 inductees: “Boomer and Chad
were both exceptional players. If you look at the statistics, Boomer has a long list
of quarterback firsts here. And Chad was a superb athlete who was probably the
quickest receiver we have had here. They could have moments when they just
carried the team by themselves. Both players are very deserving of this honor.”

Three listed on “Top 100”: For the 13th consecutive season,
current NFL players voted to determine the top 100 players in the NFL, with the

final list revealed throughout July and August on NFL Network.

Cincinnati was represented by three players in 2023 — QB Joe Burrow (No.
6), WR Ja’Marr Chase (No. 39) and DE Trey Hendrickson (No. 75). It marked the
second career appearance on the list for Burrow and Chase, and the third for
Hendrickson.

Burrow's ranking at No. 6 was the highest ever by a Bengal, surpassing WR
A.J. Green, who was voted at No. 9 in 2014. The 2023 list was the fourth time
that three or more Bengals players were featured.

Bengal bites: The Bengals’ victory over Buffalo in Week 9 was the
400th win in team history (390 regular season, 10 postseason); the team stands
at 404 all-time wins at the end of the 2023 season ... Since 2011, the Bengals
own a 73-7-2 record in the regular season when scoring 25 or more points ...

The average age of the Bengals’ active roster at the end of the '23 season was
26.4 years ... According to the NFL's Next Gen Stats service, which tracks
players’ speed using GPS, the top speed by a Bengals ball-carrier in 2023 was
22.05 mph by HB Chase Brown on his 54-yard TD in Week 14 vs. Indianapolis ...
Brown’s speed also was the second fastest by any NFL ball carrier in 2023,
trailing only Seattle WR DK Metcalf (22.23 mph) ... The longest-tenured player
on the active roster at the end of the 2023 season was WR Tyler Boyd, who
concluded his eighth season with the team after joining the Bengals as a second-
round draft pick in 2016 ... The oldest player on the roster was QB AJ McCarron,
who is 33 (born Sept. 13, 1990) ... The youngest player on the roster was DE
Myles Murphy, who is 22 (born Jan. 3, 2002) ... The lightest player on the roster
was CB DJ Turner II, who was listed at 180 pounds ... The heaviest player on the
roster was OT Orlando Brown Jr., who was listed at 345 pounds ... Brown also
was the tallest player on the roster, listed at 6-8 ... The shortest player on the
roster was HB Trayveon Williams, who was listed at 5-8.

The Bengals went for it on fourth-and-four from their own 31-yard
line with just over 10 minutes remaining in an attempt to jumpstart the offense, but QB Joe
Burrow was dropped for a 13-yard sack and the Browns scored three plays later to seal the
final outcome. The game was the 100th “Battle of Ohio” between the two teams.

Bengals WR Ja’Marr Chase posted a team-record 15 receptions for 192 yards and
three TDs, while the Cincinnati defense forced three turnovers in a road victory. Chase’s
first TD capped an 11-play opening drive to give the Bengals an early lead, but Arizona
answered with two TDs in the second quarter to pull ahead 14-10. The Cardinals then
stopped HB Joe Mixon at the one-yard line on fourth-and-goal late in the first half, but two
plays later CB Cam Taylor-Britt intercepted a Joshua Dobbs pass and returned it 11 yards
to the end zone, putting Cincinnati back in front. Less than two minutes into the second
half, QB Joe Burrow launched a deep ball that hit Chase in stride for a 63-yard TD to
extend the Bengals’ lead. Arizona responded with a TD and had a chance to reclaim the
lead later in the third quarter, but LB Germaine Pratt stopped Dobbs on a rush on fourth
down at the Bengals’ 16-yard line.

Seattle snapped the ball at the Bengals’ six-yard line on
fourth down just ahead of the two-minute warning, but DE Sam Hubbard got to QB Geno
Smith for a sack that gave possession back to Cincinnati. The Seahawks then quickly
forced a punt and worked their way back inside the 10 with under a minute remaining,
before pressure by Bengals DT B.J. Hill on fourth down forced the Seahawks'’ final pass to
fall incomplete.

The
Bengals reached midfield on their final drive, but Browning was sacked on consecutive
plays before a desperation heave on fourth down fell incomplete. Cincinnati fell to 8-8,
while Kansas City improved to 10-6.
