


T
he Houston Texans open their 2018 preseason schedule on the road against 
the Kansas City Chiefs on Thursday, Aug. 9. Kickoff at Arrowhead Stadium 
is set for 7:30 p.m. CT on KTRK (ABC-13), SportsRadio610 (610 AM, 100.3 

FM) and in spanish on Mega 101 FM (101.1 FM).
Houston has completed over a week of training camp and will travel from The 

Greenbrier in White Sulphur Springs, W. Va. to Kansas City, Mo. on Wednesday, 
Aug. 8 to face the Chiefs. Following the game, the Texans will travel back to 
Houston to continue 2018 Training Camp presented by Xinity at the Houston 
Methodist Training Center. On Aug. 15-16, Houston will welcome the San 
Francisco 49ers for joint practices leading up to their second preseason game. 
The Texans went 1-2 in the 2017 preseason, including defeating the New 

England Patriots in Week 2, but had their fourth preseason game vs. the Dallas 
Cowboys cancelled due to Hurricane Harvey. Houston is 5-2 in their last seven 
preseason games after going 4-0 in the 2016 preseason. The Texans are also 
9-7 all-time in preseason openers and 10-6 all-time in their irst road game of the 
preseason, including 9-3 in their last 12 road preseason openers.
Houston last faced Kansas City to start the 2009 preseason in a 16-10 road win. 

The Texans are 2-1 all-time against the Chiefs in the preseason, including a 24-14 
victory at home in 2006 and a 19-9 loss on the road in 2002. The last time Houston 
and Kansas City faced one another was in Week 5 last season on Sunday Night 
Football, a game the Texans lost 42-34.

FLEXIBLE SCHEDULING
 - Flexible scheduling may be applied in Weeks 5-10. During that period, lexible scheduling 
can be used in no more than two weeks by shifting a Sunday afternoon game into primetime 
and moving the Sunday night game to an afternoon start time. 
 - Also, a select number of games are being “cross-lexed,” moving between CBS and FOX to 
bring potentially under-distributed games to wider audiences.
 - “Flexible scheduling” will be used in Weeks 11-17 as it has been in recent years. In Weeks 
11-16, the schedule lists the games tentatively set for Sunday Night Football on NBC. Only 
Sunday afternoon games are eligible to be moved to Sunday night, in which case the ten-
tatively scheduled Sunday night game would be moved to an afternoon start time. Flexible 
scheduling will not be applied to games airing on Thursday, Saturday or Monday nights. A 
lexible scheduling move would be announced at least 12 days before the game. For Week 
17, the Sunday night game will be announced no later than six days prior to December 30.  
 - The schedule does not list a Sunday night game in Week 17, but an afternoon game with 
playoff implications will be moved to that time slot. Flexible scheduling ensures quality match-
ups in all Sunday time slots in those weeks and gives “surprise” teams a chance to play their 
way into primetime.

Bill O’Brien was named the third head coach in Houston 

Texans franchise history on January 3, 2014. O’Brien, who 

owns 26 years of collegiate and NFL coaching experience, 

is just the 14th coach in the NFL since 1978 to begin his 

head coaching career with three consecutive winning 

seasons. In 2017, the Texans suffered a slew of injuries 

that led to an NFL-record 78 different players recording at least one snap 

on offense, defense, special teams. Still, in week 4, the Texans scored a 

team record 57 points in a game. 

In 2016, Houston also won its irst postseason game since 2012. The 
Texans inished the season with the NFL’s top-ranked defense for the irst 
time in franchise history, and won a franchise-best seven home games. 

In 2015, Houston became the irst NFL team since 1950 to earn a trip 
to the postseason with four different 

starting quarterbacks winning at 

least one regular season game and 

the Texans defense set the franchise 

single-season record for sacks. 

Under O’Brien in 2014, Houston’s 

seven-win improvement led the NFL 

and made the Texans the sixth team 

since 1978 to post a winning season 

following a season in which it won 

two or less games.

In his irst season in Kansas City in 2013, helped orchestrate the 
franchise’s best single-season turnaround as the Chiefs won 11 games 

and made the playoffs after going 2-14 the previous season.
