he Houston Texans will take on the Dallas
TCowboys to close out the 2018 preseason TEXAHS
on Thursday, August 30. Kickoff at NRG APRE
Stadium is set for 7 p.m. CT on KTRK (ABC-13), .. g§
SportsRadio610 (610 AM, 100.3 FM) and in spanish ~
on Mega 101 FM (101.1 FM). The Texans will be celebrating “Texans
Care” presented by Chevron.

Houston is 2-1 this preseason after defeating the Kansas City Chiefs
on the road in Week 1, earning a victory over the San Francisco 49ers at
home in Week 2 and losing to the Los Angeles Rams in Week 3.

The Texans lost to the Rams at Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum but
had nine players make their 2018 preseason debut: DE/OLB Jadeveon
Clowney, ILB Ben Heeney, WR DeAndre Hopkins, CB Johnathan
Joseph, S Tyrann Mathieu, ILB Benardrick McKinney, T Martinas
Rankin, NT D.J. Reader and DE J.J. Watt.

Houston was led on offense by QB Brandon Weeden, who went 10-
of-17 passing (58.8%) for 108 yards, one touchdown, one interception
and a 72.7 passer rating, and QB Joe Webb lll, who completed 7-of-
10 passes (70.0%) for 93 yards, one touchdown, no interceptions and a
132.5 passer rating. RB Alfred Blue ran for team-high 45 yards on five
carries (9.0 avg.) and one touchdown. WR Quan Bray and WR Braxton
Miller caught the two touchdown passes.

Defensively, the Texans were led by CB Kareem Jackson, who
intercepted Rams QB Sean Mannion to set up Blue’s three-yard rushing
touchdown and ILB Josh Keyes, who finished with a team-high seven
tackles (four solo). NT Marcus Hardison picked up the only sack of the
day for the Texans when he took down Rams QB Brandon Allen in the
third quarter.

The Texans and Cowboys were scheduled to meet in Houston in Week
4 of the preseason in 2017 but the game was relocated to AT&T Stadium
and then cancelled due to Hurricane Harvey.

The Texans and Cowboys have met nine times in the preseason, with
Houston holding a 5-4 series edge and the last four matchups (2013,
2015, 2016, 2018) have all come in the final week of the preseason.
Houston and Dallas are also scheduled to meet at NRG Stadium in Week
5 of the regular season on Sunday Night Football.

FLEXIBLE SCHEDULING

- Flexible scheduling may be applied in Weeks 5-9. During that period, flexible scheduling can
be used in no more than two weeks by shifting a Sunday afternoon game into primetime and
moving the Sunday night game to an afternoon start time.

- Also, a select number of games are being “cross-flexed,” moving between CBS and FOX to
bring potentially under-distributed games to wider audiences.

- “Flexible scheduling” will be used in Weeks 9-17 as it has been in recent years. In Weeks
9-16, the schedule lists the games tentatively set for Sunday Night Football on NBC. Only
Sunday afternoon games are eligible to be moved to Sunday night, in which case the ten-
tatively scheduled Sunday night game would be moved to an afternoon start time. Flexible
scheduling will not be applied to games airing on Thursday, Saturday or Monday nights. A
flexible scheduling move would be announced at least 12 days before the game. For Week
17, the Sunday night game will be announced no later than six days prior to December 30.

- The schedule does not list a Sunday night game in Week 17, but an afternoon game with
playoff implications will be moved to that time slot. Flexible scheduling ensures quality match-
ups in all Sunday time slots in those weeks and gives “surprise” teams a chance to play their
way into primetime.

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IMPROVED PROTECTION

This preseason, the Texans offensive line has allowed only two
sacks on 100 pass attempts. Houston is tied with Cincinnati (66 pass
attempts), Arizona (58 pass attempts) and New England (110 pass at-
tempts) for fewest sacks allowed through three preseason games. Last
season, the Texans finished 31st in the NFL while allowing 54 total sacks
during the regular season.

Houston spent the offseason imprvoing their offensive line, adding
three free agents (C/G Zach Fulton, G Senio Kelemete and T Seantrel
Henderson) and one veteran off waivers (T Roderick Johnson). Hous-
ton also spent a third-round pick on T Martinas Rankin from Mississippi
State and signed three college free agents (C/G Anthony Coyle, G
Mason Gentry and T Jaryd Jones-Smith).

TURNOVER MACHINE

The Texans defense ranks tied for second in the NFL with four inter-
ceptions this preseason, including at least one in each game. Houston is
tied with Minnesota and Pittsburgh and only trails Baltimore (seven). The
Texans only recorded 11 interceptions as a team last year during the
regular season, which ranked tied for 20th in the NFL.

