The Patriots welcome the Buffalo Bills to Gillette Stadium for a 1:00 p.m. clash this
Sunday. New England will look to extend its nine-game winning streak against the
Bills and kick off a string of three straight AFC East division games on a positive note.

BOUNCING BACK

Since the beginning of the 2003 season, the Patriots are 15-1 (.938) in games
following a loss. New England fell to the Indianapolis Colts last week, 18-15. Over
the last five-and-a-half seasons (2003-08), the Patriots have only lost back-to-back
games on one occasion (Nov. 5 and Nov. 12, 2006).

DIVISIONAL SUCCESS

This week’s game against the Bills begins a streak of three straight AFC East games
for the Patriots, marking their first string of back-to-back-to-back divisional contests
since 2001. Over the last seven-plus seasons (2001-08), the Patriots have compiled a
36-10 (.783) record against AFC East opponents, marking the best divisional record
in the NFL. Pittsburgh ranks second with a 36-13 (.735) divisional mark since 2001.
New England’s five straight division championships heading into this season are the
most in the history of the AFL/AFC East division (1960-present). The Patriots have
won the AFC East title in six of the last seven years (2001, 2003-07).

HOME SWEET HOME

Since Gillette Stadium opened in 2002, the Patriots have allowed the NFL's fewest
number of points per game at home, sparking the team to the NFL's best home
record over that span. The Patriots are 49-10 (.831) at home since Gillette Stadium
opened in 2002 and have allowed just 15.51 points per game at home over that
span. New England’s home record since the stadium opened, tops the Indianapolis
Colts’ 44-14 (.759) mark as the best home record in the league. The Patriots’
average of allowing 15.51 points per game at home since 2002 tops the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers’ mark of 16.18 points per game allowed at home over that span.

PATRIOTS VS. BILLS
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SERIES HISTORY
This week, the Patriots and Bills will meet for
the 97th time since the series between the
AFC East rivals began in 1960. The
Patriots lead the series 55-40, with one
tie. The Patriots’ 55 wins over Buffalo
are their most over any opponent, Ssix
more than they own over the New York
Jets (49). New England has won nine
straight games in the series and has
won 14 of its last 15 games against
Buffalo dating back to the 2000 season.
The Patriots have swept the season series from the Bills in four
straight years and have achieved the feat six of the last seven
years. The Patriots have dominated the series in recent years as
four of their last five victories have come by 22 points or more.
The Patriots own a perfect 6-0 record against the Bills at Gillette
Stadium. The Patriots beat the Bills last season at Gillette Stadium
by a 38-7 score. The teams have had many
memorable matchups over the years,
including a five-game span from 1999 to
2001 where four of the five contests
were decided in overtime.

SERIES SUCCESS

The Patriots have won nine straight games against the Bills,
establishing their third longest regular-season winning streak
against an opponent. The longest winning streak against any
opponent in team history came against Buffalo, with the Patriots
winning 11 straight games in the series from the 1982 season
finale until the final month of the 1987 season. New England’s
current nine-game winning streak against Buffalo is tied for the
third longest current winning streak against an opponent in the
NFL, trailing only the 10 straight wins by Pittsburgh over Cleveland
and the 10 straight wins by San Diego over Oakland.

» The Patriots have recorded 55 wins over the Bills, the most by
the Patriots against any one opponent.

» New England has won nine straight games against Buffalo and
has swept the season series in each of the last four seasons.

» The Nov. 9 meeting is the latest the division rivals have met
for the first game of their season series since 1998.

» The Patriots have defeated the Bills 14 times in the last 15
games between the teams — a feat never before achieved in
franchise history against any opponent.

» The Patriots defense has held the Bills to a touchdown or less
in five of the last eight games between the teams.

» Bill Belichick holds a 14-3 career record against Buffalo,
including a 14-2 record as head coach of the Patriots.

» The Patriots and Bills have played in 19 games decided by
three points or fewer since 1972.

» Since 1993, the two teams have played five overtime games,
good for a total of 51:49 of extra time, almost equaling an
entire game.

PASSING PERFORMANCES

Matt Cassel is slated to start against the Buffalo Bills for the first
time. Cassel played against the Bills the last time the two teams
squared off on Nov. 18, 2007. Cassel entered the game on New
England’s final drive of the game and completed two passes for
10 yards to help close out the Patriots’ 56-10 victory.

The Patriots tied their single-game franchise scoring record in
a 56-10 victory over the Buffalo Bills in Orchard Park, N.Y. Randy
Moss's franchise-record four touchdown receptions led the way
for the Patriots offensively as New England totaled 510 total net
yards — its highest total since 1979. New England scored
touchdowns on each of its first seven offensive possessions.

The Patriots got on the board first, when an interception by
Randall Gay set up a 2-play, 13-yard drive that ended in
Laurence Maroney'’s first touchdown run of the season and a 7-0
New England lead. The Patriots extended their lead to 14-0 with
8:04 left in the first quarter when Tom Brady hit Moss for a 43-
yard score. The Bills responded by marching 82 yards on eight
plays to cut the lead to 14-7 on a 47-yard touchdown pass from
J.P. Losman to Roscoe Parrish. But on the first play of the
second quarter, the Patriots struck again when Brady found
Moss for a 16-yard score and a 21-7 Patriots lead. Moss added
two more touchdown catches in the quarter to give New England
a 35-7 halftime advantage.

The Patriots got the ball to begin the second half and
marched 73 yards in 12 plays to take a 42-7 lead on a Brady
touchdown pass to Benjamin Watson. A 52-yard field goal by
Buffalo’s Rian Lindell made the score 42-10 entering the fourth
quarter. The Patriots raised their advantage to 49-10 on a 1-yard
run by rookie Kyle Eckel on the first play of the final quarter.
Two plays later, James Sanders forced Buffalo receiver Dwayne
Wright to fumble and Ellis Hobbs scooped up the loose ball and
ran 35 yards for a touchdown and a 56-10 Patriots advantage.

