NEW ENGLAND PATRIOTS vs. CINCINNATI BENGALS

 The New England Patriots will open the 
season at home for the third straight year 
when they host the defending AFC North 
Champion Cincinnati Bengals. The Patriots, 
who have won 13 of their past 15 home openers, are a perfect 8-0 at Gillette 
Stadium in home openers.  
 The Patriots have won six of their last seven regular-season openers, including 
six straight victorious dating back to 2004. The six straight opening day wins is the 
second-longest active streak in the NFL. The Pittsburgh Steelers have the longest 
active streak with seven consecutive opening day wins.  
 Last season, 10 of the 12 playoff teams were victories on Kickoff Weekend. QB 
Tom Brady earned AFC Offensive Player of the Week honors in Week 1 vs. Buffalo in 
the 2009 opener when he threw two touchdown passes in the final two minutes to 
rally the Patriots from a 24-13 deficit to a 25-24 victory.

GILLETTE STADIUM UNVEILS HIGH DEF VIDEO BOARDS 
The Patriots unveiled new high definition Daktronics LED video boards that were 
installed during the offseason to enhance the in-stadium game day experience. The 
two screens--41.5-by-164-feet in the south end zone and 45-by-100-feet in the north 
end zone--total five times the size of the original screens. The new video boards also 
provide much greater resolution, with the ability to display more instant replays and 
an array of graphics, including live statistical updates and out-of-town scores. The 
video boards utilize more than 5 million individual LED pixels that offer superior 
brightness in direct sunlight, with the capability of showing up to 4.4 trillion shades 
of color. The image clarity also greatly enhances the wide-angle visibility of the 
screens from inside the stadium. “This type of video board simply didn’t exist eight 
years ago when the stadium was built,” said Patriots President Jonathan Kraft. “The 
resolution is incredible. It is amazing to see how far the video technology has come 
in the past decade.”

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PATRIOTS VS. BENGALS 

SERIES HISTORY 
The Patriots and Bengals will 

meet for the 22nd time in a series 
that dates back to 1968. The 
teams will play in the regular 
season for the first time since the 
2007 season when the Patriots 
defeated the Bengals, 34-13 at 
Paul Brown Stadium on Oct. 1. 
That game marked the second of  
two consecutive Oct. 1 meetings for New England. On Oct. 1, 

2006 the Patriots beat Cincinnati 38-13. 
 Cincinnati will travel to New 
England for the first time since the 
2004 season.  
 New England has won six of the 
last seven regular season meetings 
between the clubs dating back to 1993, 
including the last three meetings. The 
Patriots are 7-2 in home games against 

the Bengals, including 1-0 in Cincinnati’s only regular-season 
visit to Gillette Stadium, a 35-28 Patriots win on Dec. 12, 2004.  
 The teams played in a preseason game in Week 2 of the 
2009 season with the Bengals taking a 7-6 win, a game which 
featured Bengals WR Chad Ochocino kicking an extra point.

 The Patriots defeated the Bengals 34-13 on Monday Night 
Football to improve to 4-0 on the season. New England gained a 
total of 173 rushing yards on 34 carries, while Tom Brady threw 
three touchdown passes – two to Randy Moss – to provide the 
offensive spark. Brady’s passer rating exceeded 100.0 and 
Moss’s receiving total exceeded 100 yards for the fourth 
consecutive week. Sammy Morris paced the rushing attack with 
117 yards on 21 carries. On defense, the Patriots came up with

two interceptions and held the Bengals to 57 rushing yards as 
the team allowed 14 or fewer points for the fourth straight 
week. 
 The Patriots got on the board first, taking a 3-0 lead on a 31-
yard field goal by Stephen Gostkowski to cap off the game’s 
opening drive. After swapping punts, the Patriots got the ball 
back and marched 65 yards on five plays to take a 10-0 lead on 
a 1-yard touchdown reception by linebacker Mike Vrabel, who 
lined up as a tight end on a goal-line play. A 49-yard run by 
Morris was the key play of the drive as the first quarter ended 
with New England up by 10. On the Patriots’ first drive of the 
second quarter, the Bengals’ Leon Hall intercepted a Brady pass 
to set up a quick-strike drive directed by Carson Palmer that 
ended in a 1-yard touchdown toss to T.J. Houshmandzadeh and 
cut the Patriots’ lead to 10-7. But New England answered back, 
compiling an ensuing drive of 62 yards and 12 plays to take a 
17-7 lead on an acrobatic 7-yard scoring grab by Moss. On the 
next possession, the Bengals drove into Patriots territory, but 
Asante Samuel intercepted a Palmer pass at the Patriots’ 2-yard 
line to preserve the 17-7 lead going into halftime. 
 After a Cincinnati punt to open the second half, the Patriots 
extended their lead to 24-7 on a 7-yard scoring run by Morris. 
The teams then embarked on three successive field goal drives – 
two by Cincinnati and one by New England – to leave the score 
at 27-13 midway through the fourth quarter. But the Patriots 
then went 85 yards on nine plays to put the game away on a 14-
yard touchdown from Brady to Moss that made the score 34-13.

