NEW ORLEANS SAINTS FINISH 5-12 IN 2024; TEAM HOLDS
THE NINTH OVERALLPICK IN THE 2025 NFLDRAFT AND
SEVEN OVERALL SELECTIONS

The New Orleans Saints completed the 2024 sea-
son 5-12, finishing fourth in the NFC South. In the
2025 NFL Draft the Saints will hold the ninth overall
pick.

Defensive back ).T. Gray was selected as a sec-
ond-team Associated Press All-Pro for his accom-
plishments on special teams, leading the NFL with
26 coverage stops. It was the third All-Pro selection
of Gray's career. Center Erik MeCoy was named to
his second consecutive Pro Bowl despite missing
ten games with groin and elbow injuries.

An offseason focus on running the ball helped the
Saints increase their rushing yards per game, rush-
ing yards per carry and rushing touchdowns.

With Darren Rizzi taking over interim head coach-
ing duties at midseason, Saints special teams con-
tinued to be a bright spot. Highlighted by Gray being
selected as an All-Pro, New Orleans ranked first in
the NFL in opponent starting field position (28.2)
and punts inside the 20-yard line (franchise record
41), fifth in punt return average (12.5), seventh in
opponent field goal percentage (78.6], eighth in
opponent punt return average (7.6) and tenth in
field goal percentage (87.1). Two blocked field goals
were crucial in a pair of three-point victories.
Despite missing seven games with oblique and
hand injuries, Derek Carr led New Orleans to all five
victories as the team’s starting quarterback. He
completed 189-0f-279 passes (67.7 pct.) for 2,145
yards with 15 touchdowns, only five interceptions
and a 101.1 passer rating.

Since entering the NFL in 2014, Carr has recorded
the most games started (169], completions (3,765],
the third-most passing yards (41,245] and six-most
touchdown passes (257).
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Despite missing the last three games [(groin), Al-
vin Kamara led the Saints in rushing and receiv-
ing. Kamara led the rushing attack with 950 yards
on 228 carries (4.2 avg.) and six touchdowns, be-
coming the franchise’s all-time leading rusher. In
the passing game, he had a club-best 68 catches
for 543 yards with two TDs. He led the team with
1,493 yards from scrimmage and eight TDs. Kamara
moved the chains with a club-best 70 first downs.
Fifth-year tight end Juwan Johnson set single-sea-
son career-highs in receptions (50), receiving yards
[team-best 548] and first down receptions (27).
Maxing out production from the position, Foster
Moreau led the team with five scoring grabs.

The Saints defense limited opponents to the NFLs
fourth-fewest touchdown passes (19] and the
fifth-lowest completion percentage (61.9) and
passer rating [84.8].

Defensive tackle Bryan Bresee recorded a team-
high 7.5 sacks and blocked a fourth quarter field
goal to earn NFC Special Teams Player of the Week
in Week 14. Defensive end Chase Young led the
team with 21 quarterback hits and tied for sec-
ond on the club with 5.5 sacks. Defensive end Carl
Granderson tied for the team lead with nine stops
for loss and second with 5.5 sacks. Linebacker De-
mario Davis surpassed the century mark in tackles
for the eighth straight season with ateam-best 136
stops.

Inthe back end, the two startersto play all 17 games
made an impact. Safety Tyrann Mathieu led the
club with four takeaways, while cornerback Alon-
tae Taylor tied for fifth in the NFL with a career-high
16 pass breakups. Cornerback Paulson Adebo tied
for the team lead with Mathieu with three intercep-
tions despite playing in only seven games, due to a
season-ending femur injury.

2024 GAME SUMMARIES

WEEK 1: New Orleans Saints 47, Carolina Panthers
10; Sept. 8, 2024 @ Caesars Superdome - The New
Orleans Saints, behind three Derek Carr touchdown
passes, the power of two rushing touchdowns and
four Blake Grupe field goals, defeated the visiting
Carolina Panthers in a convincing 47-10 perfor-
mance, at the Caesars Superdome. New Orleans
dominated Carolina in all three phases of the con-
test.

The Saints jumped out to a 30-0 lead, scored on
their first nine possessions (tying a club record for
scores on consecutive possessions] and held the
football for 36:39 in time of possession en route to
the highest scoring total and most lopsided open-
ing day victory in team history. New Orleans won
their sixth consecutive season opener, a club re-
cord and the current longest opener winning streak
in the National Football League

The New Orleans defense also displayed their met-
tle, allowing only 193 total net yards of offense by
the Panthers and held Carolina to just one of ten
third downs.

The Saints defense recorded three takeaways
and CB Alontae Taylor became the first Saints de-
fensive back to record three sacks in a contest,
but fans were excited by the debut of a new-look
offense that helped the Saints control the clock
with a rushing game that gained 180 yards and
two touchdowns largely behind Alvin Kamara's 83
yards. Carr completed 19-of-23 passes (82.6 pct.)
for 200 yards with three touchdown passes, zero
interceptions and a 142.5 passer rating. The New
Orleans defense harassed Carolina QB Bryce Young
all day, as he completed only 13-0f-30 passes for
161 yards with two interceptions and a 32.8 passer
rating.

