WHAT’S GOIN’ ON: The Pensacola Blue Wahoos return home for a six-game series against the Montgomery Biscuits, Double-A affiliate of the 
Tampa Bay Rays, on Tuesday night.

SUNDAY SCARIES: The Blue Wahoos were shut out in their series finale at Rocket City on Sunday afternoon, falling 1-0 in 11 innings...Preston 
Palmeiro delivered a walk-off single against Colton Hock in the bottom of the eleventh to score the placed runner from second base...the two 
teams played to a 3-3 series split...Bryan Hoeing was outstanding, turning in 7.1 scoreless innings for the first quality start of the season...
Pensacola went 1-for-11 with men in scoring position, with their only hit an infield single...Cobie Fletcher-Vance extended his hitting streak to 
8 games with a 2-for-4 game...Paul McIntosh kept his batting average at a league-leading .500 with a 2-for-4 performance.

MAC ATTACK: The Double-A debut for catcher Paul McIntosh couldn’t have gone much better, with a .500 average through seven games to lead 
the Southern League...he also leads in OBP, SLG and OPS...he has homered twice, including in his first at-bat on Opening Day, and added the 
club’s first triple last Tuesday...undrafted last season after a stellar collegiate career at West Virginia, McIntosh was signed by the Marlins 
and led Low-A Jupiter with a 1.021 OPS after joining the team.

REAPING AND HOEING: Bryan Hoeing has delivered the two longest starts in the Southern League through two weeks...he struck out 10 batters 
on April 8 against Biloxi, tying a career high over 5.2 innings...last Sunday his 7.1 scoreless innings at Rocket City were the longest start for 
a Blue Wahoos pitcher since Jhoan Duran in August 2019.

I CANTRELLE BELIEVE IT: Acquired a day before the season in a trade with the Brewers, Hayden Cantrelle has flexed his muscle for the Blue 
Wahoos...his three home runs are tied for the Southern League lead, and he has a knack for hitting them at the right time...his first homer 
was a game-tying three-run shot in the eighth inning on Opening Night, and he hit another game-tying three-run homer in the fifth inning of 
Saturday’s game at Rocket City...Cantrelle hit 7 home runs in 77 games last season, his first as a professional.

MAJOR RELIEF: The Blue Wahoos bullpen is pitching to a 3.23 ERA so far this season, compared to a 4.15 ERA for the starting rotation...
relievers have struck out 56 batters in 39.0 innings, with an opponent batting average of .172.

OFFENSE AND DEFENSE: Pensacola’s team batting average of .248 is tied for tops in the Southern League so far this season, but their fielding 
has room for improvement...14 of their 48 runs allowed have been unearned runs, the most in the league...the defense’s 17 errors are most 
in the league.

BUTTERED BISCUITS: The Blue Wahoos and Biscuits will play each other 30 times this season...three series will be played in Pensacola, with 
two in Montgomery...they next play May 17-22 in Montgomery...last season, the Blue Wahoos went 13-11 against the Biscuits with an 8-4 
record at home...Pensacola holds the season series 64-62 entering this week’s series.

HEY, NINETEEN: Rising prospect Eury Pérez celebrated his 19th birthday Friday as the Blue Wahoos starting pitcher...he was the team’s 
Opening Day starter as an 18 year old...he is the first teenager to play for the Blue Wahoos in franchise history and the first to play for a 
Marlins Double-A club since Giancarlo Stanton and Matt Dominguez played for the Jacksonville Suns as 19-year-olds in 2009...he became the 
second 18-year-old to play for a Marlins Double-A team, the first being shortstop Edgar Rentería with the Portland Sea Dogs in 1995...the only 
other Marlins teenagers to play at the Double-A level are Miguel Cabrera (19, Carolina, 2003), Adrián González (19, Portland, 2002) and Álex 
González (19, Portland, 1996), all of whom were position players.

