WHAT’S GOIN’ ON: The Pensacola Blue Wahoos continue their series against the Mississippi Braves, Double-A affiliate of the Atlanta Braves, 
on Thursday evening.

LAST TIME OUT: The Blue Wahoos ambushed Mississippi’s Tanner Gordon in his Double-A debut on Wednesday, scoring eight early runs in 
an 8-3 win...the Blue Wahoos had their biggest inning of the season right out of the gate, scoring five runs on six hits in the first inning...
Paul McIntosh and Griffin Conine hit back-to-back homers, the second time those two have gone back-to-back this season (4/8 vs. Biloxi)...
in the second inning, the Blue Wahoos scored three more runs on no hits, thanks to four walks, a stolen base, a wild pitch and two sacrifice 
flies...a sac fly from McIntosh gave him 4 RBI on the night, tied for the most for any Pensacola player this season...Cody Mincey earned his 
first Double-A win, allowing three runs on five hits over 5.0 innings...neither team had a hit after the fifth inning...Eli Villalobos, Dylan Bice 
and Colton Hock combined for 4.0 hitless innings of relief.

OUT TO MARKET: Catcher Jan Mercado joined the Blue Wahoos roster on Thursday as catcher Santiago Chávez was placed on Miami’s taxi 
squad...Chávez batted .093 (4-for-43) in 13 games, hitting one home run and throwing out 5 of 11 base stealers...Mercado batted .261 with 
one home run and six RBI in eight games for the Class-A Jupiter Hammerheads...Mercado split the 2021 season between Jupiter and High-A 
Beloit.

A CROMULENT START: Josh Simpson turned in another hitless, scoreless inning of relief on Tuesday, bringing his season totals to 12.1 
scoreless innings of three-hit baseball...he has struck out 25 while walking only 4, and has held opponents to a .079 average.

TICK, TOCK: The Blue Wahoos played Wednesday’s game in a brisk 2:22...they have played only two nine-inning games longer than three 
hours this season, the last coming April 16 at Rocket City in 3:05...experimental pitch clock rules enacted by MLB in the minors began strict 
enforcement in the second week of the season.

NOT THROWING AWAY HIS SHOT: Tuesday in Baltimore, former Blue Wahoo and current Twin Jose Miranda collected an RBI double for his first 
big league hit...Miranda, who played in one regular season game and five postseason games for the Blue Wahoos in 2019, is the cousin of 
“Hamilton” creator Lin-Manuel Miranda...right-handed pitcher Cole Sands, who appeared in one game for the Blue Wahoos in 2019, debuted 
for the Twins last Sunday...right-handed pitcher Jhoan Duran, who also played for Pensacola in 2019, made Minnesota’s Opening Day roster 
as a reliever and earned his first career save on Monday night.

HOEING ON UP: Bryan Hoeing was promoted to Triple-A Jacksonville on Tuesday after a stellar first month of the season...in his first four starts 
at the Double-A level, the Marlins’ #30 prospect according to MLB Pipeline was 2-1 with a miniscule 0.35 ERA...he led the league with 25.2 
innings at the time of his promotion, and allowed only one earned run during that time...he struck out 10 batters in his Blue Wahoos debut 
on April 8 against Biloxi, tying a career high over 5.2 innings...his 7.1 scoreless innings at Rocket City on April 15 were the longest start for a 
Blue Wahoos pitcher since Jhoan Duran in August 2019.

LA KABRA: Eury Pérez was named Southern League Pitcher of the Week on Tuesday after a nearly perfect start on Friday at Biloxi...he struck 
out 12 batters over 5.0 one-hit innings, the most for a Blue Wahoos pitcher since Jake Eder fanned 12 M-Braves batters on May 6, 2021...the 
single-game record belongs to Tony Cingrani, who struck out 15 Jackson Generals batters over 8.0 innings on June 27, 2012...second place 
belongs to Luis Castillo, who struck out 13 Mississippi batters on June 13, 2017...other 12-strikeout games belong to Cody Reed on August 5, 
2015 at Jacksonville and Bailey Ober on August 21, 2019 vs. Mississippi.

