DIRECTIONS TO THE FIELDS: 
 
1) PERSHING MIDDLE SCHOOL (San Diego, California) 

 
Field Address: 8204 San Carlos Dr, San Diego, CA 92119 
 
I-8 East to I-125 North to Navajo Road, turn left. 4th Light is Boulder Lake turn left (the fields will 

be on your right hand side from this direction). The fields are on the Pershing MS Play Ground 
Bounded by Navajo Road, Boulder Lake and San Carlos Drive. Please park in the School Parking Lot 
on San Carlos Drive (and take the stairs or ADA ramp up to the field). If the lot is full, park on the 

school side of the street on Boulder Lake or San Carlos Drive. The stairs leading up to the fields 
from Boulder Lake or San Carlos Drive may be locked, so please park in the lot, as this will provide 
you the best access up to the fields.  
 

 
2) KRENZLER FIELDS (Cleveland, Ohio) 

 

All participants need to meet at the Cleveland State University - Physical Education Building 
(2121 Euclid Avenue, Cleveland, OH 44115) for registration prior to the beginning of the 
Tryouts. Locker Rooms are also available at this location. 
 

The Stadium is at the corner of East 19th Street & Chester Avenue.  
   
  From I-77:  

* Take I-77 North toward Cleveland  

* Take exit #162B/ East 14th Street onto East 14th Street  
* Bear right on East 18th Street  
* Turn right on Chester Avenue  

* The field is at the corner of Chester Avenue and East 19th Street  
 

  From the East/I-90:  

* Take I-90 West  

* Take exit #173B toward Chester Avenue  
* Turn left on East 24th Street  
* Turn right on Chester Avenue  

* The field is at the corner of Chester Avenue and East 19th Street  
 
  From the West/I-90:  

* Take I-90 East toward Cleveland  

* Take exit #172A/I-77 South onto East 9th Street toward downtown  
* Turn right on Chester Avenue
