Seven FC Cincinnati players were selected to their respective national team rosters for the
November FIFA International window, four at the senior level: Roman Celentano and Miles
Robinson (United States), Ender Echenique (Venezuela), Teenage Hadebe (Zimbabwe) and
three at the youth level: Gerardo Valenzuela (U21 United States), Stefan Chirila (U19
Romania) and Samuel Gidi (U21Slovakia).

Echenique earned his first two career senior caps in friendlies for Venezuela, Hadebe

crossed 50 caps for Zimbabwe in two friendlies, and Gidi made two appearances for

Slovakia's U21s in 2027 U21 Euros qualification. Robinson, Valenzuela and Chirila each made

one appearance for their respective nations as well.

THE SEASON BEGAN IN HONDURAS

BUSY SUMMER WINDOW - HEADLINED BY A BIG RETURN

FC Cincinnati's 2025 season began in Tegucigalpa, Honduras in Round One of the
Concacaf Champions Cup on
Wednesday, February 19. Cincinnati
began with an offensive outburst,
defeating FC Motagua 4-1at Estadio s
Nacional Chelato Uclés.

Four days later, FC Cincinnati defeat- "*"’“ )
ed the New York Red Bulls, 1-0, at TQL
Stadium with a debut MLS game-

winning goal from Kévin Denkey.

In total, FC Cincinnati played eight matches in the first 25 days of the season between
league and Champions Cup play and held a 3-3-2 record.

A PERFECT APRIL

The early schedule congestion calmed down. The first S|gnature win after the early slate
came in Nashville on March 29, when
FC Cincinnati defeated Nashville SC,
2-1, at GEODIS Park. Kévin Denkey
scored a second-half stoppage time
penalty, after Roman Celentano saved
apenalty earlier in the half and set a
season-high seven saves.

From there, Cincinnati went a perfect
4-0-0in April, the club's second-ever
perfect month in league play with at least five matches played (May 2023, 5-0-0).

KEVIN [IIVES BABK

As part of the winning streak, on
April 26, FCC forward Kévin Denkey &
scored the MLS Goal of the Matchday,

In conjunction with FC Cincinnati
Foundation, Denkey donated 150
bicycles to students at Hays-Porter
Schoolin the West End who achieved
perfect or near perfect attendance
and/or Honor Roll performance.

The bicycles were a reward and to
encourage future performance in the
classroom. FC Cincinnati Foundation
provided helmets for each student.

Denkey visited Hays-Porter School on b g
Monday, May 19 to help distribute the bicycles and speak to the students.

FC Cincinnati's five-game winning streak (the third longest in the club's MLS history) was
snapped on the first game of May at New York City, and the team went just 2-3-2 in May.
Butin June, winning ways resumed with three wins in three tries, all on the road, in New
England, Montréal and Orlando. A 3-1-1July in MLS play gave FC Cincinnati a 6-1-1record
in league play in the summer months of June and July.

FC Cincinnati were active in the summer's Secondary Transfer Window. Departures
included in-league trades of DeAndre Yedlin (Real Salt Lake) and Corey Baird (San Diego
FC) and parting ways with Sergio Santos (picked up on waivers by Houston Dynamo FC).

But the headlines came in the numerous additions to the club. Joining the team included
U22 Initiative wingers Ender Echenique (via transfer
from Caracas FC of the Venezuelan Primera Divisian),
Dominik Marczuk (on loan from Real Salt Lake),
forward Ayoub Jabbari (on loan from Grenoble of the
French Ligue 2) and Samuel Gidi (via transfer from
MS3K Zilina of the Slovakian First Division). Each of the
four players brought in have started at least once and
entered the playoffs with 23 combined appearances.

But the headline was of course Brenner, the club's
third-leading scorer all time, returning to Cincinnati
on loan from Udinese on the final day of the window.
Brenner first joined FC Cincinnati as a Young
Designated Player on February 9, 2021 and in his
breakout 2022 season, Brenner netted 18 goals over
the final 19 games of the 2022 MLS Regular Season to help Cincinnati clinch a playoff
berth for the first time since joining MLS. Brenner netted four goals in his six

regular season appearances entering the postseason.

FINDING FORM OVER THE FINAL FEW

Decision Day's 3-0 win over CF Montréal secured an unbeaten 4-0-1record for FC

Cincinnati over the final five matches in September and October. The final day win was
necessary for Cincinnati to maintain the No. 2 seed in the Eastern Conference and head
into the MLS Cup Playoffs with momentum as the Orange and Blue head into the
postseason seeking the club's first MLS Cup and a first star over the crest.

