Big Ten Men’s Basketball Players of the Week are selected in two categories: player
and freshman. Award winners are chosen by a vote of the Big Ten Communications
staff from nominations supplied by the schools’ communications offices. The Big Ten
office will announce weekly men’s basketball award winners on Mondays.

Postseason Awards

In basketball, coaches and a media panel choose All-Conference teams (first, second,
third and honorable mention). The Big Ten will also hand out five individual awards
based on votes from coaches, media and administrators. A full list of the awards can
be found on page 7 of this media guide. The Big Ten Medal of Honor is awarded
to one male and female student from each graduating class and recognizes both
academic and athletic success. The Big Ten also names one Sportsmanship Award
honoree from each institution. These students become candidates for the Big Ten
Outstanding Sportsmanship Award, as the conference honors one male and one
female from each institution at the end of the school year. Academic All-Big Ten
teams are named for every sport. The teams are composed of all letterwinners who
are in at least their second academic year at their institution and carry a cumulative
grade-point average (GPA) of 3.0 or higher. The conference office also presents the
Distinguished Scholar Award at the end of each academic year. Students eligible for
the Distinguished Scholar Award must be letterwinners in at least their second year
in residence at their institution. Qualifying students must have earned a GPA of 3.7
or higher for the current academic year, excluding summer school.
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COMMISSIONER TONY PETITTI

Tony Petitti was named the seventh commissioner in Big Ten Conference history on April 11, 2023.
His first year of leadership included the integration of UCLA, USC, the University of Oregon, and the
University of Washington, all of whom officially joined the Big Ten on August 2, 2024, growing the
conference’s membership to 18 institutions for the first time.

Petitti is a proven leader who brought nearly four decades of sports, business and media industry
acumen to the Big Ten Conference. He previously served as deputy commissioner and chief operat-
ing officer of Major League Baseball and president and chief executive officer of MLB Network.

A 14-time National Sports Emmy Award winner, Petitti also held senior executive roles at CBS Sports
and ABC Sports overseeing rights acquisition deals for a variety of sports leagues and collegiate and professional sports
events, including the NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournament, college football, NFL, PGA Tour, the Masters, US Open Tennis
Championships, and the Little League World Series, as well as assisting in the creation of the Bowl Championship Series. He
is @ 2023 inductee into the Sports Broadcasting Hall of Fame.

As Deputy Commissioner and Chief Operating Officer for Major League Baseball from 2014-20, Petitti led broadcast and digital
media, special events, MLB Network, MLB social media, consumer products and licensing, marketing, youth development,
international, and security.

Before joining MLB, he was President and Chief Executive Officer of MLB Network from its creation until 2014. Petitti led the
imagination, buildout and launch of the channel in 50 million homes, at the time the largest cable network launch in history. His
vision touched every aspect of content and operations at the network, including programming, on-air talent, production, studio
creation, and supporting facilities.

Petitti was selected to run MLB Network after a distinguished tenure with CBS, ending his time as the executive vice president
of CBS Sports. He led the sports programming division and served as executive producer for all CBS Sports telecasts.

His professional career began with two years at the law firm of Cadwalader, Wickersham and Taft, after which he transitioned
into broadcasting as a general attorney for ABC. Over the course of his eight years at the network, he was ultimately named
vice president of programming and managed the acquisition and scheduling of ABC Sports content, including college football,
college basketball, track and field, the Little League World Series and NASCAR events.

Petitti was a student-athlete at Haverford College, where he earned a degree in economics and was a catcher on the baseball

team, and received his J.D. from Harvard Law School. He has two daughters, Danielle, a graduate of Vanderbilt University, and
Ally, a graduate of the University of Southern California.

Since its inception in 1896, the pursuit and attainment of academic excellence has been a priority for every Big Ten member institution. But maintaining
the conference’s standard of competing at the highest level in athletics also endures as an important component of the Big Ten experience. Striking that
balance between academics and athletics is integral to the Big Ten’s identity. Recognized as one of intercollegiate sports’ most successful undertakings,
the Big Ten strives for success from its students not only on the field and in the classroom, but around the world as well.

PREMIER ACADEMIC INSTITUTIONS

The Big Ten Academic Alliance is an academic consortium of all 18 Big Ten
universities, which is widely considered to be the model for effective and
voluntary collaboration among top research universities.

Every Big Ten Academic Alliance institution ranks among the top 105
universities in the nation according to the 2025 Academic Ranking of
World Universities, including 11 in the top 40.

