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Historic Banterra Center received a complete retrofit following the 2009-10 season. Fans are now greeted by an updated entrance and 

lobby area, as well as a concourse encircling the upper bowl of the arena, featuring an athletic ticket office, Saluki Team Store, expanded 

concessions and new restrooms. In addition, the retrofitted Banterra Center features chairback seating, including chairbacks in the 

permanent upper bowl. 

In 2023-24, Banterra Center was equipped with a state-of-the-art 

scoreboard from WatchFire. The scoreboard features four 10-foot by 

16-foot display panels to create a center-hung scoreboard. The project 

also entails display rings at the top and bottom of the scoreboard. The 

system includes a pair of fully LED boards measuring 15 feet by 8 feet 

that will display real-time statistics. Powered by MotionRocket, the new 

system fully integrates with existing displays throughout Banterra Center.

Ten years after winning the NIT in New York City, the Salukis earned their first crack at 
the University Division’s “Big Dance” in 1977. In the school’s first-ever NCAA Tournament 
appearance, a veteran-laden squad led by Mike Glenn, advanced to the Sweet 16 by 
beating Arizona. Glenn, a future NBA star, averaged 21 points per game on the season, 
while shooting .582 from the floor. He was spectacular in SIU’s two NCAA games. Glenn 
did not leave the court, playing all 80 minutes, making 30-of-45 field goal attempts 
and collecting 65 points. The tournament featured 32 teams and was the final NCAA 
Tournament in which teams were not seeded.
