Ten years after winning the NIT in New York City, the Salukis earned their first crack at
the University Division’s “Big Dance” in 1977. In the school’s first-ever NCAA Tournament
appearance, a veteran-laden squad led by Mike Glenn, advanced to the Sweet 16 by
beating Arizona. Glenn, a future NBA star, averaged 21 points per game on the season,
while shooting .582 percent from the floor. He was spectacular in SIU’s two NCAA games.
Glenn did not leave the court, playing all 80 minutes, making 30-0f-45 field goal attempts
and collecting 65 points. The tournament featured 32 teams and was the final NCAA
Tournament in which teams were not seeded.

MVC, marking the biggest leap in the
standings in school history.

The Salukis won eight of their
last 12 games in 2014 and fans were
so energized by the resurgence of the
program that the final home game
featured the first sell-out of SIU
Arena in six years. The Salukis also
advanced to the semifinals of the MVC
Tournament for the first time in seven
years.

Although SIU finished 10th in the
league standings in 2013 with a 6-12
mark, Hinson placed third in the voting
for Missouri Valley Conference Coach of
the Year, the highest finish ever for the
coach of a last-place MVC team.

Hinson won over the fan base with
his likable, no-nonsense, common-man
demeanor. He kept a positive outlook
after the team began conference play
with a 1-10 record. On Feb. 5, the
Salukis snapped a six-game losing
streak by beating No. 22 Wichita
State for their first win over a ranked
opponent since 2008. That victory was
the first of six wins in the team’s final
eight regular-season games. After the

season, Hinson was rewarded with a one-year contract extension that will
keep him at SIU through the 2017-18 season.

Hinson was named the school’s basketball head coach during a press
conference on March 28, 2012. He became just the 13th head coach in the
99-year history of the program. Hinson, 53, served four years on Bill Self’s
staff at the University of Kansas from 2008-12. The Jayhawks were one of
the nation’s premier programs during that four-year span with a combined
107-21 record and a trip to the National Championship game in 2012.

Prior to Kansas, Hinson was the head coach at Missouri State for nine
seasons. While at Missouri State, he guided the Bears to a 169-117 record
(.591) with postseason NIT teams in 2000, 2005, 2006 and 2007. His 2006
squad was left out of the NCAA Tournament with a 21 RPI. That club went
on to win NIT games over Stanford and Houston.

Although Southern Illinois dominated the Missouri Valley Conference
by winning six-straight championships from 2002 to 2007, Hinson’s Bears
beat Southern 10 times -- more than any other conference school during his
nine-year tenure. The Bears had three 20-win seasons under Hinson and
advanced to the finals of the MVC Tournament three times. Twenty-three of
Hinson’s 26 players who completed their eligibility as seniors for the Bears
received undergraduate degrees from Missouri State. Thirteen of Hinson’s
players went on to play professionally overseas.

“I'm genuinely excited to be the head coach at a university with a
great tradition in college basketball, and even more excited to be part of a
community which seems so much like the place where I was raised,” said
Hinson, a native of Marlow, Okla.

Hinson spent eight years as a high school coach in Oklahoma before
landing a college job on Self’s staff at Oral Roberts in 1993. Four years
later, he took over for Self at ORU and produced records of 19-12 and 17-
11 in two years as head coach and tied for two Mid-Continent Conference
regular-season titles.

Hinson and his wife, Angie, have two daughters, Tiffany and Ashley,
and a grandson, Carter. He is the son of Tiffany and Niles Thomason, who
passed away on Christmas Day, 2013.

Anthony Beane Sr. enters his fifth
season as an assistant at Southern and his
recruiting prowess has been instrumental in
the complete overhaul of SIU’s roster. After
two seasons, the Salukis were able to turn
over the entire roster with new players. The
Salukis have signed 28 players in total in
four-plus years, including All-Conference
guard Anthony Beane Jr., All-Freshman team
member Jordan Caroline, Most-Improved
Team member Bola Olaniyan, and All-Bench
team members Jalen Pendleton and Leo
Vincent.

Beane knows the Missouri Valley
Conference inside and out, having served
two stints at Illinois State. He coached five
seasons under Tim Jankovich (2007-12) and
two years on Tom Richardson’s staff (2000-
02). In between, he was an assistant coach
at Saint Louis from 2002-06.

“He’s a veteran coach who is familiar
with the Missouri Valley Conference, and
he’s a strong recruiter who can help us in
St. Louis and Chicago,” said Hinson.

Beane is no stranger to post-season
play. The Redbirds advanced to the NIT in
2001, 2008, 2009, 2010 and 2012, while the
Billikens made the NIT in 2003 and 2004.

“I've known Coach Hinson for a long
time,” Beane said. “Being from the southeast
Missouri area, my family grew up around Saluki Basketball, and it’s great to be able to relocate to a familiar area.”

Beane broke into the NCAA Division I coaching ranks with a three-year run at Southeast Missouri State (1997-2000). He
helped the Redhawks to back-to-back 20-win seasons, including a 24-9 mark and a trip to the NCAA Tournament in 1999.

