» George Mason wraps up the regular season with a Senior Day
contest against #25 Saint Louis.

» The Patriots will host a top-25 foe for the first time since Feb.
21,2024, when GMU knocked off #16/16 Dayton, 71-67.

» Since the start of the 2024-25 season, George Mason ranks
second in the A-10 and t-25th nationally in total wins (49). This
season, GMU is one of just 45 programs nationally to have 22+
victories.

» Despite losing six of the last eight games, George Mason is
still an impressive 27-10 (.730) in its last 37 A-10 games dating
back to the 2023-24 campaign.

» Last time out, the Patriots locked horns with VCU and nearly
pulled off the road win, falling in Richmond 70-65 on Tuesday.
George Mason held VCU’s top-50 offense 13 points below its
season average and limited the Rams to 43.6 percent shooting
for the game.

» GMU is one of 11 teams nationally with 16+ home victories.
The Patriots are 48-8 (.857) in Fairfax under Tony Skinn.

» Riley Allenspach notched his third double-double of the
season (17 pts, 10 reb) vs. the Rams. Over the past three
games, he’s averaging 20.3 points, 7.0 rebounds and shooting
57.5 percent (.417 3pt). He ranks 10th in the A-10 in scoring
(15.1ppg) in league play.

POINTS

» Kory Mincy tallied a game-high 18 points vs. VCU on just 10 shots
(6-10 FG, 4-5 3pt). It marked a welcome return to form for the two-
time A-10 Player of the Week, who has battled a thumb injury on his
shooting hand for much of the past month.

» George Mason is locked into the No. 5 seed in next week’s A-10
Championship in Pittshurgh. The Patriots will open play Thursday at
2 p.m. on USA Network and take on the winner of the first round No.
12 vs. No. 13 game.

» The Patriots are a perfect 11-0 when holding their opponent to
under 40 percent shooting this season.

» The Patriots rank 20th nationally in FT rate and make 17.0 free
throws/game (61st nationally). George Mason is just two made free
throws away from entering the top-10 list all time in school annals.

» George Mason is a perfect 14-0 when winning the turnover battle
in 2025-26.

» Head coach Tony Skinn (‘'06), the 2025 A-10 Coach of the Year,
sports an overall win percentage of .704 (69-29) and is at 64.2
percent (34-19) in A-10 games over his first three seasons.

» Skinn is the first George Mason head coach in school history to win
20+ games in three consecutive seasons.

» The Patriots enter Saturday’s game ranked 98th in the NET. GMU
also is No. 106 in KenPom.

In
addition, Voice of the Patriots Bill Rohland will call the game on the GoMason Digital Network, with streaming coverage beginning
at 3:45 p.m.

RECENT HISTORY vs. RANKED OPPONENTS

The Patriots have won two contests against Top-25 foes over the past five seasons. That includes a 71-66 win at #20/21 Maryland on
Nov. 17,2021 and a 71-67 triumph over #16/16 Dayton on Feb. 21, 2024 in Fairfax. The win over the Flyers came in Coach Skinn’s first
season at the helm and marked the highest ranked win in regular season school history. In the program’s most recent contest against
a top-25 opponent, the Patriots fell at #5/5 Duke, 68-47, last season inside Cameron Indoor Stadium (12/27/24). George Mason last
hosted a ranked SLU squad on Feb. 19, 2014, the Patriots fell in overtime (89-85) to Jim Crews’ 10th-ranked Billikens team.

HISTORY vs. SAINT LOUIS

Saturday’s game marks the 18th all-time meeting between George Mason and Saint Louis in men’s baskethall. The Billikens hold an
11-6 advantage in the all-time series, although George Mason has won the last two. The Billikens have won four of the seven matchups
in Fairfax. Last season, the Patriots captured a thrilling 76-74, overtime win in Saint Louis. George Mason made 15 3-pointers in a game
for the first time since Feb. 2022 and shot 45.5 percent from deep to fuel the Patriot offense. Senior Woody Newton led the charge
with the best offensive game of his career. He poured in a career-hest 27 points and made a personal-best eight 3-pointers on just 12
attempts. Newton added two assists and two steals in 26 minutes of work.

A LOOK AT THE #25/24 BILLIKENS (27-3, 15-2 A-10; NET #23, KenPom #31)

Saint Louis was picked to finish second in the Atlantic 10 and received 11 of 27 first place votes. SLU has lived up to their preseason
ranking, as the Billikens went 12-1 in non-conference play and have rattled off 15 of their first 17 league contests. Saint Louis ranks
second nationally in both effective FG offense (.607) and effective FG defense (.440) and leads the nation in 3pt percentage (.412). The
Billikens also are 11th in the country in rebounding margin (+8.8). Robbie Avila leads the team in scoring (13.0 ppg), while Trey Green
(11.2 ppg) paces the A-10in 3pt FG made/game (2.93) and is third nationally in 3pt FG percentage (.464). Dion Brown (11.1 ppg) and
Amari McCottry (10.4 ppg) round out the double figure scorers for head coach Josh Schertz.

