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KIM CALDWELL ERA BEGINS

Kim Caldwell was announced as Tennessee's new head
coach on April 7, 2024, becoming the fourth leader of the
Lady Vols during the NCAA era.

Caldwell will begin her ninth season as a head coach with
an overall record of 217-31 (.875), including 149-13 (.920) in
conference games.

She has directed teams to eight NCAA Tournaments,
one NCAA title (NCAA DII, 2022), two NCAA Final Fours
(NCAA DIl, 2022 & 2023), seven conference champion-
ships and five conference tournament crowns in eight
years as a head coach.

The Parkersburg, W. Va., native arrived in Knoxville after
leading Marshall to a 26-7 record (17-1 in the Sun Belt Con-
ference) in 2023-24, a sweep of SBC regular season and
tournament titles and the school's first appearance in the
NCAA Tournament since 1997. She was named 2024 Sun
Belt Conference Coach of the Year and Spalding Maggie
Dixon WBCA Division | Rookie Coach of the Year for her
impressive job with the Thundering Herd.

Prior to that, she guided Glenville State (W. Va.) to a191-24
(.888) mark in seven campaigns, earning the Pat Summitt
Trophy as the NCAA Division Il National Coach of the Year
after guiding the Pioneers to a 35-1 record and the 2021-22
national championship.

EXPECT FAST AND FURIOUS

« Caldwell brings a high-octane o ense and pressure de-
fense to Rocky Top, which her previous teams executed
extremely well.

Her first Marshall team last season ranked No. 4 nationally
at 85.3 ppg., which incredibly is the lowest ranking and
average her teams have ever had.

Caldwell's units have never ranked worse than fifth nation-
ally for three-pointers made per contest, rating No. 3 in
2023-24 at 10.6 per contest.

Marshall averaged 13.2 steals per game a year ago, ranking
No. 3 in the NCAA. Her teams have never been lower than
fourth in steals per contest.

UT returns Jewel Spear (13.1 ppg., 69 3FGs) and Sara Puck-
ett (9.9 ppg., 4.9 rpg., 38 3FGs) the only Lady Vols to start
all 33 games a year ago.

Tess Darby (5.2 ppg., 3.4 rpg., 44 3FGs), whose 170 career
treys rank No. 5 in program history, has started 73 games
and played in 113 while at UT.

Jillian Hollingshead (4.6 ppg., 4.5 rpg.) and Kaiya Wynn
(4.4 ppg., 2.6 rpg.) were key reserves a year ago, with Hol-
lingshead notching eight starts.

Destinee Wells (6.8 ppg., 3.5 apg.) played in 10 games in
2023-24 after transferring from Belmont and is returning
from a season-ending injury.

« Favor Ayodele (4.7 ppg., 6.2 rpg., grabbed 10 rebs. nine
times) was a part-time starter at Pitt and former two-time
JUCO All-American.

ROSTER LOADED WITH EXPERIENCE

« Tennessee features a roster with eight members who are
seniors or fifth-year players and 12 total who are classified
as juniors or above.

Eleven of UT's 15 players have started games during their
careers.

UT's roster members combined for 199 starts during the
2023-24 campaign and a total of 567 during their careers.
Jewel Spear (121), Samara Spencer (97), Destinee Wells
(94), Tess Darby (73), Ruby Whitehorn (62) and Sara
Puckett (50) lead UT in career starts.

Others with college starts include Alyssa Latham (26), Fa-
vor Ayodele (15), Avery Strickland (11), Zee Spearman (10)
and Jillian Hollingshead (8).

REDSHIRTS SET TO MAKE UT DEBUTS

* Tennessee welcomes two lightning-quick redshirt guards
who were top-35 players coming out of high school.

« Talaysia Cooper redshirted after playing a season at South
Carolina. She was a McDonald's High School All-American
and ranked No. 18 by espnW in 2022.

« Kaniya Boyd was rated No. 35 in the 2024 espnW class
rankings and enrolled at UT in January 2024 after su er-
ing an injury prior to her senior year of high school.

