Conference. The Huskies come off an 88-80 win at No. 22 nationally-ranked
Indiana Saturday afternoon and are the nation’s No. 1 ranked team in this
week’s National Top 25. Syracuse is 16-6 overall and 4-4 in the BIG EAST.
The Orange last played on February 1, an 86-84 overtime win at the Carrier
Dome over Rutgers.

SCOUTING THE HUSKIES-- UConn enters the Syracuse game at 20-
1 overall and 7-1 in the BIG EAST Conference. The Huskies are led in scoring
by sophomore Rudy Gay at 15.6 points per game. He also averages 6.3
rebounds, 2.3 assists, 2.1 steals and 1.9 blocks per contest. Rudy was
named the BIG EAST Co-Player of the Week on February 6. Senior
Rashad Anderson is No. 2 on the team at 14.2 points per game. He has
come off the bench in every game this season and is the nation’s leading
scorer among players without a start. Junior point guard Marcus Williams
is averaging 10.1 points and 7.8 assists since returning to action this month
and has appeared in ten games, starting seven. Senior Hilton Armstrong
is averaging 9.7 points, 6.6 rebounds and 3.1 blocks at center spot. Junior
Josh Boone is averaging 10.4 points, 7.0 rebounds and 2.4 blocks in the
frontcourt and comes off solid efforts over his last six games, averaging 13.0
points, 8.5 boards and 2.8 blocks. Senior Denham Brown is averaging 9.2
ppg and has started ten games at the shooting guard spot. Freshman Craig
Austrie has started at the guard spot all season and is averaging 4.5 points

UConn coach Jim Calhoun is 22-21 (22-18 at UConn) lifetime
against Syracuse, while Syracuse coach Jim Boeheim has a 31-27
mark against UConn... Calhoun is 22-19 vs. Boeheim (0-1 while at
Northeastern)... UConn is 10-8 in the Hartford Civic Center against
Syracuse and has won the last three meetings between the schools
in Hartford. The teams last met in Hartford on February 2, 2004,
an 84-56 UConn victory... The Huskies took the first meeting
between the schools this season, bolting out to a 12-0 lead and
leading by as many as 24 points in the first half of an 88-80 win at
the Carrier Dome on January 16... UConn took two out of three
meetings last season between the schools, capturing both regular
season contests, while the Orange beat the Huskies in the BIG EAST
semifinals.

and 3.2 assists. Freshman power
forward Jeff Adrien is at 6.7
points and 5.0 rebounds. The
Huskies have nine different
players who have started at least
one game and have had 11
different players reach double
figures in scoring this season.

UCONN AS THE NO. 1 TEAM-
- This marks the sixth time that
the Huskies have held the top
position in the national Top 25.
The Huskies have played 38
games in their history as the No.
1 team in the nation (23 total
weeks), compiling a 33-5 record
in those contests. UConn was the
top-ranked team for two games
in 1994-95 (1-1, 1 week), 17
games in 1998-99 (16-1, 10
weeks), two games in 1999-00
(1-1, 1 week), for 13 games in
2003-04 (11-2, three weeks and
five weeks) and four games this
season (4-0, 3rd week). Broken
down further, UConn is 17-2 at
home as No. 1 (9-1 in Gampel, 8-
1 in HCC), 13-1 on the road as the
top-ranked team and 3-2 on a
neutral court (2-2 in MSG, 1-0 at
the United Center in Chicago).

