● Answers delegate queries 

● Responsible for setting up registration form 

● Responsible for managing registrations 

● Creating/formalising an educational theme for the event 

● Responsible for securing the venue and dates for the event 

● Organises strategic planning 

● Is consistent and reliable 

● Responsible for the oversight of participant applications 

● Main point of contact on the day of the event. 

Please note the above role description is ​not exhaustive​; it provides a basic outline of some                               
tasks completed by this portfolio. Upon selection, the committee may reallocate some tasks                         
within portfolios. The Liaison or Regional Council may assign any further tasks that arise during                             
the tenure of the event committee.