In Week 3 at the Los Angeles Rams, CB Kareem Jackson intercept-
ed Rams QB Sean Mannion in the first quarter and returned it 12 yards
to set up RB Alfred Blue’s three-yard rushing touchdown.

In Preseason Week 2 vs. San Francisco, CB Johnson Bademosi
intercepted a pass from 49ers QB Jimmy Garoppolo in the second
quarter and rookie OLB Davin Bellamy, who the Texans signed as a
college free agent out of Georgia, intercepted a pass from 49ers QB
Nick Mullens in the fourth quarter.

In Week 1 of the preseason at Kansas City, ILB Zach Cunningham
intercepted a pass from Chiefs QB Chad Henne in the second quarter
after it was deflected by ILB Dylan Cole.

KEY CONTRIBUTORS

Texans ILB Kennan Gilchrist and ILB Josh Keyes
lead the team in total tackles this preseason with 16 each.
Gilchrist and Keyes are both tied for the sixth-most total
tackles in the NFL this preseason. Gilchrist ranks second
in the AFC with 13 solo tackles, while Keyes ranks 10th
with 10 solo tackles.

i In Week 3 at the Los Angeles Rams, Keyes led the
GILCHRIST  team with seven tackles (four solo) and had one tackle on
special teams. Keyes also has one quarterback hit this preseason.

In Week 1 at Kansas City, Gilchrist led the Texans with a game-high
nine total tackles (eight solo) and recorded one tackle for loss. In Week
2 vs. San Francisco, he finished tied for second on the team with five
total tackles (four solo) and had one pass defensed. Gilchrist also has
one tackle on special teams this preseason.

GO BIG BLUE

In Preseason Week 3 at Los Angeles, Texans RB Al-
fred Blue ran for team-high 45 yards on five carries (9.0
avg.) and one touchdown. Blue scored on a three-yard
run in the first quarter to give the Texans a 7-0 lead one
play after CB Kareem Jackson intercepted Rams QB
: Sean Mannion.

B In the game, Blue also recorded the longest rush of the
BLUE preseason for the Texans on a 36-yard carry in the first
quarter. He ran for 44 first quarter rushing yards, which is the fourth-
most by an AFC running back in the first quarter this preseason.

Blue leads the Texans with 76 rushing yards on 20 carries (3.8 avg.)
this preseason. He also has one reception for five yards (5.0 avg.)

WEEDEN AND WEBB

QB Brandon Weeden and QB Joe Webb Ill have both
played well this preseason for the Texans behind starting
QB Deshaun Watson.

Weeden is a combined 26-for-43 (60.5%) for 255
yards, three touchdowns, one interception and a 90.8
passer rating. He leads the Texans and is tied for the AFC
— lead in touchdown passes this preseason.

WEBB i Webb is 23-for-42 (54.8%) for 276 yards, two touch-
downs, one interception and a 81.1 passer rating. He has also run for 67
yards on nine carries (7.4 avg.). Webb leads the Texans in passing yards
and ranks second on the team in rushing yards. He also ranks second
among AFC quarterbacks in rushing yards.

The Texans won their second preseason game against the 49ers on
a game-long 41-yard touchdown pass from Webb to WR Vyncint Smith
with 34 seconds left.The nine-year veteran whom the Texans signed
from the Bills this offseason has also contributed on special teams.

FIRST IMPRESSIONS

Texans P Trevor Daniel has put together an impres-
sive preseason. Through three games, Daniel has
compiled six punts for 290 yards (48.3 avg., 44.8 net.),
including three inside the 20-yard line and a long of 63.

In Week 2 vs. the 49ers, Daniel punted three times
for 166 yards (55.3 avg.), including a 63-yard punt in the

= fourth quarter which is tied for the longest punt by any
DANIEL  rookie this preseason and tied for fifth-longest punt by
any punter in the NFL during the 2018 preseason.

Daniel, whom the Texans signed as a college free agent out of Ten-
nessee, leads all AFC rookie punters in net punt average and is second
among AFC rookie punters in gross punt average, trailing Ravens P
Kaare Vidvik (48.4 avg).

BACK AT IT

Texans QB Deshaun Watson had a strong showing in Preseason
Week 2 vs. the 49ers. Watson completed 5-o0f-8 passes (62.5%) for 73
yards, one touchdown, no interceptions and a 131.8 passer rating. He
led Houston on an 11-play, 79-yard scoring drive (4:12) that resulted in a
one-yard touchdown pass to WR Bruce Ellington in the first quarter and
tied the game at 7-7.