THIS WEEK IN PATRIOTS HISTORY

Forty-Three Years Ago: Nov. 7, 1975: Former Patriots
President William H. Sullivan, Jr. became the first majority owner
in club history when he purchased additional voting stock to give
him 88 percent of the franchise’s voting stock.

Two Years Ago: Nov. 5, 2006: Troy Brown grabs his 535th
career reception, in a game against the Indianapolis Colts,
passing Stanley Morgan (534 receptions) to become the Patriots’
all-time receptions leader.

One Year Ago: Nov. 4, 2007 Tom Brady throws his 33rd
touchdown pass of the season, setting a franchise record in a
24-20 victory over Indianapolis Colts. The game between the 7-0
Patriots and the 8-0 Colts was the latest matchup of undefeated
teams in NFL history.

NFL players and coaches will cast their votes on
Dec. 11-12. The Pro Bowl teams will be announced at 4:00 p.m.
EST on Tuesday, Dec. 16 in a Pro Bowl Selection Show on NFL
Network.

» Bills head coach Dick Jauron is a native of Swampscott,
Mass., and was a three-sport standout at Swampscott High,
where he was named one of the top 10 Massachusetts prep
athletes of the 20th Century by the Boston Globe.

» Patriots head coach Bill Belichick was the Detroit Lions’
assistant special teams coach from 1976-77, while Bills head
coach Dick Jauron played safety for Detroit.

» Patriots defensive lineman Richard Seymour and Bills
defensive lineman Marcus Stroud were on the same
defensive front at the University of Georgia from 1997-2000.
Seymour and Stroud each earned All-Southeastern Conference
honors during their senior season (2000).

» Patriots running back Sammy Morris was drafted by the Bills
in the fifth round (156th selection) of the 2000 NFL Draft.
Morris played for the Bills from 2000-03.

» Bills offensive lineman Melvin Fowler blocked for LaMont
Jordan at the University of Maryland, helping him become
the Terrapins all-time leading rusher with 4,147 yards.

» Bills offensive line coach Jim McNally was the offensive line
coach at Boston College from 1975-77.

» Patriots wide receiver Sam Aiken was drafted by the Bills in
the third round (127th selection) of the 2003 NFL Draft. Aiken
played in his first five season with the Bills before signing with
the Patriots in March 2008.

» Patriots wide receiver Randy Moss was teammates with Bills
defensive tackle Spencer Johnson on the Minnesota Vikings
in 2004.

» Patriots fullback Heath Evans and Bills kicker Rian Lindell
were teammates eith the Seattle Seahawks from 2001-02.

» Patriots tight end David Thomas was a teammate of Bills
offensive lineman Derrick Dockery at the University of
Texas in 2002.

» Patriots defensive lineman Vince Wilfork and safety
Brandon Meriweater and Bills wide receiver Roscoe
Parrish were teammates at the University of Miami. Wilfork
and Parrish were on the Hurricanes' National Championship
season in 2001.

» Patriots offensive lineman Russ Hochstein and Bills
defensive end Chris Kelsay played together at the University
of Nebraska from 1998-2000.

» Patriots running back LaMont Jordan and wide receiver
Randy Moss were teammates with Bills offensive tackle
Langston Walker with the Oakland Raiders from 2005-06.

» Patriots wide receiver Kelley Washington and Bills
cornerback Jabari Greer were teammates at the University
of Tennessee in 2001.

» Bills defensive quality control coach Adrian White played for
the Patriots in the 1993 season. White played in five games in
'93 with four starts.

» Patriots cornerback Deltha O’Neal and Bills offensive
lineman Langston Walker were teammates at the University
of California from 1998-99.

» Six current Patriots and Bills played college football at
Louisiana State University. They are Patriots running back
Kevin Faulk (1995-1998), defensive lineman Jarvis Green
(1998-2001) and linebacker Eric Alexander (2000-2003) and
Bills tight end Robert Royal (1997-2001), wide receiver
Josh Reed (1998-2001) and defensive tackle Kyle Williams

The Patriots dropped a tight game on the road to the
Indianapolis Colts, falling 18-15 after a game-winning 52-yard
field goal by Indianapolis in the fourth quarter that broke a 15-
15 tie. The Patriots came from behind to tie or take the lead
twice in the game. After falling behind 7-0, the Patriots rallied to
take a 12-7 lead in the third quarter. The Colts then regained the
lead (15-12) with a touchdown, before New England tied the
game at 15 early in the final quarter. Despite the loss, the
Patriots outgained the Colts 342-301 and outrushed Indianapolis
140-47. Matt Cassel completed 73.5 percent of his passes (25-
for-34) and the Patriots rushing attack, led by Kevin Faulk and
BenJarvus Green-Ellis, averaged 4.4 yards per carry (140 yards
on 32 rushes).

PATRIOTS OWN BEST 100-GAME STRETCH IN NFL
HISTORY

Entering the Colts game, the Patriots had won 82 of their last
100 games (including playoffs). New England’'s 81-18 record in
those 100 games was the best record by any team over any
100-game stretch in NFL history, according to the Elias Sports
Bureau. Three teams (Green Bay, Pittsburgh and San Francisco)
are tied for the second best 100-game stretch, with each having
gone 79-21 over various 100-game spans. The Patriots’ most
recent 100-game stretch leading into the Colts game began with
a 31-10 win over the Philadelphia Eagles on Sept. 14, 2003.

SIX OR MORE CATCHES TO OPEN SEASON
On a 10-yard reception in the fourth quarter — his sixth catch of
the game — Wes Welker tied the NFL record for most games with
six or more receptions to begin a season. Welker has had six or
more receptions in each of the Patriots’ eight games this season
and ties the NFL record established by Jacksonville’s Jimmy

Smith in 2001.