ANNUAL ACHIEVEMENTS 
The Patriots won more than half of their games in 2009 for the 
ninth straight year after finishing with a 10-6 record. They are 
the first team to win more than half of their games in nine 
straight seasons since free agency began in 1993. The Patriots 
are the fifth team to win more than half of their games in nine 
straight seasons since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger, joining the 
49ers (16 straight from 1983-1998), the Cowboys (16 straight 
from 1970-85), the Raiders (11 straight from 1970-80) and the 
Steelers (9 straight from 1972-80). The Patriots have now won 
nine or more games in 13 of the 16 seasons Robert Kraft has 
owned the team.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR IN 2010  
RANDY MOSS 

 Moss enters 2010 in sixth place on the NFL’s all-time receiving 
yards list with 14,465 yards and needs 744 receiving yards in 
2010 to move into second place all-time, behind Jerry Rice 
(22,895). He needs 535 receiving yards to become the third 
player in NFL history with 15,000 receiving yards. Jerry Rice 
(22,895) and Isaac Bruce (15,208) are the only two other 
players to accomplish the feat.   

 Moss enters the 2010 season in 10th place on the NFL’s all-
time list for receptions with 926. He needs 74 receptions in 
2010 to become just the seventh player in NFL history with 
1,000 career receptions.  

 Moss enters 2010 in fourth place in NFL history with 149 
overall touchdowns. He needs one more touchdown to 
become the fourth player in NFL history with at least 150 
touchdowns. He needs two to join Jerry Rice (197) as the only 
players to top 150 touchdown catches.  

 Moss has recorded 1,000 receiving yards in a season 10 times 
in his 12-year career. Moss can join Jerry Rice (14) as the only 
players in NFL history with 11 seasons with 1,000 receiving 
yards.  

TOM BRADY 
  Brady enters 2010 30th on the NFL’S all-time passing yard list 
with 30,844 yards. He needs 2,618 yards to move into the top 
20.  

 Brady has 97 wins and needs three wins to become the 11th 
NFL QB to reach 100 wins.  

WES WELKER 
 Welker has caught at least one pass in each of his 49 games 
as a Patriot. The last time Welker did not catch a pass in a 
game was 12/24/05 when he played for the Dolphins. He has 
a current streak of 63 straight games with at least one 
reception.

Quarterback Tom Brady threw two touchdown passes to TE 
Benjamin Watson in the final two minutes of the game to rally 
the Patriots from a 24-13 deficit and give the team a 25-24 
victory on Monday Night Football. The win was the Patriots’ 12th-
straight against the Buffalo Bills.  

Brady led the Patriots to victory following a fourth quarter 
deficit or tie for the 29th time in his career. On the final two 
scoring drives, he completed 11-of-13 passes for 112 yards and 
two touchdowns. After an 18-yard touchdown pass to Watson 
with 2:10 remaining to cap an 11-play, 81-yard drive that cut 
the deficit to 24-19, the comeback was aided by a huge special 
teams play on the ensuing kickoff. LB Pierre Woods forced a 
fumble on the return that was recovered by K Stephen 
Gostkowski at the Buffalo 31-yard line. Three plays later, Brady 
hit Watson for a 16-yard score and a 25-24 lead. Buffalo got the 
ball back with 45 seconds to play, but the Patriots defense held 
strong to secure the win.  

Brady finished with 39 completions on 53 pass attempts for 
378 yards. Wide receivers Randy Moss and Wes Welker each 
hauled in 12 catches for the Patriots, with each player tying the 
team’s fifth highest single-game reception total. Moss finished 
with 12 receptions for 141 yards, while Welker had 12 receptions 
for 93 yards.  

The night did not get off to a great start for New England 
with the Patriots falling behind 14-10 at the half. After missing a 
41-yard field goal attempt, Buffalo went on a 6-play, 68-yard 
drive that ended in a touchdown pass from QB Trent Edwards to 
TE Shawn Nelson. The Patriots tied the game on their first 
offensive series in the second quarter after RB Kevin Faulk 
converted two big third downs to keep alive a 14-play, 72-yard 
drive that ended in a 1-yard touchdown run by RB Fred Taylor. 
Any momentum the Patriots gained by that touchdown was 
killed on the next series when Brady’s pass attempt was 
intercepted and returned 26 yards for a score by Buffalo DE 
Aaron Schobel for a 14-7 lead.