With the victory, the Saints improved to 23-35
in season openers and extend their club-re-
cord winning streak of season openers to six
straight, currently the longest streak in the Na-
tional Football League.
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WR/RS Rashid Shaheed led New Orleans with
73 receiving yards on three receptions (24.3
avg.] with one touchdown reception from 59
yards out, the longest play of the game. Includ-
ing 60 punt return yards, sparked by a 47-yard
runback and a 33-yard kickoff return, Shaheed
finished with 163 all-purpose yards.

Fuaga, G Lucas Patrick, LB Willie Gay Jr., DB Will
Harris, QB Jake Haener, WR Cedrick Wilson Jr.,
CB Kool-Aid McKinstry, WR Bub Means, CB Rico
Payton, P Matthew Hayball, LB Khaleke Hudson,
LB Anfernee Orji, OL Oli Udoh, WR Mason Tipton,
DTs Kendal Vickers and Khristian Boyd and DE
Chase Young.

WEEK 2: New Orleans Saints 44, Dallas Cowboys 19;
Sept. 15, 2024 @ ATST Stadium - The Saints post-
ed an impressive road victory at Dallas behind the
powerful offensive firepower of RB Alvin Kamara,
the arm of QB Derek Carr, the hands of WRs Chris
Olave and Rashid Shaheed and two interceptions
by the defense.

The Saints struck first on the opening drive as Carr
led the offense down the field on a sequence end In
the fourth quarter, Carr was intercepted on a tipped
pass, but on the next play, New Orleans got the ball
back on an interception by S Tyrann Mathieu, his
second takeaway of the season. On the ensuing
drive, New Orleans closed out the scoring in the
contest with a 26-yard field goal by K Blake Grupe.
Carr completed 11-o0f-16 passes for 243 yards with
two touchdown throws and one interception, while
scoring one rushing touchdown for a 125.0 passer
rating. Kamara led the club in rushing with a game-
high 115 yards on 20 carries with three touchdowns
to go with two receptions for 65 yards, including a
career-long 57-yard scoring grab on a screen pass.
Shaheed led the Saints in receiving with four grabs
for 96 yards with the deep touchdown, reaching
the end zone in his third consecutive contest dat-
ing back to 2023.

2024 GAME SUMMARIES
SAINTS AT COWBOYS [CONT.)

The win marked the first time the Saints have
won in Dallas since a 34-31 overtime victory on
December 23, 2012.

A stingy Saints run defense held the Cowboys
to 68 yards rushing on 21 carries (3.2 avg.).

The 91 points by New Orleans in their first two
games are tied for the second-most in NFL his-
tory through the first two games of a season,
behind the Saints’ 93 point total in 2009.

WEEK 3: Philadelphia Eagles 15, New Orleans Saints
12; Sept. 22, 2024 @ Caesars Superdome - Philadel-
phia Eagles S Reed Blankenship intercepted Saints
OB Derek Carr with 48 seconds left to preserve a
15-12 win in the Caesars Superdome.

The Saints had overcome an unsuccessful fourth-
and-one conversion attempt and a 65-yard touch-
down run by Eagles RB Saquon Barkley to take the
lead in the fourth quarter with just over two min-
utes left, 12-7, with a field goal and a 13-yard touch-
down connection from Carr and WR Chris Olave.
However, upon the Eagles getting the ball back,
Philadelphia QB Jalen Hurts completed a pass to
TE Dallas Goedert for a 61-yard gain and Barkley
punched in a touchdown from four yards in to give
Philadelphia their first lead of the day. The Eagles
improved to 2-1, while the Saints fell to 2-1.

Carr completed 14-o0f-25 passes for 142 yards with
one touchdown and one interception. Olave had six
receptions for 86 yards, including a 13-yard touch-
down grab. RB Alvin Kamara rushed for 87 yards
and 40 yards receiving for 127 total yards from
scrimmage.

DE Carl Granderson had 1.5 sacks and a forced fum-
ble and DT Bryan Bresee tied a career-high with two
takedowns. S Tyrann Mathieu had an interception,
giving him takeaways in four straight games for the
firsttime in his career dating back to the 2023 sea-
son finale. CB Paulson Adebo led the team with a
career-high ten solo tackles and a pass breakup.
= The loss snapped a four-game winning streak,
and a four-game home win streak.
For the third consecutive game, the Saints
scored on their first offensive possession with
the Grupe field goal. It marked the first time
since Weeks 17 and 18 of the 2022 season and
the 2023 season opener, that the Saints scored
on their opening possession in three consecu-
tive games.
Mathieu’s interception was the 35th of his ca-
reer since coming into the league in 2013. He
and Minnesota's Harrison Smith are tied as the
NFLs interception leaders among active players.
Dating back to Week 17 of the 2023 season,
New Orleans has won the takeaway battle in
five consecutive contests.

WEEK 4: Atlanta Falcons 26, Saints 24; Sept. 29,
2024 @ Mercedes-Benz Stadium - Despite sever-
al significant injuries going into the contest and
additional ones suffered by the team in-game, the
Saints took the Falcons to the limit before dropping
a 26-24 heartbreaker.