ALUMNI REPORT: Braves RHP Jackson Stephens was added to the major league roster last Wednesday, marking his first time in MLB since 
breaking in with the Reds in 2017 and 2018...Stephens pitched for the Blue Wahoos in 2016...earlier this season, Twins RHP Jhoan Duran 
became the 104th Blue Wahoos alumnus to debut in MLB.

A LOOK BACK: In their first year as a Marlins affiliate, the Blue Wahoos played to a 57-54 record in 2021...their 3.51 team ERA was the best in 
the Double-A South, but their .212 batting average was the lowest in the league...four players were named Postseason All-Stars: Max Meyer 
(RHP), Jake Eder (LHP), Colton Hock (RP) and Peyton Burdick (OF)...Burdick’s 23 home runs marked a franchise single-season record.

FEELING BRAND NEW: Blue Wahoos stadium received several upgrades prior to the 2022 season, most notably the replacement of natural 
grass with FieldTurf and the addition of LED lights to ensure the facility continues to meet MLB standards...the FieldTurf, installed and 
completed in March, is of a similar composition to the fields at LoanDepot Park in Miami and ABC Supply Stadium in High-A Beloit...it is the 
only artificial playing surface in the Southern League...also new in 2022: The Pepsi Pirate Ship Deck in right-center field.

SMOKE ON THE WATER: Kevin “Smoke” Randel leads the Blue Wahoos in his second year as manager...it is his seventh season managing in 
the Marlins system, and his third at the Double-A level after leading Jacksonville in 2019...Scott Seabol returns as hitting coach, with new 
coaching additions in Dave Eiland (pitching coach) and Frank Moore (defensive coach).

STARTING PITCHER

TONIGHT’S START: George Soriano makes his second Double-A start in the series 
opener against Montgomery.

LAST TIME OUT: Soriano made his Double-A debut last Tuesday at Rocket City, 
allowing 3 unearned runs over 4.0 innings...he issued three walks and four stolen 
bases...he left trailing 3-1, but a solo homer from Luis Aviles Jr. in the ninth inning 
gave Pensacola a 4-3 win.

AGAINST THE BISCUITS: Soriano has never faced Montgomery, though this will be 
his fourth start against a Rays affiliate (second outside the DSL)...the last time he 
faced a Rays affiliate was on May 11, 2019, when he pitched for Class-A Clinton 
against the Bowling Green Hot Rods...he took the loss in a 2-1 defeat, allowing 2 
runs, 1 earned, on 6 hits over 5.0 innings...he departed with no outs in the sixth after 
Wander Franco singled, stole second base, and scored...current Biscuit Alan Strong 
earned the win in his start, and Roberto Alvarez was 0-for-2 against Soriano.

LAST YEAR: Soriano began the 2021 season with Low-A Jupiter before a promotion to 
High-A Beloit on June 29...he went 7-1 with a 3.43 ERA in 18 starts between the two 
levels...his 114 strikeouts in 89.1 innings were fourth-most for any Marlins minor 
leaguer...he struck out 10 batters on three occasions, including back-to-back starts 
August 14 and August 22.

IN THE PIPELINE: Soriano is currently ranked the #28 prospect in the Marlins 
organization according to MLB Pipeline...according to his scouting report, “He must 
refine his control and command, though he did a better job of throwing strikes 
following his promotion to High-A...how well he can locate his pitches will determine 
whether he can fit in the back half of a rotation vs. maxing out as a middle reliever.”

PRE-PANDEMIC: Soriano spent the entire 2019 season at Low-A Clinton, played 
2018 in the GCL and missed the 2017 season due to injury.

GET TO KNOW ‘EM: Warm-up music is Tú No Metes Cabra (I’m Not Afraid of You) by 
Bad Bunny...favorite movie is G.I. Joe...on Twitter @G_Soriano1124...favorite actor 
is Will Smith...if he could have a superpower, he would have super speed...favorite 
player growing up was Alfonso Soriano, who shares his last name and is also from 
San Pedro de Macoris...says his secret talent is telling the truth all the time...favorite 
pregame meal is arroz pollo habichuelas y aguacate (rice, chicken and beans with 
avocado).