LINDY HOPS OVER: The Blue Wahoos received right-handed pitcher Jeff Lindgren down from Triple-A Jacksonville on Tuesday to take the 
rotation spot of Bryan Hoeing...Lindgren, who went 6-8 with a 3.82 ERA in 106.0 innings for the Blue Wahoos last year, was 1-1 with a 7.64 
ERA in his first taste of Triple-A to start the season...Lindgren is slated to make his 2022 Blue Wahoos debut on Sunday afternoon.

APRIL SHOWERS: The Blue Wahoos finished the month of April with an 8-12 record, 4.0 games back of first-place Biloxi in the South Division...
their 84 runs scored and .677 OPS were last in the league...their team ERA of 3.63, however, was second-best behind only Biloxi’s 3.12...
the 223 strikeouts from their pitching staff were also second-most in the league, and 95.0 innings from starting pitchers were most in the 
circuit...their relievers pitched to a 3.02 ERA, lowest in the league.

ENCARNA-SEE YA, GONE: Jerar Encarnacion is batting .326, sixth-best in the league...his 29 hits are also second-most in the circuit...he is 
tied for fifth in the league in homers with six...he batted .500/.571/.929 (21-for-42) with 5 home runs and 10 RBI in an 11-game hitting 
streak from April 12-23.

MMM...BRAVES: The Blue Wahoos and M-Braves will play each other 30 times this season, with 18 games coming in Mississippi and 12 games 
in Pensacola...the teams next meet at Blue Wahoos Stadium May 24-29...last season, the Blue Wahoos were 11-14 against Mississippi...the 
M-Braves went on to win the Double-A South Championship, just weeks before their major league affiliate won the World Series.

STARTING PITCHER

TONIGHT’S START: Will Stewart makes his fifth appearance, and fourth start, of the 
2022 season in Thursday’s game against Mississippi.

LAST TIME OUT: Stewart turned in his best outing of the season last Thursday against 
Biloxi, but it turned into a tough-luck loss in a 3-0 defeat...Stewart allowed 2 ER in 
6.2 innings, leaving trailing 1-0 in the seventh...he allowed a first inning solo home 
run to Freddy Zamora, which turned out to be the difference in the game...it was 
Pensacola’s second consecutive shutout loss.

AGAINST THE BRAVES: Stewart faced Mississippi four times last year, going 2-1 
with a 3.27 ERA (8 ER in 22.0 IP)...after allowing 5 earned runs over 5.0 innings at 
Mississippi in his Double-A debut on May 9, he allowed just one earned run in each 
of his final three starts against them last season.

LAST YEAR: Stewart pitched the entire 2021 season in Pensacola, going 5-8 with 
a 4.33 ERA in 20 starts...he coaxed 14 double plays, second-most in the Double-A 
South...he fell one out shy of his third straight 100-inning season, finishing at 99.2 
IP.

TRADING POST: Stewart arrived in the Marlins organization in the February 2019 
trade that sent J.T. Realmuto to the Phillies...Stewart was part of the return that 
included Jorge Alfaro, Sixto Sanchez and cash considerations.

TARGET PRACTICE: Stewart hit 25 batters last season with the Blue Wahoos, the 
most for any Marlins minor league pitcher in franchise history...he has hit 2 batters 
so far this season.

HUNTSVILLE STAR: Stewart attended Hazel Green High School, approximately 24 
miles northeast of Toyota Field, home of the Rocket City Trash Pandas.

GET TO KNOW ‘EM: Stewart was originally selected by the Phillies in the 20th round 
of the 2015 Draft...favorite movie is The Great Gatsby and his favorite TV show is 
Lucifer...says his secret talent is having two black belts...started a foundation in 
memory of his godmother that helps combat Stage IV metastatic breast cancer.