YOUTH DEVELOPMENT

Three FC Cincinnati Academy products

time in club history and advanced to the Eastern Conference Semifinals with a road win in Round One at the New York Red Bulls.

Success shouldn't have come as a surpise for Noonan. Including 2025, in his 22 seasons in MLS either as a player or a coach, he has guided his club to a berth in the MLS Cup Playoffs in 21 of those seasons.

Noonan spent four seasons in Philadelphia, appointed in January 2018 to coach alongside Jim Curtin, highlighted by the club’s 2020 Supporters' Shield campaign. Before joining the
staff in Philadelphia, Noonan served as an assistant coach with Bruce Arena and the USMNT from 2017 until 2018. After his playing retirement in 2013, he joined LA Galaxy's coaching
staff under the four-time MLS Coach of the Year Arena.

His playing career began as a two-time All-American at Indiana University. He scored 48 goals in 91 college matches, and he was drafted ninth overall by the New England

Revolution in the 2003 MLS SuperDraft. That began a 10-year playing career, where he was runner-up for Rookie of the Year in 2003, and in 2004, he finished in a tie for MLS Scoring
Champion. He was named to the MLS All-Star team in 2004 as well. During his playing career, Noonan won MLS Cup twice, once with the Columbus Crew in 2008 and with the LA Galaxy
in 2012. He won the Supporters’ Shield with the Crew in 2008, and he lifted the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup three times - in 2007 with the Revs, and then in back-to-back seasons with
Seattle Sounders FC in 2010 and 2011. Internationally, Noonan earned 15 caps for the USMNT, scoring one goal and winning the 2005 CONCACAF Gold Cup. He ended his playing career in
2012 with the LA Galaxy and immediately began his coaching career, becoming an assistant in 2013 under Arena.

stadiums in not only North America, but the world. Critically-acclaimed firm Populous designed an innovative and for-
ward-thinking stadium that is one of the largest soccer-specific facilities in Major League Soccer. TQL Stadium has been

| named Best Venue at the 2022 World Football Summit in Madrid and the 2022 Prix Versailles World Title in the Sports Catego-
ry in Paris, France.

A The closest seats are within 1 feet of the pitch at the $250 million, privately funded stadium. The design includes 53
\| traditional suites and 4,500 premium seats throughout four premium club spaces. FCC's supporters’ section, The Bailey, has
ml grown to be more than 3,100 strong and loom over opponents at a 34-degree angle at the stadium’s north end. A 360-degree
canopy roof covers every seat in TQL Stadium, but still allows sufficient sun in to grow a natural grass field.

The stadium has five team locker rooms, including a comprehensive team suite for FC Cincinnati that features a dressing
room, coach’s office, lounge, equipment storage and the Mercy Health Center of Excellence for the team's medical and game
day fitness needs. Within the 18 months of the stadium’s completion, TQL Stadium featured both the U.S. Men's and Women'’s
National Teams, including the USMNT's FIFA World Cup Qualification match vs. Mexico, and a concert by legendary rock band,
The Who, on May 15, 2022. Three more booked concert followed, including Kenny Chesney's Sun Goes Down Tour in 2024.

The stadium has hosted seven international matches in total - and in 2025 - will add four FIFA Club World Cup matches to its
résumé, including two matches featuring German giants Borussia Dortmund, Bayern Munich and more.

Since opening in May 2021, including 2025, FC Cincinnati have played in front of 48 sellout crowds at TQL Stadium

TRAINING CENTER

[n 2019, the club opened the state-of-the-art Mercy Health Training Center (MHTC) in Milford, Ohio. Designed by MSA Sport, the $30 million,
24-acre facility includes three full-size, lighted soccer fields — including two stabilized natural grass surfaces and one synthetic turf
surface —as well as a goalkeeper-specific training area. The MLS team is housed in a 30,000 sq. ft., multilevel building abutting the fields,
including a separate, 4,000 sg. ft. wing of the building for the FC Cincinnati Academy.

Additionally, there is a 3,000 sq. ft. maintenance facility on the property. In the design process, the MSA Sport design team benchmarked
training grounds across the world, including the best in Europe, South America, and Asia. The goal of the design meets the original goal to

develop one of the premier and most progressive team facilities in Major League Soccer and North America.
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