The Big Ten leads all conferences with more than 2,000 Academic All-
Americans, including 94 honorees during the 2024-25 academic year.

Big Ten Academic Alliance schools annually conduct more than $17
billion in funded research.

A HISTORY OF ATHLETIC SUCCESS

Big Ten schools have won at least five national championships in 25 of the
last 30 years, averaging nearly seven per year during that span. The Big
Ten set a record in 2024-25, winning 14 national championships.

Since the 2005-06 academic year, current Big Ten institutions have
claimed 128 team national championships in 26 different sports.

BROAD-BASED PROGRAMMING

Big Ten institutions support more than 14,000 participation opportunities
on 350 teams in 42 different sports.

The Big Ten sponsors 28 official conference sports, 14 for men and 14 for
women.

The Big Ten leads the nation in total students competing in intercollegiate
athletics and participation opportunities, and sponsors more official
sports than all conferences except the Ivy League.

Nearly 2,000 Big Ten competitors have participated in the Olympics,
winning more than 600 medals, including more than 200 gold. The
Big Ten Conference enjoyed its finest performance at a single Olympic
Games during the 2024 Summer Olympics in Paris, France, as athletes
with Big Ten ties set conference records by earning 98 total medals and
27 gold medals during the 17-day competition, surpassing the previous
mark of 51 medals at the 2020 Summer Games in Tokyo, Japan. All 18
Big Ten member schools were represented at the 2024 Summer Games,
competing for 64 nations in 17 sports.

PASSIONATE FOLLOWING

The Big Ten leads all conferences with more than 9.4 million alumni and
nearly 823,000 students.

Big Ten men’s and women'’s basketball combined for 4.9 million fans in
their home arenas throughout the 2024-25 season and paced the nation
in total attendance. All seven of the Big Ten ice hockey teams also ranked
in the top 20 nationally in average attendance.

In 2024-25, the four most viewed college football games of the season
featured Big Ten teams, as did seven of the top 10, and 12 of the top 20.
Three broadcast television partners — CBS, FOX and NBC — had at least
one Big Ten matchup with more than 9.5 million viewers. Twenty-one Big
Ten football games had an audience of more than five million viewers.

EXTENSIVE TELEVISION EXPOSURE

Through the Big Ten’s current media agreements with BTN, NBC,
Peacock, CBS and FOX, more than 2,000 Big Ten events are produced and
distributed nationally and globally on an annual basis.

BTN is carried by all major video distributors across the United States and
Canada and is also available via the Fox Sports App, delivering live and
on-demand programming to computers, smartphones and tablets. B1G+,
the network’s subscription streaming services, provides access to more
than 2,700 additional events each season.

LEADERS IN INNOVATION

Took part in the nation’s first bowl game, winning the 1902 Rose Bowl
Game, and signed an exclusive contract with the Tournament of Roses
in 1946, making it the first bowl with permanent conference affiliations.

Awarded the first Big Ten Medal of Honor in 1915, honoring outstanding
seniors who demonstrated excellence in academics and athletics.

Formed the Big Ten Advisory Commission in 1972, enlisting former
students that competed in conference athletics to serve as liaisons to the
NCAA’s Diversity and Inclusion Department, the Big Ten Student-Athlete
Advisory Commission and other organizations.

Became the first conference to voluntarily adopt male and female
participation goals after launching its Gender Equity Action Plan in 1992.

Launched the Big Ten Network (BTN) in 2007, the first national conference-
owned television network.

Began partnering with the lvy League to study the effects of head injuries
in sports in 2012.

Twenty years after adding instant replay in 2004, announced a state-of-
the-art replay center, featuring 18 dedicated replay bays and six dedicated
medical observation stations.

Championed new legislation for football permitting coach-to-player
helmet communication and the use of sideline video by student-athletes,
and coaches, both of which were introduced in the fall of 2024.

COMMUNITY & IMPACT

The Big Ten Conference Community & Impact team is dedicated to
engaging, educating, and empowering student-athletes, coaches,
administrators, alumni, and communities across the Big Ten footprint.

By fostering strong community partnerships, the conference has
amplified its impact through local school programs and renovations,
along with initiatives like Big Impact Reading Week.

Moving forward, the Big Ten is dedicated to go beyond the playing field
by providing hands-on experiences that connect student-athletes to
meaningful opportunities in journalism, broadcasting, leadership, and
service.

Each initiative is designed with intentional community impact in mind—
supporting local businesses, uplifting schools, and honoring student-
athletes who embody service and leadership through recognitions like
the Jackie Robinson Community & Impact Award.