Beane’s coaching start came in the junior college ranks. He spent the 1995-96 season as an assistant coach at Allen County
Community College in Iola, Kan., before moving to West Plains Community College (now Missouri State-West Plains), for the
following campaign. He coached both teams to 20-win seasons before joining the SEMO staff 1997.

As a player, Beane spent two seasons at Three Rivers Community College, where he garnered All-America honors and led
the team to the National Junior College Athletic Association (NJCAA) National Championship in 1991. From there, he moved
on to Kansas State, where he played for current Oregon coach Dana Altman. At K-State, he made an immediate impact. He
was named the 1992 Big Eight Conference Newcomer of the Year and was twice named to the All-Conference team.

Beane and his wife, Katina, are the parents of two sons, Anthony Jr. and Darius. Anthony Jr. is pursuing a career in
professional basketball, while Darius is a junior in high school.

Former Hawaii and Marquette assistant Brad Autry was
named to SIU’s staff on June 8, 2015. Autry coached on
Benjy Taylor’s staff at Hawaii in 2015, and prior to that, spent
six seasons at Marquette working for Buzz Williams -- the
first four as coordinator of student-athlete development,
and the final two as assistant coach.

Known for his high-energy coaching style, Autry coached
the bigs at SIU last season, and starters Sean O’Brien and
Bola Olaniyan both had career-best seasons, as the Salukis
finished with a 22-10 record.

Winning has followed wherever Autry has coached. In
2014-15, Hawai recorded 22 victories -- their highest win
total in 12 years -- and lost to UC-Irvine in the championship
game of the Big West Tournament. While Autry was at
Marquette, the program averaged 23 wins per year, made
five-consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances (2009-13)
and advanced to the Elite Eight in 2013. The Golden Eagles
produced eight NBA players during Autry’s tenure and had
three Top 20 recruiting classes, according to ESPN.

Autry played collegiately at Northwestern Oklahoma
State, where he was an All-Conference performer and was
named the Oklahoma Intercollegiate Conference Scholar-
Athlete of the Year in 1990. He began his coaching career as
a graduate assistant at the University of Central Oklahoma,
where he earned his master’s degree in education, and was
part of a Lone Star Conference championship and the NCAA
Division II national tournament in 1993.

His first Division I coaching opportunity led Autry to
Baylor University (1995-99), where he served as an assistant
coach for five seasons under Harry Miller. While at Baylor,
Autry helped mentor 1998 NBA first-round pick Brian
Skinner. Autry joined Bill Self’s staff at Tulsa (2000) as the program’s administrative assistant during a season in which the
team won a school-record 32 games, advanced to the NCAA Elite Eight and climbed to a No. 9 national ranking.

Autry’s next Division I stop was at UALR (2004-07), where he spent four seasons under Steve Shields. The program captured
back-to-back divisional titles (2004, 2005) in the Sun Belt Conference for the first time in school history. After coaching one
year at Dekaney High School in Texas (2008), Autry was name the coordinator of student-athlete development at Marquette
(2009-12).

Autry has witnessed Saluki basketball firsthand as a member of the UALR staff when Southern Illinois beat the Trojans,
67-42, on Dec. 22, 2005. That game was a key factor in his decision to join the Salukis nearly 10 years later.

“I remember coming out of SIU Arena thinking this place is in love with this program,” Autry recalled. “The support and
passion people have for Saluki Basketball is something that attracted me to this job. At this point in my career, I only want to
be at jobs where I am working with good people and what we do is important to people.”

Throughout his college career, Autry has coached 10 future NBA players, including three first-round draft picks, and has
been a part of five conference championships.

Clancy was first in assists and steals and
second in scoring and rebounds for Concordia University.

At Buffalo Grove High School, Clancy was a three-year
varsity starter and made the All-State honorable mention
team as well as All-Conference and All-Area teams. Clancy
finished as a runner-up for the Mid-Suburban League Player
of the Year, and his 19 assists in a single game is a Buffalo
Grove school record. As a senior, Clancy averaged 15.2 points
per game, 7.1 assists per game, 4.2 rebounds per game and
1.9 steals per game.

Clancy received his bachelor’s degree in secondary
education and his master’s degree in educational administration
and leadership from Concordia University in Chicago.

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ORIGIN OF THE SALUKIS

Several members of the Southern Illinois
University athletic staff suggested a new nickname
in 1951. The teams had been known as the Maroons
since intercollegiate athletics began in 1913. The
name became official on March 19, 1951, when the
student body overwhelmingly approved “Salukis”
as the new symbol of SIU athletics, easily besting
“Rebels,” “Knights,” “Flyers,” “Marauders,” and
“Maroons.”

The oldest purebred dogs in the world with
records dating back to 3600 B.C., the Saluki is an
ancient Egyptian hunting dog known for its speed
and hunting prowess.

So why is the name Salukis relevant to Southern
Illinois? Natives of southern Illinois know that the
region is frequently referred to as “Egypt.” Historian
Baker Brownell, in his book “The Other Illil‘lOiS,” King Tut .evevvveeerreee 1953-54  Debbie.nnnnns 1979-83
explained how the region came to be known as Burydown Datis ...