UP NEXT
George Mason will open the 2026 Atlantic 10 Championship on Thursday (March 12) as the No. 5 seed. The Patriots will play the winner
of Wednesday’s No. 12 vs. No. 13 seed contest in second round action. The 2 p.m. contest Thursday will be broadcast nationally on USA
Network.

KANGA GARNERS FIRST A-10 ROOKIE NOD

Freshman Emmanuel Kanga earned A-10 Rookie of the Week
accolades on January 5 after averaging 12.0 points, 6.0 rebounds
and shooting 90 percent in wins over La Salle and Rhode Island. It's
the first A-10 Rookie of the Week honor for a Patriot since Baraka
Okojie on Jan. 29, 2024.

PATRIOTS EXPLORE NEW TURNOVER RECORD IN LA SALLE WIN
George Mason made history in the Dec. 31 win over La Salle by
committing 0 turnovers during the 40-minute game. It’s just the
fifth time nationally since 2004 a team has finished a game with
0 turnovers.

2025 AYEAR TO REMEMBER FOR THE PATRIOTS

George Mason began 2025 by capturing the first A-10 regular
season title in program history, advancing to its first conference
championship game since 2009 and capturing an NIT victory for
the first time since 2004. The Patriots have followed that up with a
13-1 start to the 2025-26 campaign. George Mason posted a 30-6
(.833) record in games played during the calendar year of 2025.

GEORGE MASON IN A-10 OPENERS

George Mason improved to 7-6 all time in A-10 openers after
Wednesday’s comeback win at La Salle. The Patriots have won five
of their past six and six of the past eight dating back to the 2018-19
season. GMU is 3-0 in A-10 debuts under head coach Tony Skinn
('06).

A NON-CONFERENCE FOR THE AGES

The Patriots began the season 9-0 for the first time in school
history and captured 12 non-league victories. GMU last won 12
non-conference games in 1983-84 (when the team played just 10
league games) and had not accomplished the feat in the program’s
CAA or A-10 eras (1985-present).

MINCY EARNS SECOND A-10 WEEKLY HONOR ON DEC. 22
Junior guard Kory Mincy garnered his second A-10 Player of the
Week award of December after tallying a game-high 26 points in
the Dec. 21 win over Loyola (Md.). He also dished out four assists
and added two steals in the victory. The East Point, Ga., product
made 2-of-4 3-point attempts and 10-of-11 free throws on the
day.

MINCY MAKES HISTORY FROM THE CHARITY STRIPE

Junior guard Kory Mincy put together a remarkable free throws
made streak from Nov. 3-Dec. 21 this season. The East Point, Ga.,
product made 48 consecutive attempts from the charity stripe to
set a new program record for most free throws without a miss. The
previous record of 34 set by Otis Livingston Il during the 2016-17
campaign.

ALLENSPACH’S RECORD START vs. OLD DOMINION

Riley Allenspach led the Patriots with a career-best 26 points (10-
15FG, 3-4 3pt) in 27 minutes vs. 0ld Dominion on December 13. He
set a remarkable new school record by scoring the Patriots'first 17
points of the game.

MINCY NAMED DEC. 1 A-10 PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Junior guard Kory Mincy earned Atlantic 10 Player of the Week
honors on Dec. 1 after averaging 23.0 points, 3.7 assists, 1.0 steals
and shooting 53.8 percent from the floor in wins over Ohio, FAU
and JMU. He also went 12-of-25 from 3-point range (.480), 15-of-

15 from the free throw line and sported a 5.5 assist/turnover ratio.

GEORGE MASON WINS 2025 GEICO SUNSHINE SLAM

The Patriots went 2-0 in Daytona Beach to earn the 2025 GEICO
Sunshine Slam title. It marked GMU’s first MTE championship since
the 2019 Cayman Islands Classic. George Mason opened the event
with a 92-69 win over Ohio on Nov. 24. Then, the Patriots knocked
off Florida Atlantic 74-65 on Nov. 25 to take the title. Kory Mincy
earned Tournament MVP accolades, while Masai Troutman was
named to the All-Tournament Team. Mincy averaged 22.0 points,
4.5 assists, 4.5 3pt FG made/game and shot 56.3 percent from 3pt
range during the two games in Daytona.