KEY LOSSES FROM A YEAR AGO

« Tennessee lost four players from 2023-24, led by Rickea
Jackson, an All-SEC First Team and All-America honorable
mention selection who was the No. 4 overall pick in the
WNBA Draft. Jackson averaged 20.2 ppg. and 8.2 rpg. to
pace the team in each category last season.

* Guard Jasmine Powell (9.3 ppg. 4.7 rpg., 4.3 apg.), center
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Tamari Key (5.0 ppg., 3.7 rpg., 1.6 bpg.) and forward Karo-
line Striplin (7.2 ppg., 31 rpg.) also are gone after earning
30, 14 and 11 starts a year ago, respectively.

SIZING UP CALDWELL'S STAFF

Kim Caldwell built her first sta at Tennessee by hiring five
people with whom she's worked before, another who was
in the orbit of her previous sta members, and two vet-
eran coaches from SEC schools.

Caldwell recruited Roman Tubner and Gabe Lazo, asso-
ciate head coaches at Alabama and Mississippi State, to
make the move to Knoxville and join her sta  as assistants.
Two more assistants, Jenna Burdette and Angel Rizor,
followed Caldwell to Tennessee after each served stints
alongside her at Glenville State and Marshall.

The fifth assistant, Lexie Barrier came to UT after spending
the past two seasons at JMU. She previously worked at
Marshall as an assistant in 2021-22 alongside Jenna Bur-
dette prior to Caldwell's arrival.

Graduate assistants Mashayla Cecil and Maggie Stanley
also came from Marshall, where Cecil was an assistant
coach and Stanley was Caldwell's director of operations.
Cecil also played for Caldwell at Glenville State from 2019-
22.

Nolan Harvath, UT's director of women's basketball sports
performance, came from West Virginia University, but he
previously served as Caldwell's director of strength and
conditioning at Glenville State from 2018-20.

Caldwell retained five sta members from the previous re-
gime, including Dr. Catherine Greene, executive director of
basketball operations/chief of sta ; Heather Ervin, direc-
tor of student-athlete success & external relations; Josh
Theis, director of video and creative content; Casi Dailey,
associate director of sports medicine; and Haley Hall, as-
sistant director of operations.

THE SEC GAUNTLET GOT EVEN TOUGHER

« With the addition of Texas and Oklahoma, the SEC in-
creased its number of teams to 16 and made the country's
best conference even tougher.

« ESPN released its 2024-25 Way-Too-Early Top 25 on Sept.
25, and there are seven league teams rated in that poll.

« Tennessee will play eight combined games vs. No. 1 South
Carolina, at No. 5 Texas, vs. and at No. 7 LSU, vs. No. 12
Oklahoma, vs. No. 20 Ole Miss, at No. 23 Kentucky and vs.
No. 24 Alabama.

UCONN HEADS NON-CONFERENCE SLATE

« Tennessee's non-conference portion of the schedule fea-
tures ranked tussles at home vs. No. 2 UConn and No. 19
Florida State.

« The pre-conference slate also includes a showcase match-
up vs. 2023 and 2024 NCAA Final Four participant lowa
at the Shark Beauty Women's Champions Classic at the
Barclays Center in Brooklyn, N.Y.

AIMING TO KEEP THE STREAK GOING

« Tennessee seeks to keep its streak of NCAA Tournament
appearances perfect.

* The Lady Vols are the only program to make every NCAA
Tourney and will take aim at their 43rd straight berth.

OPENING WITH THREE 1K SCORERS

e Tennessee opens the 2024-25 campaign with three
1,000-point career scorers and three players who need
fewer than 360 points to reach the 1K plateau.

¢ In 2022-23 and 2023-24, UT featured a program-best five
players reaching the career 1,000-point scoring mark by
season's end.

Sara Puckett started all 33 games in 2023-24 and is UT's top return-
ing rebounder (4.9 rpg.) and second-best returning scorer (9.9 ppg.).