AMONG THE NATIONAL
LEADERS-- UConn ranks at the
top of the statistical leaders in
several categories among the
nation’s Division I schools.
Through games of January 30,
the Huskies are No. 1 in the
nation in blocked shots, No. 3 in
scoring margin, No. 10 in scoring
offense, No. 4 in rebound margin

and No. 4 in field goal percentage defense.
THE BLOCK LEADER AGAIN-- UConn is the first school in

NCAA history to lead the country in blocked shots for four straight
seasons and, as of the national stats through January 30, the
Huskies on track to do so for a fifth year in a row, holding the No.
1 spot in the country once again. Connecticut is averaging 9.3
blocked shots per game, having blocked 196 shots in 21 games.
The entire squad is contributing to the effort, with 12 different
players recording at least one block. Senior Hilton Armstrong and
junior Josh Boone lead the way, with 64 (3.1 bpg) and 51 blocks
(2.4 bpg), respectively. Sophomore Rudy Gay is No. 3 on the squad
with 37 blocks (1.9 bpg). Over the past five seasons, UConn has
averaged 8.9 blocks in 2004-05, 8.1 blocks in 2003-04, 7.7 blocks
in 2002-03 and 6.9 blocks in 2001-02.

THE ANNUAL RITUAL CONTINUES-- UConn once again
ranks among the national leaders in field goal percentage defense,
marking the ninth time in ten seasons that the Huskies are among

the country’s best in this category. This season, UConn is No. 4 in
the rankings of January 30 and is currently holding opponents to
37.2% from the field. The Huskies were ranked No. 3 in the nation
in 2004-05 at 37.8%. UConn finished the year ranked No. 1 in
2003-04, holding opponents to 36.9%, the lowest ever for a Jim
Calhoun-coached Husky team. UConn’s best rankings prior to
2003-04 came in 1995-96, finishing No. 4 with a FG% defense of
38.6% and in 2002-03, when the Huskies finished ranked No. 4 in
the country at 37.9%.

BEST STARTS TO A SEASON-- UConn is off to a 20-1 start this
season, which ranks as the third best start in school history. The
1995-96 Huskies started the season 24-1 and the 1998-99 squad
began the season at 23-1. After this season’s 20-1 start, the 1993-
94 team (18-1) and 1991-92 team (16-1) round out the top five
best starts in UConn basketball history.

BEST STARTS IN THE LEAGUE-- UConn’s 7-1 start to BIG
EAST play ranks fifth in school history on the list of best starts to
the conference portion of the schedule. The 1995-96 Huskies set
the benchmark by which all league teams will be forever measured,
starting the year 14-0 and finishing the season at 17-1 in BIG EAST
play. The 1994-95 UConn squad started the year with 13 straight
wins and peaked at 15-1 to notch the second best start. In 1998-
99, UConn started BIG EAST play with 11 consecutive wins and got
to 14-1 and the third best start. The 1993-94 team was 9-0 and
then 12-1 to hold the No. 4 spot on the best team BIG EAST starts
list.

HITTING 20 WINS AGAIN-- UConn hit the 20-win plateau
with its win over Indiana Saturday. This marks the 21st time in his
career and 16th time in 20 seasons at UConn that head coach Jim
Calhoun has cracked the 20-win mark. This is the ninth straight
season that UConn has reached the 20-win mark, extending the
longest such streak in school history, and is the 15th time in the
last 17 years UConn have won 20 or more times. UConn had
compiled eight 20-win seasons in 84 seasons before Coach
Calhoun’s 1987-88 team went 20-14 and won the NIT.

PERFECT OUT OF THE LEAGUE-- For the third time under
head coach Jim Calhoun, UConn completed its regular season non-
conference schedule with a perfect record. The Huskies were 13-
0 against non-conference competition, completing that slate with
the win at Indiana Saturday. UConn was 9-0 in the regular season
vs. non-conference foes in 1998-99 and also went 9-0 non-league

THE HUSKIES IN HARTFORD-- UConn will play in the Hartford Civic Center for the
248th time in the game vs. Syracuse. The Huskies have rolled up a 177-70 mark in those
contests. UConn has gone unbeaten at the HCC five times and has had five seasons with
only one HCC loss. The Huskies topped the three million mark in attendance in Hartford
during the 2000-2001 season. The total attendance for HCC games is 3,842,375, including
115 sellouts. UConn is 154-37 in the Hartford Civic Center under Jim Calhoun... The
Huskies are 71-52 at the HCC in BIG EAST play, 106-18 against non-conference
opponents... This is the ninth of ten regular season contests at the HCC this season for
UConn.