On his only drive of the game, Watson completed a 37-yard pass to
Ellington and eventually scored on the team’s only fourth down attempt
of the game with a one-yard touchdown pass.

For the game, Ellington recorded four receptions for 50 yards (12.5
avg.) and one touchdown. Ellington, who recorded 29 receptions for 330
yards (11.4 avg.) and two touchdowns last season for the Texans, was
released by the 49ers in August 2017. Ellington was originally drafted by
San Francisco in the fourth round (106th overall) of the 2014 NFL Draft.

RUNNING BACK ATTACK

In Preseason Week 1 at Kansas City, RB Lamar Miller
only played in the first series of the game but managed
to run for 29 yards on four carries (7.3 avg.), including a
game-long 19-yard run in the first quarter.

RB Troymaine Pope has also played well for Hous-
ton. He finished with three receptions for a team-high 47
- yards (15.7 avg.) and ran for 18 yards on six carries (3.0
POPE avg.) against Kansas City. Pope also recorded the lon-
gest play of the game, a 34-yard reception from QB Brandon Weeden.

Pope leads the NFL in kickoff return average (35.0) among all players
with two-or-more kickoff returns in the preseason.

Bill O'Brien was named the third head coach in Houston
Texans franchise history on January 3, 2014. O'Brien, who
owns 26 years of collegiate and NFL coaching experience,
is just the 14th coach in the NFL since 1978 to begin his
head coaching career with three consecutive winning
seasons. In 2017, the Texans suffered a slew of injuries
that led to an NFL-record 78 different players recording at
least one snap on offense, defense, special teams. Still, in week 4, the
Texans scored a team record 57 points in a game.

In 2016, Houston also won its first postseason game since 2012. The
Texans finished the season with the NFL's top-ranked defense for the first
time in franchise history, and won a franchise-best seven home games.

The 2018 Houston Texans season will be broadcast throughout Texas,
Arkansas and Louisiana on 40 Houston Texans Radio Network affiliates,
and a network of 14 television affiliates will air all four of the team’s
preseason games throughout the state of Texas.

The Texans Radio Network boasts 33 stations across Texas, four in
Mexico, one in Arkansas and one in Louisiana. The radio pregame show
will air for 30 minutes, and the postgame show will last 20 minutes.

Once again this season, radio affiliates will air Texans programming
during the week in addition to the game broadcast. Affiliates will broadcast
the “Bill O’Brien Show,” which will air Mondays at 5 p.m. in Houston, the
“Texans Players Show,” which will air Tuesdays at 6 p.m. and “Texans
Replay,” an hour-long condensed replay of the previous week’s Texans
game, will be broadcast on Tuesdays at 8 p.m. All three shows, along with
all Texans Radio programming, will be produced and broadcast live on
SportsRadio 610, the team’s flagship station.

Texans TV affiliates will carry all four of the team’s preseason games this
year, beginning with Thursday’s game vs. Kansas City at 7:30 p.m. CT,
Saturday, Aug. 18 vs. San Francisco, Saturday, Aug. 25 at Los Angeles
Rams and Thursday, Aug. 30 vs. Dallas. KTRK-ABC 13 in Houston
produces and broadcasts the games across the Texans Television
Network.

Again this season, TV affiliates will air the team’s weekly “360/Texans
Buzz” show, which airs every week of the year at 11 p.m. in Houston.
Affiliates will air the team’s weekly “Extra Points” show (starting Saturday,
Aug. 11 at 6:30 p.m. in Houston) and “Inside the Game” show (starting
Sunday, Aug. 12 at 10:35 p.m. in Houston).

New this season on the Texans official Spanish television partner,
Telemundo, the Telly Award-winning program “Primero y Diez” (First and
Ten) will extend to a 30-minute show and air on Sunday nights at 11 p.m.
during the preseason and regular season. Telemundo will also host a
pregame and postgame show that will be distributed exclusively on the
network’s Facebook page.

The Texans Spanish game broadcast will air on Mega 101 in Houston
and will feature Enrique Vasquez as the play-by-play host and Gustavo
Rangel will serve as color commentator. The Texans are one of seven NFL
teams to broadcast in Spanish on the FM frequency. The broadcast will
feature a 30-minute pregame and postgame show each week. Through
a continuing partnership implemented in 2016 with Grupo Radio Centro,
the leading radio broadcaster in Mexico, Texans fans in Mexico will hear
the Spanish broadcast in Guadalajara, Mexico City and Monterrey. This
season’s Texans games will also broadcast across five Spanish radio
affiliates, including cities such as El Paso and San Antonio, Texas.