EVEN STEPHEN

Stephen Gostkowski hit three field goals -- a 29-yard field goal in
the second quarter to cut the Colts’ lead to 7-3 and a 35-yard
kick later in the quarter to cut the lead to 7-6 and a 25-yarder in
the fourth quarter to tie the game at 15. The kicks raised
Gostkowski to 19-for-20 (95 percent) on field goals this season.
Following his boots against the Colts, Gostkowski had nailed 26
of his last 27 kicks (96.3 percent) dating back to last season.
Gostkowski is the Patriots’ all-time leader in field goal
percentage, hitting 60-of-70 kicks (85.7 percent) since being
selected by the Patriots in the fourth round of the 2006 NFL
Draft.

GREEN-ELLIS SCORES FOR THIRD STRAIGHT
WEEK
Rookie running back BenJarvus Green-Ellis gave the Patriots a
12-7 lead on a 6-yard touchdown run in the third quarter. The
scoring run was Green-Ellis’s third of the season, the third of his
career and his third in as many weeks, having also scored
against Denver on Oct. 29 and against St. Louis on Oct. 26.
Green-Ellis, who was originally signed by the Patriots in the
offseason as an undrafted rookie free agent out of Mississippi,
was signed to New England’s active roster on Oct. 11. He has
now scored a touchdown in three of his four professional games.

QUICK HITS

o Kelley Washington tackled Colts punt returner Marvin Harrison
at the Indianapolis 9-yard line in the first quarter after just a
2-yard punt return, helping the Patriots to net 62 yards on a
64-yard Chris Hanson punt.

o Mike Vrabel tripped up Joseph Addai in the backfield for a 1-
yard loss on third down in the second quarter, forcing a Colts
punt on the next play.

e Kevin Faulk completed a pass to Wes Welker for a 2-yard loss
in the second quarter. The completion was the second of
Faulk’s career, and came on his fourth career passing attempt
(and his first since 2003). Faulk’s only career completion prior
to the Colts game came on a 23-yard completion to Tom
Brady in 2001.

e Richard Seymour and Mike Vrabel combined to stop Joseph
Addai for a 2-yard loss on first-and-goal in the third quarter.

e The Patriots outgained the Colts in total net yardage, 342-

301.

The Patriots outrushed the Colts 140-47.

Jerod Mayo, the NFL's defensive rookie of the month for

October, led the Patriots with 11 tackles (8 solo).

SWAT TEAM

Terrence Wheatley knocked down a Peyton Manning pass
intended for Marvin Harrison on third down on the Colts’ first
possession of the game, forcing an Indianapolis three-and-out as
the Colts punted on the next play.

FAULK BREAKS 3,000-YARD RECEIVNG MARK

On an 11-yard reception in the second quarter, Kevin Faulk
recorded his 3,000th receiving yard, becoming the 14th player in
Patriots history to break the 3,000 receiving yard mark.
Following his 11-yard catch against the Colts, Faulk had 3,003
career receiving yards — a total that ranks 14th in team history.
Faulk is the Patriots’ all-time leader in receptions by a running
back, and his 348 receptions rank fifth in team history.

On
Oct. 26 against St. Louis, the Patriots played the first penalty-
free game in franchise history.

ince Robert Kraft purchased ™ wamgiee.. g
the team in 1994, the
Patriots have experienced
one of the most dramatic
turnarounds in the history of sports.
In 14 seasons of ownership, Kraft
has transformed one of the league’s
least successful clubs into what
many observers view as a model
NFL franchise. In the five seasons
immediately preceding his purchase (1989-93), the Patriots were
a moribund team, winning just 19 of 80 games (.311 pct.) and
recording the worst record in the NFL over that span. When he
bought the franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced his
intention to bring a championship to New England, a tall order
considering the team'’s previous success rate. But under Kraft's
leadership, the Patriots have won eight division titles, five
conference crowns and three Super Bowl championships. The
Patriots have made five Super Bowl appearances since Kraft
purchased the team, a period during which no other NFL
franchise has earned more than two Super Bowl berths.

SELLOUT STREAK

In the early 1990s, the Patriots seemed destined for relocation
until Robert Kraft's purchase of the team rejuvenated local
interest. In 1991, the season ticket base was just 17,635, barely
enough to support the club. Now, the season-ticket base stands
at a capped total of 61,759 and more than 50,000 fans are on a
waiting list. The Patriots have sold out 155 consecutive home
games (dating back to the 1994 regular-season opener).

SUCCESS STORY

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in 1994, the Patriots
have been one of the NFL's elite franchises. Over the first 14-
plus years of Kraft's ownership, the Patriots own the NFL's
highest win total, the league’s highest winning percentage and
have won more Super Bowl titles, more conference
championships and more playoff games than any other NFL
team.

NFL history to win three Super Bowl titles in a four-year span.
Over the Patriots’ last 100 games, Belichick has directed
the team to an 81-19 record, marking the best 100-game
span for any team in NFL history. In the 2007 season,
Belichick led the Patriots to the fourth undefeated and untied
regular season in the NFL's 88-year history and the first since
the NFL established a 16-game schedule in 1978. He has led the
Patriots to the Super Bowl four times in the last seven seasons
and has produced five straight AFC East titles and six division
championships in the last seven seasons. Belichick's Patriots
teams own the all-time NFL records for consecutive total
victories (21 from 2003-04), consecutive regular-season victories
(21 from 2006-08) and consecutive playoff victories (10 from
2001-05). Belichick owns the second best postseason record in
NFL history (15-4) and is the winningest NFL head coach since
2001 (105-32). From 2003-04, he directed the Patriots to back-
to-back Super Bowl titles while posting consecutive 17-win
campaigns. Belichick has spent more seasons in the league than
any other current NFL head coach, and in that time has been a
part of five Super Bowl championship teams. His overall record
of 110-43 with the Patriots gives him the most victories and the
best winning percentage of any head coach in franchise history.