ROBERT KRAFT NEWS & NOTES 
Since Robert Kraft purchased the 
team in 1994, the Patriots have 
experienced one of the most 
dramatic turnarounds in the history 
of sports. In 16 seasons of 
ownership, Kraft has transformed 
one of the league’s least successful 
clubs into what many observers 
view as a model NFL franchise. In 
the five seasons immediately 
preceding his purchase (1989-93), 
the Patriots were a moribund team, winning just 19 of 80 games 
(.311 pct.) and recording the worst record in the NFL over that 
span. When he bought the franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft 
announced his intention to bring a championship to New 
England, a tall order considering the team’s previous success 
rate. But under Kraft’s leadership, the Patriots have won nine 
division titles, five conference crowns and three Super Bowl 
championships. The Patriots have made five Super Bowl 
appearances since Kraft purchased the team, a period during 
which no other NFL franchise has earned more than three 
berths.

In the early 1990s, the Patriots seemed destined for relocation 
until Robert Kraft’s purchase of the team rejuvenated local 
interest.

Bill Belichick is the only head coach in NFL history to win three 
Super Bowl titles in a four-year span. He spent 20 years as an 
assistant coach in the NFL and this is his 16th season as a head 
coach. According to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the only man 
in NFL history to serve 20 or more seasons as an assistant coach 
and at least 15 seasons as a head coach. Over a 100-game span 
from 2003-08, Belichick directed the team to an 82-18 record, 
marking the best 100-game span for any team in NFL history. In 
the 2007 season, Belichick led the Patriots to the fourth 
undefeated and untied regular season in the NFL’s 90-year 
history and the first since the NFL established a 16-game 
schedule in 1978. He has led the Patriots to the Super Bowl four 
times and has produced seven division championships, including 
five straight from 2003-07. Belichick’s Patriots teams own the all-
time NFL records for consecutive total victories (21 from 2003-
04), and established the record for consecutive regular-season 
victories (21 from 2006-08) and consecutive playoff victories (10 
from 2001-05).

 Despite being named the Oklahoma football player of the 
year by both USA Today and the Daily Oklahoman, Wes Welker’s 
only scholarship offer came from Texas Tech, and only after a 
player that committed to Texas Tech backed out.

WILFORK WEARS HIS HEART ON HIS NECK 
Vince Wilfork wears No. 75 over his bulky shoulder pads. 
Underneath hangs a gold chain locket for those who were 
number one in his heart: his parents. In 2002, parents David 
and Barbara Wilfork both passed away within five months of 
each other, leaving the then University of Miami star without his 
greatest support system. Wilfork, who lost his father to diabetes, 
has raised hundreds of thousands of dollars for diabetes-related 
causes. His annual draft day fundraiser, a bowling event he has 
held for seven years, is one of the signature fundraising events 
held by a pro athlete in New England. For his charity work, 
Wilfork was awarded the 2010 New England Patriots Ron Burton 
Community Service Award. While he has many accomplishment 
on the football field and will always cherish his National 
Championship and Super Bowl rings, his constant reminder lies 
closest to his heart, a picture of his late parents at their high 
school prom. “I carry them with me wherever I go”, Wilfork said 
of his parents’ keepsake. “My parents pushed me to be the 
best I could be. The things I do and my wife does, we do out of 
the kindness of our heart, and we do it for the community.

Rookie P Zoltan Mesko was born in Timosoara, Romania, on the 
Romania-Hungary border.

DOUBLE TROUBLE: CB DEVIN MCCOURTY 
After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 
NFL Draft (27th overall), CB Devin McCourty became part of a 
select group in league history. McCourty’s identical twin brother, 
Jason, is a cornerback with the Tennessee Titans, selected in the 
sixth round of the 2009 NFL Draft. The two are now only the 
11th set of twins to play in the NFL. Devin and Jason were 
cornerbacks in the Rutgers secondary from 2005-08. Devin 
redshirted for the 2005 season and therefore was a year behind 
his brother in eligibility. McCourty is the second twin to suit up 
for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of the 
team from 1998-2000.

According to 
McCourty’s mother, the two can only be told apart by tiny scars 
on their faces left by chickenpox.  

ALL IN THE FAMILY: TE ROB GRONKOWSKI 
Rookie TE Rob Gronkowski grew up playing football against his 
brothers in the backyard. Now, he has a chance to play against 
them in the NFL. Dan Gronkowski, the oldest of the bunch, is 
currently in his second season as a TE for the Denver Broncos, 
while 23-year old Chris is currently a rookie with the Dallas 
Cowboys as a fullback. The Gronkowski’s are among many 
different sets of brothers currently in the NFL, yet they are the 
only family that can claim to have three siblings in the league.  

READ BETWEEN THE LINES 
The Patriots teamed up with

THE TEAM OF THE DECADE 
hen Robert Kraft purchased the New England Patriots in 1994, few would have thought that just 16 years later the franchise would 
be the undisputed team of the decade in the first decade of the new millennium. Kraft brought a winning vision to the organization 
and dedicated his resources to building a consistent winner. On Jan. 27, 2000, Kraft hired Bill Belichick to coach the team, and 
three months later the team drafted then-unheralded quarterback Tom Brady, putting the final pieces in place for the Patriots to