Atlanta K Younghoe Koo's 58-yard field goal with
two seconds left was the difference. New Orleans
rebounded from a fumbled punt return for a touch-
down early in the first quarter to reach the end
zone on rushing touchdowns by TE Taysom Hill on
their first two offensive possessions, his first two
scores of the season, before departing (abdomen).
Atlanta took the lead back in the second quarter at
17-14 on a 53-yard Koo field goal and a 44-yard Troy
Andersen interception return for a touchdown. Koo
added to the scoring with a 4u-yard field goal mid-
way through the third quarter and then Blake Grupe
and Koo traded kicks with the Falcons taking the
lead for the majority of the third and fourth quarters
until QB Derek Carr engineered a nine-play, 42-yard
drive ending with a one-yard touchdown run by RB
Alvin Kamara with one minute left to pull ahead, 24-
23. Atlanta rallied, as the Falcons gained 30 yards
on a pass interference penalty to set up Koo's 58-
yard kick.

WEEK 5: Kansas City Chiefs 26, New Orleans Saints
13; Oct. 7, 2024 @ GEHA Field at Arrowhead Stadi-
um - Despite missing five starters due to injuries,
the Saints put forth a valiant effort in a 26-13 loss
to the defending Super Bowl champion Chiefs
on Monday Night Football, closing to within three
points early in the fourth quarter before the Chief-
had a late ten-point scoring outburst.

After falling behind 10-0, New Orleans moved to
within three points midway through the second
quarter when QB Derek Carr found WR/RS Rashid
Shaheed for a 43-yard touchdown pass to cap a
seven-play, ?4-yard drive.

But after Kansas City milked the clock for a 15-play,
L44-yard drive thatended with a 34-yard field goal by
K Harrison Butker, the Chiefs forced a quick three-
and-out and drove down the field for a 28-yard field
goal. The two successful kicks late in the second
quarter gave the Chiefs a 13-7 halftime lead.

New Orleans rallied with a 37-yard interception re-
turn by DT Khalen Saunders that set up a six-yard
touchdown connection between Carr and TE Foster
Moreau, but the Chiefs then ran down the field in
five-plays and 68 yards, extending their lead to ten
on a three-yard rushing touchdown by rookie WR
Xavier Worthy.

WEEK 6: Tampa Bay Buccaneers 51, New Orleans
Saints 27; Oct. 13, 2024 @ Caesars Superdome -
With the Buccaneers evacuated to New Orleans for
their practice week due to Hurricane Milton affect-
ing Florida's Gulf Coast, the Saints got caughtin a
storm of emotion and offensive production by Tam-
pa Bay in a loss that dropped them to 2-4. Tampa
Bay, who scored 27 unanswered points in the sec-
ond half after trailing 27-24 at halftime, had 595 to-
tal yards of offense.

In the contest, QB Spencer Rattler made his first
career NFL start in place of an injured Derek Carr
(oblique). Rattler completed 22-of-40 passes for
243 yards with a ten-yard touchdown pass to fel-
low rookie wide receiver Bub Means and two inter-
ceptions. Rattler also utilized his feet with four car-
ries for 27 yards.
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Buccaneers QB Baker Mayfield overcame three
second quarter interceptions to complete 24-0f-36
passes for 325 yards with four touchdown pass-
es. He was aided by a ground game that added 277
yards and two touchdowns.

Mayfield and the Buccaneers jumped out to a 17-0
first quarter lead, but New Orleans rallied back.
Special teams provided a spark to put the team
back into it. WR/RS Rashid Shaheed returned a
punt 54 yards for a touchdown early in the second
quarter to put the Saints within seven, the second
of his young three-year career. On Tampa Bay'’s next
possession, CB Paulson Adebo intercepted Mafield
and K Blake Grupe drilled a 29-yard field goal.

Two plays after the Grupe field goal, S Johnathan
Abram intercepted a tipped pass and returned it 30
yards to the Tampa Bay ten-yard line. Rattler then
connected with fellow rookie Means for a ten-yard
touchdown to put New Orleans ahead 20-17. Af-
ter Tampa Bay took the lead quickly on a Mayfield
touchdown pass, the Saints responded wiht a sev-
en-play, 70-yard drive that ended with a four-yard
rushing touchdown by RB Alvin Kamara to give the
Saints a 27-24 halftime lead.

The Broncos and Saints traded punts on their first
possessions. Denver scored when they got the ball
back for their second possession on a 46-yard Wil
Lutz field goal. Broncos LB Cody Barton then sacked
Saints QB Spencer Rattler and forced him to fum-
ble with the recovery by LB Kwon Alexander. at the
Denver 45-yard line, setting up a 32-yard Lutz kick.
The Saints were forced to punt on their first sec-
ond quarter possession and Broncos QB Bo Nix en-
gineered an eight-play, 86-yard drive that ended
with an eight-yard touchdown run by RB Javonte
Williams to give Denver a 13-0 lead.

Denver broke open the contest in the third quarter,
where they forced three New Orleans punts and
added on a 38-yard field goal by Lutz and a five-
yard rushing touchdown by Williams to take a 26-3
edge going into the final period.

The Broncos scored their final points of the evening
with just over four minutes remaining in the fourth
quarter when CB Ja'Quan McMillian sacked Rattler
and forced him to fumble, with the ball recovered
by Barton and returned 52 yards for a touchdown.
With QB Jake Haener entering the contest to allow
Rattler to rest a hip pointer injury, New Orleans
achieved some offensive rhythm to end the con-
test when Haener engineered a 11-play, 79-yard
drive that ended with a 12-yard touchdown pass to
WR Cedrick Wilson Jr., the second-year signal-call-
er's first career touchdown pass and the sixth-year
wideout's first scoring grab as a Saint.