PRESEASON KENPOM PROWESS

George Mason entered the season in the KenPom top-100 (No.
971) for the second-straight campaign. It marks the first time the
Patriots have appeared in the preseason top-100 for two-straight
seasons since 2010-11/2011-12. The No. 91 position also was the
Patriots’ highest overall preseason KenPom ranking since 2013-14.

PATRIOTS RESILIENT WHILE BATTLING INJURY BUG

The Patriots have worked through a number of injuries the early
going this season. Fatt Hill has missed six games (leg injury &
iliness), while preseason All-A-10 First Team pick Brayden 0'Connor
(foot) has played just 14 minutes due to a foot injury. Masai
Troutman (ankle) also missed two of the first three contests before
returning on Nov. 15 vs. New Hampshire, while Dola Adebayo
missed three contests (Dec. 28, Dec. 31, Jan. 3) due to a foot injury
before returning to action at Fordham on Jan. 7. Most recently,
Nick Ellington missed two games (Jan. 19, Jan. 24) in concussion
protocol, while Riley Allenspach sat out the Jan. 28 win over
Davidson (upper body injury).

LONG SETS NEW EBA BUILDING RECORD

Graduate guard Jahari Long led George Mason with a career-high
25 points in the Nov. 11 win over Catawba. In the process, he set
a new EagleBank Arena facility record for free throws made (16)
on just 17 attempts. It broke the previous mark of 15 set by Nate
Langley (Nov. 18, 1995 vs. Troy) and Curtis McCants (Feb. 14, 1996
vs.0DU).

THIS BACKCOURT IS A BUCKET

Guards Kory Mincy (29 points) and Jahari Long (22) made an
impressive combo in the Nov. 7, 96-90 win over Winthrop. Mincy
and Long are the first Patriots to combine for 51+ points in a game
since Josh Oduro (32) and DéVon Cooper (22) had 54 vs. Saint Louis
on February 2, 2022.

A HISTORIC A-10 CAMPAIGN

The Patriots are coming off the most successful season in their A-10
history in 2024-25. George Mason tied the school record with 27
wins and earned a share of the A-10 regular season title for the first
time in program annals. The Green & Gold also set a new program
best for A-10 wins (15), reached the conference title game for the
first time since 2009 and won the program’s first NIT contest since
2004.

THEY CALL IT PATRIOT PRESSURE

George Mason men’s basketball head coach Tony Skinn (‘06) takes
pride in the team’s prowess for pressuring the ball and making
opposing offenses uncomfortable. His Patriot Pressure defense
has ranked in the KenPom top-100 in each of his first two seasons.

Senior co-captain Brayden 0'Connor has suited up for three
20+ win teams over his seasons at UMass Lowell (2022-24) and
George Mason (2024-25). His squads have posted an impressive
combined 97-35 record, including a 47-19 mark in league play.

George Mason’s core unit over the past two seasons, including
2025 A-10 Defensive Player of the Year Jared Billups and All-A-10
Third Team pick Darius Maddox, graduated in the spring, in
addition to other 2024-25 contributors who played major factors
in the team’s A-10 reqular season championship.

com) and No. 1in the Atlantic 10 (The Portal Report).

ANOTABLE PROGRAM ALUMNUS

Head coach Tony Skinn ('06) enters year three at the helm of his
alma mater after being named the 2025 A-10 Coach of the Year,
as well as a finalist for the Skip Prosser and Ben Jobe National
Coach of the Year honors. Skinn has set new program bests for
overall wins (47), league wins (24), overall winning percentage
(.691) and league winning percentage (.667) for a Patriot coach
over his first two seasons. In addition, his 66.7 A-10 winning
percentage ranked first amongst active league coaches over
their first two seasons in the conference.

FINAL FOUR 20TH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION

This season, the George Mason program will celebrate the 20th
anniversary of the team’s historic run to the 2006 NCAA Final
Four. The celebration culminated at the Dec. 13 game vs. Old
Dominion, when former coach Jim Larraiiaga had his banner
raised to the EagleBank Arena rafters at halftime. Many of the
team’s student-athletes returned to take part in the celebration.

The 2006 Patriots made history as the first modern “Cinderella”

to reach the NCAA Final Four, capturing the nation’s hearts with
upset victories over Michigan State, North Carolina, and top-
ranked Connecticut in what is widely considered the greatest
Elite Eight triumph in tournament history.

FINAL FOURS FEATURED IN FAIRFAX

George Mason welcomed new athletic director Marvin Lewis to
Fairfax in June 2023. Lewis played four seasons at Georgia Tech
and averaged 11.0 points on the 2003-04 Yellow Jackets squad
which reached the NCAA National Championship Game. Mason
is the only Div. | school in the nation to have an athletic director
and men’s basketball head coach who competed in the NCAA
Final Four. Head coach Tony Skinn was the starting point guard
on the George Mason 2006 Final Four team.