« Jewel Spear stands at 1,817 points during her collegiate
career, needing only 183 to hit 2,000 for her time at both
Wake Forest and Tennessee.

Spear would need a career season best of 568 points to
reach 1K solely during her time on Rocky Top.

Destinee Wells has tallied 1,716 points combining her time
at Belmont and UT. She is 284 shy of 2,000.

Samara Spencer scored 1,368 points during her three sea-
sons at Arkansas and needs to score 632 in 2024-25 to
reach 2K.

Sara Puckett (719), Ruby Whitehorn (711) and Tess Darby
(642), stand 281, 289 and 358, respectively, away from hit-
ting 1,000 points in their careers.

All-time, Tennessee has had 50 players score 1,000 points
while wearing a Lady Vol uniform, with Rickea Jackson
(35th, 1,176) and Tamari Key (48th, 1,040) joining that club
in 2023-24.

UT has had three or more 1,000-point scorers at season’s
end on 14 occasions, four or more three times and five on
two occasions.

PROFICIENT THREE-POINT THREATS

« Tennessee returns 161 of the 223 three-pointers (72.2 pct.)
it made in 2023-24.

Jewel Spear led the way a year ago with 69, followed by
Tess Darby (44) and Sara Puckett (38).

Other returnees and their totals last season include Des-
tinee Wells (3), Kaiya Wynn (3), Avery Strickland (2) and
Edie Darby (2).

Spear tallied 58, 90 and 93 daggers from beyond the arc
at Wake Forest before connecting on 69 last season at
Tennessee.

Tess Darby scorched the nets for seven, 49 and 70 her first
three seasons before accumulating 44 in 2023-24.

Wells hit totals of 37, 44 and 65 treys in her three years

action in 2023-24 after su ering a season-ending injury.
The Lady Vols added three players via the transfer portal
who combined for 66 last season, including Samara Spen-
cer (40), Ruby Whitehorn (25) and Zee Spearman (1).
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« Spencer drained 44, 65 and 40 in her three seasons at
Arkansas before joining the Lady Vols. Whitehorn, mean-
while, hit 12 as a freshman at Clemson in 2022-23.

« Redshirts Talaysia Cooper and Kaniya Boyd should pro-
vide Kim Caldwell additional threats from beyond the arc.

AN EYE ON THE UT RECORD BOOK

« Tess Darby ranks No. 5 in career three-pointers made at
UT with 170 from 2020-24.

Darby and Jewel Spear stand at No. 9 and No. 10 on the
single season three-pointers made list, with Darby hitting
70 in 2022-23 and Spear knocking down 69 in 2023-24.
Spear's 185 three-point attempts in 2023-24 tied for the
eighth most in a single season at UT.

Darby's 456 career three-point attempts stand at No. 6 in
the Big Orange record book.

With a career three-point field goal percentage of .373,
Darby ranks 10th in the Lady Vol record book.

Spear and Darby each tied for the No. 11 all-time total for
three-pointers in a game at Tennessee, firing in six vs.
Liberty on Dec. 31, 2023, and Alabama on March 8, 2024,
respectively.

Sara Puckett's .863 free throw percentage a year ago
ranks as the tenth best in Lady Vol history with a minimum
of 50 attempts.

WHERE THEY RANKED ON SEC LISTS

« Samara Spencer finished the 2023-24 campaign ninth on
the SEC's active career scoring list with 1,368 points.

« She was fourth in career assists at the end of the year

among active SEC players, tallying 365 dimes.

Spencer was the 10th best scorer in SEC games last sea-

son, averaging 15.88 per contest, while Jewel Spear was

18th (14.06).

Spencer was eighth in the league in assists per game vs.

SEC foes at 4.0.

Spear was fourth in free-throw percentage at 85.7 pct.,

while Spencer was 11th (76.2) vs. league opponents.

Sara Puckett shot 86.3 percent from the charity stripe in

conference games, but her 51 attempts weren't enough to

qualify her to be ranked. She would have been fourth.

Spencer was No. 2 in SEC games in minutes played, aver-

aging 37.36 per contest in 2023-24.