SUCCESSFUL SENIORS-- The current senior class of four-year Huskies have a record
of 99-25 in their four years, winning two BIG EAST Regular Season titles, one BIG EAST
Tournament title and the 2004 NCAA National Championship. The three four-year seniors
(Rashad Anderson, Hilton Armstrong and Denham Brown) are establishing themselves
among the most successful four-year classes in Husky basketball history. The UConn-best
record for a four-year class is 119-32 for the 1999-00 senior class of Kevin Freeman and
Jake Voskuhl.

1997 through January 2001 and held a spot in the polls for 51
consecutive weeks from December 1993 through March of 1996.

SOPHOMORE RUDY GAY-- Sophomore Rudy Gay is averaging
15.6 points and 6.3 rebounds this season. He has reached the 20-
point mark three times on the season and is also averaging 2.1
steals, 1.9 blocks and 2.3 assists per game. He is the ONLY
player in the country averaging 15+points, 6+rebounds,
2+assists, 2+steals and 1+blocks per game. He was named
the BIG EAST Co-Player of the Week after recording 19 points and
12 rebounds in the win at Indiana and 22 points in the win over
Pittsburgh. Gay scored a career-best 28 points in the win over
Arkansas and was the 2005 Pre-Season BIG EAST Player of the
Year. He is a candidate for National Player of the Year honors on
the Wooden, Naismith and Rupp Award lists.

TWO STEALS, TWO BLOCKS-- Rudy Gay is currently averaging
2.1 steals per game and 1.9 blocks per contest, putting him near
rarified air for defensive players at UConn. No Husky has ever
averaged 2.0 or more of both steals and blocks in a season, in fact,
none has even come remarkably close. Cliff Robinson in 1988-89
(1.8 stl., 1.4 blk.), Scott Burrell in 1990-91 (3.6 stl., 1.3 blk.) and
Donyell Marshall in 1992-93 (1.4 stl., 2.1 blk.) are the only three
Huskies to approach that defensive standard.

SENIOR HILTON ARMSTRONG-- Senior Hilton Armstrong
has emerged over the course of the 2005-06 season as one of the
most improved players in the country, averaging 9.7 points, 6.6
rebounds and 3.1 blocks (No. 9 in the nation) in 25.7 minutes of
play. Six performances in particular have been critical to the recent
Husky surge. He scored 16 points and grabbed a team-high eight
rebounds to key the Husky win at Indiana Saturday. On January
28 at Providence, Armstrong scored 16 points and grabbed 12
rebounds to help the Huskies hold off the pesky Friars. On January
16 at Syracuse, Armstrong dominated the game despite scoring
only two points. He almost single-handedly kept the Orange off the
scoreboard, blocking eight shots and altering many others. He
proceeded that effort at Syracuse by hitting for 19 points and six
blocks vs. Georgetown, totaling 14 points, ten boards and six
blocks in the win over Cincinnati and 11 points in the win over LSU,
all in the second half. Hilton had a career-best 26 points in the win
over Quinnipiac after recording an 11-point, 11-rebound, eight-
block effort in the win over Stony Brook. He was named to the All-
Tournament team at the Maui Invitational and had five blocked
shots in the title game win over Gonzaga. Armstrong has spent the
last two seasons as a reserve in the frontcourt after starting a good
portion of his freshman year. His season averages to date continue
to dwarf his career averages of 4.1 points and 3.6 rebounds.