ELITE COMPANY

Bill Belichick is one of nine NFL head coaches to win three or
more championships since the league began postseason play in
1933. With the Patriots’ victory in Super Bowl XXXIX, Belichick
joined an exclusive club in which each of the eight other
members has been enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

Coach Belichick on Matt Cassel, Oct. 27

I think Matt is really progressing in all areas - his decision-
making, his reads in coverages [and] his pocket presence. Not
that we are cutting anything back but we are building offensively
as any team would in the seventh week of the regular season
relative to the first week of the season, relative to the 14th week
of the season. You build things not just with your quarterback
but with your entire offensive, or defensive, or special teams
unit. You add plays, you add wrinkles, you do complimentary
things and so that has been a part of it too. | think Matt's
improved in a lot of areas in his game. As have a lot of other
players as they have played more. His pocket presence, his
decision making, reading the coverages, going to secondary
receivers, reminding guys offensively about their splits or their
depths - just part of the overall operation of offense is better
than it was two months ago.

Coach Belichick on Heath Evans, Sept. 19

He's a just good all around player. He does a lot of things for us
and does a lot of things well. He's a bigger guy that can hold up
against bigger people in pass protection.

Coach Belichick on Mike Vrabel, Oct. 8

Mike's one of our most consistent, versatile players. We ask him
to do a lot of things, defensively, and also goal-line stuff on
offense, things like that. Mike's very smart. He's one of the best
prepared, smartest players I've ever coached. He can do a lot of
things in regular defense, sub defenses. He can rush the passer,
play in coverage. He has a lot of different responsibilities. He
kind of thrives when we're changing things up and he’s doing
different things and playing in different spots and we move him
around. We ask him to do that a lot because he does a good job.

Coach Belichick on Wes Welker, Sept. 16

His quickness [and] his running style make him effective after
the catch. He’s strong for his size. He has good balance and he’s
a hard guy to wrap up and tackle. [He is] similar to but also
different than Troy Brown, who was another smaller type of guy
who was hard to tackle because he could make people miss and
bounce off some tackles because of his size, lower body strength
and balance. He's able to stay on his feet and gain some extra
yards. So, it's a combination of quickness, running style and
vision. | think Wes does a good job of finding where there is a
soft spot on defense and getting what's there.

Coach Belichick on Terrence Wheatley and Jonathan
Wilhite, Sept. 30

I think [Terrence] Wheatley and Jonathan Wilhite have both
improved quite a bit. They worked hard, got a lot of snaps in
training camp and in the preseason games, especially Wheatley.
As we have gotten into the regular season we have cut down
because of our scheme, we just game plan for one team.
Instead of running everything against everything, we narrow it
down to the calls we are going to make in this particular game
plan. | think that helps young players and new players coming
into your team because they don't have to worry about every
defense against every formation and every adjustment. | think
there has been some improvement with Wheatley and Wilhite.

PATRIOTS ARE LEAST-PENALIZED TEAM IN 2008
The Patriots have been flagged for 24 accepted penalties in 2008
— the fewest of any NFL team this season. New England has had
29 penalties called against it (five have been declined), a figure
that also leads the league. On Oct. 26 against St. Louis, the
Patriots were not flagged for any accepted penalties,
marking the first penalty-free game in the franchise’s
731-game history. New England’s penalty-free performance
was the 50th in the NFL since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger. The
Patriots are on pace to be called for just 48 accepted penalties
this season, a total that would set a new franchise record
(besting the team’s 50 penalties in 1973). The Seattle Seahawks

had 59 accepted penalties last season — the fewest in the NFL
since the league adopted the 16-game schedule in 1978.

The Patriots improved to 5-2 on the season with a fourth-quarter
comeback against St. Louis leading to a 23-16 win. The Patriots
trailed 16-13 with fewer than 10 minutes to go in the game, but
a 41l-yard field goal by Stephen Gostkowski tied the score with
8:22 remaining and a 15-yard scoring strike from Matt Cassel to
Kevin Faulk provided the game-winning touchdown with 3:13
left. Cassel set a career high with 267 yards, while Randy Moss
totaled 102 yards on seven catches. The Patriots defense had
seven quarterback hits, including four sacks, and Deltha O'Neal’s
interception with just more than one minute left helped to seal
the victory for the Patriots.

PATRIOTS TURN IN FRANCHISE’S FIRST

PENALTY-FREE PERFORMANCE
The Patriots were not flagged for any accepted penalties against
St. Louis, marking the first penalty-free game in the franchise’s
731-game history. The Patriots have been called for just one
penalty in a game on 13 occasions, most recently on Sept. 10,
2006 against Buffalo. New England’s penalty-free performance
was the first in the NFL this season and the first for an NFL team
since Seattle was not flagged for any accepted infractions
against Baltimore on Dec. 23, 2007. The Patriots’ penalty-free
game was the 50th such performance by an NFL team since the
1970 AFL-NFL merger.

FAULK’S GAME-WINNING TD CATCH

Kevin Faulk hauled in the game-winning touchdown catch, a 15-
yard reception from Matt Cassel with 3:13 remaining in the
game, breaking a 16-16 tie and providing the winning 23-16
margin. Faulk had four catches for 48 yards and a touchdown to
go along with 13 rushes for 60 yards, good for 108 total yards
from scrimmage on 17 total touches (6.4 avg.). Faulk's
touchdown was his third of the season and his first via reception
(the other two were scored rushing).

100-YARD GAME FOR MOSS

Randy Moss had 102 yards on seven rushes, marking his third
100-yard receiving game of the season, his 12th 100-yard
receiving game as a Patriot and the 58th 100-yard receiving
game of his career. Moss's 58 100-yard receiving games rank
third in NFL history, trailing only Jerry Rice (76) and Marvin
Harrison (59).

CASSEL LEADS FIRST CAREER FOURTH-QUARTER
COMEBACK
Matt Cassel led his first career fourth-quarter comeback, helping
to rally the Patriots to a 23-16 win after facing a 16-13 fourth-
quarter deficit. After the Rams took the lead, 16-13, on a 25-
yard field goal with 12:25 left, Cassel directed a 6-play, 28-yard
drive that led the Patriots into field goal range as Stephen
Gostkowski tied the score at 16 on a 41-yard boot. After a three-
and-out by the New England defense, Cassel and the Patriots
offense drove 53 yards on seven plays to take a 23-16 lead on a
15-yard scoring strike from Cassel to Kevin Faulk. A Deltha
O’Neal interception ended the Rams’ next drive, and by the time
St. Louis got the ball back with five seconds left in the game, the
New England defense only needed one stop to preserve the win.