WEEK 8: Los Angeles Chargers 26, New Orleans
Saints 8; Oct. 27, 2024 @ SoFi Stadium - Los Ange-
les Chargers QB Justin Herbert threw two touch-
downs and had a career-long 38-yard rush, while
RB J.K Dobbins rushed for 57 yards and pounded in
a score to erase an early 2-0 deficit in the Saints’
return to Southern California, where they held the
first portion of their training camp.
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The early lead for New Orleans came on an aborted
punt play, where LS Josh Harris fumbled the ball and
when it was picked up by P JK Scott, TE Taysom Hill
tackled him and forced him to fumble with the ball
going out of the end zone for a safety. Late in the
first quarter, Herbert carried for a 38-yard gain on
a drive and the early Saints lead was erased by a
L46-yard Cameron Dicker field goal on the first play
of the second quarter. Los Angeles embarked on a
15-play, 90-yard drive that ended with a one-yard
rushing TD by Dobbins, extended the lead to 9-2.
New Orleans got the ball back with 1:37 left in the
first half at their 30 and drove to cut the deficit to
9-5 on a 40-yard field goal by Blake Grupe.
The Chargers took a 16-5 lead on a 60-yard touch-
down connection from Herbert to WR Ladd McCon-
key. New Orleans got the ball back and took advan-
tage of a Chargers unecessary roughness penalty,
followed two plays later by a 14-yard completion
from QB SpencerRattlerto WR Chris Olave to the Los
Angeles 38. A holding penalty assessed to T Trev-
or Penning knocked New Orleans out of field goal
range. The Saints forced a three and out, powered
by a sack by DT Khalen Saunders and Jake Haener
entered the contest in place of Rattler. Haener led
New Orleans on eight-play drive that ended with a
43-yard field goal to put the Saints within eight.

Rattler was 12-of-24 passing for 156 yards and
Haener completed nine-of-17 throws for 122 yards.
Olave caught eight passes for 107 yards in the
team'’s first 100-yard receiving performance of the
season and the ninth of his career.

Los Angeles out-gained New Orleans, 378-366. The
Saints were 2-for-16 on third down conversions,
while the Chargers were only 3-o0f-12 on third down
attempts.

WEEK 9: Carolina Panthers 23, New Orleans
Saints 22; Nov. 3, 2024 @ Bank of America Stadi-
um - An inspired effort on offense by RB Alvin Ka-
mara was spoiled by Carolina RB Chuba Hubbard's
game-winning 16-yard rushing touchdown with
2:18 remaining. The Saints were unable to drive
within field goal range on their final possession.
After two first quarter Saints field goals, the Pan-
thers had staked a 7-6 lead midway through the
second quarter with a three-yard touchdown con-
nection from QB Bryce Young to rookie WR Xavier
Legette.

New Orleans took the lead back on a seven-yard
touchdown run by TE Taysom Hill, but Carolina
moved back to within three with a 48-yard kick by
K Eddie Pineiro with 38 seconds left in the first half.
Coming out of halftime, the Panthers chewed up
5:05 off the clock on a nine-play, 86-yard drive that
ended with a one-yard rushing touchdown by Hub-
bard. New Orleans answered and moved to with
one one point on a 51-yard field goal by Blake Grupe
and then the defense forcing a three-and-out.

In adrive that ran into the fourth quarter, New Orle-
ans capitalized on the three-and out with starting
field position at the 30-yard line and with Kamara
accounting for 40 yards from scrimmage on the
drive, QB Derek Carr found TE Foster Moreau for a
17-yard touchdown.

The clubs traded jabs for the rest of the game,
starting with an acrobatic interception by Saints
CB Shemar Jean-Charles making his first career
pick in his first game started.

On the next play,
Saints LB Demario Davis was assessed a 22-yard
pass interference penalty, setting up the 16-yard
go-ahead run by Hubbard. On the two-point attempt,
Young was sacked by Saints DE Chase Young.
Starting at their 20-yard line, New Orleans got off
to a promising start by collecting 20 yards between
a four-yard carry by Kamara and a 16-yard comple-
tion from Carr to TE Juwan Johnson. But a sack for a
six-yard loss by Panthers DT Charles Harris set New
Orleans back to third-and-16. However after Ka-
mara gained back 12 yards on a screen, WR Cedrick
Wilson was unable to grasp a pass intended for him
near the sideline and the Panthers would prevail for
their second victory of the season.

Kamara tied his career-high with 155 yards
rushing, 12 yards short of the franchise career
rushing yardage record.

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WEEK 10: New Orleans Saints 20, Atlanta Falcons
17; Nov. 10, 2024 @ Caesars Superdome - New Or-
leans broke a seven-game losing streak, holding on
to defeat their division rivals as Darren Rizzi was
successful in his debut as interim head coach.
New Orleans was led by an efficient and explosive
performance through the air from Derek Carr, who
completed 16-of-25 passes (64.0 pct.) for 269
yards with two touchdowns, zero interceptions
and a 126.9 passer rating. Carr and WR Marquez
Valdes-Scantling connected on two touchdowns.
Seeing his first signicant action for the Black and
Gold, Valdes-Scantling caught three passes for 109
yards (36.3 avg.). RB Alvin Kamara finished with
109 yards from scrimmage as he became the fran-
chise's all-time rushing leader.

The New Orleans defense held the Falcons score-
less on four drives in the fourth quarter to allow
Saints to maintain their lead.