Spear tied for No. 7 in threes made per contest vs. SEC

teams, knocking down 1.94.

In all games, Spear's 37.3 percent accuracy beyond the arc

tied her for third among SEC players, and she was fourth

in threes made per game at 2.09.

LADY VOL ROSTER NOTES

« After going from 16 players on Tennessee's largest roster
in modern history in 2022-23 to 14 in 2023-24, the Lady
Vols are 15 strong in 2024-25.

All 15 players are active entering the season, with Kaniya
Boyd, Talaysia Cooper and Destinee Wells coming o  red-
shirt campaigns.

Kaniya Boyd, Edie Darby, Tess Darby, Sara Puckett and
Kaiya Wynn are the only players who've spent their entire
careers as Lady Vols, meaning 10 of this year's 15 play-
ers have transferred into the program. Five of those came
during the summer of 2024.

Three players are transfers from other SEC schools, includ-
ing Talaysia Cooper (South Carolina), Jillian Hollingshead
(Georgia) and Samara Spencer (Arkansas).

Tess and Edie Darby (Greenfield, Tenn.) will play alongside
one another for the third season. They are the second set
of sisters to play basketball at Tennessee but the first to
play on the same team.

Tennessee has five players from the Volunteer State on the
roster, including Tess and Edie Darby (Greenfield/GHS),
Avery Strickland (Knoxville/Farragut H.S.), Destinee Wells
(Lakeland/Houston H.S.) and Kaiya Wynn (Nashville).
Wynn attended Ensworth High School in Nashville before
graduating from Foster High School in Richmond, Texas,
after her family moved there during her senior year. She
considers Nashville to be her hometown.

Favor Ayodele and Avery Strickland previously played at
Pitt for one season each before transferring to Tennessee.
Ayodele was a Panther in 2023-24, while Strickland was at
Pitt in 2022-23.

Ruby Whitehorn hails from Detroit, Mich., where she at-
tended the same Detroit Edison Public School Academy
as LVFL and Los Angeles Sparks star Rickea Jackson.

HANDLING OUR ACADEMIC BUSINESS

 Tennessee, which has a 100-percent graduation rate for
players who complete their eligibility in the program, has
three players on its 2024-25 roster who have earned col-
lege degrees already.

Tess Darby graduated with a degree in finance in the
spring of 2023, earned a master's in agricultural leader-
ship, education and communication in the summer of
2024 and is pursuing a second master's degree in business
administration with emphasis in entrepreneurship and in-
novation.

Jewel Spear earned a degree in journalism and electronic
media at UT in summer 2024 and is pursuing a master's
degree in agricultural leadership, education and commu-
nication.

Favor Ayodele graduated from Pitt with a degree in crimi-
nology in May 2024 and is pursuing a master's in agricul-
tural leadership, education and communication at UT.
Sara Puckett was named to the CSC Academic All-District
Team in 2023-24.

Returnees Edie Darby, Tess Darby, Sara Puckett, Avery
Strickland, Destinee Wells and Kaiya Wynn were members
of the 2023-24 SEC Winter Sports Academic Honor Roll.

COVERING PRACTICE

Please contact Eric Trainer at the Strategic Communications
O ce at least a week in advance to arrange player or coach
feature interviews. If you plan to cover an open practice
session, please contact the Strategic Communications O ce
on a daily basis to check about changes in the schedule.

PLAYER AND COACH INTERVIEWS

Media wishing to interview coaches or players are
encouraged to set up interviews in advance with the Strategic
Communications O ce. Generally, the best time to conduct
an interview is on a designated day with an open portion of
practice and pre-practice media opportunity. The Strategic
Communications O ce will help with all requests.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS

Media outlets interested in obtaining credentials to
cover Lady Vol basketball home games must apply for those
online via Sports Systems. To apply, please visit: http:/www.
sportssystems.com/seccredentials. Applications for single-
game credentials should be submitted five days prior to a
game. Once you receive your approval letter via email, you will
be provided options for credential pick-up.