JUNIOR MARCUS WILLIAMS-- Junior point guard Marcus
Williams is averaging 10.1 points and 7.8 assists in ten games since
returning to action this season. He has reached double figures in
seven of the ten games and averaged 11.5 points and 10 assists

in the wins over Indiana and Pittsburgh last week. He has started
the past seven games after coming off the bench for three games.
He returned to the Husky squad for the first time in 2005-06 in the
game at Marquette on January 3. Williams was suspended by the
University for the first semester for violations of the Student Code.
He took classes during the semester, but was not permitted to
participate in any team-related activities. He returned to practice
on December 18 and has been practicing with the team since.
Williams led the BIG EAST in assists in 2004-05 at 7.8 per game and
was the 2004-05 BIG EAST Co-Most Improved Player.

SENIOR RASHAD ANDERSON-- Senior Rashad Anderson is
second on the squad in scoring at 14.2 points per game. He was
named the BIG EAST Co-Player of the Week on December 26 (with
Kevin Pittsnogle of West Virginia), the fourth weekly BIG EAST
honor of his career. Anderson is shooting 43.0% from three-point
range, which ranks him No. 18 in the country. He currently leads
the nation in scoring among players without a start.

20 OFF THE BENCH-- With 21 points at Syracuse on January
16, Rashad Anderson has scored at least 20 points as a
reserve in 11 games in his career. A total of ten reserve players
in Jim Calhoun’s 20 seasons have reached the 20-point mark in a
game and Anderson is now alone in the top spot with his 11.

BREAKING THE TOURNEY STREAK
The Huskies title win in the 2005 EA Sports Maui Invitational ended a
lengthy streak. It had been nearly 50 years since the Huskies captured the
title at an in-season tournament they did not host. That covered 23 straight
trips to one tournament or another without bringing home the title. UConn
captured the 1956 Orange Bowl Classic in Miami, defeating Miami, Stanford
and Pittsburgh on successive nights.

CONSECUTIVE
WINNING SEASONS

UConn has put together 18 consecutive winning seasons, dating back to the
1987-88 season. The Huskies are one of only eight schools to put together
such a streak. The schools are: Syracuse-- 35 (last at .500 or below, 1969-
70); Oklahoma-- 24 (1980-81); Kansas, Temple-- 22 (1982-83); Arizona-
- 21 (1983-84); Princeton-- 19 (1985-86); Connecticut-- 18 (1986-87);
Murray State--18 (1986-87).

in UConn history. Gwynn hit for double figures 55 times off the
bench in his Husky career, while Brian Fair turned the trick 36 times,
rounding out the top three.

THE 200 CLUB-- In the win over Texas Southern, Rashad
Anderson hit the 200th three-pointer of his career, joining an
exclusive group of only four other Huskies to reach that mark.
Anderson (240 career 3’s) currently trails only career-leader Ben
Gordon (246) and Chris Smith (242). He passed Richard Hamilton
(237) in the Husky three-point record book in the win at Providence
and passed Ray Allen (233) in the win at Louisville.

SENIOR DENHAM BROWN-- Senior Denham Brown is
averaging 9.2 points through his 19 games played and became
the 39th player in UConn history to reach the 1,000-point
mark for his career, doing so in the win over Texas Southern. He
had 11 points and six boards in the win over Pittsburgh and scored
ten points and grabbed eight boards in the win at Providence. He
also hit for 11 points in each of the wins over Syracuse and
Cincinnati. He was named to the All-Tournament team at the Maui
Invitational. He currently has 1,099 career points (9.0 per game)
and has played in 122 games as a Husky. Brown is averaging 4.2
rebounds and 1.6 assists in 2005-06. Brown has started 86 of his
122 career games to date.