FIRST-TIME VISITORS

The Rams made their first visit to Gillette Stadium, and the
Patriots improved to 24-4 against first-time visitors to the venue.
The Patriots have won 20 of their last 21 games against teams
making their first visit. The only teams the Patriots have not
played at Gillette Stadium are Arizona, Atlanta and Carolina.

CASSEL SETS CAREER HIGH FOR PASSING YARDS

Matt Cassel recorded 267 yards on 33-for-21 (63.6 percent)
passing, including the game-winning touchdown pass to Kevin
Faulk with 3:13 remaining in the game. Cassel's 267 yards were
a career high, topping his 259 yards against San Francisco on
Oct. 5. Cassel's career-high yardage and game-winning
touchdown pass against St. Louis came on the heels of an Oct.
20 performance against Denver that saw him garner AFC
Offensive Player of the Week honors after compiling a career-
best 136.3 passer rating (the 10th highest in Patriots history).

DELTHA O’'NEAL RECORDS SECOND PICK

Deltha O'Neal intercepted a Marc Bulger pass at the Patriots’ 16-
yard line with 1:26 left in the game to halt a potential game-
tying drive by St. Louis and preserve the Patriots’ victory. The
interception was O'Neal's second of the season, placing him
second on the team behind Brandon Meriweather (3). The pick
was the 33rd of O'Neal's nine-year NFL career. He had 14
interceptions with Denver from 2000-03 and 16 picks with
Cincinnati from 2004-07. O’'Neal was signed by the Patriots as a
free agent on Sept. 1, 2008.

GREEN-ELLIS EARNS START; HITS END ZONE

Rookie BenJarvus Green-Ellis started for the Patriots at running
back against the Rams — marking his first career start in just his
third career game — and scored on a 2-yard touchdown run in
the first quarter to give the Patriots a 7-3 lead. The touchdown
was the second of his career and his second in as many weeks.
Last week, while seeing his first extensive action at running back
in the second half of the Patriots’ victory over the Broncos,
Green-Ellis had 65 yards on 13 carries (5.0 avg.) and a
touchdown. Green-Ellis, originally signed by the Patriots as a
rookie free agent this past offseason out of the University of
Mississippi, was signed to the active roster from the practice
squad on Oct. 11.

SACK ATTACK

e Adalius Thomas sacked Marc Bulger twice in the second
guarter, each time for a 13-yard loss. The pair of sacks
marked Thomas's fifth career regular-season game with two
or more sacks (he also had two sacks in Super Bowl XLII).
Thomas's five sacks so far this season lead the team.

Richard Seymour sacked Bulger for a 2-yard loss on third
down in the second quarter, forcing a Rams punt on the next
play. The sack was Seymour’s fourth of the season.

Ty Warren sacked Bulger for a 5-yard loss in the fourth
quarter, recording his first sack of the season.

THREE KICKS FOR GOSTKOWSKI

Stephen Gostkowski hit all three of his field goal attempts,
connecting from 30 and 27 yards in the second quarter and from
41 yards in the fourth quarter to tie the game at 16 with 8:22
left. Gostkowski is now 16-for-17 (94.1 percent) this season and
has made 23 of his last 24 kicks dating back to 2007. His 41-
yard kick in the fourth quarter raised his career points total to
302 points, making him the seventh player in team history to
score 300 or more points for the Patriots. Gostkowski's fourth-
quarter extra point raised his career total to 303 points, moving
him past Ben Coates (302) for sixth place on the Patriots’ all-
time scoring list. Gostkowski was drafted by the Patriots in the
fourth round (118th overall) of the 2006 NFL Draft.

The New England Patriots improved to 4-2 on the season with
a 41-7 win over Denver at Gillette Stadium. The Patriots tied
their largest Monday Night Football victory and improved to 15-1
since 2003 following a loss. New England’s defense forced five
turnovers and the Patriots offense converted those takeaways
into a total of 20 points. The New England rushing attack totaled
257 yards — its highest total in 15 years — and Matt Cassel set a
career high with three touchdown passes, two to Randy Moss.

SINGLE GAME SINCE 1985

As a team, the Patriots ran for 257 yards on 38 carries (6.8
avg.), tying the team’s highest single-game rushing total since
Dec. 22, 1985, when the Patriots posted 281 yards on 46 carries
(6.1 avg.) against the Cincinnati Bengals. New England rushing
total against Denver matched their Dec. 26, 1993 total of 257
yards (on 58 carries) against Indianapolis as the highest since
that 1985 game. Against Denver, Sammy Morris led the way
with a career-high 138 rushing yards, while rookie BenJarvus
Green-Ellis added 65 yards on 13 carries, Kevin Faulk picked up
50 yards on four carries, Heath Evans had three yards on one
carry and Matt Cassel has one yard on four carries, including
three game-ending kneeldowns.

CASSEL’S PASSER RATING RANKS IN FRANCHISE
TOP 10
Matt Cassel posted a career-high passer rating of 136.3,
completing 18-0f-24 passes (75 percent) for 185 yards and three
touchdowns. Cassel's 136.3 passer rating places among the
Patriots’ top 10 single-game passer ratings since the 1970 AFL-
NFL merger, ranking 10th on that list, just ahead of Drew
Bledsoe’'s 136.2 rating on Sept. 7, 1997 against Indianapolis.
Cassel's three touchdowns against Denver also set a new career
high, and his 75 percent completion rate was also a career best.

TURNING OVER POINTS

The Patriots forced five Denver turnovers and scored 20 points
off of those turnovers. The five forced turnovers were the most
for the Patriots since also forcing five in a 28-21 win over Detroit
on Dec. 3, 2006. New England’s 20 points off turnovers were its
highest total since scoring 21 points off of four Cleveland
turnovers in a 34-17 win on Oct. 7, 2007.