New Orleans
then forced a three-and-out, getting the ball back
at their 25-yard line following a punt. The Black
and Gold responded with a productive drive to the
Rams 18-yard line, however a 36-yard field goal at-
tempt by Grupe went wide left. The Rams advanced
all the way to Saints 25-yard line on the ensuing
possession, but Los Angeles QB Matthew Stafford
overthrew WR Cooper Kupp on fourth-and-four. The
clubs then traded punts and on the last drive of the
half, Saints QB Derek Carr moved New Orleans to
the 36 again, where Grupe successfully knocked
down his second 54-yard kick.

EVANS INDUCTED INTO SAINTS RING OF HONOR ON
NOVEMBER 1?7 AND FORMER STANDOUT SELECTED
AS FINALIST FOR PRO FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME'S
CLASS OF 2025.

Former New Orleans Saints guard Jahri Evans was
inducted into the club’s Ring of Honor during a half-
time ceremony of the November 17 win over the
Cleveland Browns. On Saturday, December 28, he
was selected as one of 15 finalists for the Pro Foot-
ball Hall of Fame's Class of 2024.

Evans, 6-4, 318, was originally a fourth round draft
pick [108th overall) of the Saints in 2006 out of
Bloomsburg and developed into an anchor for one
of the most dominant offenses in NFL history during
his tenure with the Saints. The Philadelphia, Pa. na-
tive started all 169 regular season games he played
in at right guard and all of the team'’s ten postsea-
son contests during that period, including all three
during the 2009 campaign when the Saints cap-
tured Super Bowl XLIV.

A five-time Associated Press All-Pro (2009-13), Ev-
ans was selected first-team four times, twice as
much as any other Saint. Evans was selected to six
straight Pro Bowls [2009-14] and was named to the
Pro Football Hall of Fame’s 2010's All-Decade Team.
During his 11-year tenure, the Saints were ranked
first in the NFLin total offense (net yards per game)
six times (2006, 2008-09, 2011, 2014 and 2016]
and in scoring (points per game] twice (2008-09].
The 274 sacks surrendered by the Saints offensive
line from 2006-16 were the lowest total in the NFL
over the period and the unit was recognized twice
(2009 and 2011) as the winner of the Madden Pro-
tector Offensive Line Award.

Evans closed out his playing career starting 14
games at right guard for the Green Bay Packers in
2017, finishing with 183 total games played/start-
ed. A Pro Football Hall of Fame semifinalistin 2023,
finalistin 2024, he has reached the finalist process
again for 2025. Evans began his coaching career as
an offensive assistant for the Saints in 2023.

NEW ORLEANS SAINTS SEASON IN REVIEW

BUCKING THE ODDS

The Saints have along tradition of finding players as
free agents signed after the draft that make an im-
pact immediately or after developing their careers
initially on the practice squad. Several undrafted
Saints on the roster play key roles on offense, de-
fense and special teams, including six undrafted
rookies who were on the Week 18 53-man roster.

Over the past 21 years, the Saints (2018-22: DB J.T.
Gray, WR/RS Deonte Harty and WR/RS Rashid Sha-
heed] and San Diego/Los Angeles Chargers [2003:
G Kris Dielman, TE Antonio Gates and WR Kasim Os-
good] are the only two teams to have three players
signed as undrafted free agents be selected to a
Pro Bowl for the team that originally signed them.

Originally signed as an undrafted free agentin 2018,
spending part of his rookie season on the practice
squad, Gray's 91 special teams tackles since 2019
rank first in the NFL, as he has been selected as
both an Associated Press All-Pro and Pro Bowler. In
2024, the special teams captain is ranked first on
the team with a career-high 26 stops as the first
Saint to reach 25 tackles since the 2000 campaign
(RB Fred McAfee-30] and had a blocked punt on
Sept. 22 vs. Philadelphia, adding three defensive
tackles and one forced fumble. He was selected as
an AP second-team All-Pro.

DE Carl Granderson joined the club in 2019 as an
undrafted free agent out of Wyoming and has ap-
peared in 88 games with 41 starts, posting 240
tackles (139 solo), 28.5 sacks foraloss of 183 yards,
six passes defensed, four forced fumbles and two
recoveries, one blocked field goal and one blocked
extra point. He opened all 17 games in 2024 and re-
corded 61 tackles (36 solo), 5.5 sacks, nine stops
for loss, four passes defensed, one forced fumble
and one blocked extra point.

SAINTS
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Joining New Orleans following the 2023 NFL Draft,
after a graduate transfer season at Notre Dame
and playing the first four years of his college ca-
reer at Arkansas State, K Blake Grupe won a pre-
season competition to handle placekicking duties
and in two seasons, has drilled 57-0f-67 field goal
attempts (83.8 pct.), including 27-of-31 kicks (87.1
pct.) in 2024 with a career-long of 57 yards in the
season-opening win over Carolina. Dating back to
the Dec. 17, 2023 win over the New York Giants un-
til a fourth quarter miss on Oct. 27 at the Los Ange-
les Chargers, Grupe had made 19 consecutive field
goals, the longest streak of his career and tied for
sixth-longest in franchise history. With two 54-yard
kicks on Dec. 1 vs. the Los Angeles Rams, Grupe
drilled two 50+ yard kicks through the uprights in
two contests in 2024.