PHOTOGRAPHER CREDENTIALS

Credentials will be issued only to accredited photographers
or those individuals on special assignment. During regular
season games, work area includes the floor area at both
ends of the court and alongside the corners of the playing
floor opposite the team benches. Special arrangements for
strobes or catwalk access must be made through the Strategic
Communicationsand Food City Center Management O ces
no later than one week in advance of the game. UT’s arena
security policy requires that all photographers placing strobes
will go through a screening process and must be accompanied
by a UT police o cer or representative when placing strobes.

THE SEC MEDIA POLICY

By acceptance and use of an SEC media credential, the
holder agrees to the following conditions for any and all
athletic events hosted by the SEC and its member institutions:

1. The SEC and its member institutions grant a
media organization a limited license to use certain gathered
information on the media organization's own Internet or
online site beginning at the start of an athletic event and up
to the conclusion of such event, all subject to the following
limitations and conditions:

(@ No more than 10 still photographs may be
used for news coverage of the game and other editorial
purposes during the event.

(b)  Video tape may only be shown as part of a
single, non-archived, online “simulcast” of a television station’s
regularly-scheduled news program.

(c)  While a game is in progress, the use of textual
statistical information is time-delayed and limited in amount
(e.g., updates pertaining to score, injuries and national,
conference or institutional record-breaking performances, a
condensed half-time story) so that an organization’s Internet
or online game coverage does not undercut the authorized
and rights-paying fee organization’s rights to play-by-play
accounts of the game and/or exclusivity as to such rights.

2. Any proposed media use on an Internet or online
sight of the game information that is more detailed and/
or more than described above will require separate written
authorization by the SEC and/or its member institutions.
However, such written authorization will not permit the use
of game information in entertainment contexts and will not
authorize game coverage that, due to immediacy or detail,
constitutes or approaches a play-by-play account of a game.

3. Should any of these conditions be breached, the SEC
and/or its member institutions will issue a written warning for
the first violation. If this violation occurs during the last game
of the institutions’ regularly-scheduled season, the media
organization may not be credentialed for the SEC Tournament.
A second violation of this policy will result in revocation of
credentials to cover future basketball games hosted by the
SEC and/or its member institutions.

MEDIA PARKING PASSES AND MEDIA ENTRANCE

Parking space is limited. The media must request parking
access along with other credential requests. Media coverage
on a regular basis will insure first priority in UT parking garage
G-10. The media entrance is located adjacent to this parking
area on Phillip Fulmer Way. Please be advised that everyone
must proceed through metal detectors to enter Food City
Center and is subject to having their bags checked.

PRESS ROW (NEW LOCATION THIS YEAR)

Press row is located just below the concourse in section
113 on the east end of the arena nearest the G-10 garage. Only
accredited media will be allowed in this area. Children are not
permitted on press row.

MEDIA ROOM SERVICES

The media room is on the east end of the arena. Soft
drinks and a pregame meal will be o ered just outside the
media room in a curtained area. Postgame interviews will
be conducted in the media room, and the working press has
numerous electrical outlets and wireless internet available.
Wireless internet also is available on press row. If you choose to
install a phone line on press row, please contact UT Telephone
Services at (865) 974-3121.

STATISTICAL SERVICES

Services provided include statistics generated from the
Genius Sports computer statistics program. Statistics can be
accessed via laptop or iPad. Hard copies of halftime boxscores,
final boxscores and final game books will be available. To
access up-to-date stats during a game, visit UTstats.com for
a live feed.

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS

A formal post-game interview is held in the basketball
media room following each game. The media will be solicited
for player names with five minutes left in the game. After a
10-minute cooling-o  period, the visiting team coach and
selected players will be brought to the media room. Following
the visiting team’s media session, select UT players will come
to the media room, followed shortly afterward by head coach
Kim Caldwell. Risers for television cameras and a distribution
box for radio will be available in the back of the area.