JUNIOR JOSH BOONE-- Junior Josh Boone is averaging 10.4
points, 7.0 rebounds and 2.4 blocks in starting 19 of 21 games at
the power forward spot. He comes off 16 points in the win at Indiana
and 16 points and seven boards in the win over Pittsburgh. He had
nine points and 13 rebounds at Providence and nine points, eight
boards and seven blocks in the win over St. John’s. He is averaging
13.0 points and 8.5 boards over the last six games. He had a streak
of 55 consecutive starts snapped when he came off the bench vs.
Morehead State on December 23. He has three double-doubles on
the season. Boone is the reigning BIG EAST Defensive Player of the
Year and was a unanimous choice to the All-BIG EAST Preseason
First Team and is a candidate for National Player of the Year honors
on the Wooden, Naismith and Rupp Award lists.

FRESHMAN JEFF ADRIEN-- Freshman Jeff Adrien has emerged
as the first Husky off the bench in the frontcourt and is averaging
6.7 points and 5.0 rebounds in 16.4 minutes off the bench. He had
a standout performance in the win at Louisville, scoring nine points
and grabbing 12 rebounds. He is shooting 62.2% from the field and
has reached double figures in scoring five times this year. Adrien
missed the game at Providence after being ejected from the game
vs. St. John’s due to a flagrant/fighting foul.

He had a UConn
freshman record 14 assists in the win over Quinnipiac. He was
superb in the Maui Invitational, including a 15-point performance
in the win over Arizona. Austrie scored 13 of his 15 in the second
half and did not miss a shot in the game, hitting all four of his field
goals and all six of his free throws. He is the 13th freshman in the
Jim Calhoun era at UConn to start the season opener and this
marks the fifth time in six seasons that a freshman has cracked the
season opening starting line-up. The list of freshmen to start the
season opener includes: Josh Boone (03-04), Denham Brown (02-
03), Emeka Okafor (01-02), Taliek Brown (00-01), Khalid El-Amin
(97-98), Richard Hamilton and Jake Voskuhl (96-97), Doron
Sheffer (93-94), Donyell Marshall (91-92), Scott Burrell (89-90),
Rod Sellers (88-89) and Tate George (86-87).

A HALFTIME LEAD HELPS-- UConn has piled up an impressive
mark of 382-39 under Jim Calhoun when leading at the half. The
Huskies have led at the half in 19 of 21 games this season and have
won all 19. Over the past five seasons, UConn is 103-7 in games
when taking a lead into halftime.

UNBEATEN THROUGH 11 GAMES-- For the fourth time in
Jim Calhoun’s 20 seasons at Connecticut, the Huskies were
unbeaten through 11 games of the season. UConn’s best start to
open a season was 19-0 in 1998-99. The Huskies under Coach
Calhoun started 15-0 in 1994-95 and 11-0 in 2005-06 and 1991-
92. The 2005-06 Huskies did do something no other UConn team
had ever done. This group of Huskies was the first to enter the
month of January at 11-0. The 1998-99 squad was 10-0 entering
the new calendar year. The 1997-98 team holds the distinction of
most wins before January, starting 12-1 in the first two months.

TEN HUSKY ALUMS ON 2005-06 NBA ROSTERS-- Ten
former Husky performers for head coach Jim Calhoun have started
the 2005-06 NBA season on active rosters: Ray Allen (Seattle),
Caron Butler (Washington), Ben Gordon (Chicago), Richard Hamilton
(Detroit), Donyell Marshall (Cleveland), Kevin Ollie (Philadelphia),
Emeka Okafor (Charlotte), Clifford Robinson (New Jersey), Charlie
Villanueva (Toronto) and Jake Voskuhl (Charlotte). With ten active
players, UConn is No. 2 to only Duke’s 11 active players. The
Huskies are joined by Arizona, Kansas, Kentucky and North
Carolina with ten NBA alums. Clifford Robinson is also a
noteworthy active performer, holding down the spot as
the longest tenured active NBA player for the 2005-06
season. Robinson is in his 17th season, topping Gary Payton, who
is at 16 seasons.

Now in his 20th season as head coach at the University of
Connecticut and his 34th year as a collegiate head coach, Jim
Calhoun has unquestionably stood the test of time in establishing
himself as perhaps the greatest program builder in college
basketball history.