TOTAL AT GILLETTE STADIUM
The Patriots scored 41 points against Denver, tying the team’s
second highest single-game point total in Gillette Stadium
history. The only game in which the Patriots scored more points
at Gillette Stadium came on Oct. 28, 2007, when they defeated
Washington 52-7. New England’s 41-7 win over Denver ties their
41-point output in a 41-38 win over Kansas City on Sept. 22,
2002 as their second highest point total at home since moving

into Gillette Stadium in 2002.

PATRIOTS TOTAL FIFTH-LARGEST MARGIN OF

VICTORY IN BELICHICK ERA
The Patriots’ 34-point victory over Denver (41-7) was the fifth
largest margin of victory for the team since Bill Belichick became
head coach in 2000. The only larger margins of victory for New
England under Belichick were by 46 points against Buffalo on
Nov. 18, 2007 (56-10), 45 points against Washington on Oct. 28,
2007 (52-7), 37 points against the New York Jets on Sept. 15,
2002 (44-7) and 35 points against the Green Bay Packers on
Nov. 19, 2006 (35-0).

PATRIOTS IMPROVE TO 15-1 FOLLOWING LOSSES
SINCE 2003

The Patriots bounced back from a loss with a victory for the 15th
time in their last 16 chances, a run of success that dates back to
the beginning of the 2003 season. Since then, the Patriots have
only lost back-to-back games on one occasion, dropping their
first two games in November, 2006. This season, New England
has followed each of its losses with victories, bouncing back
from a 38-13 loss to Miami on Sept. 21 with a 30-21 win over
San Francisco on Oct. 5 and rebounding from a 30-10 setback at
San Diego on Oct. 12 with a 41-7 win over Denver on Oct. 20.

CAREER HIGH FOR MORRIS

Running back Sammy Morris had a career-high 138 rushing
yards on 16 carries (8.6 avg.), topping his previous career best
of 123 yards on 25 carries while playing for the Miami Dolphins
against the Patriots on Dec. 10, 2006. Morris broke the 100-yard
rushing mark early in the second quarter, totaling exactly 100
yards on his first nine rushes of the game. The performance
marked the fourth 100-yard rushing game of Morris's 9-year
career and his third in 12 games as a Patriot. Morris joined the
Patriots as a free agent from the Dolphins prior to the 2007
season.

CASSEL-TO-MOSS FOR TWO

Randy Moss caught two touchdown passes from Matt Cassel — a
13-yard strike in the second quarter and a 27-yard score on a
catch-and-run play in the third quarter. Moss's second score
gave the Patriots a 27-0 lead with 7:32 left in the third quarter.
The two-touchdown performance marked Moss's first multiple-
touchdown game of the season and his ninth since joining the
Patriots via trade prior to the 2007 season. The two-touchdown
game against Denver marked the 30th time in his career that
Moss has caught two or more scoring passes in a game. Moss
now has 128 career touchdown receptions, a total that ranks
fourth all-time and is two behind Cris Carter’'s total of 130
scoring catches.

MERIWEATHER INTERCEPTION

Brandon Meriweather picked off a deep ball from Jay Cutler
intended for Darrell Jackson at the Patriots’ 16-yard line in the
second quarter. The interception was Meriweather's team-
leading third of the season and was also the third of his career.
Meriweather was selected by the Patriots in the first round (24th
overall) of the 2007 NFL Draft.

SANDERS INTERCEPTION

James Sanders recorded his first interception of the season and
the fifth interception of his 4-year career when he picked off a
Jay Cutler pass in the third quarter. The play set up an 8-play,
80-yard drive that ended in a 6-yard scoring strike to Wes
Welker and a 34-0 Patriots lead.

ANDRE TIPPETT NIGHT

The Patriots-Broncos game was “Andre Tippett Night” at Gillette
Stadium in honor of Tippett's enshrinement in the Pro Football
Hall of Fame as part of the Class of 2008. The Patriots and their
fans honored the legendary linebacker in a ceremony on the
field at halftime, during which Tippett was presented with his
Hall of Fame ring. Tippett also served as an honorary captain at
the coin toss. Tippett's Hall of Fame bust was on display this
past weekend at The Hall at Patriot Place presented by
Raytheon.

The Patriots saw their 12-game road winning streak snapped in
a 30-10 loss to San Diego at Qualcomm Stadium. The Chargers
took a 10-0 lead in the first quarter and held off New England’s
second-half comeback try to snap the Patriots’ 11-game winning
streak in the month of October. The Patriots seemed poised to
cut the deficit to 17-10 after getting the opening kickoff of the
second half and gaining a first-and-goal on the San Diego 1-yard
line. But the Chargers came up with a goal-line stand to
maintain a 17-3 lead and promptly drove the length of the field
to extend their advantage to 24-3. Two San Diego field goals
extended the lead to 30-3 before a New England touchdown
with 5:18 left in the game made the final score 30-10.

ROAD STREAK ENDS

The loss to San Diego ended the Patriots’ streak of 12
consecutive regular season road victories, dating back to a Dec.
24, 2006 win against the Jaguars in Jacksonville. The Patriots’
12-game road winning streak is the second-longest road winning
streak in NFL history (San Francisco, 18, 1988-90). Three teams
have won 11 straight road games (San Diego 1960-61, San
Francisco 1987-88, Pittsburgh 2004-05).

WELKER CONSISTENT

Wes Welker had nine catches against San Diego, marking the
fifth straight game to open the season that Welker has had six
or more catches. Welker has 36 receptions in 2008 and is
averaging 7.2 catches per game this season after averaging
seven catches per game in 2007, his first season with the
Patriots. Welker's 112 catches in 2007 tied for the league lead
and set an NFL record for most receptions by a player in his first
season with a new team.

FUMBLE RECOVERY
Ty Warren recovered a fumble by Jacob Hester in the fourth
quarter, marking the Patriots’ first defensive fumble recovery of
the season. The fumble recovery was the sixth of Warren's
career, and set up an 8-play, 46-yard drive that ended in a 1-
yard touchdown run by Sammy Morris.