New Orleans signed P Matthew Hayball out of
Vanderbilt following the NFL Draft. The West Ade-
laide, Australia native finished as Vandy's all-time
leader in punting average (46.5) and was a consen-
sus second-team All-American in 2023, when he
ranked seventh nationally in net (43.1). Hayball won
a training camp competition to secure the job. In 17
games, he punted 75times with a 40.4 net punting
average, with his club-record 41 inside the 20-yard
line, ranked first in the NFL.

Signing with New Orleans following the 2024 NFL
Draft, G Kyle Hergel appeared in 57 games with 56
starts along the offensive lines to North Dakota
(2018-21), Texas State (2021-22) and Boston Col-
lege (2023]. An honorable mention AllI-ACC selec-
tion after starting all 13 games for the Eagles at left
guard in 2023, Hergel engaged in competition along
the offensive line in training camp and after spend-
ing the start of the season on the practice squad
and contributed on offense and special teams in
eight contests in 2024.

TE Dallin Holker was signed by New Orleans after a
standout graduate transfer campaign at Colorado
State, where he posted 64 receptions for 767 yards
with six TDs, the highest total of yardage and scor-
ing grabs in the college regular season by an FBS
tight end. Holker's performance in the offseason
and training camp has secured a roster spot behind
Juwan Johnson and Foster Moreau. Holker played in
12 games with two starts and recorded one cover-
age tackle and three catches for 21 yards.

TE Juwan Johnson first led Saints tight ends with
four touchdown receptions in 2021, converting to
the position that offseason after playing wideout in
college and as a rookie in 2020, signed as an un-
drafted free agent from Oregon. In 2022, he led the
Black and Gold tight ends in receiving with 42 grabs
for 508 yards with a club-best and career-high sev-
en touchdowns, tied for third at the position in the
NFL. Johnson led the Saints tight ends with a ca-
reer-high 50 receptions fora club-best 548 yards in
2024, adding three touchdown grabs as he quickly
recovered from foot surgery. He has led the Saints
with 14 receiving touchdowns over the past three
seasons, ranked seventh over that period among
NFL tight ends. In his career, Johnson has played in
67 games with 34 starts, making 146 receptions
for 1,622 yards with 18 touchdowns, combining
with Foster Moreau to form an effective tight end
duo.

After originally signing as an undrafted free agent
out of Vanderbilt in 2023, where he led the Com-
modores in tackles in each of his final three college
seasons, LB Anfernee Orji received the opportunity
to see extensive snaps in the preseason due to inju-
ries to teammates Demario Davis and Pete Werner.
He ranked second on the team with 15 coverage
stops and also added 18 defensive tackles in 2024.

After signing with New Orleans following the 2024
NFL Draft, LB Isaiah Stalbird played at Nebras-
ka [2019] and South Dakota State [2020-23). He
played in 64 games and made 251 tackles, 18.5 for
loss, three sacks, an interception, 19 passes de-
fensed, five forced fumbles, two recoveries and 19
blocked punts for the 2022 and 2023 FCS National
Champions. Stallbird finished with three coverage
stops in five games.

SAINTS

CB Rico Payton signed a college free agent con-
tract in April, playing his final four years at Pitts-
burg State. In 2023, the St. Louis native recorded
35 tackles with four interceptions and 15 passes
defensed. Payton secured a roster spot with his
performance in the preseason, leading the team
with five passes defensed and adding seven defen-
sive tackles and one coverage stop in three con-
tests. Payton contributed on both defense and spe-
cial teams in 16 games with one pass breakup and
13 coverage stops.

WR Mason Tipton stuck on the 53-man roster after
showing bright spots in the preseason, following a
college career at Yale, where he posted 132 recep-
tions for 1,067 yards with 19 touchdowns. In 2024,
he had 14 receptions for 99 yards.

After originally signing with New Orleans as an un-
drafted free agent out of Utah in 2022, LB Nephi
Sewell has become a valued member of the special
teams units. In his first full season in 2023 on the
active roster, Sewell totaled five coverage stops
and one forced fumble on special teams and ten
defensive tackles. Sewell spent the first ten weeks
Reserve/PUP, recovering from a knee injury suf-
fered in Week 17 of 2023, but returned to action
in the Week 11 victory over Cleveland. After being
voted by his Saints teammates as the team winner
of the Ed Block Courage award, recognizing his re-
habilitation, Sewell had eight tackles, one sack and
four coverage tackles.

DRAFT CONTRIBUTORS

All three of the team'’s top three selections in the
2024 NFL Draft started multiple games for the
Saints in 2024. Below is a summary of the perfor-
mance of the club’s first three picks in 2024

LT Taliese Fuaga, Oregon State (D1] - Selected with
the 14th overall pick out of Oregon State, the Saints
were able to address animmediate need, while also
acquiring a significant building block for the future.
In Corvallis, the 6-6, 324 pound Fuaga made 25
starts at right tackle in 39 games in Corvallis, in-
cluding opening all 12 contests in 2023, when he
received first-team All-America honors.

Fuaga was an anchor on the Saints offensive line in
his rookie campaign, seamlessly moving over to the
left tackle position for his first NFL season, where
he opened every game for an offense that improved
in every rushing metric. Starting all 17 games, he
was the first Saint to start every game in his rookie
year at the offensive line's most challenging posi-
tion since J.T. Taylor in 1978.