RADIO

Requests to broadcast must be made in writing at the
earliest possible date to receive permission. Stations are
responsible for contacting Glenn Thackston at Learfield/Lady
Vol Network in Knoxville for use of the phone lines in Food City
Center. Mr. Thackston can be reached during business hours
at (865) 212-3570.

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LADY VOL BASKETBALL PROGRAMMING

The Tennessee Lady Vols first found a home on the radio dur-
ing the 1977-78 season. At that time, a handful of games were
aired with John Ward, former play-by-play guru of UT football and
men’s basketball, handling the microphone. Bob Kesling debuted
as the full-time voice for Lady Vol basketball and called the action
through 1998-99 before handing off duties to Mickey Dearstone
for 23 seasons until the conclusion of the 2021-22 campaign.

In 2022-23, Brian Rice stepped in as the network’s third full-
time play-by-play announcer after calling Lady Vol softball games
for 10 years and serving as a fill-in for Mickey Dearstone in 2020-
21. The Knoxville native also co-hosts The Erik Ainge Show from 9
a.m. to noon weekdays on Sports Radio WNML.

The flagship station of the University of Tennessee Lady Vol
basketball broadcasts is the very same WNML (990 AM/99.1 FM)
in Knoxville. This marks the 48th year of Lady Vol games on the
air. The Lady Vol Network, with affiliates across the state, is the
largest women’s basketball radio network in the country. For more
information about joining the Learfield/Lady Vol Network, contact
Glenn Thackston at Learfield/Vol Network: (865) 212-3570.

Miss, Mississippi State, Sewanee, Tennessee, Tulane and
Vanderbilt. The league’s first president was Frank L. McVey
of Kentucky. Due to the continually increasing amount of
work administering the league, the o ce of Commissioner

was established by its member institutions in 1940. Former
Mississippi governor Martin Conner was named as the first
commissioner, a post he held until 1948. Following Conner
were Bernie Moore (1948-66), AM. Coleman (1966-72),
Dr. Boyd McWhorter (1972-86), Dr. Harvey Schiller (1986-
90), Roy Kramer (1990-2002), and Mike Slive (2002-2015).
Greg Sankey is currently Commissioner of the Southeastern
Conference and its 16 member institutions.

The first SEC champions were crowned in 1933 in
baseball, basketball, football and outdoor track. Cross
country, golf, swimming, tennis and indoor track were
added later. The SEC began recognizing women'’s
championships during the 1979-80 academic year. The
conference o ceo cially took over regulation of women’s
athletics on Sept. 1, 1984.

The SEC currently regulates nine men’s sports and
13 women’s sports. Baseball, basketball, football, golf,
swimming and diving, tennis and track (indoor, outdoor,
and cross country) are currently sanctioned for men. The
women'’s sports are basketball, equestrian, golf, gymnastics,
rowing, soccer, softball, swimming and diving, tennis, track
(indoor, outdoor and cross country) and volleyball.

TOURNAMENT INFORMATION

On Feb. 7, 1980, the first SEC women’s basketball
tournament began play. It ended four days later with
Tennessee defeating Ole Miss for the title. Fast forward 40
years later and the SEC Tournament is still enjoying success
and increased popularity.

Beginning with its inception and through 1986, the
tournament was held at campus sites. The tournament
was then sent to Albany, Ga., which served as the site for
six years from 1987-92. The tournament then moved to
Chattanooga, Tenn., where it was held from 1993-2000,
with the exception of 1998 when the tournament moved to
Columbus, Ga.

Since 200! the tournament has enjoyed many new
sites, including Memphis (2001), Nashville (2002, 2004,
2008, 2011, 2012, 2018, 2022), Little Rock, Ark. (2003, 2006,
2009, 2015), Greenville, S.C. (2005, 2017, 2019, 2020, 202,
2023, 2024, 2025), Duluth, Ga. (2007, 2010, 2013, 2014) and
Jacksonville, Fla. (2016).

The winner of the tournament will receive the league’s
automatic bid to the NCAA Tournament. The tournament
seeds and conference champion will be determined by the
16-game regular-season SEC schedule.