Jim Calhoun’s coaching success story includes winning two
NCAA National Championships (1999, 2004) at Connecticut,
passing the elite 700-win plateau, and earning basketball’s highest
honor, election into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame
as a member of the Class of 2005.

The beginning of what has become one of college basketball’s
greatest coaching achievements—transforming the University of
Connecticut into one of the nation’s elite programs—was launched
in May of 1986 when Jim Calhoun was named head coach.

Nineteen years later, UConn Basketball sits atop the college
basketball landscape with a pair of NCAA National Championships,
an NIT Championship, recognition as the most successful program
in the history of the Big East Conference with a record-setting 15
league titles, and annual acknowledgement as one of America’s
truly outstanding college programs.

In addition, the Connecticut Basketball program is now led by
a Hall of Fame coach.

In September of 2005, with some 60 of his former players in
attendance, Jim Calhoun’s four decade body of work as one of
college basketball’s greatest coaches was formally rewarded when
the UConn coach was enshrined as a coach into the Basketball
Hall of Fame.

On March 2, 2005, Jim Calhoun joined an elite club, becoming
one of only 19 coaches in NCAA Division I basketball history to
reach the 700-win plateau when UConn beat Georgetown, 83-
64.

In his 19 seasons at Connecticut, Jim Calhoun has compiled a
stunning 45-14 overall record in national postseason tournament
competition (33-10 in NCAA play, 12-4 in NIT play). His 33 NCAA
wins at UConn, all achieved in the past 16 years, far outdistances
the entire total of four NCAA victories recorded at Connecticut

before Coach Calhoun took over the Husky basketball program in
the spring of 1986.

Jim Calhoun has led UConn to 13 NCAA bids in the past 16
years. Under Coach Calhoun’s direction, UConn has never lost a
NCAA First Round game and UConn is a stunning 23-3 in NCAA
First and Second Round competition since 1990. The Huskies have
earned ten NCAA Sweet 16 berths in the past 16 years, six Elite
Eight appearances, two NCAA Final Four trips and two National
Championships.

Under Coach Calhoun, UConn has captured a league record 15
BIG EAST Championships, nine regular season crowns and six
tournament titles. The Huskies are 28-13 in BIG EAST Tournament
play under Calhoun.

Even before capturing the 2004 NCAA title, Connecticut
basketball under head coach Jim Calhoun had achieved a unique
“double”, winning the 1999 NCAA Division I National Championships
as well as the 1988 National Invitation Tournament (NIT)
Championship.

Jim Calhoun is the only coach in the history of the BIG EAST
Conference to have been named BIG EAST Conference Coach of
the Year four times. He earned his first BIG EAST Coach of the
Year award in 1989-90 and also won the honor following the 1993-
94, 1995-96 and 1997-98 seasons. John Thompson of Georgetown
and Lou Carnesecca of St. John’s each earned the prestigious honor
three times.

Now in his 34th season as a collegiate head coach, Jim Calhoun
ranks No. 9 all-time in NCAA career victories with 36 (33-10 at
Connecticut, 3-5 at Northeastern). Coach Calhoun is 36-15 in overall
NCAA play (with two NCAA titles).

Jim Calhoun’s overall career record for national postseason
tournament competition is a remarkable 48-19 (36-15 in NCAA
play, 12-4 in NIT play). He has coached in the NCAA Tournament
18 times and in the NIT five times (including winning the 1988 NIT
title).

He also keyed the comeback in the UMass game, hitting three three-pointers in the
crushing 29-2 second half run and knocked down 4-of-6 three’s in the win over Asheville.

Before UConn: Averaged 22.8 points for his high school career and finished as the second leading scorer in
Kathleen history... Averaged 26 points, seven rebounds and five assists as a senior... Averaged 24 points, seven
rebounds and four assists as a junior... Team went 106-24 in his four seasons.