MORRIS TOUCHDOWN

Sammy Morris scored on a 1-yard touchdown run in the fourth
quarter to make the score 30-10. The touchdown was Morris's
third rushing score of the season and was the 20th rushing
touchdown of his 9-year NFL career. He also has one career
receiving touchdown. Morris’s three total touchdowns lead the
team through five games and equal his total of three
touchdowns in 2007.

MORRIS CATCH

Sammy Morris gained 28 yards on a pass play in the third
quarter, tying the second longest reception of his career. The
catch trails only his 44-yard reception on Oct. 22, 2006 while he
was with the Miami Dolphins. Morris's other 28-yard reception
also came that year during the Dolphins' Dec. 10 game against
the Patriots. Morris's 28-yard catch against the Chargers set the
Patriots up in a first-and-goal from the 1-yard line.

QUICK HITS
e The Patriots lost a game in October for the first time since
2005, snapping a streak of 11 straight October wins. Prior to
falling in San Diego, the Patriots’ last loss in October came on
Oct. 16, 2005, a 28-20 loss at Denver.

Stephen
Gostkowski was a perfect three-for-three on field goals,
including a crucial 49-yarder that gave the Patriots a two-score
advantage in the fourth quarter. The Patriots defense came up
with three interceptions to help halt the San Francisco
momentum, while Kevin Faulk set a career high with two rushing
touchdowns.

CAREER HIGHS FOR CASSEL

Quarterback Matt Cassel set single-game career highs with 259
yards, 22 completions and 32 attempts. Prior to the game
against the 49ers, his previous single-game highs were 168
yards (vs. Miami on Jan. 1, 2006), 19 completions (vs. Miami on
Sept. 21, 2008) and 31 attempts (vs. Miami on Sept. 21, 2008).

FAULK'S GOAL LINE SCORES

Kevin Faulk scored on a two-yard run to give the Patriots a 17-
14 lead with six seconds remaining in the first half and a two-
yard run on fourth and goal to give the Patriots a 24-14 lead in
the third quarter. It was the first time Faulk has scored two
rushing touchdowns in a game and just the third time he has
scored two total touchdowns in a game (vs. Houston, 12/17/06
and at Chicago, 11/10/02).

Moss's 57 career 100-
yard receiving games rank third in NFL history, trailing only Jerry
Rice (76) and Marvin Harrison (59). In 2007, Moss had nine 100-
yard receiving games. Moss had four catches for 111 yards in
the first half against San Francisco.

On third and eight from the 49ers' 34-yard line in the first
quarter, Matt Cassel rolled to his right and hit Randy Moss, who
had split the defense down the middle, on a 66-yard touchdown,
tying the score at seven. The catch was Moss's longest reception
as a Patriot and his longest reception since Oct. 2, 2005, when
he snared a 79-yard catch while playing for Oakland against the
Dallas Cowboys. The touchdown toss was the longest of Matt
Cassel's career, the longest play of the year for the Patriots and
the longest since Donté Stallworth's 69-yard touchdown
reception against Dallas on Oct. 4, 2007. The touchdown was
Moss's 126th career scoring reception and his 25th touchdown
grab since joining the Patriots via trade prior to the 2007 season.
Last season, Moss had touchdown receptions of 65 yards (at
N.Y. Giants, 12/29/07) and 63 yards (vs. Pittsburgh, 12/9/07).

FIRST WIN IN SAN FRANCISCO

The Patriots’ 30-21 victory over the 49ers was New England’s
first win in San Francisco. The Patriots had lost in each of their
four previous road matchups with the 49ers. The Washington
Redskins are now the only NFL team the Patriots have never
beaten on the road.

The Patriots will concluded the inaugural Patriots Hall of Fame
Induction Weekend with a halftime ceremony at the Dolphins
game. Patriots Hall of Famers honored on the field at halftime
included: Nick Buoniconti, Gino Cappelletti, Ben Coates,
Steve Grogan, John Hannah, Mike Haynes, Stanley
Morgan, Steve Nelson, Babe Parilli and Andre Tippett. The
late Bob Dee was represented by his son, Bob Dee, Jr., and the
late Jim Lee Hunt was represented by his wife, Rosa Hunt. The
weekend’s events included a ribbon-cutting ceremony on
Thursday Sept. 18 for The Hall at Patriot Place Presented
by Raytheon, and a re-induction of all Patriots Hall of Famers
and the enshrinement of 2008 Patriots Hall of Fame inductee
Ben Coates on Saturday, Sept. 20.

HOBBS SETS PATRIOTS RECORD FOR MOST

KICKOFF RETURN YARDAGE IN A GAME
Ellis Hobbs totaled 237 yards on six kickoff returns, setting a
Patriots record for most kickoff return yardage in a game. Hobbs
topped the previous Patriots record of 220 kickoff return yards,
set by Kevin Faulk against the New York Jets on Dec. 22, 2002.
Hobbs had long kickoff returns of 81 yards and 50 yards en
route to his record against the Dolphins. His 82-yard return in
the third quarter set up Matt Cassel's 5-yard touchdown pass to
Jabar Gaffney. Playing in his 50th career game, Hobbs returned
the opening kickoff of the game 50 yards to the Miami 49-yard
line. In his 50-game career, Hobbs has now recorded six kickoff
returns of 50 yards or longer and nine kickoff returns of 40 yards
or longer.

GAFFENEY SCORES

Jabar Gaffney snared a 5-yard touchdown pass from Matt Cassel
on fourth-and-three with 3:20 remaining in the third quarter to
cut the Miami lead to 28-13. The touchdown catch was Gaffney’s
first of the season and the 14th of his career. Last season,
Gaffney set a career high with five touchdown receptions.