CB Kool-Aid McKinstry, Alabama (D2] - Selected in
the second round of the 2024 NFL Draft with the
L1st overall pick out of Alabama, McKinstry arrived
in New Orleans having covered many of the nation's
top wideouts in the Southeastern Conference for
the last three years. In 2023, the consensus first-
team All-American was a semifinalist for the Jim
Thorpe Award, making 32 tackkles and seven pass-
es defensed. In New Orleans, McKinstry played in
15 games with nine starts, moving into the starting
lineup in Week Eight and recorded 44 tackles and
seven passes defensed, often tasked with covering
an opponent’s top wideout.

OB Spencer Rattler, South Carolina (D5a] - Select-
ed with the team'’s first selection in the fifth round
(150th overall) out of South Carolina, Rattler com-
pleted 900-0f-1,313 passes (68.5 pct.] for 10,807
yards with 7?7 touchdowns, and only 32 intercep-
tions for the Gamecocks (2022-23] and Oklaho-
ma [2019-21). As a rookie, Rattler played in seven
games with six starts and completed 130-0f-228
passes for a Saints rookie-record 1,317 yards with
four touchdowns, also carrying 18 times for 146
yards.Insertedinto the December15 game at Wash-
ington after halftime, Rattler helped New Orleans
put on a valiant rally from a 17-0 deficit to engineer
two touchdown drives and two field goal drives. In
the season finale at Tampa Bay on Jan. 5, Rattler,
completed 26-of-42 passes for 240 yards with one
touchdown, zero interceptions and an 85.4 passer
rating, as he helped New Orleans jump out to a 16-6
halftime lead. Rattler opened the most games by a
Saints rookie signal-caller since Archie Manning in
1971.



NEW ORLEANS SAINTS SEASON IN REVIEW

SUPER SPECIALTEAMS UNITS

In their fifth year under the supervision of Darren
Rizzi, who was elevated to interim head coach on
Monday after supervising specialteams since 2019,
the Saints specialteamsunitsfinished 2023 ranked
second in the NFLunder writer Rick Gosselin's com-
prehensive rankings system. This was the fourth
top five ranking by the Saints special teams units
during Rizzi's tenure, based on 22 kicking-game
categories with New Orleans leading or sharing the
lead in five of them and finishing in the top ten in 13.

SPECIALTEAMS TOUCHDOWNS

In 2023, New Orleans recorded two touchdowns on
special teams for the first time since the 2017 cam-
paign. wide receiver/return specialist Rashid Sha-
heed had a 76-yard punt return for a touchdown at
Green Bay on Sept. 24, the team'’s first punt return
for a touchdown since 2019. On Dec. 10, vs. Caroli-
na, linebacker Nephi Sewell force Panthers P Johnny
Hekker to fumble on a punt play, which was recov-
ered by linebacker D'Marco Jackson for an eight-
yard touchdown. New Orleans scored their first
of 2024 on October 13, when Shaheed returned a
punt 54 yards for a score vs. Tampa Bay.

With Shaheed suffering the season-ending knee in-
jury, the punt return duties fell to Dante Pettis. Pet-
tis, a speedster, was originally a second round pick
of the San Francisco 49ers out of the University of
Washington in 2018 and the son of former major
league baseball base stealing legend, Gary Pettis,
had a career-long 53-yard punt return in the second
half of the team’s 35-14 win over Cleveland on Nov.

Signed by the
Saints following the 2018 NFL Draft out of Missis-
sippi State, Gray has been voted by his teammates
as a special teams captain for the past three sea-
sons and has been selected both as a Pro Bowl
starter and three-time Associated Press All-Pro.
Playing in 98 career regular season games, Gray
has career totals of 93 special teams stops, two
blocked punts, three fumble recoveries and 13 de-
fensive tackles, 2.5 sacks, one forced fumble and a
pass defense. In 2023, he finished with 11 coverage
stops to lead the team and tie for 12th in the NFL in
14 contests. Gray's special teams impact was at its
best on Sept. 22 vs. Philadelphia, when he blocked
a punt in the third quarter against the Eagles, the
second of his career.

In 2023, rookie free agent kicker Blake Grupe won
placekicking duties in a training camp competition
and has made significant contributions to the spe-
cial teams units.

Grupe was originally signed as an undrafted free
agent in 2023 out of Notre Dame, where he played
his final graduate campaign in 2022, after handling
kicking duties at Arkansas State from 2017-21. In 17
games, Grupe made 30 of 37 field goal attempts and
all 40 PAT attempts to lead the team with 130 points.

On March 6, 2023, the Saints agreed to terms with
Derek Carr on a four-year contract to solidify the
quarterback position. He spent the first nine sea-
sons of his NFL career with the Oakland/Las Vegas
Raiders. Originally selected in the second round
(36th overall) of the 2014 NFL Draft by the Raiders
out of Fresno State, the Bakersfield, Calif. native
has started all 169 career regular season games he
has played in, the most starts at the position over
that time, completing 3,765-0f-5,785 passes (65.1
pct.) for 41,245 yards with 257 touchdown passes,
112 interceptions and a 92.8 passer rating, while
adding 956 rushing yards and seven touchdowns.
Since entering the league in 2014, Carrranks firstin
the NFL in completions, second in passing yardage
and sixth in passing touchdowns. He became the
third quarterback in NFL history to pass for 3,000-
plus yards in each of his first ten seasons, joining
Pro Football Hall of Fame signal-caller Peyton Man-
ning and Russell Wilson. He is just the seventh play-
er in NFL history to reach 40,000 passing yards in
his first nine seasons and has completed 322 pass-
es of 25+ yards since he entered the league in 2014,
third-most in the NFL over that span.