QUICK HITS

e 2008 Patriots Hall of Fame Inductee Ben Coates served as an
honorary captain at the coin toss.

e The Dolphins game was the 153rd straight home sellout for
the Patriots. The streak is now in its 15th season and includes
every Patriots preseason, regular-season and playoff game
since the 1994 regular-season opener.

e Patriots tackle Matt Light played in his 100th career game.
Light, a 2008 offensive captain, was drafted by the Patriots in
the second round (48th overall) of the 2001 NFL Draft.

e Sam Aiken made his Patriots debut after missing the first two
games of the season. Aiken, signed as a free agent from the
Buffalo Bills in the offseason, caught his first pass in a New
England uniform in the second quarter, a 9-yard catch on
third-and-two.

CASSEL WINS FIRST CAREER START

Matt Cassel made his first career start at quarterback and
completed 16-0f-23 passes (69.6 percent) for 165 yards and a
passer rating of 89.9 in helping the Patriots to a 19-10 divisional
win on the road. New England started the season with a 2-0
record for the third straight year and for the fifth time in the
nine seasons since Bill Belichick became head coach in 2000.

DEFENSE: 20 POINTS THROUGH TWO GAMES

The Patriots allowed the Jets to score 10 points and allowed a
total of just 20 points through two games (Kansas City also
scored 10 points in a 17-10 Patriots win on Sept. 7). The 20
points allowed through the season’s first two games is the
lowest total by a Patriots team since Bill Belichick became head
coach in 2000.

The last time the Patriots were above .500 in
their all-time series with New York was in entering the 1967
season, when they led 7-6-1.

The Patriots defeated the Jets for the eighth consecutive time
on the road. The streak dates back to a 17-16 win at Giants
Stadium on Dec. 2, 2001.

The Patriots have now held the Jets to 17 points or fewer in
10 of their last 11 meetings.

Tom Brady.

After losing starting quarterback Tom Brady for the season
due to a left knee injury in the scoreless first quarter, the
Patriots got on the board as quarterback Matt Cassel directed a
10-play, 98-yard drive that ended in a 10-yard touchdown pass
to Randy Moss and a 7-0 Patriots lead. The Chiefs closed the
gap to 7-3 with a field goal in the final minute of the first half,
but the Patriots used their only possession of the third quarter to
march 80 yards on 11 plays and extend their lead to 14-3 on a
5-yard touchdown run by Sammy Morris. The Chiefs answered
back with a touchdown to open the fourth quarter, cutting the
New England lead to 14-10. After two three-and-outs by the
Patriots and one by the Chiefs, Ellis Hobbs intercepted a Damon
Huard pass and gave the Patriots possession near midfield,
setting up a field goal that extended New England's lead to 17-
10 with 2:26 left in the game. The Chiefs mounted one last
charge, gaining a first-and-goal from the Patriots' 5-yard line
with 53 seconds left, but the Patriots defense bore down with a
key red zone stop to keep Kansas City out of the end zone and
preserve the 17-10 victory.

RED ZONE STOP IN FINAL MINUTE

The Patriots defense clinched the 17-10 win by keeping Kansas
City out of the end zone after the Chiefs had gained a first-and-
goal from the 5-yard line with 53 seconds left in the game. The
Patriots did not allow the Chiefs to even gain a yard. The
Patriots forced an incompletion on first down, Richard Seymour
and Mike Vrabel combined to stop Larry Johnson for no gain on
second down, and then New England forced two straight Kansas
City incompletions on third and fourth downs.

CASSEL LEADS 98-YARD DRIVE

In his first drive at quarterback in the first quarter, Matt Cassel
directed a 10-play, 98-yard drive that ended in a 10-yard scoring
strike to Randy Moss and a 7-0 Patriots lead. The drive was the
longest for the Patriots since Sept. 23, 2007, when they also
embarked on a 10-play, 98-yard drive against Buffalo at Gillette
Stadium.

MOSS SCORES 126th CAREER TOUCHDOWN

Randy Moss caught a 10-yard touchdown pass from Matt Cassel
in the second quarter, recording his 126th career overall
touchdown and his 125th career receiving touchdown. His 126
total touchdowns (125 receiving, 1 via punt return) tying him
with Jim Brown (106 rushing, 20 receiving) for eighth on the
NFL's all-time touchdowns list.

MOSS BREAKS 100-YARD MARK IN 1ST QUARTER
Randy Moss had 101 yards on four receptions in the first
quarter, marking the third time in his career that he has broken
the 100-yard receiving mark in the first quarter. The last time he
achieved the feat was on Oct. 3, 1999, while playing for
Minnesota in a game against Tampa Bay. Last season, Moss had
100 or more receiving yards in a quarter on one occasion—in the
second quarter at Miami on Oct. 21, 2007, when he had 104
yards on three receptions.

HOBBS INTERCEPTION

Ellis Hobbs intercepted a Damon Huard pass at the Kansas City
41-yard line with 7:21 remaining in the game and the Patriots
holding a 14-10 lead. Hobbs pounced on the pass intended for
Dwayne Bowe and returned the ball to the 38-yard line. The
interception was the seventh of Hobbs's regular-season career.
He also has two career postseason interceptions. Including his
interception against Kansas City, Hobbs had four interceptions in
a five-game span—he had one in the 2007 regular season finale
and added two in three playoff games last season.

MORRIS SCORES

Sammy Morris gave the Patriots a 14-3 lead on a 5-yard scoring
run with 3:01 left in the third quarter. The touchdown was the
19th of Morris's career (18 rushing, one receiving). Last season,
Morris played in six games with two starts and totaled 384 yards
on 85 rushes (4.5 avg.) before being placed on injured reserve
with a chest injury on Nov. 2, 2007.

CASSEL-TO-MOSS
Matt Cassel's 51-yard completion to Randy Moss on the final play
of the first quarter was the longest completion of his career at
the time, topping his 36-yard completion to Andre Davis in the
2005 regular-season finale against Miami on Jan. 1, 2006.

TOP TELEVISION RATINGS

Historically, the Patriots have been at or near the top of the
weekly television ratings for the 2.4 million homes in the Boston
TV market. More than 20 percent of the Boston market has
tuned in to each of the Patriots’ five games this season.