This veteran tight end and New Orleans native who
was a standout at Jesuit High School and Louisiana
State University signed with the Saints in the 2023
offseason. He finished his sixth National Football
League season and second with the Black and Gold
after spending his first four campaigns with the
Oakland/Las Vegas Raiders, who origianlly select-
ed him in the fourth round of the 2019 NFL Draft. In
his career, Moreau has contributed both as a pass
catcher and blocker, appearing in 93 regular sea-
son games with 61 starts and has recorded career
totals of 144 receptions for 1,713 yards (11.9 avg.)

The team’s first round selection in 2023 out of
Clemson after being a three-time All-ACC selec-
tion, the Maryland native played in 26 games with
21 starts for the Tigers, producing 54 tackles (35
solo], 15 stops for loss, nine sacks, a forced fumble,
an interception and five passes defensed.

Bresee immediately found a role in New Orleans’ in-
terior rotation and appeared in all 17 games, record-
ing 24 tackles, 4.5 sacks and six pass breakups. His
sack total was the highest by a Saints rookie de-
fensive tackle since becoming an official statistic
(1982] and his pass defense total was the most in
club records for a rookie at the position since the
statistic was first recorded (1980).

CARL GRANDERSON

Signed by New Orleans as an undrafted free agent
out of Wyoming in 2019, Granderson posted 17.5
sacks in college and possesses the prototypical
frame for an NFL pass rusher. Granderson has be-
come a sigificant cog in the team’s defensive line
rotation with 240 tackles, 28.5 sacks, six pass
breakups, four forced fumbles and two recoveries.

In 67 career regular season games with
31 starts, Saunders has recorded 177 tackles (79
solo), 6.5 sacks, one interception, six pass break-
ups and five stops for loss.

DEMARIO DAVIS

This dependable and sure-tackling defender joined
the Saints in 2018 after spending his first six NFL
seasons with the New York Jets and Cleveland
Browns. In his career, the Brandon, Miss. native has
appeared in 210 regular season games with 196
starts for the Jets (2012-15, 2017), Browns (2016]
and the Saints (2018-), recording 1,471 stops (929
solo), 44.5 sacks, four interceptions, 62 pass
breakups, four forced fumbles and eight fumble re-
coveries.

PETE WERNER

New Orleans selected this three-year starter from
Ohio State in the second round of the 2021 NFL
Draft. The Indianapolis native finished his college
career playing in 47 career games with 35 starts,
recording 185 tackles (111 solo), 16 stops for loss,
four sacks, 11 pass breakups, four forced fumbles
and two fumble recoveries. Werner helped pow-
er the Buckeyes to the College Football Playoff
championship game as a senior in 2020, when he
was voted by the Big Ten coaches as a first-team
All-Conference selection and a Butkus Award semi-
finalist, posting 54 tackles, 2.5 stops for loss, one
sack and two forced fumbles.

In four seasons, Werner has played in 56 games
with 48 starts and has recorded 310 tackles (198
solo], a split sack, one interception, five pass break-
ups, two forced fumbles, two fumble recoveries
and three special teams stops.

Dating back to an interception in the 2023 season
finale vs. Atlanta, recovering a fumble in the 2024
season opener vs. Carolina and picking off Dallas
Cowboys quarterback Dak Prescott and Philadel-
phia Eagles signal-caller Jalen Hurts in Weeks Three
and Four, Mathieu recorded a least one takeaway
in four consecutive games for the first time in his
career. Mathieu is the first Saints defender to re-
cord takeaways in four consecutive contests since
safety Sammy Knight had at least one in five con-
secutive contests from Oct. 7-Nov. 4, 2001.

Mathieu’s 36 interceptions since coming into the
NFL in 2013 are first in the league over the period
after tying for the club lead with four picks in 2023
and tying for the team lead with three in 2024.
Mathieu’s 36 career picks are tied with Minnesota's
Harrison Smith for the most among active players.

ALONTAE TAYLOR

Selected by the Saints in the second round [49th
overall] of the 2022 NFL Draft out of Tennessee,
Taylor shook off early injuries to play in 13 games
with nine starts and posted 45 tackles (38 solo]
and a club-best 11 pass breakups, ranked fourth
among NFL rookies.

Moving to the nickel position in 2023, possessing
extensive experience on the inside and the outside,
Taylor appeared in all 17 games with 13 starts and
recorded 75 tackles, his first two career intercep-
tions and a career-high 14 pass breakups, tied for
second on the team and ninth in the NFL.

In 2024, Taylor played in all 17 games with 15 starts
and ranked third on the team with a career-high 89
tackles (61 solo), was tied for fourth with four sacks
and has added a club-best 16 passes defensed and
two forced fumbles to tie for the team best. His four
sacks were tied for the most by a Saints corner-
back with Alex Molden. His pass defense total was
ranked fifth in the National Football League.

Taylor's 16 passes defensed in 2024 were tied for
third in the NFC and fifth in the National Football
League, while his 41 since coming into the NFL in
2022 are tied for fourth.

In the Sept. 8 season-opening win over Carolina,
Taylor became the first Saints defensive back to
record three sacks in a contest since the statistic
was officially recognized by the NFL in 1982.
